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BOTH LOVED THE SAME GIRL

A Boston Newspaper Man and a Law-

yer Fight with Foils.

THE FORMER WINS THB BATTLE

Belos E. Goldsmith and Attorney Crowley

Had Been Enemies for a long 'While and

last Night They Settled the Dispute in an
Unfrequented Spot.

Boston, May 2C Shortly after 9 o'clock to-

night threo hacks left Hotel Beynolds for
West Roxbury. They contained two duellists
and their seconds and referee and attendant:,
Ono of the principals was a young lawyer
named Crowloy, having an offlco in the
Adam's building, and the other was a young
newspaper man named Delos E. Goldsmith.

The two men have been enemies for some
time past on account of having fallen In love
with the same girt. Some two months ago tho
arrangements for tho duel were completed.

Both men are reputed to be experts with the
foils, and bo it was agreed that they should
sottle their quarrel with sharp foils.

Accordingly tho pair repaired to an open
lot under the rays from a gas lamp and fought

until Crowley fell Into tho arms of his sec-

onds. The seconds for Goldsmith were For-

est Cook and Joseph Bundy, and Ambrose
Lambert and a man named Grover for Crow-

ley.
Tho referee was a man by the name of

Toomey, and the party wero accompanied by

a young divinity student named Vincent.
Upon arriving on tho field of battle both
principals stripped to tho waist and faced
each other. Their seconds had previously
attended to all the details.

Tho men for a few minutes feinted so well

that neither was injured, and it looked to the
seconds as though the battle would be a
lengthy one, when Goldsmith, by a quick
luago, which Crowley failed to parry, drew

Hrt blood. After battling for fifteen minutes,
during which time both men were wounded,
Crowley fell and was caught in the arms of
his seconds.

Tho referee declared Goldsmith tho winner.
Crowley has a bad wound in the thigh, a slight

'..t on tho head, and ono or two scratches
w'lila Goldsmith, asido" from a few small
abrasions, suffered a cut on tho forehead and
a cut on ono arm.

Tho men immediately returned to tho city
and Crowley was taken to a hotel, where he

T .s attended by the divinity student, whilo
Goldsmith went to his home, the seconds go-

ing their several ways. The scene of the
battle is in close proximity to the posthouse,
nnd is a dark, unfrequented spot, especially
alter 9 o'clock at night.

The news of tho duel did not leak out until
long after midnight, and it was almost im-

possible to get any clue to either the princi-

pals or seconds, as a consequence of fighting
a duel In tho state of Massachusetts Is twenty
years' Imprisonment.

A BIO CYPRESS TREE.

It Is in Mexico and Hanks with tho Giant
Growths of California.

From the San Francisco Chronicle.)

We started at 8.30 o'clock, determining to

take on our way tho big cypress of Tula,
Which is so largo that it is worthy to be
ranked above the big treos of California. We
found it in the inclosure of the parish church.
There is nodonbt that tho latter was built in
that place because of the tree, for which the
Indians feel great veneration. It Is precisely
of the same kind as the trees of Cbapultepeo,
but the largest there is only 4C feet in circum-
ference, while this ono is, by recent measure-
ment, 152 feet 4 inches.

There is another difference and a very
marked one, and that Is tho tendency to a
flattening of tho lower and larger branches
and of the peculiar buttresses which the trunk
throws out. In the latter they aro almost as
flat as boards, and in tho branches the flat-
ness is that of a wedge. Tho contrast be-

tween these and the upper ones, which are
rounded, is very striking. The trunk is not
like an ordinary ono, but resembles a but-
tressed wall, so that tho two diameters vary
enormously. Tho height must be less than
200 feet, making tho appearance in a photo-
graph nlmost dwarfish. The spread of tho
branches from north to south is gigantic, and
tho effect of light and shado Is entrancing to
tho artist. There aro colonies of lizards and
of various birds in the different departments
of the trunk and branches, and upon the
green dome of the top were a group of buz-
zards, that croaked without intermission dur-
ing our wboio stay.

HIS COLLECTION OF TOWELS.

A New- - York Advertising Man's Unique
Stock, Collected in .Many Cities.

Of all tho queer, unoxplalnablo hobbies for
a man to possess, Benjamin F. Davenport, a
New York advertising man, has ono which
outranks that of every competitor. Davenport
is a collector, not of historical relics, or post-

age stimps, or walking sticks, or pipes, or
rare china, but of towels and hotel towels at
that. He has been at it a dozen J ears, and ho
has a collection which represents a principal
hotel In every city In the United States and
Mexico.

Some of tho towels aro linen and some aro
cotton and many aro ragged. They vary in
size from a napkin to n takle cloth. The
smallest one comes from a hotel in Vermont,
where the guests go to the pump on frosty
mornings and All their own pitchers, and the
largest a Turkish towel is from a Minne-
apolis palace. It would do at a pinch for a
bathrobo.

Tho most ragged bit was the property of a
Memphis hostelry. It would make a good
necklace, because there is nothing left to it
but the selvedge. Davenport has his collec-
tion carefully ticketed, and on each tab are a
few words, which aro reminders of some par-
ticular incident connected with the hotel or
town, or with the obtaining of the towel
Itself.

"I got 'em tho best way I can," explained
the man with the outlandish hobby to a
writer Icr the JIall ana Express, "ana X uon t
mind telling you that at least 25 per cent, of
my collection has been secured without asking
anybody's permission. The Intrinsic value is
so small that It isn't worth while. If a towtl
appears to bo an expensive one I alwaj i
speak to the landlord about it and p.iy him,
if necessary.

I have towel from Key West up to Mani-
toba; from Portland, Me., to San Diego, CaL,
and from overy hotel which has n history. I
do this for my'own amusement aud because I
don't belioyo It has ever been done before by
any man in the world. Anybody can and
most persons do collect umbrellas or buttons
or newspapers, but who e er heard of a towel
collector before? 1 tell you, my boy, there's
nothing like being unique, even it a hotel
keeper gets after you occasionally with a club.

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THE BIG FERRIS WHEEL.

What It Will Cost to Tako Down and Carry-t-

New York.
From the Chicago Tribunal

Preliminary work Incident to taking down
thoForris wheel on tbo Midway Plalsance
was begun yesterday. This consists of placing
false work, engines, and hoisting apparatus.
Somo day next week the big wheel will turn
for tho las't time in Chicago. At that time
several Ferris Wheel Company officials will
ride around on tho struts that aro still in
place. Some will simply bold to tho ten-in-

icon beams, while others more timid, will be
tied on.

It will tako ten weeks to take the wheel to
pieces. Tho car that was used for carrying
the Krupp gun will bo used for the seventy-to- n

axle. The material will bo taken in Ave
trains of thirty cars each to New York city.
There are 3,000 tou3 of metal in tbo wheel and
500,000 feet of timber is needed for the false
work. Taking the wheel down will be more
dangerous than putting it up. Only one life
was lost in erecting tbo big attraction.

The expense of taking down, moving, and
rebuilding thowheolwill IioSlSO.OOO. InNew
York it Is to be placed at Thirty-sevent- h street
and Broadway. Old Vienna will be repro-
duced around it Here the wheel had 3,000
electric lights; In New York the number will
be doubled. The old Terris Wheel Company
goes out of oxistence, and a now company,
composed of Now York men, has been formed.
Superintendent L. V. Bice has charge of the
removal.

During the fair the wheel went around
10,000 times, and carried 2,000,000 passengers.
The largest single load was carried October
10, when at 12.30 o'clock 1,763 people were in
the cars. The largest day s business was Oc-

tober 10, when 38,000 people were carried.
October 0, 10 and 11 there wero 114,000 pas-
sengers, tho largest average for any three
days.

THE GREATEST FOUSDBY
FOR PIES IH THE WORLD.

Tho largest pie factory New England,
without a doubt, is located Boston. Sot
only is bakery on patriotic soil, but It oc-

cupies, in part, an church building. In
this factory the average is 10,000 pies a day,
and the varieties are many. That they are made
with great rapidity goes without saying.
The manufacture consists consist chiefly of
four processes preparing the filling, mating
tha crust, filling cie3. and baking them.
If mince filling is being made, says the Hart-
ford Courant, tho me it is first selected, and
then cooked in a steam-jacket- copper ket-
tle that will bold a barrel. It is then chopped
by a machine that knos its business, and
then mixed with apple, beef suet, cur-- '
rants, citron, spices and brandy.

When expert mixer gets them all mixed,
by approved rules for mixing, never get-
ting mixed himself, this flllincr coes to the
filler, who, though always engaged filling;
never gets fulL Meanwhilo another set of
men hae prepare"! the crust. A huge trough
is partly filled with flour and lard, "shorten-
ing" is worked into it by fellow dressed in
white, with hair powdered and arms bare.
This Hour is next changed to a doughlike
consistency by adding water as near freezing
as possible to make it flaky, and mixing it
with tho hands.

The wheel turns,
and another baked lot is presented, and so it
goes on day after day, 1,000 an hour taking
their course over this pit of fire.

Krushcs of Spun Glass. (
From the New York Sun.

An American glass manufacturer has now
begun to make glass brushes snch as aro used '
by china decorators for burnishing the gild-di-

on china after it comes from the kiln.
These brushes now come from Bohemia. They
are marveis of gias3 spinning. Thoy are mads
of glass flbw3 so lino that they look like spun
silk. These fibers aro rolled up in bundles
nbout six inches in length nnd in three sizes
in diameter, halt an inch, s, and
one inch. Tho bundles are wound with cord
to within about three-quarte-rs of an inch of
each end. each end being used as a brush.
Tho brushes are cut square across the ends,
and so extremely fine nru the glass fibers thai
in tho fryue of tho brush tho compact center
presents a velvety appearance. The brushes
are flexible and silky to the touch. They
wear away in use, and as they wear the cord
Is cut away to leave tho end of sufficient
length.

Asparagus Soup.

If not wanted for
an omelet, tho heads can bo boilod separately
and added to the soup. This soup can also be
mado with milk, using no meat. Philadel-
phia Times.
