CATHOLIC CHURCH ATTACKED.

.Mr. Linton Accuses Them of Running a
Lobby for Indian School Appropriations.

v, hen tho Indian appropriation bill was
taken up in the House j csterday the proceed-

ings gave every ovidence of a tendency to
settle into a dull debate, when Representative
Linton, of Michigan, suddenly precipitated a
sectarian discussion by tho contention that
the Catholic Indian s.'liool received throe-fift-

of nil the appropriations for school pur-
poses, nnd that the present bill would result
m a stilt larger projionion.

He then cnarged that the Catholics had a
lobby in this city anil at tho Capitol for the
purpose of obtaining money for Catholic
schools on Indian reservations.

This declaration, which soon profoundly
impressed the House, ho followed by hav Ing
read a collection of letters aud resolutions of
protest from Protestant bodies. Then hogave
a list of appropriations for contract schools
of different denominations.

At this point came the sensational part of
Mr. Linton's speech. In vigorous languago
he appealed to the country to tauo warning
by tho history of the past, and to take precau-
tions in timo to prevent religious riots. Ho
was opposed, ho said, to a church wboe head
resided in a foreign country, receiving the
lion's sbaro of tho appropriations, and he
criticized a sect which used its church as a
political machine. He appealed to ev ery man
in tho House, whose constituents he declared
were watching their aetion on this question,
to vote against that section of the bill, and he
appealed to their patriotism and their love of
religious liberty to. uttcrl sever all union of
church and state.

With this sensational feature the House re-
lapsed into quiet until a brief discussion ot
tho merits of Xcw York and Chicago was in-
augurated by Mr. Straus' protest against the
removal of the Indian warehouse to Chicago
from ew York. Mr. Goldzier championed
Chicago in a speech which convulsed the
nouse.

AINSWORTH APPEAL ARGUED.

Defendant's Counsel Questions tho Right
to Appeal Court Reserves Decision.

The court of appeals j esterday considered
tho motion of Col. Ainsworlh's :o jasol to dis-

miss the appeal from Judgo McComas de-

cision, noted by District Attorney BIrney Fri-

day last.
Mr. J. A. Morrison, of the War Department,

represented Col. AInswortji and Assistant
District Attorney Hugh T. TRggart appeared
for tho government.

Mr. Slornson argued that if any authority
existed for the government's nppeal it was
found in the first provision of section Beven
oltuo act establishing the court ot appeal, as
follows: "Any narty aggrieved bynny llual
order, judgment, or docreo of the supreme
court of the District of Columbia, or of any
justice thereof, may appeal therefrom to the
court of appeals hereby croated."

llr. Morrison contended that the act re-

ferred to did not chango or add to previous
laws relating to appeals in criminal eases so
as to give in such casus a right of appoal un-

known to the common law. Ho cited the case
of Ilodmond Chostpeako and Ohio nail-roa- d

Company, in which, lie alleged, the
court had construed the language of tho act
in such a minner as he precluded sueh a
contention by the government, and held that
the act did" not Intend tho multiplicity of
appeals or the giving of tho right of appea,
in ctcs whore it had previously been denlcdl
except as tho act spceifleully provided.

Mr. Morrison also contended that in the
caw of the Inited States vs Sanger it wis
settled that the state has no right to sue out n
writ of error upon a judgment in favor of
the defendant in a criminal case except in
accordance with express statutes, whethor
the judgment was rendered upon a verdict or
upon a mere interlocutory order.

In his reply Mr. Tagart contended that
the whole mntter rested upon tho determina-
tion of tlo court as to whether the United
States came within the term "any party,"
and asserted thit tho right of appeal ns
wholly within Iho legislative control, and
could therefore bo restricted or extended.
