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BAD FIGHTING BEGINS AGAIN

Conference of Miners and Operators
Tailing, Rifles Are Resorted To.

DEPUTIES FIRE INTO A MOD

Ono Striker Killed in His Boots, Two Others

Are Dying, and Still Another Shot Through

the Body Eesnlt of a Battle at lemont
Yesterday Morning.

TJmoxtown, Ta., June 10. The trnce is
ended, and again the armed deputlos In the
coke regions have made a killing. Ono
striker Willed in his boots, two others dying
and another shot through the body is the re-

sult of the battle this morning at Lemont
There were six deputies on one side and

a numbor of strikers on the other. Unbiasod
tostimony is to the effect that the mob not
only provoked but compelled the deputies to
flro on them, after the strikers hud com-

pelled thom to retreat and had fired several
shots at them.

The circumstances that led up to this latest
of the many tragedies of the coke regions
were developing since jesterday afternoon.
Four Amorican workmen, John Delanoy,
Oliver Tibbey. John Britt and James Fur- -

loucb. who live at Leisenring, have been
working at the Trick Coko Company's Talloy
works for some time. They carno to New
Haven yesterday afternoon where they were
to take tho Leisenring electric road for home,
where they havo not been for u month. As

soon as they alighted from the train at New
I Haven they were surrounded by a mob of

several hundred strikers. Tho strikers first
J beat the four workmen aDd then put tags on' them, bearing tho inscription "BlackXega"

and covered them with chalk-- marks.
They then marched tho prisoners to all the

works on tho lino from New Haven south,
holding them up as decorated samples of
"scabs," for the revilings and abuse of
strikers everywhere. The four prisoners were
subjected to all manner of intuits and Indig-
nities to such an extent tnat many of the
more rational etrikers protested that it was
cruel and cowardly for so many men to assail
four helpless fellows in that way.

The Trick Coke Company was informed o!
the perilous position their workmen were in.
Field Deputy Mott Allen and six men were
sent to New Haven on the evening train.

It was dav light when the squad of tired
deputies reached Lemont, where the light
took place. They had been joined by Supt.
Slater, of the Leisenring plant, who had
helped in the ht hunt. Not long after
daylight tho men began to assemble on the
commons by the hundred. They engaged in
the wildest demonstrations and insist that
they had four captives in their possession.
When the deputies were discovered the mob
raided a howl and surrounded them.

Many of tho strikers had revolvers and all
carried clubs. They mov ed against the depu-
ties, who retreated under a shower of clubs
and stones. Riding up to the advancing
crowd of miners. Deputy Allon told them to
go back, saj ing ho did not want any trouble,
and that there would be trouble if "ho or his
men were attacked and injured. The answer to
Allen was a general yell, and one of the
strikers I'ovornd him with a pistol and fired.
The shot was a close shave for the top of tho
marshal's head.

Tho deputies opened fire and the mob
opened flro. Several shots were fired by the
mob as coolly and as rapidly as did tho depu-
ties, and they kept closing in on tho strikers
who were working the Winchesters until they
were driven to the extreme end of the com-
pany's ground, whare they made a stand.

By that time three of the strikers were down
and several others were wounded.

The strikers began at once to carry away
their wounded. The dead man and two who
were fatally wounded were left in the road
where they foil. The number of wounded may
not be known for several days, as they were
in concealment.

Allen estimates that fifty orsixty shots were
fired on both sides. The two Slavs who aro
fatally shot can live but a short time. At dark
the man who was killed was still lying where
he fell. The names of the dead and wounded
cannot bo learned as yet. Nobody but tho
strikers knew them, and they refuse to tell
who the men wero or give any information
of any kind under any circumstances.

Deputies, armed with search warrants,
have been going through all the houses in
the vicinity, but up to a late hour not a traco
of tho four men held as prisoners by the
itrikors has been seen, and it is feared that
they have been murdered by them in rovenire
for the loss of the men hurt in battle.

Later Late ht two Slavs, most seri-
ously wounded, were taken to the Cottage
Hospital at Connellsville for treatment. They
are fatally injured, being shot through the
hips. Dr. Smith, who attended them, says
they can live but a short time.

At dark the man who was killed was still
lying where he fell, and a canvas had been
stretched over him. Coroner Battonsaidhe
Would view the bodies

Tho sheriff and his attorney will ask for a
full investigation. Their names are on the
records of the McCluro cove, but they were
Bot available as the company rofused to give
out any Information in connection with the
affair. They are all Slavs.

The man Instantly killed was shot through
the breast. Another was shot through tho
arms, but his wounds are not dangerous.
Among tho number arrested and placed in
jail the deputies identified six of the more
active strikers in the fight.

The deputies who have taken tho field to
find kidnapped workmen have not given up
the search, but will push it until some trace
of the men or of what has befallen them is
secured. Up to a late hour they haye learned
absolutely nothing of them.

Everywhere the strikers are sullen and furi-
ous over the striking at Lemont, and tho
worst Is feared, for the poor fellows who
were known to be in their power when thetight was lost by the mob.

All over the south end of the region the old
turbulent spirit is astir, and it is noticeable
that the lawless element is in the saddle now,
and the conservative leaders and counsellors
are unheeded. If the affair of y does
not precipitato another reign of terror in the
coke region tho signs are all wrong.

WOMEN TAKE A HAND.

They Are Even More Brntal Than Their
Unsband on Non-unio- n Men.

Teetidad, Colo., Juno 10. At the Sopris
mines yesterday a party of women, wives of
the strikers, stationed themselves at the open-
ing to the mino and attempted by abusivo
language and throwing stones to prevent the
men from going to work.

A Mexican miner was dumped in the mud
and pounded with stones. A man with them
urging them on was placed under arrest with
two of the most vicious of the women and
lodged in jail. This ended the riot and there
Baa been no trouble since.

A PERPLEXING SITUATION.

Boggs Enn Is In n Feverish Condition and
Troops are on tho More.

Chablistox, W. Va., Juno 10. Governor
afacCorkle is evidently perplexed at the con-
dition of affairs at Boggs Run. A telegram
received at 11 o'clock to-d- stated that a
coal train had just been beat past the strikers

$wo companies of militia would be sent atonce to disperse the mob. At C o'clock no In-
telligence of the success or the failure of thoattempt had been received.

The character of ail the Information that
the Governor has received to-d-ay up to the
reception of these last telegrams indicated
that the trouble had practically ended, and
ka hoped to be able to withdraw the military,

probably within a very short time. This last
outbreak, however, only confirms his original
view, that the trouble Is too deep-Beat- to be
settled by the show of force on the scene. He
said that he had nine companies at
Hoggs Run. and that two more would be
there by 8 o'clock He says the en-

MINERS EIRE ON DEPUTIES.

Tho Office! Caught in an Ambuscade
and Torccd to Kctrcnt.

Crutle Ckelk, Colo., June 10. A party of
fifteen deputies while approaching Bull Hill
this mornlug on a tramway from camp to this
place, were fired on from ambush by twenty
miners.

Tho deputies, being unprepared for battle,
retreated without returning the fire. Gen.
Brooks called out enough militia to surround
the minors and arrest them.

READY TO OPEN TIRE.

Troops Under Arms and Only Await Orders
to Inaugurate Hostilities.

Cnirrix Creek, Colo., Juno 10. The depu-

ties marched through Victor Saturday and
arrotcd fourteen men without warrants.
Gen. Brooks regards this an aggressive move,
and has advised Governor Waite to declare
military law.

Tho men all are under arms and formed for
battle and the cannon and Gatling guns aro
so trained as to rake tho camp of the depu-
ties. Gen. Brooks only awaits orders from
Governor YTalte to openfljo.

STRIKLRS' BIG DEMANDS.

Ten Thousand Men at Pana Apply for
Food from Citizens.

Pana, 111., June 10. It is learned from
a reliable source that there will be 10,000

striking miners In Pana by morn-

ing, and they proposo to eat at the expense
of the residents of the city and county. The
invaders' leader applied yesterday to the
mayor and chief deputy sheriff for food, but
was rofused.

The strikers encamped just outside of the
city limits, stoned the Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad Company's south-boun- d passenger
train which arriv ed here at 9 o'clock last
night.

VIOLENCE AT CAMBRIDGE.

Sentinels Stonod and n Water Station
Burned by Strikers.

Caxbbidoe, Ohio, June 10. There was ex-

citement at Camp Mineral, caused by a shot
at a sentinel and the firing of two shots by
the pickets on some parties who refused to
halt. The battalions were called out by the
long roll. Tho soldiers insist that their out-

posts have been stoned every night, and thnt
they are constantly beset by spies from the
miners.

The water station at Gibson's was burned
last night. Col. Hamilton sent two companies
to Campbell's station to prevent the seizing of
coal trains and running them in on the tracks
ol the Easterm Ohio railroad. There is a
special guard of soldiers patroling the
grounds of the Baltimore and Ohio in Cam-
bridge and guarding the depot and water
station, exercising an uncommon precaution.

BURNED THE TRESTLE.

Cleveland, Loraino and Wheeling Road
Suffers from Strikers.

New PniLADEFniA, Ohio, June 10. Miners
burned over one hundred feet of trestle of the
Cleveland, Loraine and Wheeling railway at
Goshen, three milos south of there. They
threatened to kilLtwo bridge guards who ran
here and alarmed the police. Brldgeman
called from Ubrichsville are repairing tho
the trestle and hope to get done
morning. About a hundred men aro work-
ing.

Sheriff Adams has been appealed to guard
tho bridges at Midvale, Mrausberg and
Dover. Nearly all bridges are wooden. Four
deputy sheriffs will guard each bridge

State troops are expected here
Two regiments will be distributed

along the road.

SIGNAL FLAGS USED.

Miners Adopt a Telegraphlo Code and Are
Advised of Train Movements.

Wheeling Creek, O., June 10. Signal flags
were used Saturday to notify miners when-

ever coal trains started from Bridgeport. A
signal station surrounded by 00 men and
women was charged upon and torn down by
troops.

The miners made a demonstration as if to
throw stones, but wero warned that the sol-
diers would fire if stones were used. One of
the soldiers from Tiffin was prostrated by the
heat, greatly to the amusement of the strik-
ers. Returning from tho attack on the signal
station to the railroad bridge, a striker
planted himself squarely in the way of the
troops.

An officer knocked him out of the way.
Fully 100 men and women gathered at the

Night Outposts Keep Up n Desultory Skir-
mish with Strikers.

Wheeling, W. Va., Juno 10. The Ohio
militia in camp at Wheeling Creek, three
miles west of the river, wero fired upon by
persons in the hills at frequent intervals from
midnight to this morning, and in a few cases
the sentinels returned the fire, but, so far as
known, no bloodshed resulted. This morn-
ing strikers burned 141 feet of a wooden
bndgo at Gosheu, west of Wheeling Creek,
and no coal could therefore be moved until
the bridge was repaired.

About 4 this evening the double header
trains wero sent west, compased in all of
forty-tw- o cars. There was no effort made to
stop them. At the camp of the Wen Virginia
militia the day was a comparatively quiet
one. The morning passed quietly until 11
o'clock, whon a message from Edmundsville
told of a blockade by a number of miners
about town. Three companies of the First
regiment left immediately.

The obstructionists dispersed on the arrival
of the troops, but one, Charles Davis, was ar-
rested and brought to Wheeling charged with
obstructing the United States mail. The
crowd around the camp this afternoon was
large and at times disorderly, but no special
trouble resulted.

Ail Arc Asked to Help.
CnicAoo, June 10. Mayor Hopkins has Is-

sued a proclamation calling upon the people
of the city to assist the strikes at Tullman.
The proclamation request that all distribu-
tions for money, food, clfthing. etc, bo sent
to mayor's office and from thero bo distri
buted among the deserving poor at Pullman.

Drowned While (lathing.
Yesterday afternoon about 1 o'clock William

Jones, colored, aged 18 years, was drowned
at the mouth of the bathing beach, near tho
monument. The news was reported by Will-

iam Jacobson, a white boy, who claims to bo
from Chicago, who said that they were in
swimming when the accident occurred.
Jacobson said that Jones stated that hu was
from New York city, and lived at No. 20J Ono
Hundred and Third street. A pollccboat was
at once sent to the placo to drag for the body,
but the search has as yet been unsuccessful.

To Prison for Life.
Sax Francisco, June 10. Mrs. Jane Shat-tuc- k

has been sentenced to prison for life for
the murder of Harry G. Poole about four
months ago.

Poole bad been paying attention to Miss
Sbnttuck, a chorus girl. Her mother shot
Poole in her own apartments because he re-
fused to marry her daughter immediately.

COXEY IN BIS CAMP AGAIN

Trio of Commonweal Leaders Lcae
Jail and Go to bMadensburg.

MUCH CHEERING AND REJOICING

They Were Hot at the Jail Gate with a

Carriago and Driven to Their Camp.

Warned to Mend Their Ways and to Eeop

Off the Grass in the Fntnro.

Gen. Coxey. Carl Browne, and Columbus
Jonps. were yesterday given their liberty by
the District Jailor.

They had served their sentence as imposed
by Judge Miller for walking on the grass on
May 1.

Yesterday morning was tho tlmo set for tho
release and 8 o'clock the hour. When the
sun arose Browne was up. Coxey and Jones
wero still sleoping. Browne was foellng well
and he went to the cots of bis companions
anil told them to dress.

At 8 o'clock Oklohoma Sam and Jesso
Coxey wore at tho jail gate. They had driven
out in a carriage drawn by fou horses, with
Sam as the driver. When the cell doors
wero opened and the threo leaders wero
told to go and mend their wajs
and abovo all other things to koep
off the gra-- s, thero was rejoicing by Sam and
Jesse Coxey. Gen. Coxoy looked particu-
larly delighted. Browne's face wore an ex-

pression of unconcern. Jones? He just
looked the same. He has a face that cannot
be moved either by sorrow or joy.

As soon as they reached the sidewalk in
front of tho jail Oklahoma Sam pulled off his
bat and gav o a ell that aroused thoso nativ os
of the neighborhood who were still in their
Sunday morning slumbers.

Then the live got in the carriage, Sam
cracked his whip and away they drove. Not
one of them looked back. They laughed anil
cbatterall the way totheavenue. Tbehorses
seemed to know that their masters had joined
thom again, for they trotted as fast as they
could.

Some few recognized the commonwcalers as
they went doivn Mar land avenue, and a
ynung lady, who wore a very handsome
String bonnet, who was returning from mass,
threw a flower at the carriage.

At 10.30 o'clock the carriago reached the
National hotel, and Coxey and Browne entered
the lobby. Hero a big crowd had gathered,
and as tho two commonwcalers were crossing
to the office surrounded and subjected them
to the mortification of long nud steady start"!.

At the office countor Covey shook bauds
with the clerk and stood a few moments as-
sorting a large accumulation of mail. Browno
secured a newspaper and retired to one side
of the room, where he kept his eyes fastened
on his paper, apparently indifferent to the
curiosity of tuose around him.

Coxey wore his old light gray suit, which
harmonized with ills raid and careworn fea-
tures. Browno was garbed in hi buckskin
clothes, but his bronze feature, which before
his incarceration had lent emphasis to his ap-
parel, had vanished, and instead his face
was very pale.

Coxey soon went up to tho public parlor, on
the second lioor, where he engaged in con-
versation with his wife.

Ten minutes later he had returned to the
lobby, and accompanied by Mrs. Coxey and
Browne, returned to the pbrcton and drove
rapidly in the direction of Itladensburg.

The released wealers were given an ovation
out there. Tbo wciry, footsore and hungry
followers cheered their leaders as soon as the
carriage appeared in sight. Some of them
shouted so loud that it caused one gentleman
who was a witness to the event to remark:

"Well, tills thing looks like a Republican
meeting in Ohio."

Aftera general handshaking all around, the
commonweal leaders went to their respective
tents. At dinner they ato heartily and in tho
afternoon speeches were made by Coxoy.
Browne. Jones and others, praising the good
roads scheme and abusing Cloveland and tho
interest bearing bonds.

The future plans of the Bladensburg con-
tingent are at presnt veiled in a new and
unusual reticence on Mr. Coxey's part.

BOSTON COXEVITLS TO GO.

Will Stnmp the State of Massachusetts to
Help Their Cause.

Morrison I. Swift, the leader of this band,
savstbrt this action does not indicate that
the men have lost interest in their work, but
that they are going to work in a different
field and bring more iniluence to bear from
other points.

ECHOES FROM THE FLOOD.

Railroads in the Northwest Prepared to
Mend VAatcrvv recked Tracks.

Portland, Oreg., June 10. The Northern
Pacific and Union Pacific are making prepar-
ations to repair their roads as soon as tbo
waters recede. Division Superintendent

of the Northern Taciflc, started out to-

day over the line betweeen this city and
Kalama, and expects to have the trains run-
ning in a few days.

The Union Pacific will havo to be rebuilt
for many miles between this city and
Umatilla. The road follows tbo river all tho
way, and overhanging bluffs have either
fallen down or the foundation of the grade
has been washed out.

It w 111 be at least a month and may be two
months before tho Union Pacific will be ablo
to run trnins into this city. Meantime a boat
service wib be established, with transfers at
the Cascades and at the Dalles.

KANSAS CITY'S BIG BLAZE.

During the Progress of Which Several
Persons Arc Injured.

o'clock this atternoon a general alarm was
sent in from tho corner of Thirteenth and
Hickory streets for a flro which was raging
in the third floor of the building owned and
occupied by the Keystone Implement Com-

pany. 1317 to 1321 West Thirteenth street.

ihe tire bad been burmngquite a while before
department nrnved on the spot and tho

flames had gotten beyond control.
The burning building was a four-stor- y

brick, and vv as stocked with all sorts of farm-
ing implements, as well as harness, etc. Tho
llremcu worked hard, doing hue work during
the conflagration, but tho stock of paints and
oils fed the flames which leapod in the air
fifty to a hundred feet, and wero quickly com-

PRESENT WEEK IN CONGRESS

The Next Six Days Should See the

Wool Schedule Reached.

NEXT TO SUGAR IN IMPORTANCE

The Five Minute Bale Will Not Hold in This

Debate Mr. Bayers Will Have Charge of
the Deficiency Bill in the House Anti-Opti-

Bill Prospects.

It is oxpected on both sides of the Senate
chamber that tho woolen schedule will be
reached during tbo present week in tha con-

sideration of the tariff bill. There Is a tacit
agreement among the Republican and Demo-

cratic leaders that the debate shall be con-

tinued under the te rule on the
wines, cotton manufactures and flax sched-

ules. Senator Aldricb, as the representative
of the Republican side of the chamber, yes-

terday expressed the opinion that these
schedules would bo disposed of with very lit-

tle delay.
He said that the understanding for

speeches would not be continued when
the woolen schedule should be reached, and
he expressed the opinion that three or four
davs' debate would be necessary before the
wool and woolen schedules were acted on.
Some of tho Democratio leaders think the
schedule may be disponed of in two days.

This schedule will develop one of the most
Important debates connected with the bill.
Next to the duty on sugar free wool has at-

tracted more attention than any other item in
tho bill, and there can be no doubt that many
Republican Senators will make speeches vigor-
ously assailing the Democratic position

Tho Democrats, while not expecting or
hoping to secure consideration of this sched-
ule under the rule, are nev erthe-ir- ss

hopeful that they can make an arrange-
ment for the fixing of a definito number of
days for the debate. It is understood this is
one end thoy have In view in arranging the
preliminaries for night sessions, as they have
teen doing in securing pledges of Democratic
Senators to remain until tho steering com-

mittee shall consent to adjournment each
day. This Is to be an elastic arrangement,
and late night sessions will be resorted to
only in case of evident determination on tho
part of Republican Senators to delay a vote.

This is not expected on auy of the items
which precede the woolen schedule, nor do
many Senators think it will be un dertaki n in
that connection. The Democratic leaders,
however, regard it as best to bo prepared to
meet tbo emergency if it should present itself.
They desire also. Hit should prove that there
aro to be an unexpected number of long
speeches on tbo woolen schedule, to work
them off as rapldl as possible, by resorting
to night sessions for that purpose.

"Wo do not," said Senator Harns."want to
impose any unnecessary hardships, but we
want to mako an impression on the bill dur-
ing the weok."

In the House.
The Indian question in its various ramifica-

tions on schools, agents, rations, supply
will continue to occupy the attention of

the Houso the early days of the coming week.
Judge Holman, in charge of the bill, said
yesterday that he oxpected to pass the bill by
Tuesday'nlgbt. If he was not obliged to sur-

After that there are a number of important
bills struggling for priority. The general de
ficiency bill will be reported e Houso to-

morrow, and Chairman Saers, of the Ap-

propriations Committee, will urge its immedi-
ate consideration, in order to clear the calan-d- er

of appropriation bills.
Mr. Saj era will bo in charge of the de-

ficiency bill, notwithstanding the fact that
Representative Breckinridge, of Kentucky, is
chairman of the deficiency subcommittee.

It is expected that Mr. Hatch will try to
have the n bill follow the Indian
bill. Representative Cooper, of Indiana, also
expects to have a day set apart soon for his
bill authorizing the taxation of greenbacks.

Representative Livingston, of Georgia, is
pressing tho bill for government aid to the
cotton exposition at Atlanta. Chairman Cul-
