SHERMAN'S LONG SERVICE.

He Reaches a Terra Equal In Length to
That ot Senator Benton.

Senator Sherman was congratulated by
many of his associates on the floor of tho Sen-

ate 3 esterday on the .'act that he had reached
a term of service in the Senato equal in
length to that of Senator Benton, whose serv-
ice had heretofore held first rank in duration,
covering the period from December C, 1321, to
March 3, 1851, making twenty-nin- e 3 ears, two
months, and twenty-seve-n days.

Senator Sherman first entered the Senato
on March 23, 1861, ind served contlnuouslv
until March 8, 1S77, making fifteen 3 ears,
eleven months and fifteen days, when he re-
signed to enter President Hayes' Cabinet. His
second service began on March 4, 1831, and
has continued to the present time, thirteen
years, tnree months and twelve da3. The
two periods make his service iusteaual to
that of Benton.

Senator Sherman is the only other Senator,
except William R. King, of Alabama, who was
first elected in 1819, who has received six
elections to the Senate, but King's aggregate
service was about six months less than that of
Sherman up to date. Senator Sherman's
present term does not expire until 1899.

Great
black lines showed tho comparative amount
of sickness from typhoid fever in tho large
cities of world bofore and after proper
sew r facilities provided. They showed
that an enormous mortality from this cause
was reducod to almost nothing when sewers
wero provided.

extend its streets throughout the ten square

IT CAM EE rltEVENTED.
Dr. rrentico was tho to adlress the

committee. He tald that It was an undis-

puted fact that tjpliold fover could bo pre-

vented. Ev ery w ell in this city was polluted
because of a l.ick of proper sewerage. Only
j l'ttie while ago lie had discovered that
about fifty or sixty bojs and girls of the high
school were drinking water from a pump at

corner of O and Sixth streets. The water
from that pump was impure, which fait he
rt rorted to the health ofilcer.

Dr. Adams said that ot inmates of the
Children's hospital in this city during tho
last two 3ears there had been one death from
tvphonl fever, and this was caused by drink-
ing impure water from a pump.

Commissioner Powell was present and ex-
plained that once a 3 ear all the pumps in the
city were and cleaned, and that
wherever impurities wero found the pump
was removed.

Final Effort to Kill the Indian Appro-

priation bill Unaailing.

PASSED ALMOST AS REP0KTED

Not Regarded as an "A. P. A." Defeat

Education Bill to Be Introduced

in the Near Future Sharp Debate Be-

tween Crisp, Eced, and Richardson.

The Indian appropriation bill was passed
by the House 3 esterday 1 substantially as it
was reported from the committee.

A determined effort was mado to kill the
bill by s motion to recommit with instruc-
tions to strike out the provision for contract
schools and to provide for the, erection of
government Indian schools, but it was un-

successful.
While the bill gives the usual appropria-

tions to Indian schools run by Mictarian
bodies, it is in no vvuy an Indorsement of that
class of legislation. The fact that the A. P.
A. endeavored to have the money withheld
hits given the impression that tho passage of
the bill was a victor for the advocates ot the
present system. But there were a great
many men who were outspoken in their op-
position to it who cast their votes for its pas-
sage because its defeat would have thrown
out of school on July 1 thou-and- s of Indian
children who would have had to be sent to
their reservations. At no late date a bill out-
lining a svs'cm ot education for the Indians
similar to that given in all public schools will
bo introduced in the House, and it it can bo
gotten out of committee it will be the signal
for the real light against sectarian appropria-
tions.

The early part of the day was marked by a
sharp discussion between the Speaker and
Mr. Reed and Mr. on the ques-
tion of approving the Journal, hinging on
Mr. Reed's desire to have the proceedings
following Mr. Richardson's personal expla-
nation of yesterday entertd In the Journal.
