legitimate. Wo can't lift an ovelld without
sighting something that isn't criminal, to be
sure, nor yet illegal, and still draw your own
conclusions.

I know ono man high in office, who, when

he goes away for tho Summer, to make Bure
of his butler on his return gives the man u
place as messenger in his department. There
is another official who works his butler and
tho government in a different way. Ho saves
a butler's wages entirely by keeping the man
on the government paj-ro- ll the year around.
Tho arrogance of office occasionally undoes
the menial and causes tho butler to give tho
man's wife no end of bother; still sho is some-
what fortitled for tho trial by the sympathy
born of a common lot she is on tho govern-
ment pa --roll herself and so are the three
children.

1 u spoke to it, and breathed
deeply the fragrance of Us fair devotion to
constitutional principles with which its every
syllable was fraught. Not a me inure came up
in Congress that had in it the suspicion of
iniquitv- - or the remotest potentiality of guilo
tha this conscience in all tho serene inajestj
of its pure intention did not nri3C. and with n
calm objection" stem the tl lo of sinful legis-
lation that ever and anon threatens to sweep
over the dikes of our Demoernc.v.

Congrf S'ineu with a 1 G. A. B. element
in their constituency, who heretofore had as-

semble 1 as the Capitol on l'ridaj nights and
undisturbed had followed the unhallowed
practice of legislating pensions as the neces-
sities of elections might demand, suddenly
perceived iu their midt tho voice of

making the point of "no quorum."
Broken up in business, iLcy pleaded, they
threatened, they offered him plums out of
their own pie; they got mad and swore Lo
should have no. pic. Still regularly on 1'riday
night, persistent. taat..!'7lng and tautological
as Poe s raven, tl.e voieo of conscience con-

tinued to exclaim: "No quorum." Ih-- u mem-
bers who from liTio immemorial hid lieea ac-

customed to getting themjelves paired aud
quitting Congress to follow their fancy, the
raees or any other attra-tio- n wherever it.
led, s'ruck a snag. Without warning the
voice of conscience rang in tl cir ears a long-lo- st

ruio providiug that the paj'of members
shall be dojkcd for e.

But it was when some member in a wild
flight of oratorj-- . or in tho Mind ardor of a

cause, walked rough-sho- d over the
Constitution, it was men timt conscience re-

vealed its depth of wisdom and divine intent.
The souls of Claj aud Calhoun seemed rein
carnated in a siugle form, and this was with
us only jeterdaj-- . What of to-d- That
form rein-s- us in an its original, purity una
power of outllue. but its voice I ilnallv went
in se irch of it. I said to him right out, "See
here. Conscience, what s the matter.' I've
been listening Tor you, and I haven't heird
you make the point of "no quorum' or 'object'
to a single thing this session What is moro,
in all the recent to-u- o about docking mem
bers in order to oblige tLcm to play ball jou
haven't a word that will go tnund-rin- g

down to posterity. What is it? Is the wear
nnd tear of llfo hi Washington too much for
you? Tell me."

The "soughing of the wind" on a night In
Noveml er i3 really more wonderful and
reminiscent or the dead than w.is this voice
of conscience as it justified its silence thus:
"When I first came to Congress I was horror--
stricken to witness the way men here play
fi.st and loose w.th tho interests ot the people
and the s icred purpose of the Constitution.
I could not understand, and I could not hold j
my pence among tuese unlicensed and un- -

'constitutional practices. I spoke and I was
ridiculed. I nc'.ed and I was powerless to
obtain results. Then Igraduullwasbrought
to realize th.it my only reasonable course is
that or many another good man in Congress
to serve my God. my country, and mj- - con-
stituents with a clean heart, and let God.
their country, and their constituents look
ujon the hearts ol tho other fellows. If thoy
satisfy their Maker and their machine they
aro all right, I suppose. At all events, it's
none of my business, that's clear."

I freely admit not being able to see all that
is dear to the cjclopic eje of the experienced
Congres-ma- n. For instance, how does a
man who, in power, perceives tho interests of
the people scored by counting n quorum on a
Donnj brook fair principle, insisting that
Congress is not a deliberative bodj, but a
bodv to do business how does a man Of

such convictions perceive the interests of the
people still served, when, with the other party
trying to do business, ho himself becomes an
obstruction? Isupposs It is just a matter of
adjusting one's perception to the exigencies
of legislation, with the power and the glory
on the other side.

I lately talked with a couple of representa-
tives and a Senator on the influence of Con

gress on a man's conscience. Quite by chance
and oddly enough each of these men typified
one ot three great schools of American poll-tic- s.

There was n Tammany man post grad-
uate in the course of "practical politics."
There was a southern Democrat tho "old
school," that practices theories rather than
politics. Then there was a Populist pre-
cursor of a "new birth" in politics.

A New York Congressman professed faith-
fulness to the Tammany precopt, "Never
forget your friends."

"Legitimate lobbying? That's so much a
matter of proportion, it can't be defined in
any general, positive terms," said he.
"I should say that lobbying is legitimate to
any extent a member will stand it and Il-

legitimate in proportion as this spirit of en-

durance encroaches upon u man's duty to his
constituents. Lobbying is inevitable, audit
Is also inevitable that some legislation should
be promoted on the score of friendship. It is
absolutely impossible for a truo man to be a
friend until bis friend wants a favor, and then
climb out of his reach on tho pedestal of a
Congressman and stand stonj- - as ono of the
heroes in Statuary hall, making ingratitude
with a marble front of patriotism. I believe
in being a friend in office as out ot it, aud I
doubt the sincerity of a man who professes
anj roorosujiernatural creed In polities

"No, I dou't think Washington has a cor-
rupting influence on men. The great ques-
tions and broad interests which absorb men's
rninds in Congress clear the atmosphere of
much that is debasing iu lesser legislative
bodies. I have worked in tho political Held
in the country, in tho city, in the state, and
herent the seat of the nation, and I know
that tho narrower tho interests and tho more
personal tho principles Involved tho more in-

tense and bitter is the ;nrtisin siiritnndthe
more corrupt in o;eratlon are the spoils of
oflico. Another thing, a bad man in Congress
hasn't the license ho lias aujwhero eho in
office, tho eyes of tho wholo country nro
upon him, and ho simplj can't afford to nr

himself here, for it means dishonor for
him in every state In tho Union. As for tho
machine in politics, it neither makes nor mars
a man. It merely furnishes hi m bis oppor-
tunity. It Is ridiculous to say that a man is
less or worso a3 a result of party organiza-
tion. Tho machine has a place for every
kind of man, and in it ho finds a chance to
do the work he is willing to do. It ho is not
disposed to do dirty work, the machine can't

I mako him; if ho Is so disposed, bo will do it,
nntt tne mncnino mat uses mm lsn t respon-
sible."

His Congressman wa9 speaking with partic-
ular reference to Taiuniuny, but, no loss than
Tammany, tint greater machine, which is the
government of the United States, is driven to
use people who do dirty work. "The most
valuable rources of information the govern-
ment has." sn s Mr. Holman, "aro dlsrepu-tnbl- e

people, who follow their natural bent,
enter Into schemes against the government,
fall to make as much out of it as they think
they should, and to work vengeance on those
who nro making moro Inform tho govern-
ment of their proceedings, and for pay work
with tho government to bring their former
allies to judgment."

"I tell you what I think Is the trouble with
Washington," said Buck Kilgore. "A lot of
men como to Congress who never did havo
any conscience, and when this is found out
after thoj" get to work here, why they charge
it up to Washington. Now, I broaght my
conscience with me when I camo. It was in
first-rat- e running order then, and I don't see
that it is any the vv orse for vv ear after sv en
j'ears' hard service. Yc3, it has had some
pretty severe snocks, but has come out alive
every time. You see down in our country,
where party organization isn't so mneh of a
scienco as it Is up North, a man doesn't havo
his moral sensibilities trained to "understand
just how strictly 'kissing goes by favor."
W hen he gets up in Congress ho can't oxactly
understand at first how it is o much dono on
thoopenlj-avowe.- 1 principle: 'You help keop
me iu office and I'll help keep you in.' "

"He has to get used to this thing orget out,
and he gradually comes to see that abuses re
sulting Trom ttits practice nro the evils of or-
ganization, which is necessary to party action,
and something that nobody less than the Cre-
ator of human nature can overcome. So he
tru-t- s the Lord and jogs along, and if his
conscience grows a little frayed about the
edges it is not enough to hurt it any. No, I
don't trust tLu Lord when it comes to a lobby-
ist. Tnero isn't any such thing as legitimate
lobbvlng. in my mind. It's all I want to know
of a bill to know that it Leeds lobbying. The
people don't have anj body lobbying for them
in Congress, and the member who votes un-

der tho influence of a lobbj- - doos as unfair an
act as a judge who would decide a case in
which oply ono-Snl- had been heard. My Idea
Is that a mau in Congress needs to be mlghtj-caref-

what he votes foranjhow. I havo
ulway s worked on the theory thnt a man who
hinders bad legislation does a far greater ser-- v

ice to the people thin In seeking to promote
good legislation. If it Is really good, that
will go of itself; sol don't worry about that,
and just keep right on kicking in the interest
of my country. 31y people seem to like it.
I'd have to quit it they didn't. Whj, quit
Congress, of course. It isn't in me to quit
kicking.
