eant [ the cas=e of ruilways outside the eily.

As a further condition no overhead trolley
svatem §4 1o bo used, sod the permit for the
construction of the lines shall be under the
direct supervision of the Commissionsrs of
the District, Congress reservoes the right to
dectde the fares and to reduce them Il
thinks wise,

The sale of the franchise Is to be publie; is
to be advertised for at lenst thres weeks for
three times each week ina newspaper pub-
lished In the Distriet, and either the presi.
dont of the Board of Commissioners or some
gpecially designnted mumber must ha presont
at such sale, The supecessful Bidder for the
franchiss must begin the construction of the
rond within one year from the sala thersol
and complete it within three years, Tha sale
ean be canceled if the Lidder fallato offer
ample security forthe performance of his
contract, The security must be a bond exe-
cuted in theuvsual form, and is to bo approved
by the Commissioners and be mads to them,

In case of u fadlure to pay the annual per-
centage of earniogs over to the Disirict the
charter is to be voided and the franclise will
be resold.

HAD A CORFSE FOR HIM.

Her busband
slgnad u paper and nsked her to do lkewise,
Eho objected, whereupon Dr. Kremein de-
clared she hnd long hbalr and short sense.
She then signed the paper, thinking, she
claims, that it wns a il of sule, This oc-
curred after Forre's fupneral.

George Lelmback, undertaker, testified to
baving buried Forre's body at Loudon Park,
The certifieats of death was given to him by
Dr. Kremien. He took the cortificato to the
health department and obitained n permit to
bury the body., He said Kromien eame to
him on Octobor 90, 1892, nnd told him he had
a corpes for him, but *“it wasn't dead yet, bat
would be dead the next dav." The doctor
also told him that the corpse was that of
Forre. The witness sald Forre died the next
day and he took the body to his undertaking
estnblishment, where it remained until the
next day, Then Krelmer camo and opened
tha body. No one was present except the
witness, his gon, and Dr, Kremien.

The trial will be continued to-morrow.

The Missouri Senator Makes an Eloguent
Plea for the Cultivation of Aestheot-
igism in Publiec Life.

The Republicnns achieved practically thelr
first open victory in° the consideration of the
tariff bill yesterday when by a vote of 23 to 20,
just Dbelore adjournment, qulcksilver wos
stricken from the free list and placed on the
dutiable list at 7 cents per pounil.

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PRIESTESSES OF IDEALISM

Dr. Lyman Abbott Pleads for Higher
Education of Women.

REALISM HAS TOO MUCH SWAY

All Matters Nowadays Mesasured by Ma-
terial Btandards—The Provalant Desire
of the Women of the Unitad States to
Crowd Into Active Life Deprecated.

Beruressx, Pa,, June 19.—Dr, Lyman Ab-
bott, of Plymouth church, Brooklyn; deliv-
ered the annual address to-night before the
alumui of the Morayian Beminary for young
Iadies, the oldest woman's collegs in America.
Dr. Abbott spoke substantially as follows:

“This seminary, founded 144 years ago, 1s
the eurliest of these fostitutions for the eda-
cation of women which have become a char-
acteristio glory of Amerion. The Moravians
were kmouog the first to claim for woman an
education, not that she might better minister
to some man, but because she was a child of
God, and was entitled to her own best devel-
opment. This is the real end of education;

hood nnd we hood, not mers ability
to make money or earn a livelihood. And
the highest edueation is not for this purpose
too high; the best is not too good.

*“We mreoften told that we are lving in
materinlistic nge, and certainly materialism is
eharacteristio of our time and of our country.
We measure men by the wealth, ask what a
man is worth and answer in dollars and
cents,  The science which we ehilefly value is
applied sclence. We esteem It because It
makes our life easicr and more loxaoriouws,
Weo discuss the question, “What knowledge is
worth," and we determine the answer by the
question, ‘“What knowiedge most helps a man
to get on in the world.'! Even colleges are
popularly tested by the amount of thelr en-
dowment, newspapers by the weight of thelr
editions, and churches by the wealth that is
represented in their pews, Such an age needs
above all else ideals and ideallsts,

MATERIALISM CARNIED TO EXTREMES.

We need to be tnught anew that life is more
than raiment; that nature is oot merely a ma-
chine to grind out our grist, but & book
to be read and rightly Interpreted by us; that
Jiteraturs 15 not merely something to amuse
us for haif an hour, but is a real revealer of
nobile and divine Ideals of life: that preachers
are pot mers cread makers, but true revealers
of the divine life, veritable prophets; that
statesmanship is not winniog s party victory
and getting the offlees for party adherents,
bt helping the nation on to higher Ideals of
brotherhood.

“*Even more, therefore, than the merchant,
the engineer, and the mechanic we need the
poet, the novelist, the preacher. More than
all, we need the offtees of woman; for woman
s by vuture an ldealist, and by her fdeals In
our homes she Sesps up the standard of life
for her husband and her sons. Just now a
copsiderable npumber of women seam desirous
to exchange this function for the less Impor-
tnnt oue of doing things., Ther are golng
into ull manner of professi and ploy
ments, esdeavoriog 10 clenn the streets, close
the saloons, administer Justics, govern citlies,
reform political parties, aud sbape and cortal
legislution.

WHERE WILL BE THE IDEALISTS?

“And 1 wonder If all our novelists became
rénlists, writing only to tell us what Is, and
all our posts men of alnirs, and all our
proachers political reformers, and sll our
women sdministentors of business and poli-
tics, what {s going to become of our ldeals,
atd where shall we look for our {denliste?

“Io past times the arebitest has rarely besn
carpenter, mason, und hod carrivr.  1f we all
O to Newing the timber and laying up the
W will design for us? Possibiy
women ean do both, but certalnly we cannot

Hearlng by the Commissioners om the
Falls Church Hallway Bill
