FEW ARE OPPOSED TO THE PLAN

The Money Bhould Be Properly Distributed
Among the Boctions—District Oan Stand
the Loan—Put Monsy im Circulation.
Give Working Peopls a Chanoe.

The bill proposad by the Commissioners,
and now before Congress, nuthorizing the
{ssue of bonds by the District to the amonnt
of §7,600,000, for perfecting and extending
sewers and stroets, is of great importanes to
the people and should have thorough discus-
sion. The labor organizations of the District,
at & meeting hald last night, paased resolu-
tlons condemning the measure, aud the board
of trade will have the bill under considera-
tlon at a meeting to be held at 2 o'clock to-

the expenditure, The citizens of the county
helped to improve the city, and we should
now reciproeate.”
