SHALL BONDS BE ISSUED?

More Opinions from Leading Citizens
" on This Question.

GENERAL SENTIMENT ADVERSE

District Has All the Borden It CaaBMr.

Citizens Ought to Vote Upon It Power of

Discrimination Should Hot 2 Oivsn to

Thre Men Single Tax Idea Advanced.

The majority sentiment of tha local labor
organizations, as expressed in the interviews

that have heretofore appeared in this paper,
and those of y, at well as in the resolu

tion adopted at tho mass meeting held at
Bricklayers' hall recently, seems to be averse

to the incurrence ot additional indebtedness
by the District

The proposed bond issue for the purpose ot
publto improvements, while regarded as a
temporary advantage in the matter ot supply-

ing the unemployed with work, i neverthe-
less considered by many as the foundation of
a burden which the taxpayers of the District
ought not to-b-e asked to shoulder. Direct
and Indirect taxation will be greatly In-

creased, they say, and those affected by in-

direct taxation are believed to have already
as much pecuniary obligation as they can
meet.

Those whose opinions are published below
are officially representative of the District
workers, and, although speaking for them-
selves only, they are believed to reflect in the
main tho sentiments of the organizations to
which, they aro accredited:

TENAXTS SHOCLDEB T1TE ECKDEN.

E. W. Otsteb, of the Federa-
tion of Labor, No. 1122 Q street northwest:
"I recognize the fact that the expenditure ot
the amount ot money to bo obtained under
the loan would be a temporary advantage to
tho laboring people, but at the same time the
people of this city are still paying thelast
bonded debt In the Increased rent that re-

sulted, and the debt is still banging oer us.
In other words, on amount sufficient to
liquidate that loon two or three times over
has been exacted from the renters of the city
by reason of the increase in the rents. I am
opposed to any further addition to the bonded
debt. If we had a republican form of gov-
ernment in this District, which Congress
should give us without delay, so that the
citizens could vote upon the proportion and
upon all like questions of importance, I
should bo willing to abide by tho will or the
mnjonty, but I do not believe In permitting a
few men, no matter how much money they
repreiit, to say what burdens shall bo
plaeed upon tho people at large. I am in
favor of raising tho revenues ot tiin District
by a direct tax on land values, exempting ail
other property,"

DISTEICT ALL IT CAS BEAR.

Geoboe J. Suteb, Dresident ot the District
Carpenters' Council, said: "I am opposed to
the isuo of bonds for any purpose at this
time. I havo not given the matter very much
thought, but I believe the District has about
nil it can attend to without incurring more
debt. There may be a time when it can be
done."

W. E. Shields, president of Columbia Typo-
graphical Union 101. No. 101 E street north-
east: "I am opposed to the issue of bonds-oppo- sed

to the creation of additional debt for
the District to jay."

Jamls E. Coll:.s, member of Painters' As-

sembly, 1793. K. of L.. Xo. 603 H street north-
west: "I fully concur in tho views expressed
by D. A. GG and the Federation of Labor
uion that question in the resolutions as pub-
lished in The Times several weeks ago."

C. L. IlERFunTH, secretary of the Cigar
Makers' International Union, No. GDI Louis-
iana avenue: "I believe it will be a good
thing. It will bo a grand thing for the labor-
ing men, and give many of them a comforta-
ble Winter. It will give employment to many
who would not otherwise get it. nnd who will
need it, no doubt, before the Winter is over."

PEorLE ocout to vote uros it.
,S. II. Bell, delegate to the Federation of

Labor from L. A. 2672, K. of L., and
to D. A. No. CO, also member of Colum-

bia Typographical Union, No. 101: "In the
first place, I think the people should have a
vote upon the question. I believe that all
the money necessary for improvements from
year to year ought to be raised by a tax on
the value of the lands, without reference to
tho improvements thereon. I am opposed to
this particular lonu unless the people are per-
mitted to vote uxn it, because otherwise u
few individuals will have the entire say as to
where and in what way the money is to be
expended. Certain localities will be tnvnrcd
and others discriminated against, as alwajs
has been "the case. What is needed here
above all other things Is a muuiclpal form of
government, which should be a model of all
Hie cities of the country, ami by means of
which the people resident hera should havo
full control ot all their local affairs."

WOULD GIVE WOBK TO O'EJIPLOTED.
A.VM. Cooke, No. SOD Ninth street north-

west: "I believe every citizen ought to bo
willing to do all he can for Washington, and,
if possible, make it the model citv of the
world. When I say that I do not mean merely
to mike it such from an artistic and archi-
tectural point of view, but in tho mutter ot
government as wen. l oonevo a part or the
object in getting the loan placed is to give
employment to the unemployed, and that is a
main consideration with me at present If
obtained, the money should be equitably dis-
tributed, and cot used to improve the suburbs
exclusively, when there is so much work nec-
essary to be done in tho city to Vmnke the
streets and sidewalks presentable. We are
proud of Washington, nnd there are many un-
sightly sidewalks in plain view in tho heart of
tho city that do not make a very favorable
Impression upon strangers who visit tho capi-
tal city of the nation."

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DECREASE IN IMMIGRATION.

Aboat 1S0.00O Foreigners Lass Cam This
Year Than Last.

A report on immigration issued by the
Bureau ot Statistics, Treasury Department.

Tows that during the eleven months ot the
fiscal year ended May 31 the total number pf
immigrants arriving in the United States was
888,020, as against 130,210 for a corresponding
period 01 list year.

The greatest decrease was from Poland, the
number being only 1,379, against 13,016 during
the first eleven months ot 1893. The number
from Russia was about the same as last year.
The number from Italy decreased from G2,-2- 27

to 10,338. The rate of decrease from all
other countries is approximately the same.

During theten months ended April SO, 1891,
the whole number of immigrants barred from
entering the United States was 2,102, ot which
1,126 were contract labqrers and G52 paupers.
Of the whole number barred 1,919 were men.
83 women, and 70 children.
