T. B. MecGuire sinted inst night that the
resclution  fntr wd {ute the Senate
Senntor Daniel's is ased on an act passed in
1861, whieh was aimad directly at the rebal-
lion then brewinugin theroutd. He sald “the
Senator through his resolution justifies the
rigid policy of the President in thoss times,
apd just as emphatically condemped the
Bouthern insurrection,”™

He also states that now that the resolution
bus passed it stultifes tne netlon of the Dem-
ooratic party in repudiating the proposed
Foederal election Inws, and makes operative
such n law without passing through Con-
gress,  He savs that all the southerners need
do t=10 kick up a rumpts just belore election,
and the Federal troops will step In and guard
the polls.

the President may, upon his own motion, or
upon the application of the state, tender the
servieea of sueh commission.™

DEED ONLY FIT FOR DEVILS

Train With Regular Soldiers Plunged
from a Trestle.

STRINGERS HAD BEEN SAWED.

Esgineer and Three Boldierg Killed and a
Number Seriously Hurt—Several Men Ar-
restad on Suspicion—A. B. U, Disavows
and Condemns the Outrage.

HAILS WERE UNSPIKED.

The strikers hwl uzspiiked the rails for
n distance of about one hundred feet and
ecovered thelr dastardly work with sand.

The engine is buried in
the mud and water with the four forward ears,
Another enr Is hanging over the edge of the
embookment., Thoy wore all mail cars, and
none of the ulimaus were injured. Shortly
after the raport that the trains  had
been deralled Division Superintondent Wreight
ordered the wreeking crow tothe seene,  Gen,
Graham sent A company of infantry to head
off the strikars,

shortly after 4 o’clork this afternoon two of
the wounded men were brought to the ity
and immedintely taken to the hospital, where
their iojuries wore dresed by Dr. Hunting-
ton., ;

The regulars are in an ogly mood on me-
count of the death and injury to their com-
rades nod seem anxious for u skirmish with

the strikers, Many of them olaim
that  Genoral  Buperintendent  Fillmore
pesursd  Geperal  Graham  that  the

road had been carefully gone over, and for-
ther declared that they knew the strikers
would not resort to any desperate mensures
to win the strike. It was not until they ns-
eured Gen, Girabam of the supposed good
condition of the road that the Intter consented
tosend his men te assist the train to San
Francisco.

CHARGED WITH CONSPIRACY
