TO PROTECT OUR IKTERESTS.

The Columbia Dispatched to Nicaragua.
Serious Complications There.

As the result ot serious complications inthe
governmenlal affairs of Nicaragua the cruiser
Columbia has been dispa tched to Blueflelds
to look after and protect American interests
there.

Captain O'Xeill, who is in command of the
United States ship JIarblebead, stationed at
Blueflelds, sent prh ate nft ice, directed to
Secretary Herbert, by the mail steamer that
arrived at New Orleans yesterday, and the
message was telegraphed nt once to the de-

partment. The dispatch left Blueflelds July
12, and was as fcJlpws:

'The Mosquitos have control in the neigh
borhood of Blueflelds, and the acting Xica--
rauguan commissioner has gone to Kama,"

This was corroborative of the press dis
patches announcing an insurrection in Nica
ragua.

So important was the communication that
Admiral Itnmsay. chief of the navigation
bureau, nnn Admiral Ghernrdi, commandant
of the New York naj" jard, were called in
for consulatlon. and the orders for tho

Columbia immediately followed
lneJEonforence. The vessel will bo on her
way within two dnj s, and will probably reach
Blueflelds by Saturday of the coming week.

Secretary Herbert jesterday said: "The
Columbia will not relievo theMarblehead.but
lioth vessels will remain on the station. The
commander of the Columbia will be in charge
as ranking officer."

Itis believed here that the anthoritlesliave
been anticipating a movement by the govern-
ment upon the Mosquito reservation!, latelv
in insurrection and now under the rule of
Clarence, a nnth e chief, to fettle by a decisive
blowthecontroversyoverit. and decide for

. all time Nicaragua's soereignty.
The United States Is in sympathy with

Nicaragua and will weleorgo, any movement
that will do away with the menace to Ameri-
can interests from tho interference of Euro-
pean nations. Such interference can only bo
restrained by a vigorous assertion of tho
Monroe doctrine. The peculiar status of the
Mosquito reserve has for many years been
a source ot embarrassment to our government
and ircontinued is apt to get us into trouble.
The necessity of keeping a naval force there
19 apparent.

Just what action Great Britain will take in
case .Nicaragua moves upon the Indians be-

comes a matter of great interest; It was
through Brlti-- h support that Clarence was
enabled to regain his chicfsblp. It is thought,
however, that England will acquiesce In the
new order ot things.

The United States steamer Atlanta, now at
Boston, has been ordered to New York to take
out that section of the New York naval
militia which was to has cruised on the
Columbia. n

President Cleveland Takes a Drive.
The President took a drive last evening

along Pennsylvania avenue. He wni
accompanied by a body guard, which fol-
lowed close behind bis carriage in a buggy.
Mr. Cleveland appeared to enjoy his outing,
and was frequently seen acknowledging
aalutes from persons along the drive. He re-
turned to the White House after on hoar's

NEW MUNICIPAL BUILDING.

Knights of Labor Indorse the Pending
Bills, and Petition Congress for

Their Speedy Passage.
District Assembly, No. GG,, Knights of La-

bor, held their regular meeting at Rechablts
hall last night. A petition was drawn up ask-
ing Congress to pass House bill No. 7561,
and Senate bill No. 2215, both relating to the
proposed new municipal building. This pe-
tition will be presented y to the commit-tee- n

on the District of Columbia of the Senate
and House, respectively, by the legislative
committee of the assembly. It reads as fol-
lows:

"Washisotos, D. C, July 18, 1891.
'To the Honorable the House of Representa-

tives:
"Sirs We, the undersigned, representing

the trade nnd labor organizations of the Dis-
trict of Columbia, rspectf ally petition your
honorable body to enact at the earliest possi-
ble date II. R. bill 7G5U 'A bill to provide for
a municipal building and a court house in the
District ot Columbia.'

"Wo heartily indorse the repeated efforts of
the District Commissioners by recommenda-
tion In their annual reports, by correspond-
ence and by personal effort to provide ac-
commodations for the municipal offices to

to the demands for room for tiie proper
transaction of the District's business, and to
comport in appearance with the dignity und
importance ot the local government of the
capital city ot the greatest nation.

"We believe that it is discreditable to the
natiou that the municipal government at its
capital Is obliged to resort to tho use of rented
buildings for office purposes.

"The exposure of all records to destruction
by Ore inthe present inflammable structures is
a constant mennce to the interest of the Dis-
trict. Their low wuu'd be irreparable and
would lead to endless controversy and entan-
glements.

"We therefore earnestly recommend tha
early enactment of said bill, especially tin
provision that the work be performed by days
labor, believing that only in that w.iv can ,
tice be done to tho wage earners and the in-
terest of the public duly protected."

FOUL PLAY SUSPECTED.

James Brcnnan's Relatives Arc Satisfied
He W as Murdered.

Jomes Brennnn, a marino engineer, of this
city, who was emploved during the Summer
on the Philadelphia excdrsion steamer Mary
Corr. disappeared from that boat on Sunday
night, July S, and his body was found float-

ing iu tho Delaware last Thursday with the
trousers pockets turned inside out, and nu
ugl) wound iu the head behind the left ear.
Nothing of value was found on the body,
though in life Brennnn was known to carry
money constantly and a watch. TheB cir-
cumstances tend to confirm the theory that
murder was committed for the purpose of
rohbry. Brennan's friends in Washington
know uothing as to the coroner's verdict or
what nction. If any, has been taken by the
Philadelphia tKiliee. The bodv was sealed in
a metal casket, nnd sent here, ft was buried in
ML Olivet cemetery. Hugh Brennnn, 11 brother
of the deceased, was called from Pittsburg
and went to rhihdelphla to make an investi-
gation. Relatives here are positive the en-
gineer was murdered, and to
have the assailant brought to justice.

MORE SUGAR TRUST INQUIRY.

What Senators Graj, Lindsay, Davis, and
Allen Have to Say.

Senator Gtay. the chairman of the Senate
investigating committee, said yesterday when
asked by a Times representative whether the
committee would continue their investiga-
tions, in view of the charges made in a New
York paper that a certain Senator was known,
to have committed perjury in his testimony
before the committee, that it had been decided
to reopen tho investigation, although the
committee had no evidence further than what
had appeared in the paper In question.

Senator Lindsay said that It was time that
the committee should continue the investiga-
tion, and that it was ready to investigate all
these and to inquire info and had beeu from
the beginning. He and Senators Davis and
Allen, In nnswerto TheTimes representative's
inquiry, stated that there was absolutely no
evidence outside of that in the paper alluded
to.
