- The parpose of the eom=
mittes, it {s explained, is not only to devise
s0mo plan that would secure payment of the
government’s elaims, but that would ba final
In its operations and dissolve the compii-
ecated relations that have herelofore existed
between the government and these come=
panies,

The bill is eaid to differ from former legis-
Iation in vital respects, in that allof the
former bilis econtewplated the extension or
fundiog of the entire Indettedness —the first
mortgage as well as the government debe—
and applied the amount in the sinking fund
to the ersdit of the cow panies on thelr Indebls
ness to the government,

TOO MEAVY ANNUAL CHARGEN,

It I= pointed out that both the first mortgnge
| bonds and the government honds bear 6 por
cent. Interest, which the committes belioves
It Is and will be impossible for the companies

to meet, as it bas been in the past. Interest
on the frst mortgage bonds has been pald
regularly, but the prineipal of the govern-
mept bonds has becn more than doubled b
the gecumulntion of intorest 1o exicsss of
reimbursement, and no one expects the com-
punies to pay their debts to the government
nt maturity.

Annual interest on the first mo bonds
has amounted to over two millions a year for
the Union Pacifie and €1,660,000 for the Can-
tral Pacifle, nnd it i to the to
that if the first mortgage was to be continued
with priority of len, it would be futiie to at-
tempt oo ndjustment of the government's o~
debtedness on thut basis.
