Alarmists are still running around with hue
and ery nbout the awful growth of anarchy.
Timid people grow pale, politicinns get  wr-
gumentative, pulpit orstors becoms voeifer-
ous when the rad propaganda is under dis-
custion. As a matter of statistionl faet, the
pumber of deaths eaused each year by sn-
arohists in Americn is less thaw the anoual
crop of fatalities along the lines of any large
eity's stroat rallwiy system.

Anarchy 18 an wasy thing to dilate wupon,
It contains great subject matter for rounded
rhetorienl effort, for turniug oratorical perl-
ods, for faring stump spesches, and fs salt
and pepper for the seasoning of Congrossional
dehate. But aparchy itself is harmless enough,
Its violent manifestations nre only oceasional
in oceurrence, its growth is confined to cen-
ters of dense population, aud Its prosolytes
are drawn from the rmuks of the domented,

The grentest danger in nuarchy isthat its
pyrotechnical sideshow takes the eyes of the
people off of their real enemiss—ihe Sociallsts,
Collectivists, Communists, Pateronlists, and
the various other bollevers in centrulized gov-
ernment,

The growth of thesn fdens {s remarkable
and alnrming. Many of our university elass-
rooms are hot-beds of such sentiment under
the nourishment of professors, whose ciose
study has made them dreamers and theorists,
Laboring psopls are too ready to listen to the
advoency of such treuchery to true democ-
racy. The pulpit has lesn a ready vietim
to this scheme of governmont besnuss it
promises the veary evideut snomaly of an ag-
grogate morality greater that the sum of in-
dividusl morality,

The clear-headed eltizen will flnd many
things incking iothe new system, If (cod has
given Mim powers greater than his fellow man
ba will bave no ineentive or opportunity to
exoralss it for Lis own good, the geod of his
family, or the good of the Ftate. It is uselesy
to ocontinue further in eritism of thess
ephameral theories. They are as old ns Fiato,
and through all history they have appeared
at intervals in new guise,

The prescnt mauifestation that must be
gunrded is in the tendency to an all poweriul
Federal goveroment. As the independence
of the fndividuai American citizen bas given
us unparalleled advancement in luvention
and manufacture &0 the lndependepoe of the
American State has given us unparalioled ad-
vancemenat in trade and commerce, And
now come these theorists who would bave us
dream it all away (n serious atteation to their
glittoring generalitias,

It were better for the country st large if
these “‘advanced thinkers” were all bundled
off and put within distinet bonndaries, Then
thay could work out their own salvation and
the country at large would tryto get sioug
without them,

COREANS ATTACK JAPANESE.

Palace Guard at Seoul Saild to Have Been
the Aggressors and 10 Have Been
Defeared.

Snaxonar, July 24.—A dispateh received
hiere from Nagnsaki, on the southwest coast
of the Island of Kioo-8ioo, Japan, suys that a
detuchment of Corean troops, at the Instiga-
tfon of the Chiness residents, have attacked
he Jupuness garvison and wers defeated,

Loxpox, July 24, —The Japaness logation in
thincity bas receivod a dis econfirming
tho nows recelved by the way of I{I.Euuh of
an attack of C: ps upon the Jag
garrison at Beoul, The dispateh states that
tho palnen wore the m It
also states that the Corean troops at Beoul
pumber 6,000 men, with several gatling guns,

Information received at the Japaness logn-
tion hers yesterday from Toklo 15 to the offect
that the trouble referred to In the Shunghal
dispateh occurred at Beoul, the capital of
Corea, and not at Nngnsnki, as reported. The
mistake in locating the soeas of the difficulty
in due probably to the ioterruption of over-
land communieations between Beoul and
Shanghad, in which caso all nows reaching
the Iatter plaes from Saoul would have to be
sent vin Nnagasakli, The cablegram g'lvlnr;
tho minister the news of the difenlty which
oocurred yestérdny came to band to-day and
is as foliows:

**Corean troops made an unealled-$or attack
upon the Jap 'y I A in Seoul,
and the troops returned the volleys.*

The dispateh gave no particulars regard-
ing the cause of the trouble, and nothing as
to the number ullnrnonl who may have besn
killed. The minister's opinion, however, is
that it is tho result of some indiserest action
on the part of the Corean soldiers, which are
dusoribed at the legation as being undis-
ciplined and hard to restrict in what they do.

4! minlstor fovls sure Lhe fring was un-
nuthorized by the government of Corea, and
he says it Is very likely that it has already
made an apology, expressing regrot at the
ogourrancs,

It ean be stuted nuthoritatively that there is
no foundstion for the published report that
Secrstary Gresham b npologized to M.
Tateno, the Japaness minister, for utterances
contmned in o telegram sent by the Seoretury
of Stiate to the Japanese government through
Miolster Dupn st Tokio. When Secretary
Grresham's attention was directed Lo the pub-
lishod report he at once entered a most swenp-
ing and vigorous denlal of ita accuraey, de-
elarlng that he bad made no apology, nur
wits any called for.

Thus only aflirmative votes nare re-
cordad at the State Department. and wnen,
after a series of years, the afMlrmative votes
reuch three-fou of all the states the
Constitution is amended. At presant. with
forty-four states; we would need the assent

of thirty-two. The assent ol fourteen
18 mssured in advance, as elaven State
logislatures had  formally resolved In

favor of the change upto two years ago,
and three more sinee that tiine,  Californin,
Orogon, Inlinnn, [llinois, New York, Michi-
gan, Knnsas, Idaho, West Virginin, Louisiann
nnd Ohio are among the Btules already com-
mitted.

DEBS' REPLY INSUFFICIENT

Not a Good Answer in the Proceed-
ings for Contempt.

SO DECLARED BY THE COURT

District Attorney Milchrist States that the
Officers of the Railway Union Are Im-
dicted Under the Anti-trust Law—Case
May OGo to & Master to Take Testimony.

Carcano, July 24, —Debs and other ofMesrs
of the Ameriean Hallway Unlon met with a
desided reverse to-day in their fight agninst
the prosecution for contempt in the United
Btates eoort, The court decided that the
answer filed by the defendsots is not a sufM-
elent reply to the charge of contempt and the
motion of thelr attorneys that they be dis.
charged was averruled. To-morrow morning
the court will hear the evidenes of the gov-
ecrument to sustain the contempt charge aond
the defendants will be given the opportnnity
to produce evideuce,

The nrgument in the csse was fizished
ahoetly before 5 o'elock this afterncon aud
the decision of the court was announeed by
Judge Woods mfter hp had conferred for a
tow minutes with his eolieague, Judge Gross-
oup. In substance Judge Woods said:

**The main point alleged is that n contempt
case like this is a eriminal proceeding, and
tho motion is to dischnrge the respondents on
the ground that their apswer denylog the
contempt Is conelusive, It is true that a pro-
cedure like this s erimlnal technleally, tut
not essentially, It is an incident in the main
case (o equity under the Lill flled by the gov-
ernment. No case has boen cited hers in
which the Federal ecourts have sustaiped the
proposition put forwand by the attorneys for
the respondents, 1f anything should bappen
to change our minds during the further courne
of the easo the defendants will bave the bepafit
of the chnnge, As it is pow, we are certaln
to rule thut the answer s not complate, As
the cuse s to bo further examined it is well
thnt all questions be kept as free as  possibie
from oplofous from the eourt and we will,
therelore, not give auy extended opinion.™

SEND THE CANE TO A WASTER.

Judge Wouds then nsked the attorneys in
the cass to state bow long It would require to
hear the evidence on the charge of contempt.
As he did not wish to remain in the city, be
supeested that the matter be referredto a
muster in chancery to take testimony. The
suggestion met with the favor of the counsel
for the defenss, but the lawyers for the goy-
ernmont opposed it, Mr. Milebrist said the
evidence for the government counid be all
preaented in a day at the most, while Mr.
Gregory suggested that the case be given to &
muster with orders to report in thisty days,

The court fnally declded to go on with the
engs to-morrow morning, with the under-
stunding that if it did not make rapid prog-
ress it might be sentto n master at any
time,

During the diseussion Edwin Walker,
special egunsel for the government, maide the
suggestion that it wus within the power of
the delendants to end the trouble by declar-
ing the strike off. They are still in contempr,
he said, and the government s in possession
of informution that the Imjunction is still
being viclated.

Judge Woods said that if thers are {urther
violations of the injunction & supplemental
informnation can be {lled and the gullty parties
will find themselves in & much worse position
than they would otherwise be in,

Attorney (iregory denisd that it was within
tho power of his clients to declare the strike
off or that any trouble which may exist on
the rallroads Is within their control. With
that the subject wis dropped.

At the beginning of the afternoon ses-
sion Mr. Baneroft eontinued his argument.
He said the answer of the defend-
nnts does not ll!_'h{ that the telegrams bearing
the name of Debs were sant and the answer
did not allege that they were forgeries, If
the delendants wers acting in good faith they
would in their answer tell who had used the
name of Debs without authority, It was also
thelr duty to see that the use of his nams in
that wny was etu[;w't.

Attornsy John F. Geetine, for the defense,
econecluded the argument agninst the punish-
ment of men without trial by jury. It was
the constitational right of the defendants, he
sald, to advige men 1o quit work.

At the oconcluston of Mr G eeting’s ree
mnrks, Jadge Wood gave the decision refus-
ing to discharge tho defendauts,

CITING THE ANTI-TRUST LAW,

During the procecding to-day District At-
torney Milehrisi ealied the attention of the
eourt to the not of 1800, known as the anti-

trust law. He read some of Its provisions,
sinting that if two or more persons conspire
to obsiruct interstate hey shonld

be deemed guilty of an offense against the
government, and should be proeseded against
in the Uniwed States Cireuit Court in equity.
Tho distriet attorney said that under the law
the argument of the defense, that the bill un-
der which the injunction was issued is vold,
falls to the ground, The bill was flled under
the aot of 188%0. There is no doubt, Mr, Mil-
christ sald, that the goverument has such a
pecuniary interest In intorsiate eommerce
that it has o right to  file such a bill. The
government maintains ftself in part by the
revenue derived from the postal serviee,
