DIED AT THEIR POST

Three Brave Firemen Perish In
the Knox Stables Firs.

SEVERAL SERIOUSLY HURT

One of the Fiercest Conflagrations
in the City's History.

SCORES OF HORSES ROASTED

Nearly a Half Million Dollars' Worth of
Property in Ashes—Almost s Block De-
molished —Hercnlean Work of the Fire
Department—Searching for Bodies Under
the Ruins—Telegraph and Electric Wires
Melted by the Terrible Heat—Origin of
the Holocaust Not Enown—Scenes and
Incidents of the Dreadful Visitation.

Clanging bells, roaring flames, rushing en-
gines, erashing walls, agonlzing shrieks of
horses that were perishing in the flery fur-
naoe—such was the scens that was presented
to eye and enr as Knox's stables at Band See-
ond streets nod the other bulldings in that |
block fell a prey to the destructive element
early this morning,

Not sjnes the big fire in the Patent Office,
mnny vears ngo, hns the fire depart-
ment of the District had to cope with so
flerce a conflagration. All its applinfices
were brought  into action, and officers and
worked with the Intelligence,
effective eircumspection which
Washington's fire  bri-
gade among the hest in
the country, Put eyen their hercie efforts
wers unavalling to save from destruction the
property within the inmediats grasp of the

The walls falling, which in the majority of
ensea fell fnward, did mora to subdue the
flames than all the water that was poured
into the burning mass,

At 4:10 a. m, that portion of the blosk
which had beon oscupled by Enox's stables
anid stornge warehouse, with the alleys and
streots which bounded the buildings, was a

The
aph polls were either in part burned
down or still burning.

The broken or meltod wires had failen in
frreguilar mosses neross the stroets,

Then for ile (Irst time the people who had
fled from their bouses on the opposits sides
of B and Second streets in terror, returned
to find that their dwellings were not de-
stroyed.

The paint on the frame bulldings was
bllstered or burnad off, and the owners or
oscupauts busied themsslves by throwing
water on the fronts to provent their catching
firs, which threatened,

The scene of ruin and destruction was in-
decoribable.

The sharred flesh of the brave firemen who
Jost thedr lives at the post of duty; the burn-
Ing earcasses of horees; tha nshes and smoul-
dering remalns of the entire housenold
offcots of many residents In  this
city, the silverwars and valuable pictures of
others and the sealskins and winter garments
of many ladies of fashion and society lay be-
peath the piles of brick and mortar, which
bad composed the walls of the buildings.

Considering the nature of the firs, the ra-

greater loss of human life,

It is imrossible to estimate t¥e amount of
Ioss, It was varlously estimated at from
500,000 to €700,000, and a man who is
identifled with insuranee busincss said that
500,000 Is n very consorvative estimate,

The hope was fervently cxpressed by many
that the poor fellow had been mercifully
killed by the falling wall rather than by fire,

The horses in tho stable huilding, which
woere on the second and third floors, were
burnad where thoy stood, At about
225 the third floor gave way from its
woakeped condition and the walghs
of the horses vlled on M, and fell with a
erash to the floor below. Inless than thirty
minutes the sesond floor gnve way and fell
with o report like  distant thunder to the
grounid floor. Soon after this the walls of
this building began to fali.

Defore the walls of the storage warohousa
begnu to fall the polies were ordered to drive |
the crowds buek. A fire line was acoordingly |
formod at O streot and betweon B street and |
Pennsylvanin avenoe,

The terribly magnificent sight was wit-
nessed by thousands of people. It seemed as |
if every cab inthe Distrlot was brought into |
requisition. |

Ladiesnrose trom their poaceful slumbers
to go to the scene of destruction. Many de-
elurad that they had never seen such an Aw- |
fully grand speotacle in the District before,

The horses which were rescued wandersd
about the streets at thelr own free will, hal-
terless and ownerless,

The telegenph and talapbone servicss in
the Distriet were serfously laterrupted by the
destruction of the property of the companies,
It was impossible to put & money valus on
thelr loss at a late hour this morning.

No one who representoed the owners of the |
destroyed buildings could be found, nor |
eould any one give an approximate estimate of |
their personal property. A greatdeal ofthat |
stored in the bulldings is coversd by Insuz-
ance, but much is uninsured, and the in-
dividual losses of many residents here will be
many and in some cases haavy.

One of the most heart-rending and at the
anme time slokening scenes of the conflagra-

porter, where a number of brave
firemen  wern endeavoriog to free the
blackened and charred body of an unfortu-
nata comrade from the welght of burning |
timbers and red-hot bricks which bound him
to the ground where he had been stricken
down,

Mr. Knox plances 875,000 as the lowsst esti-
mate of his loss, The value of the property
siored in his warehousa he knows nothing
nbout, and is unable to say what Joss the
people to whom ft belongs will sustaln.

The bullding and its coutents, Mr. Enox
told n Traes mon this morning, were only
partinlly inspred, and his loss as a conse-
quenoe will bs vory heavy.

FIRST STORY OF THE FIRE.

Early Reports lhnl.;\':;t Aronnd Abont the
Holoeaust.

The mammoth estabilshmeant at the corner

of S8econd and B strests northwest, knownns

severil adjoncent dwelllags were totally de- |
stroyed by fire this morning Involving no ag- |
gregate loss of upward of $500,000,

Thers were probably 500 horses in the
building, about one-fourth the nnmber being
stablod on the second floor.

All the animals on the ground floor were
saved; all the others destroyed,

The fre broke out la the maln
building, where the offices .were lo- |
eaved, but thossa who flrst discoversd |
the smoke say that within flva mioutes
the fames seemed to break out from
avery portion of the bullding,and in less
than half an bour the hopelessneds of saving
the property was apparent.

The lames sproad =0 rupidly and grew =o
fleres nnd hot that there was great trouble in
getting the horses from even the first floor.

Tha occupants of the small tenements in
the court back of the stables moved their
furniture out wupon the stones in
tha alley and ns far away as the Third and
First strests. The wenen nod children were
ronoing about half clad and some in
hysterics, s#creaming for help and
aaxlonsly bunting the missing members of
their families from whom they had become
separated. .

The {richtened horess were turned loose
upon the streets and wers running about, add-
ing to the general confusion by their flerce
neighs,

The telegraph poles in the space back of
the storage-house and elsswhere mear by
caught fire and burned till they toppled over.

The north and east walls of the stables fell
with a crash shout 2:30 o'clock. Boon after-
wards other walls tumblad, sending tho
flames skyward and causing the sparks to fiy
in every direction.

The firemen worked heroleally and lnbori-
ously, making every offort to stay the prog-
ress of the fire, but nothing secmed possible
agninst the intense heat,

It was more than once remarked
by the spectators that the flames
sprend more rapidly mnd that the
building for =o Iarge n structure was de-
stroyed more quickly than was ever belore
known under similar clrcumstances,

The stornge-nouss contained & largs
amount of property that had been left
there by persons who are now out
of town. It is therofora impossible to gather
the extent of the loss to the owners, bat it is
understood to aggregate avory large amount.

In coutrast to tho terrible suffering of the
imprisoned victims, the surrounding seene
wiis most brilllnot. The south gide of Penn-
sylvania avenus from Four-and-a-half to Bey-
enth streets was brillinnt with the glare.

Clouds of stenm from the Washington Cen-
tral Market building were all aglow with re-
flected light. Far off to the southwesithe
white shalt of the great monument stood out
clear and pale in o erimson sky,

Even the green hills of Virginia sesmed to
fael the strange light. Over the doomed

It is altogether probable that the loss o e-
cassioned by this fire will run close up to 8500,-
000, but at this time nothing like an accurate
estimate oan be had, nor can anything be
ascertainad about the lasurance, except that
it 43 stated that almost every home Insurance
company will be alfocted.

Shakespearc a Cndgel for Gorman,
Vest, Voorhees, and Harris.

MODERN FPOLITICAL TRAGEDY

Cnssins Gorman, Casca Vost, Brutus Jones,
Metsllus Cimber Harris, and Trebonius
Voorhees Conspire Against Camsar Cleve-
land—All Honorable Men.

The Benate chamber wns tho seena of an-
other drama yesterdny, scarcely less startling
or less expected than the remarkable ocour-
renees of Monday. Sgmsntor HIill, the bitter
and life-long enemy ol the President; the man
who had snvagely fought him on every ooca-
slon, from poliing-box to convention; from
legislaturs 10 SBenate, came to his defense inn
speech of great vigor and vim. For two hours

a breathiless Sepate and hrentliless gallerios lis- |

tened In amorzement to s tuarn of front as
complete as any Amerlean stalesmun has ever
made,

In his defenss of the FPresident's position
and his letter, Senator Hill had the support of
the galleries, On several oconsions the out-
burst was smdden and eathusiastic,
almost anrestrained at times, nnd  the sudi-
ence even hissed when Senator Hawley sug-
gested that the galleries be closed on a repeti-
tion of the applause. The most dramatie
scenawnanl the elose whep Senator Hill maden
remarkable adaptation from* JuliusCaesar, in
which be punished the Seuntors who had op-
posed him, and defended the Sepate bill with

his stinging sarcasm.

The New York Senntor begian bis remnrks
whom Benator Gorman stoppesd yesterdny by
saying that he hoped he, no less that the Sen-

ator from Maryland, apprecinted  the pravity |

of the situntion. A bill had besn framed
which had gone to conference, had been  ro-
Jected there, and the House wns refusing to
yield, It would serve no ohject for the Sen-
ate to obstinntely Insist on its amendments,
With the support of the press, the publie, and
the President the House would never yleld,
CLEVELAND HAD A RIGHT. .

Senator Hill next defendsd the President’s
lotter. The President had o right to send it,
and the question of making It publie was one
to be decided by sender sod receiver, Sena-
tors were not concarned in it

As to the President’s position in favor of
free raw materials no one could successiully
impoge it. It was a Democratie dostrine and
the President had supported ft sioce his
Inmous tariff messago of 1887, The Presi-
dent say the mistakes In the Senate bill
nnd his earnest and candid eriticism had an-
noyed the very Senators who bad sought him
to stand by thelr bill. Only vesterday the
Senator from Maryland had had read the
farewell nddress of Wasnington on the danger
from a strengthening of the executive power.
Huch n quotation ¢ame with poor grace from
the men who had sought the President™s in-
terposition to save their biil, ““While 1 do not
often defend the Prestdent,” sald Senntor Hill
In ringing tones, I hope, when ba is wilfully
attacked, ] am broad minded and lberal
enough to defend him.”"

8he rushed
into my arms and was ns devoled and loving
as ever she was in the days of our early, un-
alloyed loyve,

“1 showed her a lettor from my brother in
which be says he bas purchased a mansion
for Nellie, When she left me it was with the
understanding that they were goiog to Ta-
koma Hotel. Instead she and Olga went to
sco her sister, T understund, and she has not
beon seen since, nt the hotel or elsawhere, 1
have not been able to find any trace of them,
It seems a3 if they had been swallowed up Ly
the enrth.”

*The Russian government has guarantead
mo 16,000 rubles a year from the flest of this
month, and I have received the first month's
remittance and n copy of the government
gunrantee und contract through the Citizens'
Natlonnl Bank In this eity."

His father, who was with
him, joined in the shooting, The oflivers alzo
fired, but the Hudsons were too quick for
them, and Deputy Cole was shot in the hreast
nnd died thres hours later, The younger
Hudson killed both of the offieers. The elder
Hudson was wonnded in the hand., Smith
lived long enough to tell the other officers
who came to the rescus the story ol the
kliiing.

After the killing, the Hudsons flad to the |
