If thereis aoything in protection & tax
on conl and iron is inflnftely more desirable
thau a tax on sugar, becnuss the conl and
fron intereats are so much larger and from
a protection standpoint involve the welfaro
of many more peopls, Not mare than 10
per cent. of the sugar used In this country
is produced hers, while nearly alltha coal
and fron ore used in manulacturing and for
fuel purposes is dug in the mioes of the
United Btates.

From a yelorm staudpoint, poal, iron ore

and sugar should bo placed on the free list,
and should reach the consumer st the lowest
posaible cost. Especlally is this true of
sugar, for the reason that ita sale 15 con-
trolled by o trust. The TUnited States con-
sumes more than half of the world's product
of sugar, und it is the largest item of
food used by our people, It is estimated
that ench inhabitant, man, woman and child,
annually consumes sixty-four pounds of sugar,
the aggregate cost of which ta 8305,000,000.
Last ysar the sugar trust made a profit of over
$35,000,000 on the sugar controlled by that
corporation,

President Cleveland neods no defense ex-
eept for his stand on sugar, and it is time for
the Benat to stop talking and come to an
agresmant, The Uorman Seoate bill pro-
vides & surplus of about £30,000,000, the
amount supposed to be raised by the sugar
tax, and as that surplus is not needed It
would be well to strike out that part of the
blll. If coal and iron ore must be taxed let it
be on the reciprocity plan, and then we shall
bave & tariff Inw that will be useful, sccepta-
bie, and which ean be defended.

There is nothing more absurd than the
romark 80 froquently heard in Washington
with each recurring summer se#son: “Every-
body Is out of town." As & matter of fuct,
compnred with the population of other ¢jties,
very few of the permunent residents of Wash-
ington leave town during the warm months,
This Is due in o great measurs, no douldt, to
the fact that the delightful rural environments
of ths National Capital furnish more and
varied relief from the beat of the olty aud are
more attractive than ean possibly ba the case
at any one summer resort; that recréation
and reinxation which people crave in sumnmer
can be had to an unlimited extent on river
banks and in syivan nooks within easy reach
of the ety and at nlmost no expense at all.
Tte permmnent residents of Washington know
and appreciate thesy f{acts and, therefore, it
Is not they who figure In the season’s exodus.

Those who leave Washington when the dog
star rules composs but a small fraction of its
whole population. They nre its winter resi-
dents, aud they are probably less than 5 par
cent, of the total. Thelr absence affects the
genoral business s of the elty but little, for
ths wage-workers, who arethe real support of
overy business community, “we have with us
alwaye,” It I= their earnings that pass most
promptly and most regularly into circulation
and ars the bune and sluew of the tradesmen’s
Rocounts,

Ao attempt to swindle the Columbis Na-
tionnl Bauk of this oity out of ®117.100 by
means of false cheoks has eome to nanght
through the watchfuluess of Mr, Clarence
Curson, the cashier,

When Mr. Onrson opened his mail on Tues-
day ing he was astounded to find a letter
from the cushier of the Linocoln National Bank
of New York requesting the Columbin Na-
tionnl Bank to remit 861,000 on two checks
which wore enclosed, Tho checks purported
to have beon drawn by David Coleman and
indorssd by E. C. Rice, paying teller. The
checks bore eyery appearancs of belng
genuine, but ns no such person as David
Coleman hiad an account at the bank, norbad
any one by the name of E. O, Rics boen pay-
ing teller, Mr. Carson at once saw that the
checks were boghs and so notifled the Liseoln
bnuk by wire, Oue of the chocks was for
#53,600, drawn by David Coleman o faver of
himself and deposited in the Lincoln bank
for colleetion.  The other was for $28,600,
drawo by David Coloman in favor of the Hig-
gius Boap Company, of New York city,
David Colemuen, auditor, and J. W. Btray,
tréasurer.

All North-bound Cable Cable Cars to Go Up
Fourtsenth Street and the South-bound on
Pifteenth Strest—Now Terminal Loops for
the Columbia and Eckington Railways.

Superintendent Miles, of tho District tale-
grapn and telephone servies, yestardsy (m s
lettar to the Commissioners spoke of the need
of additional fire alarms in the county. He
approved of the application of Daish & Co.
for the loeation of & fire nlarm box on thelr
now elevator, corner of Florlida avenue and
North Capitol street, and stated in connsotion
with its joeation that two more boxes should
be erected in that vicinity,

Benator Harrls bas been sent a lengthy re=
port by the Commissioners relative to Senate
Lill 2059 requiriig the Washington and
Rallroad C ¥ to maka cer-
tain changes on its Mount Pleasant lins,

They say that the plan to have the Moun®
Pleasnnt oars run from Peapsylvania aveaus
up Fourteenth street und the Georgetown
cnrs to use the Fiftecuth street tracks and
dispenss with the N sw York avenue tracks is
accep table to them  as it would afford much
rolisf to the present crowded condition om
Fifteenth stroet.

They suggsst as “‘a mare complete, satls-
factory, and equailiy pructicable remedy, howe
over, is to make all south bound ears go
down Fitteenth street, and all north bound
curm fo up Fourteenth streot. This would
risjuire

one track only on ench street and on
New York avenue between Fourteenth and
Fifteenth strests,  This latter is the alterss
tion of tracks and operation of the road rece
ommeaded byine Commissioners, who nad=
vige thet the blll be amended necordingly,”
REDUCE THE TRAUES.

They state further that the plan would re-

dues the tracks on Fourtesuth street from P

to H streets from four to three tracks, and
would also permit the Eckington line to loo
Ly the way of Fiftesnthh strect [from G to
streets, thereby avouling the end swileh pow
mnde at Fifteenths street, nod give betler ac-
commodatioss to the publie, The change
would niso permit the Columbia Raillway
Company to run its ears on the tracks of the
Weshington and Georgetown lins oa New
York nvenue and Filteenth streot and make a
loop to F street or Penosylvauia avenue to
Fourtsenth street.  This would dispense with
another switch and with at least two of the
four present tracks on New York avenus and
tnke the Columbin cars nearer to the Trease
ury aod to the Avenus,

They say o addition that “End switehes in
the steeet for mechanienl motor curs are in-
toierable nulsaness, and should be prevented
wherever practicable, No strest in Wushing-
ton i wile epough for four or even three
trieks for rapid-transit enrs moviag in o;:};.o-—
site directions.” The Commissioners ask thas
they be given power to authorize the yse of at
lenst four squares of tracks of any railroad
to be used by any rond a8 » terminal loop lor
Its Hne. The Commissioners also ask that
thes Washington and Georgetown bill be
amended so s to permil that eompany to ex-
tend its rond by A singis track from First
street west on B streel north to New Jer-
sey avenus; thenoe on New Jersey avenue to
C strest and to a connection with one of its
present tracks on O steest, and also that
the company shall, when notifled by the
District Commissioners, remove one of ita
conduits-on First stroot north of B strest west
nod on C straet,

The commission state that the switehing of
ears in the public spaces at the Georgetown,
Mount Pleasant, Navy Yard, aosd Arseoal
termini of the Wishineton and Georgelown
Railroad are unnecessary, obatructive, and
dungerous, and should be nsop{ml. They sny
that the company owus iand and depots
whereln such changes can be made.
