$35,000 SUIT.

KEnox Firm to Be Suned for Goods They
Neglected to Ship.

The members of the firm of the Enox Ex-~
presa received the intimation yestarday that
D. K. Varzhabodian, who had s large quan-
tity of goods stored in their warebouse befors
the fire, is about to commeace suit against
them for $£35,000. which he claims is the
vulue of o lot of carpets and rogs which wers
destroyed on acoount of their negligence and
carelessness,

Mr. Varzhabedian deals in costly Persian
rugs and {mtl-ry. He clalms to have bad a
stock wnlued at §85,000 stored in Knox's
plnes, which he placed with them temporarily
onJuly 19, On July 23, he allages, he wired
from Narraganseit I'ler to Enox’s warehouse
to have them ship his goods at once. He says
he has been in the habit of having his goods
‘shipped to him at various summer resorts, but
this time, for some unexplained reason, they
were not !hi‘rphl as ordered. Then the fire
vecurred and destroyed the antire lot.

Varzhabedian claims that after the fire oe-
currvd, if be had been allowed to take his
goods from the ruins at once, he could have
saved a part of them., The Enoxes refused to
allow him to touch anything, and now, afler
Iying in the water and sun for more than a
week, thoy ars rottod and hopelessly gone,
Mr. Varzhabodian has consulted & lawyer,
who has advised blm that he has a good caso
agalust the linoxes and that he should com-
menes suit at once, The prelimlnary papers
in the suit will ba flled to-day or to-morrow.
