JUSTICE NOT ALWAYS BLIND

Stinging Rebuke from Judge Taylor to

rolicemcn Mulvcv and Wbalcn. .

SPITE AGAINST SERGT. DALEY

Animus of the Charges Against Samuel New-

tonGen. la Sells Again Drunk His

Word Is His Bond Mrs. Reese's Limit of

Life Policeman Harrover

A stinging rehuka was ndmlnistsred by
Judge Taj lor in the police court yesterday to
rolicomen Mukey and Whalen for haUnc ar-

rested a colored man named Samuel Newton
becauso they had seen him go into a saloon
on the night previous.

"I do not sco why," said tho Judge, "some
policemen cannot treat all persons justly. I
lUIl venture the assertion that jou policemen
saw n dozen men no more respectable in ap-

pearance than Newton pass in and out of that
saloon during Monday evening and paid no
attention whatever to them."

These remarks were made after Mulvey nnd
Whalen had given in tbeir testimony against
Newton, who was defended by Lawyer Am-
bler. Tho charge was yagrnncy, and that
Newton not only had no risible means ot sup
port, but was likely to become a charge as a
pauper on the District.

15oth officers testified that they had known
Newton for two or three jears. His reputa-
tion was, they said, extremely bad. He lived
until a week or so ago in a house in South
Washington which was rnidod, since which
timo they did not know his residence, lie
still loa"fed in the vicinity, however, they
said, and as he bad been warned to stay
away from tho neighborhood and did not do
so, they had arrested him. They claimed
that they had received u number of com-
plaints about him.

Scrs;t. Daloy took the stand and testified as
follows:

"I havo known Newton for five or six years
and ho has not only been a citi-
zen, but has been of the greatest serv ice to
the police authorities in the arrest of thieves,
etc., and informing the police of the location
of 'speak casies,' lie was nlsoerytruthfuL
If 3 our honor plenso I will tell what was the
cause tor this arrest."

WOULDN'T LET D1LET EXPLAIX.
Sergt. Daley was about to explain vhen

Special District Attorney Tugh objected. "I
submit, jour honor," said he, "that the cause
has nothing to do with the case before jou."

Judge Taj lor decided that Sir. rugh was
right, and Detective Horno took tho stand.
The detective corroborated what Sergt. Daley
had testified to, and added that Newton had
done some excellent work for the detective
department.

Newton then took the stand in his own de-

fense, and gave a lengthy account ot the re-
lations which he sustains with tho police de-
partment. 'I never received," said he, ''any
notice to keep out of the part of S,outh Wash-
ington whero I was arrested, and wtnt there
last night to see if I could learn anything con-
cerning the whereabouts of a man who had
escaped from the Virginia penitentiary."

JudgoTnjlortook Newton's personal bonds
and released him.

After the case had been settle 1 Sergt.
Daley told a Times representntlv 0 that Mulvey
and Whalen had gotten up tbecharges against
Newton because they were under tho impres-
sion that Newton had reported them and
three others for going into u saloon on other
th.in police duty, when, as a matter of fact,
he had had nothing to do with tho matter.
Mulvey and Whalen were among tho officers
transferred from the Fourth prcciDCt on Mon-

day and it is thought the arrest of Newton
was intended as u farewell shot at Sergt.
Daley.

H SELLl'S WORD IS HIS BOND.

Gen. William P. La Belle, better known as
"Billy," a vettran of the late war, who was
the youngest enlisted man in one of the New
York volunteer regiments, and who, by con-
spicuous gallantry on many fields of battle,
was successively promoted until te became a
brigadier general, was yesterday before the
police court on the charge of vagrancy.

The general was picked up on Fifteenth
street northwest on Monday night while ljing
on the pavement drunk and asleep. He ad-
mitted the charge, but asked to be released
on his personal bonds.

"You know me, judge," said he, "and you
know my failing. I have a case coming up
before Judge liundy and if I am
sent (low n what am I to do? If you will let
me off this time, and I get drunk again, I will
come In and surrender myself."

"I am afraid to let vou go. general." said
the judge. "I have no doubt what jou say
about Having a case is correct, but vou know
you are so disposed to get drunk."

Special Assistant District Attorney Pugh
urged the judge not to relent, but several
gentlemen asked Mr. Pugh to withdraw his
objection", and flriully Judge Taylor said:

"General, I will let you go this time on
conditiou that If jou again get drunk within
fifteen days jou will come in and surrender
yourself." Ihe general accepted the condi-
tions with thankfulness and quickly left the
courtroom.

3IRS. REESE JIAD SOT LONO TO LIVE.
"Do you know that I have only twenty-fo-

hours to live?" said Mrs. ltcese, of No. 9 H
street northwest, to Policeman McNamara on
Monday afternoou as the officer was passing
her houe. The remark caused the arrest of
llenrj" W. K. lteeso and his appearance in
the police court jesterday before Judge
Taylor.

Policeman MeNamnra testified that while
passing along II street on Monday he was
called by Mrs. Keese, who told him thnt her
husband had told her that he Intended to
come to the house on Tuolay afternoon and
kill her. and that she was afraid he would
execute his threat. McNamara at once hunted
Ileese up and took him into custodj".
