bill. Gront I8 pencen and welcome s the
Cleveland-Gorman eompromise—if true,

As the mattar now stands the sugar trost is
tbe only factor in the contest that is coming
out of It without being defented, Dresident
Cleveland surrenders to Senator Gorman and
Senator Gorman surrenders to FPresident
Cleveland. The Benate luys down to the
House and the House lnys down to the Sen-
ate, while the trust pockets the spolis and
comes out of the battle nuseathed and un-
smirched, 1f it bad anything to smirch,

The result of this sucenssful attempt by the
trust to control legisintion will be free sugar,
possibly this session. It the Lonisiaun Sena-

tors stand out for a bounty and vote agaiust |

the bill without it, thereby endangering
tariff legialation, a free sugar hill will pass
both bouses in spite of the trust and its con-
stituent Sepators, The public demands »
dofeat of the present sugar schedule in the
interests of hopesty and good legisintion,
and free sugar must be the inevitable result,

It is imprasticable to estimate the benefits
ol the new tariff bill at present, aven Ifun
agreament has boen renched. There are other
importent schedules bLesides thoze reported
oo which there were serious disagresments,
and no doubt other conressions have been
made. When the [acts are knowu sud the setunl
saviog In tarif taxation is made publiethe
ehange from the McKinley law will be wel-
comed by the publie, The worst stigma ut-
techad to the bill = the influence of the sugar
trust, and that ean only be removed witha
cbange in the Benate.

There certalnly can Ge no doubt in the
minde of sensible persons as to the status of
the tarif and fluance questions as buainess
propositions of prime importance Lo the pros-
perity of this country. Without a reliable,
flexible monetary system and a flxed,
equitable tarift poliey our wooderfal re-
pources and prospects for wealth and sbun-
dance oannot be made available,

Upsetued conditions never bring universal
prosperisy., The sharks of soclety thrive on
the misfortunes of the world, and when ths
wheels of commerce are blocked and money
seoks hiding places through unwise legisiation
or an unsafe finaneial policy, certain classes ol
financlers prosper at the expense of the gen-
eral publie, Itis precisely this state of af-
fairs that afflicts the United Btates and causes
suoh widespread distresa,

Qur financial policy Is unwise and our
method of constructing tariff laws unsatisfne-
tery end unjust, A government of the people
is a hage business enterprise in which all are
interestod and to which each eontrit
financial and politfeal aid. Pablio officers,
and especially leglslators, are intrusted with
the management of that enterprise, and each
of them should be endowed with business en-
terpriss as well as political sagacity. In fact,
the chie! aim of & publio servant should be to
disoharge his duties faithfully and make the
people's government honorable and prosper-
ous.

When incapsble of taking eare of their own
affalrs men oan never sucoeasfully manage the
sfisirs of others, and the test of a candidate’s
fitness should be his capacity as n business
man and his reputation us an upright, honor-
sble citizen. ’

Politics is defined as the science of govern-
maeni, bul & wsually prasticed it is the art of
obtalaigg offiee. The offies should seek the
man &ad be valued as an honer and not as &

way of drawing a salary at public expense,
Look over the situation and sce if we have
not too many publio servants whose sole ob-
jeot is to perpetunte themselves in office,
Perhaps this condition fs responsible for &
part, ot least, of our present trouble,

JOHN L. VOGT DEAD.

He Coame Penniless to Washington, bnt
Built Up & Successful Business,

Jolin L. Yogt, one of Washington's most
prominent eftizens and successful basiness
men, died at 7o'elock last evening at hls
homo, No. 607 E street northwest, where he
bes lived for a number of years past.

Mr. Vogt was confined to his room for
threée months previous to his death sufferin
from cancer. Arrnngements for the !uaonﬁ
have not yut been completed, bat the serviess |
may be held to-morrow in the First Reformed
German Lutheran Church,

Mr. Vogt was born in Wurtembure, Ger-
many, filty-nine years ngo, nnd ut the age of
fourleen emigrated to the United Rtates, com-
ing direct to Washington. Hs was prnniless
end without & friend in the city, but =oon
found employment a8 an apprentics in Knorr's
bakery, where he served his tiine learning the
trade, And later he worked for MeReldin,
and also Patlerson, in the lutier Lakery aus |
foreman for severnl yenrs,

He succeaded Patterson in the business and
bullt up & l?r;a trade, which be continued to
supply until three years ago, when he soid
out to Mossrs. Bchneider and Berens and re-
tired. At the time of his death Mr. Vogt was
a prominent member of National Lodge, No.
12, F. A, A. M.; De Molsy Commnandery, Ko,
4, Enights Templar: Almns Templs of the
Noblew of the Mystic Bhrine, and of the First
Reformed Lutheran Qhurch, Ho was aiso a
director of the Becond Nationsl Bank, Riggs
Fire Imsurance Company, and the German
Orphan Asylum.

SEEMS LIKE WANTON MURDER,
Damoging Testimony Agalnst Williams,
Who Killed Twigg, the Canol Boarman,

The luquest in the onse of W, H. Twigg,
who was killed on Tuesday near Georgetown
by Fraonk Willlnms, was held yesterday ot the
Sixth preainet etation-house, and the jury
rendered o verdict that Twigg came to his
denth a3 the result of a gun shot fired by
Frank Williams,

According to the testimony there wns mo
irovoeation on the part of the murdered man., |
I'wigg, it was stated, had no weapon of any
jund, except a cas=s kyife, nod this was not in
his hinud durlug  any part of the time which
frmmedintely precaded the tragwedy.

Henry Powell, of the Conduit rond, testifiad

| thnt he was passing down the canad bank on

Tuesday aulterooon, when he met the bont |

 Ivy Clty slowly golog toward Cumberland.

The cannl boat scow wus coming down, and
ns thn two boats passed each other Twigg, whe |
was o the Ivy City, snapped n whip and struce
the scow. A few minutes later he saw Will-
jams, who did the killing, jump off the secow |
und go townrd the Ivy Clty with a gun. He
had never sean withar of the men befors and
be fodowed Willlams for some distatee to ses
whet he woold do, When Willlnms got
pretey elose to Twlge he Ared and Twige fell,
“1 heapd no conversation whntever lelween
the men nor do I think that there had been
any. I positively {dentify the prisoner as the
mnan who did the shooting. Williams re-
mnined at the scene of the tradegy for a few
moments and then turued and walked awny."™ |
. 1. Rishards, living at the Chain Hridge,
also eaw the killing. He knew Twigg and
identifled Willinms as the man who fired the
shot. |
Willinm B. Powell, living on Canoal road, |
testifled that he saw Williams going up the
eanal bank with the gon on bis shoulder and |
followed bim to near the plaos where the |
shooting took place. “Twige made no at- |
tempt to sttnek Williams in any manner |
whatever,” sald the witness,
Coroner Hammelt committed Willlams to
jall to await the action of the grand jury.

Punishable by Fine and Imprisonment.

the bills introduced was one by Mr. Aller “to
prevent proleesionnl lobbying.” which was
