grounds and bulldings of said institutions be-
long to tlia loonl or general governments; sec-
ond, whether these institutions are muonged
and controlled by the Commissioners of the
Distriet of Columbia or by boards of incorpo-
rators; third, whether there f8 auniform rule
or law governing the management of these
{nstitutions, or whether any of thom have
been diseriminniad ngainst to the embinrrass-
ment and injury of said institution or institu-
tions; fourth, they will make such recom-
medntions as in thelr judgment nre necessary
