Amid a chorus of farewells, adlenz, and

shouts of good luck from a host of friends

BURNED ALL HER BEDDING

Now Mrs. Warring Wants to Be Re-

imbursed by the District.

HER CLAIM WAS DISALLOWED

Apportionment of the Fund for the Belief of
the Poor Change in Bates for Potomac

Water Used Through Meters Tax Sales
and Tax Certificates Bids for Iron Girders.

J. A. Roche recently criticised the official
action of Dr. C. J. Osmun in cases of scarlet
fever, which existed at Mrs. Julia Warring's
house. No. 3064 M street northwest.

Dr. Osmun has submitted a full report to
Health Officer Woodward. He says that Mrs.
Warring told him that the children were on
an old mattress with straw, which is of no ac-

count, and she Intended burning it. She
asked that she might bo allowed to destroy It
in a large fireplace. On July 16, some days
after she came to the health office and asked
to bo reimbursed for the bedding, claiming
that she had burned all in her house.

Dr. Osmun said that he informed her that
she could not be paid, and after ho had told
her that she had received no such orders she
left, returning "nith an affidavit which she
acknowledged in the presence of Mr. Tracy
and Mr. Peters was not true. She became
much excited, wept, and claimed that she had
no bed, and I, as a matter of charity, from
my own pocket gave her $5, which she said
would repay her and with which she was per-
fectly satisfied." She now claims upon her
own valuation 615 for articles destroyed. The
regulations of the office, he says, requires
that parties, other than owners, must place
valuations on their property. He does not
see how she can be paid.

Dr. Woodward sustained Dr. Osmun's re-

port, and the Commissioners, after reviewing
the statements made, approved Dr. Osmun's
report.
