Judge Claughton interrupted to say: “Nor
14 they have any knowledge of the transfer
of the property.™

The ehairmao: *“Yes: we learn from them
thut thars was no mesting of the direetors for
the transfer of the policy-holders or the prop-
erty. "

“They bave promised absolute co-opera-
tion with us in all things necessary to bring
about a clenr understunding of the whole
business, 1 belleve that I have now given
you a correct statement of what ogourred.”

The shairman, however, went oo and mnde
the following stgnifiennt addition: **Our
commitiee has instruetod 1ts law committes
to do, at its discretion, what may be neces-
sary, after n consuitation to be held to-mor-
row with not only the two gentlemen pressnt
this afternoon,

who had been pressut had received the cash
pur value of thelr stock. The chalrman re-
plied that ane of them had recefved his check
and the other bad not.  Ome of the directors
present sald, it is loarned, that the board was
never ealled together on this Lusiness; that
evervthing was done by Mr. Gardner without
hig» kpowirdge, nnd that it woas only last
Thuradey that he recefved the first intimation
of what was going on,

It appears that the Republicans will
also divide upon the motion, but a majority
of them will opp it. Theal may bo
still further complicated to-day by the with-
drawal of the Harris motion.

Whether the vilis go to the committes or
are considered on thelr merits without refer-
ence they will ba bitterly fought. There s
no purpose on the purt of the Senators who

are opposing them to nllow a votato be
taken. When the fight begins in enrnest the
bills will be resisted by every means known

President Carnot's Assassia Executed
By Guillotine at Lyons,

ASSISTED TO THB SCAPFOLD

Trembled as He Emorged from the Prisom=s
His Face Was Deadly Pale—Cried “Vive
'Anarchy” as He Was Being Fastened

Lyoss, Aug. 15.—Casario Banto, the aseas-
gin of President Carnot, was executed this -
morning at 4:55 o’elock.

The city is so crowded with visitors whe
eams to be pressnt st the execution that
Diebler, the official executioner, after saveral
hours of fruitless search for lodgings, was
obliged to invoke the aid of the suthorities to
prosurs quarters,

Owing to various hitches the guiliotine 4id
cot arrive from Paris until 6 o'clock last evel
ing.

The peop pp to at the ap-
proaching end of the detested assasin. Sante
appeared to be unconsclous yesterday of his
speady {ate. His demeanor has been stolid
He occupled his time yesterday in reading
Don Quixots, which he will never finish,

At 1 o'elock this morning the poliee com-
menced to olear the people away from the
vicinity of the prison., When the troops
marched to the square called Cours Suchet,
in which the exeeution will take place, hardly
a score of onlookers were in it

The municipal guards, during the past two
days and last night, bave been
specinliy in the wicinity of the prison in
searching for suspectad persons,

ASPECT OF LYONR AT DAWN,

Thenspect at dawn was most dismal, Ne-
body Is permitted to walk the pavement
around the prison. Black figures pass
through the deserted streets and after an ex-
ehange of words with the soldiers cross the
square to the prison, These are detectives
and journalists, who show their eredentials
to the prison ofcials, Only the procarenr,
the judge, o notary, and priest are allowad to
enter.

At 3 o’elock In the morning, from a
window. not Banto’s. n prolonged sigh, fol-
lowed by the ery, twice repeated, of “Vive
Panarchy,” breaks the stiliness, This is fol-
lowed by & dead silence. Perbaps it is a sig-
nal to warn Sauto of bis approaching doom.

Just at this moment a wagon arrives from
the prison with the gulllotine,

After the guillotine hnd been brought out
of the prison shortly after 3 o'clock It took
but a short time to put it in readiness for the
execution.

xanpnrﬂ reporters wers allowed to take
up a position inside the cordon of troops.

The erowd outside the lines at 3 o'elook
was small. but from that time It quickly
gwelled, until townard 4 o'elock, the time at
which the execution was expe to take
place, it had grown to large proj lons.

SURROTUNDED BY TROGPS.

When the preparations of Diebler had been
enmpleted ho tésted the guillotine and pro-
nounced it satisfactory. It was then 4:25
o'elotk. The troops then closed In around
tha guillotine,

When daylight arrived ths streets nearby
were thronged with people.

Diebler and his sasistants doffed their work-
ing clothes and put on coats of black, thea,
vavorted by o squad of gendarmes, the exacue
tioner nod his men entered the prison st 4-90
o'clock.

M. Haux, the governor of the prisonm,

awakened Santo, saving to him: *‘Courage
Santo, the honr has arrived.”
The condemned man with a effort

raised himsall, his face turoed livid, and his
bhands and limbs trembled convulsively, de-
spite his efforts to appear careless &t his
fate,

This trembling contioued untll the last
momeni., He could hardly stand, and his
lHmbs were 50 stiff with cold and fright
his clothes wers put on him with the utm
difflenity.

At 4:50 &, m. Santo was led out of his osll
by the yunrds.
