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WASHBURN IS IN TROUBLE

Charges to Be Preferred To-d- ay or
by Sergt.

SUFPORTED BY TWO AFFIDAVITS

Last Phase of the Police Scandal Hiinse
of the "Witness Tea rand is the Accusa-

tion to be Hade Certificate! Given to Hen

Who Swear They Did Hot Testify.

Warrant Clerk George II. Washburn, ol
the police court, will be, it is understood, the
subject of charges to be preferred to-d- or

by Sergt, Daley, of the Fourth
precinct.

This latest phase of the police scandal is
the indirect outcome 3f the charges brought
a low days ago by Washburn against
Sergt. Daloy anil Policemen Brace
and Elingcr, which are now under
consideration by tho trial board. It i3 alleged
that Washburn's influence or rather "pull"
with the trial board was sufficient to prevent
Sergt. Daley acting, by request, as counsel for
Bruco and KHnger, although it is permissible
nnder tho regulations.

The reason for this was, it is asserted, that
Washburn feared that Daley would question
him upon matters which he has reasons for
not desiring disclosed in an offlcicial and
seml-publ- lo way to his superior officers.

Serct. Dalov's charces. it is said, directly
grew out of the escape sometime ago of Wil-

liam Calloway, colored, who had been con-

victed in the polico court. While on the way
to the tan, and in the custody of tho marshal
of the court McCaffrey Calloway escaped.
Marshal McCaffrey offered a reward of 820 for
the recapture of the prisoner, and Jesse
Brown, William Lancaster, and Solomon
Green, all colored, volunteered to get him.
After a long chase Calloway was recaptured.

Mr. McCaffrey then, it is alleged, turned
Brown, Lancaster, and Green over to Clerk
Washburn for the payment of the reward, and
Washburn, it is said, paid them by giving
each of the men n part of tho reward in money
and the bnlauco in witness feo certificates in
cases of which they had no knowledge nnd
for which they had never been subpoenaed,
and these certificates were, it is said, cashed
at the District Building.

TWO AFFIDAVITS OBTAINED.

William Lancaster, who is a n

colored man of Southwest Washington,'yes-terda- y

made affidavit before a notary publlo
that "he aided Jesse Brown and Solomon
Green in the capture of William Calloway, an
escaped prisoner from tho marshal of the
police court (McCaffrey), for whose recapture
a reward of $20 was offered by said Mc-

Caffrey; that affiant was paid his portion of
the reward, part in cash and the rcmalniugin
witness fee certificates of tho police court.
Issued in cases in which ho was not sub-
poenaed, and of the facts of which he had no
knowledge; that the witness feo certificates
were given him by Clerk Washburn and were
cashed nt the District building for affiant."

An affidavit was also made by Solomon
Green before the same notary, "that ho aided
in capturing William Callowav, an escaped
prisoner of tho marshal of the police court;
that there was a reward of 820 offered for his
recapture by Deputy Marshal McCaffrey; that
Jesse Brown nnd William Lancaster aided in
slid prisoner's capture, that he wa3 paid his
portion of tho reward, part in cash and the
remaining in wttness-fe- o certificates of the
police court in cases In which ho was not sub-
poenaed, and of the facts of which he had no
knowledge; that said witness-fe- e certificates
were given him by Clerk Washburn, nnd were
cashed for the witness at the District Build-
ing."

These nffidav its will accompany the specifi-
cation of charges.

BEFORE THE TBIAL BOAHD.

The investigation by the trial board, on
Wednesday, of charges against Sergt.
Daley and Policemen Bruce and Ellnger that
they bad circulated a falso report in reference
to Washburn and Special District Attorney
Fugh to tho effect that tho policemen had
seen them in a place where a raid was made
was, according to all that can be learned, de-
cidedly interesting.

Major Moore was present nnd bad with him
what purported to be a report of the evidence
given by Sergt. Daley before tho trial board
in the case of tho now famous raid on the
Fat Men's Clubroom. When Sergt Daley re-
peated tho testimony given by him at tho
preious trial Major Moore, it is said, inter-
rupted him by saying significantly that his
evldenco was not the same nt both trials.

A highly dramatic scene Is said to have oc-
curred during the bearing of the testimony.
Clerk Washburn and Attorney Pugh
were also witnesses. Tho witness was not
positive as to dates of a certain occurrence,
when ono of the officers said bo thought ho
could fix the time in the mind of tho witness.
It was, he continued, on tho night that Mr.
1'ugh and Mr. Washburn were in the upper
room nt tho Tourth precinct station and
throw spittoons nt each other.

"That," said Mr. Iugh, "is a lie."
The offlcr who made tho assertion rose

nnd said ho could provo it, but was not
allowed by the trial board to do so. Mr.
1'ugh agatn, it is said, pronounced tDo state-
ment of tho policeman to le a lie, and
the members of tho trial board mado no effort
to restrain blm.

The board would not permit Sergt. Daley
to act as counsel for Messrs. Bruce and
Klinger, although under tho polico regula-
tions it was their privilege to have him.

What the verdict or tho trial board will be

no ono a3 yet knows, but it is understood
that after tho hearing was over an attempt
was mado, in which Mnjor Moore, it is said,
figured quite prominently, to have Sergt.
Dale- - arrested for perjury. It was arranged
to have the warrant taken out of the hnnd3
of the polico department nnd served by a
deputy United States marshal, tho idea being
to have tho paper served at a lato hour so
that It would, perhaps, bo too lato for Sergt.
Daley to give bail and ho would be locked up
for tbo night.

Meanwhile, Sergt. Daleywho was Ignornnt
of the warrants being prepared for him,
called to seo Commissioner Truesdell and
told him about the discrepancy between tho
testimony as given by him nt the trial of the
officer at the Tat Men's Beneficial Association
meeting nnd the report as brought to the trial
board by Major Moore. CommissionerTrues-de- ll

said that his recollection ngreed with
that of Sergt. Daley, and this reaching the
ears of tbose who had plannea the coup
d'etat on tho sergeant, their scheme fell to tho
ground.

WASHBUBn's DENIAL.

Mr. Washburn was seen late last night at
his home, No. 7 Tennessee nvenue, by a
Times representative, and nskod if there was
anything ho desired to sav in reference to the
charge of Sergt. Daley. He replied:

"I have no recollection of any such inci-
dent as that mentioned, but I will say that
the chargn is false. I have never given nny
witness fee certificates except to those who
were shown by tho docket to bo entitled to
them, or to persens who had the certificate
of a policeman that they bad been in attend-
ance at court for tho time stated."

MONEY FOR JAPANESE HEADS.

Schcduloof Rewards Offered by the Gov-
ernor of Formosa.

BHAxanAi, Aug. 10. The governor of For-

mosa has published a schedule of rewards for
Chinese to capture or destroy Japanese ships
or kill or capture Japanese soldiers or sail-

ors. The soldiers or sailor may be taken
dead or alive.

The governor offers 6,000 taels, or almost
2,000, for the destruction of a big Japanese

warship. For the destruction or capture of a
small warship he promises 4,000 taels, or
about 1,200. Two hundred taels will be
paid for the head of a Japanese officer, and
100 taels for tho bead of a Japanese private.

Sajcdt Hook, N. J., Aug. 1G. At tho dyna-

mite gun battery, tests were made to-d-ay of
the fifteen-inc- h gun, which has a length of
fifty feet Three dummies were fired first
and afterward two shells which were loaded
with 300 pounds of high explosives. The
guns were fired eo that the shells would drop
into the middle of the main ship channel. A
sharp whistlo like that from a small launch
was heard when tho projectile left the muzzle
of tbo gun, and In a very short time a splash
of spray showed the spot where it had struck,
and a moment afterward a loud noise pro-
claimed that the shell had exploded, throw-
ing up volumes of water mingled with sand
to a holght of over 400 feet. Tho concussion
could be felt on shore and on board of vessels
in tho vicinity.

RAPIDLY NEARING A FOCUS

Endowment Association Case Will

Probably Be Settled in Court.

ISSUES NOW FULLY DEFINED

on Law Hake an Important
Discovery Gardner's Transfer Somewhat

Mysterious Suspicions Incidents Secre-

tary Parks Politely If

The announcement made yesterday that
the committee of nine in charge of tho in-

vestigation of the troublo in the Washington
Beneficial Endowment Association had prac-

tically referred the case to its
of lawyers, was a sufficiently clear intimation
that tho affair was rapidly nearlngn focus.
All the intimations nnd fair inferences so far
are to tho effect that tho case must be and
will be settled in court.

Ample preparation is being made to that
end on both sides. When Mr. Lawrence
Gardner, the president of the association,
was asked tho other day for a reply to the
assaults mado upon him at a public meeting,
ho sold that ho was silent on "the advice of
counsel." Mr. Horatio Browning, tho treas-

urer of the fund being raised to prosecute
the inquiry into tho president's recent con-

duct, is still engaged in receiving the assess-
ments for that purpose. He was asked

how tbfl stockholders had respondod
nnd he said that up to 1 p. m. 1G1 had come
up and settled. Besides this be said that
without exception they are determined to
take no part or stock in thn consolidation
deal and will belong to their own association
or none.

Tho issues now are clearly defined. Tho
stockholders at tbo indignation meeting
were disposed to hold the directors oqually
responsible with the president, but since that
time now light has been turned on, the direc-
tors being now desirous of an investiga-
tion, nnd are in close with the
stockholders.

Tho incidents of tho investigation, as ex-

pected, were confined yesterday to tho law
committee. Mr. Claughton (cbalrman),MIHer,
nnd Mackey met nt noon, and had a long and
Important conference on tho subject in hand.
When The Times man entered Judge Claugh-ton- 's

office, in which tho consultation was
held, his attention was called to the following
paragraph which appeared in yesterday's
Post:

The on law cntored at onco
yesterday Into the merits of tho case. They
had before them certain abstracts of papers
which arc likely to play an important part In
tho proceedings. Ono of these papers was
the title deed to the property of the Beneficial
Endowment Association conveyed by Mr.
Gardner to the New York company. Another
was a certificate on reeord srating by what
means, what authority, and by whom the
transfer was made.

The deed is not yet of record, but has been
offered for record. It is dated August 9,
1894. It recites the agreement by and be-

tween tho Washington Beneficial Endowment
Association of the District of Columbia, a
body torporateof tho first part, and the Com-

mercial Alliance Life Insurance Company of
the city of New York, party of the second
part.

The party of tho first part for nnd in con-
sideration of the sum of 810 conveys to tho
Commercial Alliance, Its successors, nnd as-
signs nil that piece or parcel of land known as
north halt of original lot 11, square 378.

IMPORTANT CLAUSE IN THE DEED.
The deed contains tho following clause:

"That the said Washington Beneficial En-
dowment Assoclotion has constituted nnd ap-

pointed and by these presents does constitute
and appoint Lawrence Gardner president of
the said association, its true nnd inwful attor-ne- w

irrevocaDly and for it in its name to ap-
pear before any officer in the District of Co-
lumbia authorized bylaw to take n certified
acknowledgement of deeds, nnd for it and in
its name to acknowledge nnd deliver these
presents to the end thnt the same may bo
made a matter of record."

Then follows the certification thnt this was
dono in accord with an order of the stock-
holders, etc

The following is tho certificate above re-
ferred to as likely to bo of importance in tho
proceedings:

"This is to certify that at a special meeting
of tho stockholders of tho Washington Bene-
ficial Endowment Association, held, after due
notice, at the office of the company, August 9,
1894, tbo number of shares represented being
2G1, tho following resolution was adopted:

" 'Resolved, that Lawrence Gardner, presi-
dent of the Washington Beneficial Endow-
ment Association, convey, in fee simple, title
to the premises known as north half of lot
No. 11, in square 378, situate in tho City of
Washington, District of Columbia, to the
Commercial Alliance Life Insurance Com-
pany, of tho City of Now York, for such con-
sideration as may bo deemed advisable, for
the benefit of tho association.'

"Ono of the lawyers called attention to the
circumstances that tho meeting at which this
purports to have been dono was held on the
9th instant, the deed is dated on the 9th, tho
resolution was passed on tho 9th, the acknowl-
edgment wa3 mado on the 9th. nnd the deed
was offered for record on the following day."

IOXOBANT OF WHAT WAS OOINO ON.

It will bo remembered that all of tho direc-
tors and stockholders who have spoken so
fur. declare their utter ignorance of what was
going on and what appears by tho above
papers to have been done, certainly not un-
til after tho completion of tho transaction.
This circumstance hns invested Mr. Gardner's
act with an nlr of mystery, and it is to get
behind the scenes that the legal committee is
now working. It may bo that it will be
proved that Mr. Gardner owned or controlled
sufllicient stock to hold the meeting of tho
aUi instant UV 111U13C1L.

Thomas, of tho Bennington, wbich were com-
municated to him by it tugboat, to keep his
vessel beyond the three-mil-e limit until the
extradition papers arrived nt San rrnncisco.

These were banded to tho Salvadorian min-
ister nt 5 o'clock last Saturday ulternoon.nnd
should hne reached San Francisco last night
or this morning.

When they nrrive tbo papers will be placed
in the hands of the United States marshal,
tho Bennington will steam into the harbor,
and the refugees will bo taken in custody and
produced before the United States courts.

Geograpical Distribution of the Appointments
Northeast, Northwest, and Southwest

flections Represented All Were Libarally
Endorsed Sketches of the Appointees.

Col. James C. Bates, S. T. G. Morsell, and
J. Harrison Johnson are the three new assist-
ant assessors of the District.

Their appointment was announced by tho
Commissioners yesterday, after a session
which lasted from 3 to 6 o'clock.

The first news of their appointment was
conveyed to two of the appointees by a Times
reporter; tbo third, Mr. Johnson, could not
be found.

gentlemen had quietly seen the Commission-
ers to urge tho claims of the respective favor-
ites and to solicit their appointment.

Tho names of about twenty-fiv- e gentlemen
were before tho Commissioners, nnd a re-
porter of The Times was assured by each
member of the board tbat the claims and in-
dorsements of all who were presented for the
three positions were carefully canvassed and
tbat in making tho selections men were ap-
pointed who. It was believed, would, on ac-
count of their experience and fitness, as well
as upon geographical considerations, best
represent tho public interest.

Strong pressure was brought to bear by
representative business men for the reap-
pointment of tho old board of revision, but,
with the exception of Mr. Morsell, the ap-
pointees are from tho list of new material,

The new board Is appointed for a term of
four years, at an annual salary of $3,000
each. In addition to the duties Incumbent
upon them as a board of assessors, they 'will
have supervision and control of the excise
matters Hitherto under tbo control of the
Commissioners.

lie Was the Principal Figure at the Ohio
Populists' Convention.

Columbus, Ohio, Aug. 16. The Populist
State Convention wa3 calledio order at 10

o'clock this morning in a grove west of this
city.

Tour Thousand Barrels of the Trust's
Chicago Stock to be Kcgaugcd.

CniCAOo, Ills., Aug. 16. Tho movement of
the whiskey trust to get as much as possible
of its product out of bond before tbe new
tariff law with its increased duty on spirits
goes into effect, was extended to Chicago to-

day. Within the next twenty-fou- r hours,
unless tho trust changes its mind, no Ies3
than 4,000 barrels of whiskey will be takea
out of bond bere and the tax paid.

Pullman Employes Give Testimony

Before the Commission.

TOOK NEARLY ALL FOR REN?

Secretary Keleher and Other Testify Before
the Government Commijiion Compalsorj

Arbitration and Ownenhlp of Bsilrtnil
as Bemedies for Strikes.

CmcAoo, Aug. 16. The first witness called
before the government strike commission to-

day was W. H. Lovejoy, a Rock Island Rail,
road from La Salle, 111. Lovejoy
was questioned as to the cause of the strike at
La Salle, and declared that tbe men went out
at that point because bo was unjustly dis-
charged. Secretary Keiebcr, of tbe American
Railway Union, succeeded Lovejoy on the
stand. Ho entered into a detailed statement
of the troubles leading up to the strike, and
was questioned closely regarding the pro-
ceedings of the convention at which the boy-
cott was declared.

Secretary Keleher, when asked for his view
as to the Dest method of preventing strikes,
said that he firmly believed Government own-
ership of railroads would solve tbe problem.

"Next to that." ho continued,"! think com-
pulsory arbitration would answer."

"How would you force the railroads to
abide by the decision of the arbitrators?"
asked Commissioner Wright.

to be enfobced bt law.
"By law," promptly responded tho witness.

"Let the law be such that In case of trouble
with Its employes tho railroad be compelled
to submit tho matter to arbitration. Then let
it be understood that if tbo railroads will not
accept the terms upon which the arbitrators
decide, tbe company be compelled to go out
of business. In other words, the rallroada
should be compelled to abide by tbe decision,
nnd as to the employes, if they are not
suited by the decision let them leave the em-
ploy of the company."

Mr. B. a. Ray, of Rock Island, DX, was the
next called. He stated that the strike at
Rock Island was caused partially by the
Pullman strike and partially on account of
the treatment he bad received at the hands
of the Rock Island Railroad Company.

Ray agreed with Keleher that Government
ownership of railroads would prevent strikes.

Mr. Ray favored n law, he said, compelling!
railroads to give discharged employes a doc-
ument setting forth tbe reasons for their dis
charge.

INQUIBT INTO PLXLMAX AFTAIB9.

Tho commission has the power to summon
witnesses, but cannot compel them to answer
questions. There is no doubt that George
M. Pullman, Vice President Wicks, General
Managers Egan and St. John, and other cor-
poration officers will be called. Whether
they will testify or not la quite another mat-
ter.

Tbe condition of life of the employes at
Pullman will bo gone into at length by the
commission. The statements by all the wit-
nesses beard thus far are tbat the wages paid
by Pullman were not sufficient to keep the
men from starvation, and that this was tha
excuse of the boycott, and makes it necessary
for tbe commission to investigate this phase
of the case.

Chairman Heathcote, of tbo Pullman strike
commission, was on the witness stand during
tho afternoon session. He showed a table of
tbe Pullman Company's wages, and claimed
tbat wages had been cut GO per cent, in the .
lat two years. Mr. Ueatbcoto also exhibited
what he claimed was a black-li- st issued by
tbe Pullman officials, requesting oth'r insti-
tutions to refuse to employ the men whose
namos appeared thereon!

rATTNO STABVATION WAOES.

Miss Jennie Curtis, president of the Girl's
Union at Pullman, testified in the afternoon.
Her father had been in the employ of tna
Pullman Company for fifteen years, until
shortly before his death last year.
Ho wa3 delinquent in his rent to tho
amount of SCO. Tho company compelled
her to assume the debt and sign a
contract to pay it out of her wages
at the rate of 63 a week. Some weeks she
had so little left from her wages that she
could not pay her board. In 1893 tbe com-- 1
pany was paying its girls 223 cents an hour
for sewing, and the poorest seamstress earned
81.50 a day. Before the strike the best of
them had got down to 70 or 80 cents a day,
while tbe poor needle-wome- n could make
only 40 to 50 cents.

Theodore Rhode, representing the painter's
department, had worked for the company
twelve years, and had been gradually cut
down until he could not make $1.25 a day.
The foremen abused the men, and the man-
agement experimented with the materials
until rs could make nothing. Ha
had not applied for work slnco the strike be-

cause tho company compelled every man to
surrender his card of membership in the Rail-
way Union and sign an agreement to have
nothing to do with any labor organization for
fivo years.

R.W. Combes, of the freight car shops, had
been in the employ of the company for ten
years. Where men in that department wero
able to enm 82.25 a day, piece work, they
wero not able to make more than 63 cents a
day in March of this year. Between 1888 and
1801 there had been no reductions, but in No-

vember, 1801, came a cut that made a differ-
ence of 83 in a freight car to the men who
built It. and 8G of this fell on the car carpen-
ter. The witness said he had 83.50 left from
his February wages after be had paid his
rent, and with the $3.50 he was expected to
support a wife and two children. After hear-
ing the evidence of Combes the commission
adjourned for the day.
