CLEVELAND HAS MALARIA

This and Resulting Fever the Causes

of His Sudden Departure.

ACCOMPANIED BY HIS PHYSICIAN

Br. O'Eeilly Beticent Concerning HU Patient
Beit and Salt Air Likely to Bestora Him

in a Few Bays Probable Action on Tariff
and Biver and Harbor Bills.

Private Secretary Thurber yesterday fur-
nished the following statement for publica-

tion:
"The President left this morning for a few

days' absence, under the advlee of his physi-
cians, in the hope of shaking off an attack of
malaria from which he has been suffering for
several days. Yesterday the attack culmi-
nated in a fever, but which was under control
this morning. Dr. O'Reilly, his physician,
expresses no doubt but that a fews days of
salt air and rest will recuperate the President
sufficiently to resume bis official duties, and
he will return to Washington by the middle of
next week. He has gone to Gray Gables and
is accompanied by Dr. O'P.eilly."

President Cleveland left for Gray Gables at
7:20 o'clock yesterday morning via Pennsyl-
vania railroad. Uo was also accompanied
by Capl. Itobley Evans, but It Is probable that
tne latter will stop nt ew lort, where be
will take command of his ship, the New York,
In a day or so. Senator Berry, Representa-
tives Outhwaite and Turner of Georgia, and
several other Congressman called at the
White House soon after 9 o'clock and were
surprised to And that the President had de-
parted.

ItASN'T THE TAMFF BILL WITH HIM.
It Is learned that the President did not

take the enrolled copy, which ho must sign,
of tho tariff bill with him, but merely an or-

dinary printed copy of the bill, presum-
ably for the purpose of examination. The
enrolled copy of the bill was taken from th o
White House about noon to the Treasury De-

partment in the usual course of official
routine. It is not nt all likely that this en-
rolled copy will be sent to Gray Gables later,
and the probabilities, thereiore, are in favor
of Presidential action on the tariff bill being
delayed until Mr. Cleveland's return to Wash-
ington next week.

The ten days within which the President
has to act on the river and harbor bill expires
Saturday night, but he has until Monday, the
27th instant, in which to net on the tariff bill.
The President, it is believed, will return on
tho 24th or 25th instant, probably on the 21th.

Among the stories afloat at the Capitol yes-
terday was one that the President nnd left a
veto for the river and harbor bill. This ap-
propriation bill has been constantly Increased
of late, and the rumor gained some substance
from that fnct. nnd also from the unverified
report that the President had left three vetoes.
Members of Congress interested were con-
siderably disturbed, but Senator Ransom,
chairman of the Commerce Committee,
thought a veto improbable, and quieted those
who were the most alarmed.

BCnitOCXDED BV rOLICEMIX.
New Y'oitK, Aug. 1C President Cleveland

arrived in Jersey City this afternoon at 1:02
o'clock, nnd a few minutes later he sailed for
Gray Gables on board the lighthouse tender
John Rogers.

The President journeyed from Washington
in President Roberts' car. When tho train
drew up at the platform there were very few
people outside of the reporters who were
nware that the Chief Magistrate was coming.
The policemen in charge of Sergt. Beddin
surrounded the President as he stepped from
tho car, accompanied by Cnpt. "Bob" Evans
and Dr. O'Reilly.

Capt, Dcbbins.of the John Rogers, also met
the party, and they were conducted to the
elevator by Station Master Eeofer. No person
was allowed near the President except the
gentlemen named, and as the elevator disap-
peared from sight the passengers made a
rush down stairs to catch another glimpse of
him. Escorted by the policemen the party
hastily walked to the Adams 'Express pier,
where the steamer was waiting, and as soon
as they got on board the vessel moved out
and headed for the East river, en route to
Buzzard's Bay.

Dr. O'Reilly, when asked If they were going
there direct, answered In the affirmative, but
declined to say anything further, flatly re-
fusing to answer any of the numerous ques-
tions placed to him by the reporters.

As the steamer moved away from the pier
Mr. Cleveland raised his bat in answer to the
salutes of tho people on the dock.

TEN BLACK POLICE SHEEP

Summary Dismissal of Officers Who

'Have Betrayed Their Trusts.

TRIAL BOARD UNDULY LENIENT

Emphatic Statement That the Force Host Be

Believed of Xen Like These They Were
- Active Tools and Agents of Lawbreakers

Vo General Investigation Will Follow.

The action of the board of Commissioners
yesterday In the police cases was an emphatic
warning that derelict officials will no longer
be tolerated, and that the faithful men in
service shall have proper support in the dis-

charge of their duties.
Ten members ot the police force, seven of

them implicated In the sensational affair de-

veloped by Sergt. Daley in July, when a meet-

ing of the Fat Men's Beneficial Association
over Wells' saloon in South Washington was
raided, were summarily dismissed, as a re-

sult of the Commissioners' investigation of tho
facts.

The Commissioners, by the way, avail them-
selves or the opportunity to glvo tho board a

roasting," forcibly reminding that body that
in future there must be no morn mild sen-
tences for gross violations of duty.

There will be no general Investigation of
the police department nt this time by the
Commissioners, it is officially declared, but
complaints received against individual mem-
bers ot the force will be referred in the usual
way to the trial board. Should charges be
preferred against any considerable number of
the policemen the Commissioners will make
the investigation as in the cases of those dis-
missed yesterday. They say they have not
the time to devote to these trials and will not
attempt to conduct an examination except
the gravity of the offenses and the number
Involved should demand it. Seven of the
men discharged yesterday were attached to
the Fourth precinct, and as stated in the com-
munication addressed to Maj. Moore, they
were active members of the Fat Men's Bene-flcl- al

Association.
LETTEB TO MAJOB 5I0ORE.

Major Moore was on yesterday the recipi-
ent of the following official communication:

'The first seven are members of the
Fat Men's Beneficial Association, hav-

ing its headquarters over and directly con-
nected with Wells' saloon at No. 363 M street
southwest. The first five named were pres-
ent on Sunday, although off duty, when that
place was raided by Sergt. Daley, and
were tried for entering bar-roo- premises
where the law In reference to the sale of
liquor was being violated. Tho charges were
dismissed, It is presumed, upon technical
grounds only. The evidence shows that thi3
association was composed of policemen,
saloon keepers, and others, the policemen
and snloon keepers being the active members,
and Mr. Wells being the most active member
and chief benellciary.

"The association was organized at Gearst's
saloon, the proprietor ot which was aUo a
member, and since then has met regularly
once a week at Wells' place, where a keg of
beer and refreshments were served to the
members at each meeting. On two occasions,
at least, the club, or a portion of it, met on
Snnday in a room over the barroom, which,
during the week, was used in connection with
tne latter for dispensing HquDr to Wells' pa-

trons, and is practically a part of tjie saloon.
WIIEX THE BAID WAS MADE.

"On tho Sunday hen the raid was made
the association was protected by locked
doors and the services of a serjeant-at-arm-

whoso duty, it appears, was to assault and
eject any person, even officers of the law, at-
tempting to gain access. Tho beer and re-
freshments were concealed in the bathroom
and had evidently been removed from tno
refrigerator but a short time previous.

The association numbers thirty-si-x persons,
and the membership is limited to forty. Tho
benellcial features for which its organization
Is claimed consists of assessments of SI on
each member for the burial of deceased mem-
bers. It was claimed by Wells when Daley
entered the room tbat he bad 'presented the
boys with a key of beer,' but in his testi-
mony, for obvious reasons, he thought it bet-

ter to admit that tho beer had been purchased
of him on the previous Thursday evening
and placed in the' bath-roo- by him on Sat-
urday evening. That one of the special ob-
jects of the meeting on Snnday may have
been to make arrangements for an excursion
on tho following day does not change the
fact that this combination of saloon-keepe- rs

and policemen was undoubtedly organized as
a social drinking club, chiefly in the interest
ol the saloon men nnd as a means of enabling
them to evade the law or violate it with im-

punity. The benefits in the event of death
derived from assessments of Si from not to
exceed forty members are too insignificant to
be seriously considered.

BAB BEHOVED TO THE BATHBOOX.

"The bar-roo- was carefully locked and
exposed to view on that Sunday, as required
by law, but the contents of tho bar were re-

moved to the bathroom and dispensed to the
persons gathered there in a room which wo3
used every day of the week as n part of the
saloon, and connected with the
with free access between them. While this
violation of law was going on in Wells' place
Fenton, another member of the association,
was patrolling his beat outside, and knew
that the meeting was being beld inside. No
wonder that when called upon to assist Sergt.
McNamara in raiding the place he gave no
intimation of what was going on Inside, and
that when called to the assistance of Sergt.
Daley he failed to respond. Could It be sup-
posed for a moment that an officer who could
so far forget his duty as to enter Into such
relations with saloon-keepe- rs whose places of
business he Is especially charged with tho
duty of watching and reporting those who
sell on Sunday, would give any information
thnc would lead to the conviction of tho lat-

ter no matter bow flagrant their violation
might be? Surely not.

"These officers, when they joined that asso-
ciation, deliberately betrayed the trust reposed
In them and became the active tools nnd
agents of men whose purpose was to violate
the law. They are veterans in the service and
have served long enough among
to enable them to avoid being deceived. They
were familiar with every technicality of the
liquor law and were knowingly aiding and
abetting Wells in violating it. The police
force must be relieved of such men, and those
who might be weak enough to yield to similar
temptation warned that their punishment will
be swift and sure alter detection."

BEASOS IB BBTAS'S CASE.

"Bryan is dismissed for trylnc without tho
sllgbcst reason to impeach and discredit the
testimony of a brother officer before the
police court in the interest of a saloon keeper
on his bent. His zeal in behalf of the latter,
charged with selling on Sunday, and con-
victed, notwithstanding his testimony, proves
him lacking in the important qualifications of
a police officer truthfulness and fidelity.

SILVER TO THE FRONT.

Gen. Warner Pleads Its Cansc at the Amer-
ican ltimctallic League Conference.

The necessity of immediate and thorough
organization to push bimetallism to the front
was discussed at a special conference of the
American Bimetallic League, which convened
here yesterday. Thirty or forty members of
the League from various States were present.
Gen. A. J. Warner, president of tho League,
acted as chairman, and among those present
were Senator Stewart, of Xevada; Congress-
men Fence and Bell, of Colorado. Judge
Sbelton. of Connecticut, and C. S. Thomas;
Capt. George Thacker and A. S. Sullng, of
Colorado, and Col. Lee Crandall, of this city.

The conference opened with a long talk on
"Difficulties in the Way of Kestoring Bimet-
allism" by Senator Stewart, of Xevado,

Gen. Warner stated the objects of the meet-
ing. Congress, ho assumed, had now com-
pleted its work, many of the State conven-
tions had been held nnd platforms adopted
by both parties in many of the Western States
have included both the singlo gold standard
and bimetallic standard. Tho tariff bill also has
been disposed of. It is time, he said, to push
tho silver question to the front nnd sub-
ordinate all other issues to that issue from
now on. Ho urged organization for nction
in tho various States, "instead of mere talk."

The afternoon session was devoted ton dis-
cussion of the coinage laws. A number ot
speeches were made bearing on the claim that
legal authority to coin silver exists. Tho
speeches were based on tho assertion that the
repeal of tbo Sherman act does not repeal the
clauses In the Bland-Alliso- n act reviving the
coinago act of 1837. Tbo following committee
was appointed to examine the coinago laws
and report to the League: C. S. Thomas of
Colorado, Alexander Fulton of Delaware, J.
A. Gallaber of Ohio. Judge Joseph Sheldon
of Connecticut, and Hon. Isaac Sharpe of
Kansas.

The general discussion of tho coinage laws
was participated in by Senator Stewart of
Nevada, Alexander Fulton of Delaware, A.
W. Wolcott of Indiana, G. W. Thatcher ot
Colorado. J. II. Randall ot Illinois, H. E.
Taubeneck of Illinois, and 'X. A. Dunning.
At the meeting today papers will bo read by
Senator Jones on "Bimetallism in the United
States Alone," and by representative Bland of
Hissourl and Gen. A. J. Warner.

MANY "SICK" MEMBERS.

McMillan nnd lteed over tho nction of tha
former in introducing n bill to correct the mis-

take in putting alcohol on tho free list in tha
tariff bill.

After some discussion the measure passed
and tho Houso adjourned,

Ucsults of Trotting Races.
