His Majosty Speaks of the United States ms
ths Most Remarkable Comntry om the
Globe—Emperor William's Uncoremoni-
ous Life on His Northern Journey.

BrocknoLw, Aug. 18.—The northern part of
King Osear's realm has often been called
“Hweden's America™ on account of its large
riches in lund which, although fertile, is still
unsettied apd uncultivated. Conssquently,
the poorer class of Bweden preferred to
emigrate to the United Btates, lostend of sesk-
ing new homes in Norrland, the real pname
ol this northern part of the kingdom. This
emigration was cnused by the fuet that
“Sweden's Amerien’ lacked all communica-
tion by land with the eapital and the most
eouthern provineces,

The coast cities also suffered in the winter
from the lee-covered sea, just as much as the
settlements in the inner part of the country
bad to suffer the whole year round. But
when it was discovered that Norrland har-
bored a great many hidden ricnes the govern-
ment decided to grant money for the bullding
of & railroad which would conneet the Alpla
and the Omegn of the big kingdom,

This northern trunk lne of Sweden has
now been completed. It was dedleated by
King Oscar a fow days ago, and at the same
time opened for public trafle, King Osenr is
sald to be Bweden's ablest orator, and he
made the apsach of his life upon this ocension,
The festivities surpassed everything seen in
this part of the world, and with similar
ovents will go down to posterity as an epuch
In Bweden's history.,

NORTHERNMOST RATLROAD IX THE WORLD,

In order to undersinnd this one shoald re-
call a few facts about the just comploted rail-
road. It connecta at Boden, near the Gul! of
Bothnia, with the northernmost rallroad in
Sweden (and in the whole world), running
from tho seaport of Lulea up to the Gelli-
varn lron ¢ore mousntalns, forty-seven miles
north of the Polar eirele, This road has been
in vparation for a couple of vears, aud may
he considerad as the end pices in the con-
tinuous string of raliroad of & length of
about 1,20 milss, which passes from south to
north, through the whole length of Sweden.
This is a lopger distancs than from Berlin to |
Rome,

By the compietion of this grand tronk
line, which makes the Swedish raflroms] sys-
tem as perfect as possibie, 13 is believed that
immigration from Sweden to Amerion will, if
It does uot ceass entirely, at least becoms
cousiderabiy smaller, even should business
in thi United States saddenly improve,

But this is not the most Important point,
Norrinod herself nosis the milrond, ns may
be seen by the fact that this Swedish provines
provides no less than 20 per eent. of the eo-
tire lumber supply of the globe, oF more than
Cannda and almost twice as much as the
Uniftad States, The famous Gallivara mines
are also situnted in Norrlnnd, These mines,
tha largest in the world, are considerad onpn-
able of supplying the present demnnds.c
