An Ameriean Citizen of Influence Who
Lives in Korea.

It Is not generally known that some of the
most important goverument oflices in Koma
wre Bold by Amorican eftieens, and  that foo
yours American influance there has overshind-
owed that of all othee countries, even that of
China sod Japan. One of the most important
and interesting Mrures in Koren is that of
Gen, Charles W. Lo Gendre, who, through
the oivil war, commanded & New York regi-
mnnt.

Soon after the war he was seut to Amoy us
con#nl generml, aud there distinguishoed him-
sol! s n diplomatist. 1t is well Zuown that
Jutee he commandad the military operations
in the campuign agninst Fortmosa, In 1867
he gave up his oMiee and went to Japan,
where he arrived st the lLeginning of the
great oivil war, duriog which the Mikado
and the shogun tonght for supremacy to the
bitter end. Many balleve that Gen, Le Geu-
dre did mwueh both to helptbe Mikado to win,
and then to clisoge his positios toward for-
signers,
