A NOISE IN LOUISIANA.
SUGAR TARIFF.

The Louisiana planters are dibsatislled with

the sugar schedule as it appears in the
bill. They have concluded to

aflliiate with the Republicans, and in so doing
will place three Democratio Congressional
districts in serious danger of changing their
political complexions.

An examination of the sugar tariffs as quoted
above "fails to disclose why the planters are
going to leave the Democratio party. The
present tariff bill gives them more protection
than Touchsafed in either the McKinley or
Wilson bills, and, according to the planters'
committee, it is "protection" that they want,
although they are skillful enough not to defi-

nitely characterize the "protection."
The bounty is what they want.
Herein lies the groat difference in the three

tariff schedules. The McKinley law collected,
with its right hand, a heavy toll on Imported

articles of necessity, turned over, with its left
hand, a partol the proceeds to sugar planters
in the shape of bounty, and announced to the
people of the United States that it had cheap-

ened the retail cost of sugar and so it had,
at the expense of raising the price of other
articles of equal necessity.

This was the McKinley jugglery.
The Wilson tariff did away with the bounty

to the planters' trust and at the same time
struck a blow at the refiners' trust. The
Gorman tariff protected the refiners and left
the planters still out in the cold. That is the
real trouble.

REPORTING CONTAGIOUS DISEASES.
Health Officer Woodward Is to be com-

mended for his prompt execution of the law
requiring a physician to report every case of
scarlet fever or diphtheria within twenty-fou- r
hours of the time it comes to his notice.

Dr. Pyles, a rising young physician of Ana-

costia, Tvas. unfortunately, the physician in
the case, and it is thought that he may have
overlooked the character of the disease. The
incident, however, will do much to assure the
people of the District that the health office
maintains a strict watch and that it realizes
the necessity of a prompt and strict execution
of the health laws.

The particular law in question is one
vitally necessary to the sanitary care of a
city. The Isolated physician has not the
facilities, even though he realizes the necesj
sity of checking the spread of a disease. That
function properly pertains to the municipality
and it should be rigorously exercised.

THE NORWICH CONGRESS.

The cablegrams of yesterday announced
that the trade union congress at Norwich was
again divided into two parties, which are in
general terms denominated the old trades-unionis- ts

and the new trades-unionist- s. The
old party is made up mainly of skilled labor,
and the new is composed almost entirely of
unskilled labor.

The pame issue was drawn in the congress
of 1690, and the radical, or new unionists, car-
ried the day. They were then, as now, under
the leadership of John Burns. Member of Par-
liament from Battersea, a vigorous organizer,
powerful speaker, and an engineer by trade.
Mr. Burns believes less in trades-unionis-

than in socialism, and, if he is quoted cor-
rectly, has said that carries
iritbin itself the source of its own dissolution.

Terr likly this is true, and it is more than
likely that Mr. Burns and his following rep-
resent the "source" of this dissolution. The
leaven of radical thought has been lermenting
in the minds of English workingmen since
1893, and Mr. Burns may be correct when he
exultingly declares that the congress marks
"an end of unionism and the triumph of so-

cialism."
Let us look squarely at what the English

workingmen are abandoning and what they
hope to gain. The actual results of trades
unionism are as follows:

The labor report of the board of trade for
1892 is the latest yet made public Returns
are given in it of no less than 599 trade
unions. These had an aggregate of 1,237,307
members, an income during the year of
$8,954,210, and expenditures for all purposes
of $8,826,839. The expenditures were made
by individual unions, and a better apprecia-
tion of their purport will be had by consider-
ing some of them apart from the whole bulk.
Thus 298 unions, with 745,647 members, paid
for the maintenance of those out of work-- not

on strike $1,9S4,8G5, and 74 unions, with
483,004 members, paid $ 532,760 to members
too old to work. Not less than $1,073,070
was paid to the sick, 8416,895 for "funeral
benefits," and 889,920 to members temporar-
ily disabled by acoidents. Unfortunately,
1B92 wiis a year not only of bad trade, but of
many strikes and other disturbances, so that
the largest item of expenditures, $2,336,455,
went for ' 'dispute benefits" that is, for the
maintenance of strikes

In giving Tip these benefits the unionists
expect to gain the following: Kaiioaaliza- -

ion of land and all means of produc-
tion; direct legislation by the people;
direct election of all functionaries by adult
suffrage; gratuitous justioe; gratuitous, com-

pulsory and equal education; abolition of
standing armies; homo rulo for Ireland; an
eight-ho- day; stato erection of working-men- 's

dwellings, to be let at bare cost; pro-

portional representation; separation of church
and state; abolition of tho House of Lords,
and many other attractive reforms.

Tho conservative members of the Norwich
Congress hold that the protection of the wage
rate is the great duty of unionism; tho radi-

cal wing contends that the old plan is mero
temporizing, and- - that the ultimate goal of
State socialism should bo the single object.
The result will be watched with interest by
laboring men in this country.

CONCERNS OF THE DISTRICT

George Engeman Aslts For Return of

Fart of His Racing License Fee.

SCH00LH0USE SITE INSFECTED

Arguments in Favor of a New Garbage Sys-

tem to Be Presented No Action Yet Taken

About a Building for the Exhibit at the

Baltimore Exposition.

George Engerann's application for a return
of his license fee of $100 paid by him for tho
privilege of running horses in tho District has
developed a new phase. Mr. Engeman now
asks that the sum of $85 bo refunded him, de-

ducting 15 at the rate of 55 per day for the
three days he admits he was operating undor
the license, which hud been taken out for a
month. Attorney Thomas, in passing upon
tho application, says:

"Under the thirty-fourt- h clause of section
21, of an act of the late legislative assembly of
tho District, commonly called the "license
act," Mr. Engeman was entitled to a license
for one month to conduct horse racing within
the District upon payment of a license foe of
$100, or ho was entitled to the same privilege
weekly for $23, or daily at the rate of $5 per
day, when so used. The law makes no pro-

vision for the return of tho license fee or any
proportionate part of it whon the licenses
fail to exercise the privileges conferred, but
only when license iB refused by the municipal
authorities.

"Mr. Engeman appears to have applied for
a license for four weeks, and accompanied
this application with the necessary deposit of
$100. License was granted him for four
weeks. In that case he is not entitled to a re-

fund of any part of tho license fee, except tho
District had revoked bis license, which it did
not do."

The garbage question is to be discussed
and elucidated before tho Commissioners on
Monday at 11:30 o'clock. A committee of
Ohio gentlemen, who will bo Introduced by
Hon. S. S. Yoder,havo an appointment at that
hour, and will explain a system in operation
at Findlay nnd other points In Ohio, which
the company the committeo represents will
offer to introduce here. It will be Impossible
for the District to adopt at present any other
tbau its present methods, as there is not a
sufficiency of funds to enlarge tho pystem or
adopt a more expensive one, and to incur a
debt is contrary to law. Commissioner Ross
said yesterduy that tho board desired to ob-

tain all the information possible upon the
question, and would gladly listen to any sug-
gestions likely to be of service in the future.

INSPECTING SITE FOR HOUSE.

Building In? poctor Entwlsle and Chief Par-ri- s,

of the fire department, made an official
visit to the several sites proposed for the now
engine-hous- in the northeast section and
Mount Pleasant, respectively. Mr. Entwisle
also inspected tne grounds in view for the
location of the new schoolhouse in Southeast
Washington.

The construction of a building for a District
exhibit at the Baltimore exposition is in abey-
ance, no appropriation being yet available.

Dwellings numbered 114, 116, and 118 in
Bassett's alley northeast, tho property of P.
F. Million, were In July last condemned as
not being habitable from sanitary and other
considerations. The houses have no access
to a public street or alley and n public sewer
can only bo laid upon the oponing of a public
alley, which it in believed will cost more than
the property is worth. The owner objected
to the action taken in July and proceedings
were temporarily delayed, but tho engineer
department yesterday renewed the sugges-
tion that an effort be made to have the houses
abandoned under the health ordinances,

Ihh lriends of Charles R. Douglas, who Is
the man selected by the opponents, L. A. Cor-
nish to succeed the latter as a pchool trustee,
had their innings yesterday. They filed a
petition and protest with sixty-nin- e names at-

DEBS' TELEGRAMS.

They Counseled Railway Laborers to
Strike nnd Promised Protection to All.
Chicago, Sept. 7. The examination of rail-

way strikers was begun to-d- in the trial of
the American Railway Union officials
Switchman Kriegor, of tho Chicago, Milwau-

kee and St. Paul, testified that Con McAuliffe,
head of the Milwaukee A. R. U., hnd come to
him with a request from Debs that all tho
Milwaukeo railway men strike.

"McAuliffe said that Debs was suro he
would win," the witness said, "ana urged us
to go out. I replied that if we could be as-

sured that our places would be secure if tho
strike should bo lost, that tho men would
strike. Not many of them went out, how-
ever."

A fireman on the St. Paul road testified
that he had left his place becauso of intimida-
tion, and an engineer on the same lino said
ho was told that if he did not leave his engine
ho would never get out of Chicago alive.

William A. Henry, of Kankakee, a switch-
man in tho employ of the Illinois, Indiana,
nnd Iowa Railrond. was the next wltnoss, and
ono of the most important offered by the gov-
ernment because he had personally received
a telegram ordering him 10 call out tho men.
