Tho Gos-
ernar tharsupon issued an order eommuand-
ing the pompany to surcender Its arms and
This order wnas nlso dis-
abieyed, and an appeal to the courts wos made
for an injunetion to prevent the Governor or
any State offlcers from tnkiog possesalon of
1ho arms.

Thoe points made by the lawyers for the
company is that the arms  wera secured by
the compuny by special nct of Congress and
beld in undisputed possession Tor over six-
tenn yenrs: that the srms wern izssuad for no
ather purposs than the use of the company;
that therefors the sefzure by the Governor
would be {llegal, as it would be a diversion
of tho nrms to n purpose not aushorized by
tls nct of Congress under which they were
ise jed,

The nrms {no question consist of some 120
breech-lending rifles, bayonets, seabbards,
ete,, worth about 23,000,

Patterson
explnins the discrepancy by saying that
the additionsl §2.500 was for furnishings, The
president now sayvs $12.500 has been paid,
nnd the remalning £30.000 secured by thres
notes of £10,000, rupning, fonr, elght, and
twelve months, respectively.
