NEED FOR TECHNICAL INSPECTION.
The roderation of Labor at its meeting

Tuesday evening justly complained, we be-

lieve, that tin? building inspector's dopert-xne- nt

did not have enough men to properly
enforce the building regulations. In addition
to this the claim is made with equal justice
that the technical knowledge of some of tho
assistant inspectors is not along tho line of
the duties they are expected to perform.

A committee from the Federation has re-

peatedly waited upon the Commissioners to
call their attention to the necessity of radical
changes in the building inspector's office, but
tho effort has been of no avail. The con-
clusion has been reached that the remedy lies
with Congress, and a bill is being drafted to
correct the evils of incompetent and incom-

plete inspection.
As a oasein point it is suggested that there

should be n practical bricklayer on the build-
ing inspector's force. As it is now, tho most
competent examiner of brickwork is a car-
penter. It is perfectly obvious that a skilled
bricklayer should conduct such examination.
As it is now the building regulation requiring
that no wooden joists, rafters, beams, girders,
or other wood shall be built Into any chimney,
flue, or fireplace, Is being continually violated.
and the records of the fire department will
fchow that the defective flue is the persistent
cause of many serious blazes.

The brickwork of a building is the point
wur-r- the greatest Are danger lies, and hence
necessitates, perhaps, more careful attention
th.m is bestowed on any other part of a build-
ing, aud a oarponter is manifestly unable to
judge of brickwork.

The dangers incident to contiguous flues
and woodwork are only a part of those that
h.irig about tbe construction of flues. Tho
regulations requiring the smooth parge plas-
tering or flush jointing of the inside of flues
atl the outside plastering between ceiling
j intb and rafters also require the continual
attention of an expert brieklayer in the
building inspector's offlco.

Any increase in tho number of building in-

spectors is. perhaps, beyond the power of
the Commissioners, although it is now prac- -

tically impossible for Inspector Entwisle
and his men to cover the ground dur-

ing a busy building period. But the per-

sonnel of the inspector's office is a matter that
can be remedied outside of Congress, and
ft should receive immediate attention.
