Christ ProtOBtaat Episcopal the Oldest Reli-

gions Organization in the City Started
Before the "War of Independence Presi-

dent Jefferson Attended Services Thoro.

One ot the most social congregations in
Washington is thut of the Vermont Avenue
Christian Ohuroh, with its COO ineinbors. Dr.
F. D. Power, the pastor, bellqyes in tho social

The church was organized In 1S48 by Dr.
JT T. Barclay, afterwards missionary to
Jerusalem. The first meeting was held at hifl

residence, near the navy yard, in December
of that year. The original members are I I

dead except Mrs. Corucia Moore, who is still
an attendant at nearly all the regular services.
The little band struggled along under many
discouragements until it bought from the 34.
E. Church, South, in 1SG9, tho chapel located
at the corner of M and Ninth Etrests. This
was afterwards moved to Vermont avenue
and remained standing until 1882, when the
corner-ston-e of the now church was laid. The
only relic of the old chapel, which was a
landmark, now in tho new building is the
pew occupied by President Garfield and his
family. It stands to the left of the pulpit and
is never used except when the church is very
crowdea. It bears a plate onwhich is in-

scribed the birth and death of the sooond
martyr President.

It was in this pew, as it stood by one of tho
windows in the old chapel, that Guiteau
planned to shoot the President According
to his confession, he had all his arrangements
made, but the President was forced to leave
the city on the Sunday for the assassination,
and Guiteau had to change his plans. Mr..
Garfield afterward gave the church 61,000,
and told Dr. Power that lie could buy a me-
morial window with it if bethought bait. The
entire sum, however, was used for building
purposes. The now building was dedicated m
lfi4 with a debt of c',003, Dut this has all
been paid. Tradition has it that during the
war tno ohapel, then the property of the M.
E. Church South, was decorated with the
Stars and Stripes, and the niembersiiip thus
forced to worship under the lias.

WHAT THET BELIEVE.
Alexander Campbell, the founder of the

Christian church, visited this congregation
in 1850, and proached at tho house of It. G.

Campbell, on Massachusetts avenue, between
Fourth and Fifth streets, at the Thirteenth
Street Baptist Church, and in the hall of the
House of Representatives, June 2. In 1S75
the present pastor took charge, coming from
Bethany college where he was a professor.
Dr. Power was born at Yorktown. Va and
was educated at Bethany college, graduating
in 1871. Ho began preaching at the age of
eighteen, and had charge of several churches
before he was selected adjunct professor of
languages at Bethany. He was ebapiain of
the Forty-seven- th Congress. He is widely
known as an orator of no mean note, and
has delivered a number of popular lectures.
As a pastor he is much beloved by his peo-pl- e

and is constant in his work. The morn-in- c

day is usually given to pastoral visits.

The denomination to which this church be-
longs is one of the youngest iu the country.
In 1827 the hocioty known as 'Christians," or

but for some years was a Presbyterian minis-
ter in "Washington county, Pa. Since Mr.
Campbell's death the denomination lias made
wonderful strides, the last census placing its
Increase at 80 per cent., the largest iereeutago
of any religious body. There are now over
7,000 churches in tho denomination, with a
membership of nearly 1,000,000. The body
believes in the divine inspiration of both the
Old and New Testament's, but differs from
other denominations on the question of the
binding authority. It accepts the Old Testa-
ment as true and as essential to a proper un-
derstanding of tho New. The New Testament
alone is its standard of authority, as embody-
ing the teachings of Christ and his apostles.
It accepts f ally the Scripture statements con-
cerning tho trinity, and while agreeing that
the Bible furnishes an rovelation
of the Divine will, and a perfect ruie of faith
and practice, it repudiates all human author-
itative creeds. "With tho Divinity and Chrirt-hoo-d

of Jesus is the central trulhand no other
faith is demnnded for baptism and church
membership. Tho denomination celebrates
the Lord's supper every Sunday as a part of
its regular worship.

Before tho nomination of Gen. Garfield
to the Presidency plans for a new church
were discussed With his election the move-
ment took shape and gained strength by the

of tho general missionary so-
ciety of tho church, which cave authority for
funds to be raised from tho denomination
throughout the country. Tiiis was a wise
move, for as soon as it was known through-
out the country that tho denomination was
buildinc a church and needed funds mouev
began to pour in. Tho congregation itself
was, and still is. a poor ono, but it has paid
In about 680.000 for the present 4.ructure,
and tho cornerstone was laid on July 2. 1882.
tho first anniversary of tho shooting or Presi-
dent Garfield. Each anniversary is remem-
bered, and his old pow is on that dav beauti-
fully decorated with plants and flowers. The
first services were held in the now building
in 1884. Tub auditorium is one of the most
oomfortablo in the city. It measures 64 by 74
feet and has a seating capacity of G50. Doors
on oach side of tho platform open into tho
Sunday school, measuring 32 by 00 feet. Ad-
joining this is the pastor's study, and above
it, opening upon a balcony that overlooks the
lecture room, is tho infant class room. In

tho basement is a lino kitchen, connected
with tho lecture room by a dumb waiter.

OAni'IELD AND BLACK.

Hanging on tho wall in tho pastor's study
nro two pictures ono would scarcely expect to
see together. Ono is of President Garfield
and tho other of Judge Jeremiah Black, men
who were bitterly opposed to each other po-

litically, but found the same religious homo
in this church. The two men were warm per-
sonal friends, and a visit they paid to Presi-
dent Johnson at ono time set the politicians
and newspaper men guessing. Their business
was to secure a clerkship in ono of tho de-

partments for tho pastor of the church, tho
congregation being unable to pay him a liv-

ing salary. The fact thut those two gentle-
men, so widely different in politics, had called
on tho President was soon known. News-
paper men called on oach of thorn, and at last
Gon. Garfield admittod that thoro was a con-
spiracy afoot. "I might as well make a clean
breast" of this tbing, I suppose." ho said.
"We wore engaged in a conspiracy, and a
conspiracy to get the ancient Gospel p'roached
in the city of Washington according to tho
principles of tho disciples of Christ." Among
tho public men who attend this church,
though holding their membership in other
cities, arc tbe following Congressmen: Hons.
Benton McMilliu, J. D. Richardson, Thomas
W. Phillips. Georgo W. Cooper, Champ
Clark, A. J. Hunter and Tom Johnson. Hon.
John Allen and family are members of this
congregation.

A. K. Tingle are the trustees. Tho officers'
meetings are held tho secondTuesday in each
month, and tho semi-annu- church meetings
the second Thursday in April and October.
The church is never cloed. Services nro
held Sunday morning nud evening and tho
praver meeting on Thursday ovening. Tho
miitJe is congregational at oach of tlieso serv-
ices. During tho past year was
raised for general church work, 61,200 of
which was given to the missionary fund.
The church finds a largo work among the
poor, and from three to four families aro al-

ways on the pension roll. Tho congregation
was forced last winter to keen several of its
members who were out of employment, and is

getting ready to help bear other burdens
during the coming winter. It also supports
a mission in the Southwestern part of the
city, of which Mr. W. W. Winfro3 is tho super-
intendent. It has just helped start tho Third
Church at Vienna. Va.. and the Second Church,
with a membership of 400. is an offshoot.

The ladies of the congregation are groat
workers and the Ladies Aid Society stands at
the head of all the church work. This so-
ciety is well known throughout tho city
through the aprons it makes and sells for tho
benefit ot the poor. 3Irs. E. W. Knowles is
the president. Mrs. D. W. Whitcomb is the
president of the Womcns' Foreign Missionary
Society. The ladies all believe in lcmerauco
and it is said thoro are more white-ribbo- n

women in this congregation than in any other
in the city. A strong Y of the W. C. T. U. is
one of the features in the temperance work,
which begins with the Band of Hope, formed
of the little boys and trirls. The young people
have a society of Christian Endeavor with
sixty active members. The officers are: Ott-m- er

C. Saum, president: Miss Opal Johnson,
vice president; Do Forest Gray, recording
secretary; Miss Susanno Moore, correspond-
ing secretary, and Miss Birdie Perkins, treas-
urer. The society meets each Sunday even-
ing at 7 o'clock. The leader of the meeting

is Miss Mable Peterson. Tho junior
Christian Endeavor Society has a member-
ship of about forty, and Miss Emma Folkes is
president.

SOCIAL AXn L WORK.

The most striking social feature of tho hfo
of the church aro tho century socials. The
membership will bo divided this winter into
six clubs, of 100 each, called centuries, and a
centurian npjiointed over each. It is ttie duty
of each century to get up an entertainment,
eutirely witniu itself, and tho other five cent-
uries are invited to attend. Dr. Power finds
that this plan works excellently. The mem-
bers of the church meet each other, and no
one is called on twice to provide eutertnin-meu- t.

The Sunday school has a membership of
over 300 and is one whore no sleepy teachors
or scholars aro permitted. Eveiy ono is
wakened up. Mr. Andrew Wilson is just
finishing hi-- first year as suitcrintcndent and
will bo unanimously Ho is not
thirty years old yet. but has been an earnest
church worker all his life. Tho teachors
have just flnihed a course of talks on Pales-
tine, the meeting being held just before the
regular prayer-meetin- Thursday nteht. Tho
new feature of work is a series of half hour
talks oil the Biblo as a test book by Prof. J.
Fraise Richard. To these lectures the miblic
is invited. Tho other officers of tho school
are: Assistant sujierintedents E. G. Siggcrs,
Miss Mary Folk, primary department, and W.

CHRIST CHURCH.

The Oldest Religious Organization In the
City of Washington.

Christ Protestant Episcopal Church, G
street southeast, between Sixth and Seventh
streets, is tho oldest church in Washington.
St. Paul's, of Rock Creek, dates bacu to 172G

and is tho oldest in the District In a modest
frame structure the organization existed on
what is now known as New Jorsej avenue
before the close of tho war for independence
and before tho District of Columbia was
thought of. Then it was attached to St.
John's parish in Princo George's county, Md.,
and was known as Christ's Church. During
Its existence many prominent men wor-
shiped there. President Jefferson rodo to
tho church each Sunday, tied his horse to a
tree, and attended services.

Tho church building had been a tobacco
barn and was used by the Episcopalians for
thirtj years, when it was rented by thu Metho
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dists. Dr. McCormlck, after whom tho
school is named, was rector at ono

tlmo, and In his day it was used as a school
building a3 well as a church. Tho Metho-
dists occupied it until 1811, and after this it
was used as a carnentor snop. During tho
war of 1812 tho boys of tho neighborhood
organized themselves into a company and tho
wooden guns they used woro made horo. In
1817, while some workmen were boiling gltio,
it burned down. A drawing of this old build-
ing was made by Mr. E. P. Crnnch, a son of
Chief Justice Cranch, and tho cut is taken
from ono of the photographs sinco made from
tho drawing.

Washington parish was organized in 1795
by act of tho Legislature of Maryland, but tho
church on tho present site was not used until
1S09 aud was not dedicated until October 7 of
that year. Tho records show that tho peti-
tion for tho formation of a parish was for-

warded in 1794, and that May, 25, 1795, tho

Honry Edwards was elected registrar, Chat-wort-

Stevenson and William Front iss,
wardens, nud Rev. Georgo Ralph, rector. Iu
1795 James Greenleaf presented tho vostry
with a lot east of tho Post-ofllc- o Department,
and Samuel Blodgott, who built tlio Great
Hotel on tho present site of the Post-ofll- De-

partment, gavo an order for tho timber to bo
used. It was to bu taken from his plant-
ationJamaica farm extendiug from Lo Droit
Park nearly to Twentieth street northwest.
Tho church was not built, however, aud in
1S0G tho vestry accepted tho present site, a
gift from Mr. William Prout, and servico was
holdfor tho first timo in tho now church build-
ing August 9, 1807. Tho vestry at that timo
consisted of Commodore Tmgey, William
Prout, John Dempslo, G. Coombs, David
Slater, Buller Cocko, Peter Miller, and Henry
Ingle.

THE VAKIOUS RECTORS.

Row Mr. McCormlck officiated as rector
until 1823, when ho was succeeded by Rev.
Ethan Allen, who resigned in 1S30. In 1825

an addition was built to tho church and Mr.
Allen built the rectory. Tho rectors of tho
church since then have beon Rev. Henry
Bean, Rev. W. Hodges, Rev. Joshua Morscll,
Row Mark Olds, with Rev. W. A. Harris as
assistant; Rev. C. II. Shield, with Rev. A. F.
Steele as assistant; Rev. William McGuiro,
Row C. D. Andrews, nnd Row Gilbert F.
Williams. Archdeacon Gilbert F. Williams
has been rector of tho parish sinco 1887, and
is one of tho hardest working pastors 1n tho
city. He finds his hands full all tho time but
is never too busy to answer any call made on
him.

In 1819 and 1S50 a new front was put in
tho church, and in 1S54 a belfry was added.
A few years ago it was remodeled. Tim front
is in imitation of stone and the tower was
raised sixteen feet. Tho interior was hand-
somely frescoed. The chancel windows were
removed and above is now a half dome. In
the ceiling is tho symbol Agnus Dei and iu
the main body the frieze is ornamented with
tho symbol of the communion tho vine and
tho grapes. While the congregation is the
oldest, tno church is one of the most modern
in tho city. It is a very dilorcut edifice from
that to which the marine music boys marched
during the time Gen. Archibald Henderson
commanded the Mnrine Corps.

Tho present boundary of the parish, which
once included Washington, is that portion of
the city bounded by South Capitol street.
North Carolina avenue. Sixth street, East
Cnpitol street, and tho Eastern Branch. Tho
ve-tr- y is composed of E. N. Waters, S. J.

O. B. Hallam, Joseph H. Gibbons,
Henry Speiser, J. S. Denham. Louis B. Tay-
lor, and Dr. A. D. Cobey. The wardens aro
J. B. Sipe and Mr. McKenney. O. B. Hallam
is registrnr. There are 500 communicants,
and a mission is supported nt Half aud M
streets southeast, ana Rev. John M. E. Mc-K-

is in charge. Tho Sunday-scho- at tho
mission is 100 strong, and Mr. Joseph H. Gib-
bons is superintendent. This mission church
was built and is supported by tho Christ
Church congregation. Services aro held in
Christ Churcn Sunday morning nnd ovening.
Tno weekly meeting is held Wednesday even-in-

litany, Triday, and meetings nro also
held on nil special days mentioned in tho
Book of Common Prayer.

THE WORK OF THE CHURCn.
Tho Sunday-scho- is 400 strong and ono of

the most interesting in tho city. Tho rector,
Mr. Williams, is superintendent. Tho teach-

SPLIT ON WOAAN SUFFRAGE.

The Hock on Which a Washington Utopia
Went to Pieces.

Civil war is raging In Utopia. Tho Wash-
ington colony, which left Spo-kan- o

last spring and went down into Klicki-

tat County to teach tho wicked, wasteful
world a lesson in improved social economy,
was only mado up of common mortals after
all, each with a great deal of human nature
to the cubic inch. And they kuow it now.

Tho briof accounts in letters to Spoknno
havo plenty of force, but lack details of just
how the trouble started. Only one thing is
sure woman suffrago did it. From
the very first there were one or two members
of tho colony who objected to mixing experi-
ments nnd insisted that tho colony's business
affairs should bo trusted to tho practiced
bauds of men. But the majority overruled
them. Mrs. Jewett and Mrs. Hunscckor were
chosen for two of tho directors. Another
lady was chosen socretary. Several were ad-

mitted as full members of tho colony.
But for two or thrco months there havo been

murmurs of discontent. It was hinted by the
dissatisfied that women didn't know much
about business anyway. Tho work of the
lady secretary was criticisod. Tho votes of
tho ladv directors were freely discussed. And
soon somo ono discovered that when Mr. aud
Mrs. Huusecker voted with Mr. and Mrs.
Jewett they had a majority of tho board of
seven directors and could do what they
chose

About ten days ago tho crisis came. The
majority of the society wanted ono plan of
work adopted and the majority of tho board
favored another. The Hunseckers nnd Jow-et- ts

voted together aud their plan was
adopted. That settled it. Ten families se-

ceded from tho colony and began packing
their earthly possessions ready to emigrate.
Seven members, five of them officers, re-
mained loyal. There aro Mr. and Mrs. jew-
ett, Mr. and Mrs. Huusecker, Mr. and Mrs.
Howoll, and tho lady secretary.

Tho split cannot be mended. A division of
property has been eflectod, and the seeoders
aro now looking for a now homo. Their plan
is to go a fow miles down tho valley, take up
some wild land, and form a new colony, with
improved s, into which, it is said, no
idea of woman suffrage will bo allowed to
creep. There may be some troublo over tho
homestead laws, which recognizo only in-
dividual settlers, who are. under no obliga-
tions to share their land with anybody. But
tho secedocs hope to fix that.

Whether tho seven faithful members of tho
old colony will stay together on tho fnrni at
tho mouth of tho "White Salmon remains to bo
seen. Tho chances aro that thoy will for a
whilo, at any rate.

Testing Iron and Steel.
The latest application of eleetricitv is in tha

form of an instrument to discover flaws in
iron and steel. It consists of a small pneu-

matic tapper worked by the hand, with which
the sample of metal tested i3 tapped all over.
This tapper Is connected with a telephone,
in the circuit ot which a microphone is inter-
posed. Then, while one operator applies the
tapper, another listens through the telephone
to tho sounds produced. Both being In elec-

trical communication and in separate apart-
ments, tho direct sound of the taps does not
interrupt the listener, whose duty it is to de-

tect the internal flaws in the sample of iron
and steel by the taps deviating from the nor-
mal. Directy a false sound is heard tha
operator whose ear is at the telephone, sig-
nals for the spot to be marked and thus lo-

calize the Uaw. In an extremely scientific
fashion this is simply an application of tha
potter's plan of detecting cracks by "ringing"
an earthornwaro vessel. Industries and
Iron.

Somo Tall Figures.
Hero are a few fabulous faets about the

Chicago Masonio Temple. Tha
frame of the building is of steel bolted to-

gether, 4,T0O tons of steel having been used.
The walls are of stone and pressed brick,with
marble and bronze trimmings and terra cotta
partitions, 2,200 ton3 of the latter entering
into the work. There are 88 miles of electric
wiring, and the plate gloss would, if laid flat
on tho ground, cover four acres. Tho pump-
ing apparatus used in running the battery ot
fourteen elevators would easily supply water
for a city ot CO.OOO souls. The elevators mn
at a rate of nine miles nn hour, and each ele- -
vator runs every year 123.13G miles. There
are twenty-on- e stories, and on the fop floor la
an observatory and roof garden. Architect
and Builder.
