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DEATH RODE IN THE STORM

Fearful Loss of Life Caused By a

Cyclone in Iowa.

TWENTY DEAD IN ONE COUNTY

Entire Villages Swept Off the Earth and

Others Almost in Buins A Dancing Party

in an Opera Honse Entombed, and Two of

Them Taken Oat as Corpses.

Alqoxa, Iowa, Sept 22. A cyclono passed
through this county about 8 o'clock last night.
So far as reported twenty-si- x people are
killed and thirty-nin- o injured, several of them
fatally. The little town of Cylinder, twenty
miles west of this place, on tho Milwaukee
road, is reported literally swept from the face
ol the earth. About twenly-flv- o miles north
of that place a family named Goulden, four
in number, wore killed. Tho town of White-mor- e,

twelve miles west of Algona, was un-

harmed, but Bobert Stevenson, living four
miles north, was killed, and his wife probably
fatally injured.

Eighteen people who sought shelter in tho
Louse of the Durant place wore more or less
hurt, and one woman will probablydie. They
were going homo from the oounty fair. A
little farther on fourteen others were huddled
in the Bogotmalr House. Hero CnrlBar-ryc-k

was badly hurt and his wfio was prob-
ably fatally injured. Charles Leo and wife
and five children were badly hurt. The wife
and children of Fred. Pompe, in Penton town-
ship, were in the house, which was com-
pletely wrecked, bat they were covered tip by
the falling wall., and not one of them was
hurt.

George W. Beavers, living three miles north
of Algona, had just gotten home from tho
fair. He got into the house with his wife
and two children and an adopted son, and
was just going down in the cehar when the
oyrlone struck tho honse, completely demol-
ishing it The whole family were coveted
with the rums. Six. Beavers, with their
buoy, made his way north to the house of
George Christian Dau, his father-in-ln- for
help. His wife was just dying when he re-

turned, and bis little girl gasped, "Papa,
papa, and expired. The wreck here was
complete, nothing remaining of the hand-
some bouse and born.

The sight at Myron Schenok's was even a
more complete picture of desolation. Two
immense barns and the house were made into
handling wood. His wife and child were
caTied 100 feet, and when found were under
a 1 fsry oak beam.

Minn., special to the journal says: At 10:30
last evening tho village of Leroy was visited
by a mighty wind storm, developing into a
genuine cyclone. A portion of the business
section of the village was totally wrecked.
Tbe iuss of life is small, owing to the fact
that the residence portion was largely spared.

Tie opera house was in the path of de-
struction. A merry jrty of about thirty
couples were enjojng a dancing jwirty here
when the whole building collapsed uponthom.
Two are dead and their bodies have been
takpnout Their names were Tiuley and
GiiOertson. The others were injured and
Lrutsed, but probably not seriously.

E'ttMETTSBUKO, Iowa, Sept 22. Last night's
storm struck this city about 8 p. m. .No dam-
age was done in the city, its center passing
about a mile and a half south, destroying
fences on the Fair Grounds and cemeteries,
and overturning many monuments in the
latter. It next struck and wrecked the res-
ident and farm buildings of Joseph Foley,
inuring Ave members of tho family, his sister
Possibly fatally.

KILLED A TAMILT Or POCE.
At a point five miles east and one mile

rorth from this city it literally wiped out the
house and barns of A. Goulden and killed the
family of four persons. Tho wreckage is
strewn for a mile or more in tho track of tho
storm, the bodies being found about thirty
rods east of where the buildings stood.

Iowa. Sept 22. A Swedish
cLurch. ten miles southwest of here, was
blown to atoms and several farmhouses were
blown down. No lives were lost in Clay
couLty, but fearful loss of life is reported
east at Cylinder, Burt, Forest City, and Man-le- y

last night Five people were killed instantly
and one more will die. Many others seriously
and perhaps fatally injured.

FIFTX HEPOHTED KILLED HEBE.
Mason Crrr, Iowa, Sept. 22. The most

and storm of wind,
hail, and torrents of rain known in years vis-

ited this section last night about 10 o'clock.
In its destructive path it touched only the
south part of Lincoln township and thence
passed eastward to Manly Junction and into
thesouth part of Worth county. On its way
it swept not only valuable property out of ex-
istence, but a number of lives, approximated
at this writing as at least fifty persons. This
Is a conservative figure when it is taken into
consideration the distanco over which the
stor mtraveled and the swath it made.

At Cylinder tho whole family of Alexander
Goldman, consisting of himself, wife, and
two children, were killed. About ten other
people are injured. Six dwellings were

and a largo number of outbuildings.
Eeports say there were nine killed in the vi-
cinity of Cylinder and Emmettsburg. Three
miles north of "Wesley, J. Bingham's house
was overturned and set on Are. The inmates
had a narrow escape.

The storm struck near Crystal Lake, at
Britt Two jjorsons are known to be killed
there and there are several seriously injured.

THE PASSING OF O'ROURKE.

Correspondence Between Him and Secre-
tary Carlisle Preceding His Resigna-

tion Numerous Candidates.
Architect O'Bourke last

evening gave out the correspondence ho had
with Secretary Carlisle, tho end of which was
his enforced resignation.

The first is a letter from Mr. O'Bourke to
the Secretary in answer to tho latter's request
for his resignation, in which ho reminded the
Secretary of a promise made some months
previous to hear him in case of anticipated
accusations. Mr. O'Bourke referred to the
conspiracy against him. which, ho said,
he would long ago have exposed had ho
thought such a course would have influenced
tho Secretary's action.

Secretary Carlisle's letter in reply stated
that his action was taken in view of, and
based upon, specific accusations affecting Mr.
O'Bourko's official integrity, and the Secre-
tary's persoual observation of Inck of system
ana harmony in the administration of the
office, making a change desirable for the good
of tho public service. Tho letter wound up
by a request for tho exposure of tho conspir-
acy by evidence in writing with a viow of
dealing with tho parties to it.

Following the receipt of this letter from tho
Secretary, Mr. O'llourke forwarded his resig-
nation, with a letter, in which he stated his
regret at not being afforded a personal con-
ference and referring to the difficulty he ex-
perienced in tho administration of the office
in tho face of continual obstructions on the
part mainly of two of his subordinates, whom
ho characterizes as "men absolutely without
technical or artistic knowledge." He nlso
referred to the ambitions ho had entertained
with reference to tho elevation of the office
professionally and artistically which ho hoped
to accomplish, he being "one of the com-
paratively few regularly trained and edu-
cated architects of our country, with the ad-
vantage of over thirty years' professional
experience and practice."

The correspondence closed yesterday with
a letter from Mr. O'Bourke to "the Secretary
reiterating his complaints against his subor-
dinates and his belief that they had been
working for months to accomplish his down-
fall.

Secretary Carlisle has not yet considered
the question of a successor to Mr. O'Kourko,
although already many aspirants for the office
are in the field. Tho Secretary will thoroughly
reorganize tho office prior to making tho ap-
pointment, drawing a line of demarkation
between technical and administrative work,
by which ho hopes to simplify methods.

Mr. Carlisle has a candidate in tho person
of Henry Walter, of Louisville. Hod. Don
M. Dickinson, who has been in town for a
few days, was at the Treasury Depnrtment to
urgo tho fitness of E. E. Myers, of Detroit, in
which city he is regarded as second to no ar-
chitect in" tho country. There Is a good story
in connection with Mr. Myers, who Is said to
have coveted the position of Architect of the
Treasury for years. Once ho got as far as
being appointed, and his chnnccs were good
for a confirmation by tho Senate had he not
inadvertently o&ended, by a remark,
Baldwin, of Michigan. Tho latter has a very
small head, while Mr. Myers' head is a large,
round one.

The two gentlemen wore attending a ban-
quet given in Detroit. When it was time to
depart tho got hold of Myers'
hat by mistake and put it on. The hat went
way down over his ears. Its owner jocularly
remarked: "Governor, that hat was made for
a man." The becamo greatly
incensed by the remark, and. it is said, never
left a stone unturned until he had accom-
plished tho defeat of Myers' confirmation as
Supervising Architect of tho Treasury.

After Installation of Officers the Session
of the Grand Lodge Closes.

Chattaxooc-a- , Tenn., Sept. 22. At tho
meeting of the-- ' seventieth annual session of
sovereign grand lodge, I. O. O.F., this morn-
ing the Installation of officers was the first
business. Hon. John W. Stobbins, of Boch-este- r.

N. X., was installed into the exalted
position of grand sire; Hon. Fred Carlcton,
of Texas, as deputy sire; Theodore Boss, of
New Jersey, as grand secretnry, and Isaac
Sheppard, of Pennsylvania, as grand treas-
urer.

The grand sire then announced the follow-
ing appointments: Bev. J. W. Tenable, of
Hopkinsvillo. Ky.. reappointed grand chap-
lain; James B. Blanks, of Virginia, appointed
grand marshal; James Harwell, of Nashville,
grand messenger, and Fred Hunt, of Connec-
ticut, grand guardian.

The Kansas caso was taken up. This case
involves the standing of nearly nil the lodges
in Kansas and the membership of nearly
3,000 of tho members of those lodges who
were assessed a certain amount by the grand
master of the grand lodge of Kansas for the
purpose of sustaining Odd Fellows' homes,
which they refused to pay. and then the
grand master refused to consider the lodges
as being a part of the great ledge of Fellow-
ship.

The question was appealed to tho sovereign
grand lodge and to-d- that body and tho
grand sire sustained the action of the grand
master of the Kansas grand lodge, thus dis-
solving tho recalcitrant lodges in Kansas un-
til they meet tho assessments.

After singing of an ode, and after prayers
by tho chaplain, tho meeting adjourned Bine
die.

YJAGES YHLL BE INCREASED.

Boston Garment Workers to Get a Raise
of 50 Per Cent.

Bostox, Sept. 21. Tho determination of
tho striking garment workers to fight for
what they consider their rights has not grown
less during the day. They have held many
meetings, and each ono seems to havo given
them fresh courage, and several hopeful
signs have been noticod. Moro important
among these is the growing certainty that tho
sympathy of tho contractors Is "with the
strikers."

Tho contractors were in continuous session
from early morning until late this afternoon
discussing tho scalo of prices to bo presented
to the manufacturers, and the prices finally
agreed upon raise tho wages of tho employes
from 50 to GO per cent, and will bo practically
a restoration of rates paid before business
depression set in a year ago. Thcso prices
will be presented to tho manufacturers to-
morrow, and the contractors seem to feel con-
fident that they will bo accepted, as they are
cheaper than those paid in Now York.

Great interest is felt as to what the Now
York operators will do with a large quantity
of work which is known to have been sent to
that city from Boston houses. It was an-
nounced that two leading manufac-
turers in the city have agreed to increase
their prices as demanded. Lato this after-
noon the manufacturers notified the con-
tractors to return all unfinished garments to
tho warehouses.

MR. BRECKINRIDGE SUBMITS

Has No Doubt He Got the Most Votes,

but Will iMake No Contest.

OWENS DECLARED NOMINATED

Resolution AddptedBy the District Committee

Intimating Unfair Dealing in His Favor

Ho Befnses to Accept Upon These Torms

and the Becord Is Changed.

Fbakkfort, Ky., Sept. 22. Tho Demo-

cratic committeo for tho Soventh Congres-

sional district was called to order by Chair-

man Field MoLeod. A protest against Chair-

man McLeod voting nnd a deolsion of Chair-

man Carroll, of tho Stato committeo, decid-

ing that McLeod could vote in tho caso of a
tie, was filed in behalf of Brockinridge. Tho
following communication from Col. Breckin-

ridge was received, road, and ordered filed:
'To tho Democratic committeo of tho Soventh

Congressional district:
"Under the statutes of Kontucky nnd tho

order of this committeo you aro duly author-
ized and constituted the governing authority
empowered to count tho votes received by tho
candidates in the prlmtiry election of Septem-
ber 15 and to declare tho candidate receiving
tho highest number of votes the nominoo of
the Democratic party in this district,
and you alono havo the power to determine
upon the form and manner of tho proceedings
you will take to discharge this duty. In caso
of a contest you and you alono havo tho power
to hear and determine such contest and decide
who shall be ontitled to the nomination nnd
you owo to the Democratic party of the dis-

trict and to your sense of right that the duties
Imposed upon you shall not bo performed by
anyone olse nor shall they bo enoroachod
upon.

"You, and 3ou alono, havo tho power to
preseribo what political qualifications shall
be possessed by such legal voters as reside
within the district and desire to participate
in that primary, and you. and you alone, havo
the right to determino whether tiio rules laid
down by you. nnd in which were necessarily
Incorporated the provisions of tho statutes,
havo been complied with."

TniSKS HE HAS A 2IAJORITY.

Col. Breckinridge then proceeds to
against the action of Judgo Cantroll, of tho
Fourteenth judicial district, which, ho says,
is the moro extraordinary as this judgo "has
been for many years my bitter enemy, per-
mitting and participating in malignant at-

tacks upon mo in many parts of tho country,
and was also my heated political enemy." He
then goes on:

"I also deem It my duty to solemnly avow
that I havo not the shadow of a doubt that I
have received as against William C. Owens,
of Scott county, a majority of tho legal Demo-
cratic votes ol this district and that I am le-

gally entitled to bo declared tho nominee of
the Democratic party in this district Tho in-

explicable increaso in tho vote cast at this
primnry over tho vote cast in 18U2 would be
sufficient reason to require of this committeo
an investigation.

"But under all circumstances, I do not feel
cnlled upon to make a formal contest, or op-
pose the declaration of his nomination upon
tho face of tho returns. For while I repudiate
tho claim that the result, as shown upon the
returns, ought always to be accepted as one,
the admission of which necessarily results in
causing additional frauds by holding out in-

ducements to their perpetration, I accept the
result in this election rather than
enter upon a contest which, in my
judgment, would result in the election of a
Bepublican in this district, in permanent es-
trangement in mnny parts of the district and
tho perpetuation of a slrifo which threatens
the peace of the neighborhood. I have not
tho slightest doubt that the contest would
result in the declaration of my nomination,
but this is not enough to justify mo in enter-
ing upon such a contest when other results
would undoubtedly follow. I therefore take
this means of notifying your body that I
do not intend to contest the declaration of
the nomination, based upon tho faco of tho
returns.

WILL SUTPOnT THE K03IIXEE.

"No man can estimato tho importance of
each Democratic voto in tho next House of
Bepresentatives. I havo given manv years of
labor to the cause of Democracy, and espe-
cially to the revision of tho tnriff, and I am
not willing to endanger tho supremacy of tho
Democratic party in the next House, even
though I am tho victim of fraud committed in
this district. I believe also that wrong can
bo better righted within the party without the
rupture of the party than by its rupture.

"I, therefore, in anticipation of your ac-

tion, announce my submission to your decla-
ration and my purpose to support tho nomi-
nee in whose favor you will make that decla-
ration. Ycry respectfully,

"War. C. P. BnECKiKniDOE."
OWENS' rLUHALITr 255.

Tho committee then proceeded to havo read
the certified vote of each county, as shown by
tho chairmen from tho various counties,
which showed Owens' plurality over Breckin-
ridge to be 255 votes.

Major Johnson, of Fayette, then presented
the following resolution, which was unani-
mously adopted:

Whereas this committeo did at its last
meeting provide that a man should bo a legal
voter, a Democrat, and intend in good faith
to support the nominee of tho party to be en-

titled to participate in tho Democratic prima-
ries, and

Whereas certain persons invoked tho power
of a court, and had the provisions of the elec-
tion law which gave effect to these laudable
and principles suspended in ono
county of the district and relaxed in others to
the extent that tho election was not held under
tho law and the regulation; therefore bo it

Besolved, Thnt W. C. Owens, on tho faco of
tho returns having a plurality of 255 votes,
wo declare him tho Democratic candidate for
Congress in this district and urge all good
Democrats to give him a henrty support.

Major Johnson also introduced tho follow-
ing resolution, which was adopted:

Kesolved, That the poll, or stub-boo- k, regis-
tration books, and certificates of the officers
of election relating to tho primary olection
hold on the 15th inst., bo retained by tho
chairmen of the respective county committees
nnd be held by them subject to tho right of
any of tho candidates or Democrat to inspect
and make copies of the same.

The committeo then adjourned.
OWE'S IXniONANTLY OBJECTS.

Hon. W. C. Owens, on learning that tho
committeo had passed without a dissenting
vote tho resolution declaring him tho nomi-
nee and handicapping him by a preamble cen-
suring Ju rtgo Cantroll,and announcing that his
nomination was the result of a fraud and tho
judge's abuse of power, expressed his indigna-
tion and refused to accept tho nomination
under such torms. His friends had the com-
mittee called together again, when Dr. Bishop
moved that the resolution be reconsid-
ered. This carried by a vote of C to 3, tho
nays being Johnston, of Fayette; Vincent, of
Oldham, and Gaines, of Frnnklin. Tho fol-
lowing substitute was then offered by Dr.
Bishop:

Besolyed, That Hon, W. C. Owens, having
received a plurality of 255 votes, of tho total
number of votes cast at the primary election,
held on September 15, 1894, be" and he is
hereby declared the Democratic nominee for
Congress in this (the Seventh) district, and
wo urgo all Democrats to give him a hearty
support, all of which shall be certified to the
officers as required by law.

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WILL GO HOME TO VOTE.

Reduced Rates Secured for Local Dem-
ocratsStirring Speeches at tho In-

terstate Association .Meeting.
Tho weekly meeting of the Intorstato Dem-

ocratic Association was hold last night at
their headquarters, 031 Louisiana avenue,
and proved to bo highly interesting to tho 150

members who were present. First Vice Presi-

dent Van Meter presided in the absence of
Judgo Turner, who is sick. Boutino business
was taken up, tho reports of tho various com-

mittees read nnd acted upon.
After a lengthy discussion the report of tho

transportation committee, with numerous
amendments, was adopted. Through this
committeo advantageous arrangements havo
been made with tho various railroads in re-

spect to tho transportation of nil good Demo-
crats who will return to their homes to voto.
The rato secured will bo half fare, and a
thirty days' ticket can bo had between the
13th and 22 of Octobor and between tho 1st
and Cth of November inclusive.

A resolution was adopted by which all
members who are in arrears shnll bo sus-

pended if they do not pay up fifteen days after
notification. A. S. Yoder, of Ohio,

of Congress and of
the House, was then introduced, and gave a
short history of the Democratic party from the
beginning of tho century until the present
time.

STARS ARE HIS FAMILIARS.

Prof. Ilarkncss Points Out the V orlc of
the Naval Observatory nnd Calcu-

lations .Made There.
When Lord Nnpicr invented tho uso of

logarithms a hundred years ago tho greatest
mathematician in England mado a journey
by coach from London to Edinburgh to talk
with him. But if Lord Napier could
see Trof. William Harfcness, full of
energy and science, seated at an arith-
mometer grinding out long numerical com-
plications it would strike him dumb with

Tho machine discounts tho lo-

garithmic tables 500 per cent
Prof. Harkness is in charge of tho astro-

nomical work of tho United States Naval Ob-
servatory. Ho began to labor in tho observa-
tory just at the outbreak of the war. A num-
ber of the naval officers at tho observatorj
wero callod to duty, nnd Harkness. then
little moro than a boy, was appointed one
of the four aids put in to supply the vacan-
cies. Ho becamo n member of the Nav.il
Corps and has continued so ever since. A
fow years later the position which Prof.
Ilarkncss then occupied was put upon the
civil list but he had already been promoted
as a nnvnl officer.

So tho observatory is not put in charge of a
civilian. It is simply transferred from tho
hands of a lino officer of tho navy to the
hands of a staff officer.

It has gained some currency that there is a
professional quarrel between Capt McNair,
who has been superintendent, and Prof.
Harkness, and tho change is a soro disap-
pointment Prof. Hcrknefcs says this is
wholly incorrect. Thoir relations are of an
entirely friendly nature, and Capt. McNair is
very much pleased that the chango has been
made.

"Tho purpose of the change," said Prof.
Harkness, "is indicated by Secretary Her-
bert's letter. It is desired that tho work of
tho observatory should bo moro carefully

so thnt the observers may work
together toward tho sanio end. It
is desirable that tho relations between
tho great observatories at Greenwich, Lon-
don; Pulkowa, St. Petersburg; Paris, Berlin,
nnd in our own country. Harvard, Yale, Dart-
mouth, and tho Lick Observatory and the
Naval Observatory hero shall bo as intimate
as possible, and the work of one shall bo as
helpful as possible to the others.

"There are several lines of work open to an
astronomical observatory. Many like to do
popular work. This is especially truo where
money is needed, for when an observatory
gets a reputation it is likely lega-
cies will bo left it Such work as I mean is
tho discovery of comets, which requires only
very simple and comparatively inexpensive
apparatus and can bo dono with a quite ele-
mentary knowledge of astronomy.

But a great government institution has
neither inclination nor timo for such work.
Tho business of a government observatory
and it is that our effort' may bo moro
unitedly devoted to this that tho chango
is mado is to secure nnd elaborate
tho facts upon which tho Nautical
Almanac is based; to predict the position of
tho sun, moon, planets, and stars for uso at
sea and in tho government surveys. It is of
great consequence that tho prediction should
be quite accurate.

You may say one work will be observations
of the sun. moon, and planets, and funda-
mental observations of the btars. Prof. New-com- b

is engaged upon tho construc-
tion of new planetary tables. Those
now in use wero constructed by Lcvenior
somo fifteen years ago. Levelnier used for
Mercury, for instance, no data later than fifty
years ngo. Prof. Nowcomb's tables, when
completed, will bring the calculations upon
Meroury down to last year's data. Ho has
been at work on thom for twenty years.

"The practical bearing of ourwork? Every
ship on tho ocean directs her course by these
tables. At 8 a. m. and 8 p. m. observations
are taken for longitude and at noon for lat-
itude. Upon tho accuracy of tho tables from
which tho calculations are mado the correct-
ness of the ship's course depends.

"There aro eight civilians in tho offlco now,
three assistant astronomers and five compu-
ters. I don't know of nny chango in tto
force that is contemplated. Of course changes
in tho naval corps take place in fixed order."

Mgr. Satolli's Authority to ,Bc En- -i

larged by the Fopc.

BISHOP KEANB SO INFORMED

Result of HiB Eecent Audiences with the
Holy Father The Forthcoming Encyclical

Letter Will Set Forth tho Enlargements
to 3o Mado No Moro Appeals to Homo.

Bishop Keano, dean of tho Catholic Univer-
sity of Amorica, gave tho Information yestor-da- y

evening, as a result of his recent audi-
ences with tho Pope, that tho latter would, in
tho encyclical letter soon to bo issued, set
forth for tho first time certain important en-

largements in tho functions, authority, and
dignity of tho apostolic delegation in the
United States over which Mgr. Satolli pre-

sides.
Bishop Keano says tho Popo is impressed

with tho desirability of establishing tho papal
legation here on a basis commensurate with
tho extent and chnracter of this country. Tho
details of how this will bo accomplished tho
bishop does not state, as they will bo made
known in tho encyclical. It is probable, how-ove- r,

that tho jurisdiction will bo so enlarged
that tho ablegato's authority will be supremo
in this country and will not bo subject to ap-
peals to Home.

At present his offices aro largely thoso of
mediation, and bishops, priests and other
parties have tho right to carry the case to
Borne. Bishop Keano says the Popo believes
in order and discipline and that, while no
authoritative statement of plans can be made,
yet the general purposes of the Popo aro to
fully cover in tho encyclical a proper enlarge-
ment of the dignity of tho American ablegate.

Tho bishop said this did not mean the es-
tablishment of "an American Pope," as some-
times suggested, as the supreme authority of
tho American ablegate would extend to cases
of dispute, and would bo in tho nature of a
supreme court, subject, however, to tho papal
power on all questions outside of those of
church dfsciplino and procedure.

Concerning the permanency of Monsignor
Satolli in America. Bishop Keano says the
Popo is thorougly pleased with tho ablegato's
work hero, as ho i,liare.-- in every particular
the personal views of the Popo on the great
Church and national questions. His recall
would only be in order to confer added dig-
nities on him. and his successor would share
Monsignor Satolli's views in cvory particular
on tho questions of policy. It would be so
difficult, however, for another ablegate to be
chosen who so nearly reflects Popo Leo's de-
sires that Bishop Keano regards Monsignor
Satolli as a permanency.

Bishop Keano wa3 asked if tho raising of
tho dignity and authority of Mgr. Satolli's
mission was likely to be brought about by
creating tho ablegate a cardinal.

"That might be," said the bishop. "It is of
course settled beyond question that Mgr. Sa-
tolli will bo made a cardinal. Whether, how-ave- r,

it will bo next month or next year, or
when, is not so certain. There is always a
vacancy, as tho lull number of cardinals
is seventy and there aro but fifty-fiv- e at tho
present time."

.The bishop added that the reports that ho
had brought back Information that two red
hats would soon be bestowed on American
prelates was unwarranted.

Bistiop Keaue said that ho had read with
great regret au article by Bishop Spalding in
tho current number of tho North American
Beview, ascribing tho growth of tho A. P. A.
movement to the discontent over the appoint-
ment of Monsignor Satolli, as ablegate in this
country. The bishop said be had informed
tho Pope in response to inquiries that the A.
P. A. movement was a passing expression of
bigotry and was no longer effective. Under
these circumstances Bishop Spalding's article
was unfortunate and and would bo
painful to Monsignor Satolli. Cardinal Gib-uo- ns

had expressed to tho bishop similar re-
gret at the statements.

Bishop Keane says tho parochial school
question is closed at Borne, and Archbishop
Ireland's position has been thoroughly up-
held.

ALDRICH SENT TO JAIL.

He Could Not Furnish honds Others Whom
He Is Said to Uaye Victimized.

Frank Aldrich, of lato a fugitive irom
justice and once sealer of weights and meas-
ures hero, and somewhat of a figure in politi-
cal and military circles, reached hero yester-
day morning as a prisoner and was turned
over to Marshal Wilson.

Ho was taken beforo Judgo Cox at 11
o'clock. Assistant District Attorney Joftords
appeared for tho government and at his sug-
gestion, bond was fixed at 65.000. As Al-
drich had betrnyed almost every friend ot
means just beforo leaving here a year ago,
he was unablo to gio bail and was locked up.

It came to light yesterday that. In addition
to somo 20.000 which has been publicly
charged to him, he caused losses to numerous
friends, who have never made it generally
known. Among theso nro Bev. Benjamin F".

Bittinger.of No. 633 F street southwest, pastor
of Westminster Presbyterian Church, nnd
Bey. John Chester, of No. 122 Fourth street
southeast lato pastor of tho Metropolitan
Presbyterian Church, and Mrs. Gen. Beale,
each of whom lost 31,000 by Aldrich.

In an interview yesterday Aldrich said he
did not think Judge Colo would saythe notes
were forgeries. He insisted that he had been
guilty of no crime, and explained his failure
to return to answer tho indictments by saying
his wife's health and the danger to her by tho
worry of a trial provented. Ho expects to
get a trial next month, and said he had
friends in Detroit, whero ho was weighmas-te- r

on tho Detroit and Milwaukee Bailroad;
They said thoy would stand by him, and his
place on the raiiroad would bo open at his re-

turn.

EXCEL THE ERICSSON.

Designs for the Three New Torpedo Boats
Have Been Completed.

Tho board of naval bureau chiefs has at
length completed tho designs for the threo
new torpedo boats, numbers 3, 4, and 5,
authorized by Congress at tho last session,
and to-d- submitted to Secretary Herbert
all of tho data necessary for tho issuance of
tin ndvertisoment inviting proposals for tho
construction of tho boats.

Generally speaking tho now boats will re-

semble the Ericsson, but tho similarity is gen-pr- al

only, for the designs havo been modified
in somo important details so that the new
craft, it is expected, will be speedier, roomier,
and moro comfortnblo. and moro powerful.
Tho speed of tho Ericsson is estimated at
twenty-fou- r knots, while Nos. 3, 4, and 5 are
calculated to make twenty-fou- r and one-ha- lf

knots por hour.
Tho naval designers havo been put to much

pains to devise boats that should thus excel
tho Ericsson within the limits of the appro-
priation. This is $150,000 for each boat, ap-

parently much moro than tho cost of the,
Ericsson, which was $113,500, but owing to
tho fact that tho latter flguro covers tho cost
of tho baro hull and machinery only, while
the 8150,000 must buy boat, machinery, out-
fit, nnd armament, tho increase is not great.

The builders of tho Ericsson could afford to
bid low in tho expectation of making a hand-
some premium for excess speed, but there is
no provision for premiums in tho caso of tho
new boats, a fact likely to increaso the bids.

WHERE DOES THE BLAME LIS ?

Treasurer Frost, of the Automatic, Claims
That the Alarm for the Stumph

Fire Was Delayed.
Tho discussion of responsibility for tho late

disaster at tho Stumph factory has been given
another turn by thoso who allege that tho
fire alarm might havo been sooner communi-
cated to the engine-houso- s, and that a larger
number of engines could havo been sooner
assembled for tho suppression of tho fire.

J. V. Frost, treasurer of tho National Auto-
matic Fire Alarm Company, ha3 addressed a
letter to the District Commissioners in which
ho says that "in connection with tho recent
lire at the Stumph Bros. factory and tho dis-
astrous loss of life and property occasioned
by it," ho desires to again call attention to
the way in which fire alarms transmitted by
the automatic system nro treated at tho head-
quarters of the city lire alarm telegraph.

Ho say's ho brought up the matter in a per-
sonal interview with tno Commissioners last
spring. Citing tho permitted connection with
tho central offlco of the flro alarm telegraph,
consisting of two independent signal circuits,
Mr. Frost says that in the case of the Stumph
ilro the nearest street box number might have
been sent out from flro headquarters, thu3
bringing to within a yery short distance of
the premises tho regular number of engine
companies. Ho says the company alarm,
manual and automatic, worked perfectly, and
as the sigual went direct and instantly from
tho Stumph building to the central telegraph
station of the city, it would seem that a loss
of several minutes resulted from sending in
tho alarm to tho nearest engine-hous- e, instead
of sending out the nearest box number,
because tho alarm from that box. as ho un-

derstands wa3 not sent in until No. 6 engine
arrived in responso to the still alarm, and
found aid necessary.

Ho writes the letter, he says, not only for
the purpose of requesting that this city fire
alarm telegraph station be instructed to ar-
range for the proper transmission of signals,
but principally to request that tho matter be
thoroughly investigated and the responsibil-
ity placed. Criticisms and charges have been
made, he says, that somo ono Is responsible
and ho contends his company Is not

The Commissioners declined to discuss the
matter, neither of them having seen the com-
munication. Chief Parris, to whom the mat-
ter will bo referred lor examination, said he
know nothing whatever about any delay. All
that he knew was that not more than threo
minutes elapsed after he received the alarm
until ho was at tho scene of tho lire.

PATTERSON A SCHEMER.

Charges In a Petition Concerning the Pco
pic's Transportation Company.

It was a smooth sort of tbumblerig game
which it is charged the officers of the People's
Transportation Company worked on tho
stockholders. Tho whole transaction was
done within the four walls of their office at
No. COS F street northwest. William H.
Thomas yesterday brought suit against John
W. Patterson, president; Muria L. Jordan,
vice president, and Mary E. Wilson, secretary.

He says they appear to have appropriated
to their own use 10,000 of the company's
earnings aud a large amount paid in by stock-
holders. He says they have, in violation of
the company's ehnrter, possessed themselves
of more than ten shares of stock apiece, and
have illegully turn?d out of the directory the
complainant and ethers.

Ho asKs that a receiver bo appointed and
that tho defendants be forced to disc!' se what
money they have taken in and what they
have "doiie with it; to tell whether Patterson
has 1,000 shares of stock, Jordan 500. and
Wilson 100, when the charter forbids any one
(o hold more lhan ten shares. He asks that
the offices of tho company be declared vacaat
and a complete reorganization effected.

Thomas says that Pnttersou first pretended
that he had a contract for the purchase of the
Lady of tho Lake at 40,000. to run between
here" and Norfolk in the excursion business.
He sold stock, leased the boat, and set the
excursion business going. Then, professedly,
in order to pay for the boat, he had stock-
holders give notes for various amounts, with
their stock as collateral, and then, as the
notes fell due. Patterson paid off the notes
with earnings Irom the business and took
possession of the stock.

By this means he got, it is charged,
of a controlling amount of stock and

ousted the complainant and others from a
voice in tho management of the business.
Finnlly when an investigation was Instituted
Patterson actually secured a contract for the
sale of tho Lady of tne Lake for 42,500, and
ho believes paid 612,500 of the purchase
money. The company began business about
Juno i last.

INDICTMENTS FRAMED.

Sugar Trust Officials Arc Now at the
Mercy of the Grand Jury.

Tho expected indictments against Messrs.
Havemeyer and Searles, of tho sugar trust,
who rdused to answer questions asked them
by tho Senato investigating committeo, havo
been finally framed in the District attorney's
office and only await the action of tho grand
jury, which will present them to the court.

Tho timo which has elapsed sinco the cases
wero first presented has been mainly con-
sumed in tho preparation of theso indict-
ments. No more difficult technical task has
devolved upon tho district attorney for years,
chiefly on account of tho lack of precedents
to follow. Tho brunt of the prosecution of
the sugar trust witnesses will rest upon the
indictment There is no doubt that the law-
yers for the trust officials will mako motions
to quash the bills tho first step in their
defense.

Tho decision of tho crimmai court judgo
will doubtless betaken to tho court of appeals
of the District, for although an appeal at that
stage of an ordinary caso is not allowed, tho
court of appeals makes an exception for a
caso of extraordinary importance to savo tho
expenso of a criminal trial, biised upon an in-

dictment which may bo invalid.
Tho decision of the appellate court upon

tho legality of tho indictments will therefore
havo much weight in determining the power
of a Congressional committeo to compel es

to answer questions, or, if refusing, to
submit to punishment for contempt. If the
court of appeals says that they cannot be in-

dicted for such an offense, that settles tho
matter, unless an attempt is mado to carry
the question to tho United States Supremo
Court.

known as tho Stato fas train, on tho Hudson
between Bergen and Church ville, just west of
this city, shortly beforo 10 o'clock
Engineer Cherry was making up lost time.
Suddenly ho saw a mnss on the track ahead.
Ho quickly reversed tho lever and pulled the
air brakes, reducing the speed one-ha- lf. At
this rato ho struck tho obstruction and
stopped. Hurrying forward he found two
hugo ties wedged in the pilot nnd s.

By tho quickness of tho engineer an awful
wreck was averted, for had tho engino struck
tho ties at its usual speed everyone of thofivo
conches, which wero crowded, would have
been wrecked.

CASE OUGHT TO BE DISMISSED

0a tho Ground, He Asaorto, That It B Ho

Brought in Good Faith, That the Hatband
and Wife Are in Collusion, and That Thair
Object Is Hot Divorce, but Extortion.

Affidavits and letters were filed yesterday
in the supremo court of the District in the di-

vorce case of Glasscoek vs. Gtasseoek, on be-

half of Senator Stewart, in support of a sug-
gestion to the court that tho ease ought to
be dismissed, on tho ground that it is not
brought in good faith, that the parties are m
dollusion, and that the alleged offense is eon-con-ed

by their continued relations, and that
the object is not divorec but extortion, and
blackmail.

The papers are very voJooimoos, eoverins
thirty-fiv- e typewritten pages. Some ol tho
matter is of such a ebaraeter that it eannot
be repeated. It embodies tho statements of
detectives, police ofBoers. porters and at-

tendants of the Senator's private rooms and
offices, neighbors of the Glasseocks, and a
number of Mrs. Glasseocks letters to tho
Senator.

Tho Unit papers give tho Senators letters to
Campbell Carrington, attorney for Mr. Glass-
cock, wherein the Senator gives the eireura-stane- es

already published of Mrs. Slasseoeb's
importuning him. The letter closes with the
assurance that there has been no improper re-

lations with the woman.
A letter from Glasscock to the Senator is

next given. It declares that the Senator has
destroyed his borne and happiness. "I have
had a thousand Impulses," it continues, "to
shoot you down on sight like a dog. That Is
the punishment you deserve." But Gkmococfc.
continues that he will not become a marderer
for a worthless woman. He declares that ha
does not want any of tho Senator's money, Dut
seeks only a divorce.

HER COSBUCT IX BOAOEE.
Affidavits of M. C. Morris, formerly ehie of

police of Boanoke, Ta., and William, E.
Sehauek, a policeman there, recite that in
1891 the Glasseocks lived there, ami that tne
husband had the wife arrested for base con-
duct and soliciting men in the street. The
officers tell of the dramatic eouri scene in
whieh Mrs. Glasscock swooned when accused
by her husband. The case was dismissed on
the ground, as tho officers swear, that tho
eourt thought them to be impostors. The
court records have mysteriously disappeared.

William K. Abeil, of Washington, makes an,
affidavit with such indecent particulars that
only the substance can be given. It recite
how he and a friend flirted with Mrs. Glass-
coek and another woman. Mrs. Eease, on the
street, and afterward accompanied them
about

H. C. Easterday. a druggist, tells in an affi-

davit, of letters passing betweea Mrs. Glass-
cock and the druggist's elerk. in whieh she
asks for money, beeause, as the elerk related,
she was in trouble as the result ot their inti-
macy.

A letter from Mrs. Glasscock to tho Sena-
tor, written on House of Representatives sta-
tioners, is then gives. It says that the hus-
band has began divorce proceedings: that she
finds "we have been caught p with," and
that she does sot know how he has gotten hold
of anytmag. The letter eontinaes to recite the
misery of the Glasscock children. It asks the
Senator to see her or send somo trusted per-
son to relieve her distress.

J. M. Edder, a detective, tells how ho
sbawdowed the Glasseoeks niter the forego-
ing letter was received. He saw Mrs. Glass-
coek come to the Senator's office on the
appointed Monday morning. Her husband
accompanied her, but remained outside tho
building for the evident purpose of coming on.
the scene after Mrs. Glasscoek was inside tne
Senator's office. She did not get in. how-
ever. Then tho Glasscoeks went to the Capi-
tol, Mrs. Glassco ik. going to the Senate rec-

eption-room, the Senate gallery and else-
where, while her husband hid behind pillars
and watched proceedings. Mrs. Glasscock
sent her card to the Senator on the floor of
the Senate chamber, but he did not respond.

Tho letter is given in folk It
tells of her troubles and upbraids the Senator
for alleged perfidy. It says among other
things: "I will annoy your every step and
speak to you in any place if joa do not bee
me nnd help me or send me help. Yoa don t
dare say anything to me or I will deaounco
you as a seducer of women and that it has
been going on over a year with me. I havo
dono nothing to injure yon. yet yon. a rich
man, will brine; a woman and five little chil-

dren to destitution. I swear I will go right
face to face on the street, in the Capitol, be-

foro any and every one, telling them how
you have treated me" If you do not relieve
me which will be the "best way out of the
trouble we both are in, fori will leave town."

HEX HUSBAND WAS WATCHIXO.

Detective Edder says that after this letter
was doliverod Mr. and Mrs. Glasscock camo
to tho Capitol together, the former seeking to
seo the Senator and the latter watching. This
mutual action of husband and wife was after
ho had begun the divorce suit against her.

Charles J. Happier, secretary of Senator
Stewart, verifies the detective's statements as
to the Glasseocks being together at the Cap-
itol. He also tells of her frequent visits to
the Senator's office and rooms, during whfc-b-,
sua pleaded for charity, and the Senator
treated her with nothing but the usual con-
sideration. The secretary says he had a key
to the room and went in and out at pleasure.

John A. Clarke, attendant at tho Senator's
rooms, makes a similar affidavit as to Mrs.
Glasscock's many calls for charity at tho
Portland Flats and elsewhere and the pro-
priety of all actions when the attendant
was about.
