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WITNESSIUa TOE CHRIST.
By tho pastor ol the Central Slothodlst Protest-

ant Church.

Christ does not so much want logicians and
defenders as witnesses. During the interim
between his resurrection and asconsion Ho
said to His disciples, "Thus it is written and
thus it behooved Christ to suffer and to rise
from tho dead tho third day, and that repent-
ance and remission of sins should bo
preached iD His name among all nations, be-

ginning at Jerusalem. And yo are witnesses
of these things." In tho first and taird chapt-

ers of tho Acts, the Apostles are reminded
that they are witnesses. How faithful wero
those men to the duty imposed upon them.

It is true that the testimony of the Apostles
and our testimony are different. On their
testimony, as was built the
evidence for tho superstructure of Christian-
ity. Yet their testimony and ours is anal-

ogous, in so far as bearing witness to a work
of grace is concerned. "We are to testify to
what the Lord has dono lor us. The world
does not care so much what we think of
Christ as what Christ has done for us. Men
will form thoir own ODlnionof our Lord by
what Ho doos for us. Men do not want tho
philosophy, but tho facts of religion.

Let it be remembered that the church has
been successful and powerful in proportion
as it has been a witnessing church, Revival
and reformatory periods are those in which
Christian men and women have had their
tongue strings loosed, that they might "tell
what the Lord has dono for them."

The witness on the stand is charged to "tell
the truth, the whole truth, and nothing but
tho truth." As witnesses for Jesus we are to
tell what wo Lnow. As believers wo are m
possession of knowledge which wo couki not
otherwise attain. "When the man born blind
was cured and was closely questioned by
Jesus' enemies, he said: "One thing I know.
that whereas I was blind, now I see." Paul
Bald: "I know whom I ha, o believed." No
man, no institution can give us this knowl-

edge. It is of Divine origin and comes from
God into each individual soul.

The true belle, or knows
First. That He was once far away from the

Saviour. The parable of tho Prodigal Son is
not strained. Tho far country is whero ho
was.

Second. He knows that the Holy Spirit
moved upon the heart and conscience. It
was not pleasant, but profitable, to bo con-

vinced of sin and righteousness and judgment
to come

The entire kingdom of tho soul was shaken
from center to circumference. Imagination
never played so. conscience never lashed so
severely, memory neor was so alert, reason
never was so well established on her throne.

Christ, who is the author of all these expe-

riences, expects you to testify. You are the
connecting medium between Christ and the
world. Through tho saved ne expects to
sae others. Men need to hoar such testi-

monies. The world does not furnish them,
and yet tho world needs to hear them, and,
we believe, likes to hear them. Yo are my
witnesses.

But some say they cannot speak. Remem-
ber ye are witnesses, not orators. "Who Is tho
best witness on the stand? Tho one who
never errs in grammar? Tho one whoso
rhetoric is perfect? Tho one who can quote
poetry or weave a plausible argument? No.
The one who can tell an honest, straight-
forward story. Not speeches, but testimony
is demanded. Toll what the Lord has done
for thy soul.

MR. DUNLOP'S REPORT.
Acting President George T. Dunlop, of the

"Washington and Georgetown Railway Com-
pany, has transmitted to the stockholders ol
the company his report on tho Labor Day in-

cident. Mr. Dunlop's effort proves him a mas-
ter of written discourse, if that bo tho art of
concealing thoughts with words.

But the Teal question whether or not Mr.
Dunlop was properly notified of tho Commis-
sioners' order is studiously avoided except
in the following elusive passage:

'Over the telephone I learned from tho sec-

retary of tho Commissioners that a notifloatloa
had been ordered to be made, but through in-

advertence had not boon sent."
No reference is made to Secretary Tyndall's

statement that Mr. Dunlop refused to recohe
such an order. Neither is it deemed neces-
sary to discuss the relative value of an order
Issued in writing to one issued verbally.

One short paragraph suffices for Mr. Dun-
lop's discussion of tho real question at issue,
but he enters at length into a highly instruc-
tive discussion of tho ethics of parades.

He thinks that there are times when tho
business and social life of tho city is subordi-
nated to the "sentimental and spectacular."
but ho doubts that Labor Day has tho neces-
sary "bigness." Mr. Dunlop is constrained
to believe that he should himself decide on the
quantity of this "bigness" and appoint the
time and season when his company should
"surrondor temporarily thoir prmlogos on
tho streets."

After elaborating on tho quality of his zeal
for tho weal of tho company Mr. Dunlop
says:

"The rights of the public are Involved, oven
to a greater extent than those of the railroad
company. The company cannot he expected to
take the rifik of invalidating its charter on the
Judgment or caprice of an individual."

Tory cleverly put. But we respectfully sub-
mit to the company that Its acting president
might have found an easier way out by sub-
mitting to the enforcement of the law and

making a lecnl fight on the propo- - j

sition that tho company's charter rights had
been violated. Instead of such a course Mr.
Dunlop feared that tho desire of tho general
public to ride through tho parado was so
great that tho company would be brought to
book for not living up to tho running re-

quirements of the charter.
It apparently onlyromalno, In Mr. Dunlop's

estimation, for tho company to compliment
hi3 excellent official discretion.

PREYING ON THE CREDULOUS.

TnE Tnirs publishes this morning an Im-

portant exposure of the methods of certain
"building and loan associations" which have
lately begun operations in this city. Tho mam
facts are these:

Robbery of investors by forfeiture clauses.
Robbery of investors by an enormous "ox-pon-

fund."
Assorting an incorporation under tho laws

of tho District when no such incorporation
exists.

Promising interost which can never bo
legltimatolv carnod.

The use of purposely deceitful circulars.
Tho omploymont of lying and tricky agents.

It should be understood that no reflection
is cast upon tho old lino companies of tho
District. Far from it. They are responsible
for tho groatcr part of tho building growth of
this city and thoir sj stom of in ostment has
helped many a man to lay aside handsome
sums for old age and rainy days.

This explanation of skillfully disguised
fraud and tho consequent warning is nothing
short of a public service, and it is entirely in
such a spirit that The Times undertakes the
work.

ROSH IttSHANA.

Religious Services in the Svnagocue in
Obscrv ancc of One of the Great

Jewish Festivals.
Tho Hebrews of Washington, in common

with their brethren throughout the world,
will celebrate Rosh Hashana, tho new 3 ear

5655 with tho usu il religious services, to-

morrow, the first da, of the month of Tisri.
Tne day, which ongmallv marked the

beginning of tho civil jear, is coincident with
the reatof Trumpets, mauguratlngteu dajs
of roligious observances, which ends with the
dayof atonement. The ceremonies of tho
daj .ire all religious, and the occasion is ren-
dered particularlj striking b tho blowing of
trumpets at the morning services, which is
in conformity with God s command to Moes

"Speak unto tho children of Israel, saying
In the seventh month, in tho first daj of the
month, shall obavo a Sabbath, a meinoml
of blow ing of trumpets, an I10I3 convocation."
Tho "seventh month" is counted from Nisan,
when the sacred j ear was inaugurated with
tho Tea-- t of tho l'ascover.

The season inaugurated with
feast is cspecmllv one of pn:tenco for sin,
and tho final mark, of repentance is tho long
fa-- t of the Daj of Atonement, which this jeur
will commence at 5 o'clock Tuesdaj afternoon
of next week, and end at 7 p in. Wednesday.
In keeping with this phas of tho feast, the
music is particularlj solemn, and much of tit
is pecuhnrlj Jewish and traditional, and maj
be traced back to thedavs of Jewish grandeur
and power, w hen the songs of Zion w ere sung
in the Temple on tho Sacred Mount. A ptcu-han- tj

of these melodies is that thev are al-
most uuiver-all- v known to the Jews through-
out all the w orld.

At the Washington Hebrew Congregation
on Eighth street, between II and I. tho ev g

ritual w ill bo sung and evening pravers
read by Rabbi Louis btern at G.30 j'. Tho
service w ill differ from tho ordinary ev enlng
service m its increased solemultj. A choir
of fifteen voice will sing tho ritual, led bj a
quartetto consisting of Mis Whitesell, so-
prano; Mrs. Martin, alto;Mr.
tenor, and Mr. Nolan, basso. Dr. W. G.
"Walter will preside at the organ.

At the morning service at 9.30
the trum jot will be sounded. The trumpet
uod is a ram's horn, and probably identical
with thoe of Biblical record. Rabbi Stern
will preach a cermon from the text found in
Proverbs, "lo tho intelligent the way of
life leadeth upward." There will be no
church decorations.

At tho sjnagoguo of Adas Israel, corner of
Sixth and G streets northwest, tho services
will be simpler, but will continue longer, in
conformitj with orthodox ideas. Adas Israel
has no rabbi, and the services will bo road by
Isidore W. Samuels, of No. 729 Tilth street
northwest. Services will bo held at
6 o'clock, at 7 a. m. and i and 6
p. m., and onTiiesdaj morning and afternoon
at 7 and 4, respectivelj. Thero will be no mu-
sic, for since the destruction of tho temple
and thfl holy city bj' Titus the Hebrews of
orthodox faith have had no music in their
synagogues.

Tho second day added to this feast, as to
all othor, evcept Atonement, bj' orthodox
Jews, is tno outgrowth of a curious custom.
The foast is set for tho new moon after tho
autumnal equinox, nnd an tho early days,
when there was no calendar and no fixed
year, the people had no means of knowing
just which daj to colobrato except by signal
fires lichted on the hilltops under tho instruc-
tions of tho Sanhedrim. Those living remote
from Jerusalem did not have the benefit of
even this pnmitivo calendar, and so to be sure
of celebrating tho right day they added a day
to tho observance of each of tho feasts.

The blowing of the trumpets is merely to
announce nnd celebrate the coming of tho
New Year according to general belier, but by
some is supposed to remind and awaken sin-
ners to a sense of their guilt, and by still oth-
ers to typiiy tho ram which was caught by its
horns in a thicket and offered in Isaac's stead.
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Methods of Certain So-call- ed

Building Associations.

NOTHING SHORT OF ROBBERY

They Prey Upon Those Whose Busi-

ness Experience Is Small.

CIRCULARS ARE WELL WORDED

And by tho Uso of Dishonest Agents, These

Financial Carrions of tho District Manage

to Get Away with tho Savings of Many
Unwary Investors How Big Exponso

Funds Are Made to Look Small, and Small

Loan Funds Aro Made to Look Large

Promisos Mado Which Aro Absolutely Im-

possible to Fulfill Falso Incorporations.

Thore nro a number of building,
loan, and investment associations doing busi-

ness in the District of Columbia whoso meth-

ods aro open to serious question in several
important particulars of v ital importance to
investors.

Pretending to conduct tho legitimate and
honorable business of familiar old-lin- o build-

ing and loan associations theso in-

vestment concerns practice methods which,
though sanctioned by their constitutions, by-

laws, rules, and contracts, fall littlo short of
apparentlj' legalized robborj. By means of
misleading advertising circulars distributed
through unscrupulous agents, whoso falso
representations are colluslvely and decep-
tively repudiated in adance by tho manage-
ment, theso inv estment companies gather in
tho small savings of credulous, Ignorant, nnd
illiterate people, who usuallj discover in the
end that thev have Invested their saved up
earnings to wolves in sheep's clothing.

W ago earners aro induced to beliovo that
their investments will be available for uso at
anj time, onlj to find that the rules of the In-

vestment concern lorbid withdrawal until tho
lap-- o of a considerable period or under oner-
ous and disadvantageous conditions, entnii-m- g

serious financial loss. Others are told
that in time of sickness they will bo able to
borrow money from tho investment concern
on individual security, but on doing so aro
compelled to paj' exorbitant rates of interest,
and in the end lose their entire holdings If
misfortune should compel a suspension of
payments and lnpo of the contract In some
instances investors desirous of withdrawing
their funds have been mulcted of outrngeous
sums in fines amounting to a large portion of
their total holdings.

In short, the small investor who for anj
reason is forced to withdraw from theso con-
cerns is practically swindlod out of his sav-

ings. If he objects to tho swindling opera-
tion he is roferrea to somo obscure clause in
tho constitution, or rules, or contract, bj' the
terms of which ho finds that ho has virtually
thrown his monev away. He Is told that tho
terms of tho contract, under which ho in-
vested, forbid tho return of his monoj', and
provido In so manj words for its forfeiture to
tho faithless custodian of his funds. If I10 is
an ignorant person, this is probablj the first
ho has heard of this Claude Duval method
of seizing his proportj ; If he id reasonably in-
telligent, he will be informed that he went
into the scheme with his ejes open and has
no reason to complain. Rut in either case if
ho raises a row he maj bo able to compromise
on 20 cents to 50 cents" on the dollar. Ihis is
tho vvaj the loan and investment business is
conducted bj half a dozen or more concerns
in tho District.

VErT EXTENSIVE EXPENSES.

A description of the methods of a tvpical
Investment association will show clcarlj the
swindling charactor of their operations. Most
of thorn are organized on what is called the
nntlonal plan and do business in soveral
States. This plan is an expensive one. It
requires a largo force of clerks, agents, and
collectors, and necessitates a formidable

account. It would surprise most in-
vestors to know how much of their weeklj' or
monthly paj ments goes directlj into tho ex-
pense fund, whero the monoj loses its profit-earni-

capacitj , for in n building and loan
association tho profits to stockholders depend
almost whollv upon the immediate conversion
of the deposits Into interest-bearin- g loans.
In an investment concern, conducted on tho
national plan, however, from 25 to 50 per
cent, of tho total amount of deposits is regu-lar- lj

set aside for tho expense fund.
Tor example, in one concern 9 per cent,

of tho monthlj dues, together with tho whole
amount of the first month's dues, goes
directly and constantlj into the expenso
fund. An investor buj s ten share of stock,
on which ho paj s 61 "per month dues per
share. His payments aggregate 510 per
month. Tho first month's dues go into tho
expense fund, and 52 per month of the duos
pavable after that.

Let us see whero he stands should ho with-
draw at tho end of six months. Ho must
first give thirtv days' notice n writing "when
ho will receive the amount to his credit,
together with 75 per cent of such earnings as
mav be apportioned to his shares, less tho
amount of all arrearages thereon, and a with-
drawal fee of 1 per share."

He finds that ho has paid into the concorn
5 CO in monthlj dues Of tins amount $20
has been nlloted to tho expense fund, leaving
but 640 "to his credit" in tho loan fund, plus
75 per cent, of tho earnings of his paj ments
for six months. The earnings, of course,
amount to an insignificant sum, and after re-
linquishing Simper share as a withdrawal foe,
the investor finds that a triflo more than f30
are duo him, his loss being ncarlj one-ha- lf

his investment. Tor the investment concern
does not placo to an investor's credit tho
whole of his monthlj' dues, but only tho por-
tion left after deducting the expense fund.
This remainder constitutes tho lo in fund, or
the earning capital of tho institution.

In other words, of sum intrusted
to such an institution for investment, 25 ner
cent.isused foi epenscs, and but 75 per cent,
or less is actually invested.

SKILLTULLY WOBDFD TRICKERY.

In another concern, which operates largely
among tho poor and ignorant classes, the ex-

penses are "limited" to 3 per cent, per
the par valuo of shares, together with

the whole of tho first month's dues. As tho
par valuo of shares in this concern is $200,
AM per cent, amounts to SG 50 per annum, or
exactly one-ha- lf of tho dues paid during one
jear, at the rate of 25 cents weeklj. That is
to say, of overj- - dollar invested in this con-
cern 50 cents goes to the expense fund, and 15
cents of that is paid in commissions to ngonts
and collectors. An inv ester who had ten
shares of stock woulu at tho end of a jear
find but 555 to his credit In tho loan fund,
after having invested S1S0. At tho end of
two j ears ho would liavo invested 5260, of
of which $110 would have been allotted to the
expense fund, leaving but i120 to his credit
dIus such earnings as might have accrued,
jet this concern promises at tho ond of two
years to repay to a withdrawing stockholder
tho full amount of his investment, loss the
first month's dues, together with i per cent,
interest thereon.

It is evident that 6120 raid In monthly
dues during two years cannot earn 8140 in
that time. How. then, can this promise
be performed, if performance is Intended at
all? Whence comes tho fund from which
such repayments are to bo mado?

The reply is that tho investment concern
depends more largely for its profits upon
fines, forfeitures, and lapses than upon the
legitimate investment of its money. In other

words it proys upon small investors who
drop out of the company for the benefit of in-

vestors who may staj in.
Operating among tho poor nnd Ignorant

the managers of such a concern reckon upon
a largo percontago of lapses and forfeitures,
and tho claim is bodly mado that tho extra-
ordinary profits accruing from this source,
which go to swell tho loan fund, will enable
them to ropaj- - more than 52 for SI In two
years. This is the sj stom under which hun-
dreds of victims hero and olsowhere have
been practically swindled out of their earn-
ings. Agents of investment concerns maico
all sorts of representations to illiterate peo-

ple, who sign contracts they know nothing
about. Theso contracts aro by no means
clear In their text, but thoir effect is to bind
the inv ostor to pay 25 cents weekly into the
concorn on pain of fine and forfeiture for a
poriod of not le3S than two j'ears. If at any
time within two years ho falls in nrroars six
weeks his "arrearage works a forfeiture of all
claims" against tho concern.

EAST TO GET IN; HARD TO GET OUT.

It is a constant succession of theao forfeit-

ures that is depended upon for a largo pro-

portion of tho profits, nnd thoir amount
measuros the size of tho swindle perpetrated
upon tho investing public.

Tho investor is simply at the mercy of the
trusteo of his funds. If he is compelled for
any reason to ceasa payments ho loses all
he has paid In, without recourse, oxcopt
restoration of his status by tho payment
of a heavy fino and a liberal "revival fee."
which In many cases amounts to confiscation.
Ordinary doraands on tho concern for repay-
ment of deposits are refusod, but threats of
suit or tho actual initiation of legal proceed-
ings will usually bring about a settlement at
20 to 50 cents on tho dollar.

What an investor would realize who re-

mained in one of those concerns for a number
of joarsis nroblcmatical. Tho truo nature
of tho contrast 13 speciously veiled. In the
ordinarj form the Investor is assurod that by
the payment of 25 cents per week for 102
month's on each share of stock, or a total of
5110 50, ho will bo entitled to receive 200,
that being tho par or maturity valuo of the
share. Tho certificate of stock fcontalns this
positive declaration. "This certificate Is guar-
anteed to mature in 102 months, provided tho
above conditions are complied with." Tho
"above conditions" refer to prompt and con-

tinuous payments of 25 cents a week on each
share. The contradict this assuranco,
for they stipulate that "when tho accumu-
lated savings nnd tho profits thereon roach a
sum equal to tho par valuo of tho shares In
any series, tho mortgaces of tho borrowors
aro canceled and aro paid
S200 for each sharo held by them."

In othor words tho share reaches maturity
when tho concorn has earned enough money
to pay Its par value. Of courso members will
not be required to make their paj ments

tho poriod of 102 months, but tho circu-
lars 3tate in soveral places that tho matured
valuo is the par valuo, that is. that tho mem-
bers will draw S200 cash for 8110.50 paid in
at tho end of 102 months. There is n mani-
fest intent to deceiv e nil through tho printed
matter of these concerns, many of their state-
ments bearing on their faco evidence of thoir
catch-penn- y nature.

FALSE CLA3IS OF TNCORrORATIOV,

One other investment concern operating In
the District has a plan slightly differing in de-

tail from those described above, though
equallj' effective in deluding investors and
even more unfavorable in its terms of settle-
ment with members withdrawing. This con-

cern protenas to be incorporated under the
laws of tho District of Columbia, having filed
articles of incorporation with the recordor of
deeds, but such incorporation is in fact un-

authorized bj the District laws, and tho al-

leged articles aro a mere blind. In its certifi-
cate of membership this concern agrees to
paj to tho members 100 ten jears after date
in consideration of an application fee of 20
cents and monthlj' dues of 50 cents for a
period of ten jears, or $00.20 in all. Failure
on the pnrt of tho holder of tho certificate to
meet all paj ments promptly as tho same may
becomo duo during the first j ear's existence
of tho certificate acts as a forfoituro of tho
certificate, of all right and benefits arising
thereunder, and of all sums p.id thereon. At
the expiration of one j ear's membership tho
member ma withdraw from the association
according to tho certificate, and shall bo en-

titled to receive 50 per cent, of tho due3
placed to the credit of his certificate in the
loan fund. If he withdraws after two years he
shall bo entitled to receive 75 per cent, of the
dues placed to his credit, if after three years,
a sum equal to tho whole amount sf dues
placed to his credit in the loan fund.

In the constitution of tho concern, how-ove- r,

a different plan of settlement Is provided
for. Tho clause relating to withdrawals
states that after ono j car's membership the
inv estor "shall bo entitled to a sum equal to
all dues placed to the credit of his certificate
in the loan fund, together with interest at the
rate of C per cent per annum." Which of
theso two methods of settlement is actuallj-practice- d

does not appear, but there is a con-
siderable difference between tho two, as in-

vestors have discovered for themselves. In
this same concern the loan fund "consists of
85 per cent, of tho amount collected from all
sources, whether from dues, fine, or interest
nnsing from investments, except the applica-
tion fee and tho first threo months' pajment
of dues, which shall go to tho association for
its expenses " Thus 15 percent, of the entire
income of tho concern, together with tho first
threo months' dues on each new sharo and
tho application foes, goes to tho expense fund.
In other words, loss than 85 per cent, lj

, and probably not more than 75 per
cent of tho total income of the institution, Is
used for purposes of investment, constituting
tho earning capital.

BIG EXFENSE PERCENTAGE.

Sup-
pose ho invests in ten shares, paj ing an ap-
plication feo of 20 cents a sharo and monthly
dues of 50 cents a share, withdrawing at the
end of twelve months. His account with the
inv estment concern vvi'l stand thus. Ho will
have paid in 8C0 in dues and 82 in applica-
tion fees, or 862 in all. Of this sum tho con-
cern will have taken for oxpeuses s;2 in appli-
cation foes, three months' dues amounting to
815, and 15 per cent of tho remaining nine
months' dues, amounting to ;G.75, or 823.75
altogether. Deducting this sum from 862
paid in, tho remainder is 838.25, which is
85 per cent, of nine months' dues, tho only
income the concern has received, and repre-
sents tho amount to tho credit of the investor
in tho loan fund. .

According to one of the methods of settle-
ment above referred to tho withdrawing in-
vestor is entitled to 838 25. with 6 per cent,
interest. According to the other ho is en-
titled to 50 per cent, of 838.25, or 819.12.5,
without any interest. In the first instance ho
has lost aDout 823 on an investment of 862,
in the second ho has lost 842.87.5 on tho
samo investment. Even should tho investor
paj' dues for threo jears and then withdraw
tho entiro amount to his credit in tho loan
fund ho would receivo but 8140.25 in ex-
change for $182 paid in, losing 841.75 by tho
transaction. Investors do not as a rule
understand that tho expenses or tho concern
absorb so great a proportion of the receipts
that they cannot hope to withdraw tho full
amount p ild in, and when they dorwithdrnw
find themselves hoavj- - losers by an operation
that smacks strongly of fraud.

lhe contrast between tho methods of tho
investment concerns and thoso of

o building and loan associations is
vory marked. Expenses In the latter reach
but 2 per cent, or less of their total capital,
which'is practicallj' all invested in interest-bean-

loans An inv estor maj withdraw
at anj tirao, upon proper notico, tho whole
amount of his investment, with interest, if
anj' has accrued. If in arrears at the time of
withdrawal his Investment is not confiscated
in tho form of fines, and ho gets all that ho
put in oriignallj.
