THE FIRST KNIGHTS TEMPLAR

Taliant Soldiers "Were They, as "Was Proven

on Many a Sloody Battle-fiel- d The Tor-

tures They 7ero Subjected to After the

Crusades News from Many local Orders.

There 1b not in the world a. inoro romantic
History than that of tho Knights Templar,
rhoir bumble origin, their sudden stride to
power, thoir torriblo and disastrous sufferings

f a few centuries ago, have tho &trnngest
and deepest coloring of romance.

Phoy arose somewhere about 1108 and woro
irasfeed in little moro than two centuries after
that date. Their creators wcro nino pious
md valiant knights, wnoformod themselves
Into a body uniting monkhood, and whose ex-

clusive objoct was in t hoso oarliost years of
the Christian dominion in Syria to protect
and defend tho various pilgrims who then be-

gan to hasten to tho moro sacred spots of tho
Holy Lund. Thoir numbers soon increased
and with those their wealth and power.

It was natural from tho very constitution
of the order that thev should havo acted a
conspicuous part through tho whole of the
crusades. They were tho offspring of tho
profoundest spirit of that movement and sus-

tained it with unequalod bravery and succoss.

riioy performed prodigious acts of valor.
The standard of tho Tomplo floated high abovo
Bvery deadly onset, and the cry of Beauseant"
was the infidels' most dreaded herald to

hades. When the Saracens recovered Pales-

tine the Templars retreated last. They lin-

gered on the scene, as if with some fatal
that whoa thoy quitted it their days

wore numbered.
The extraordinary influence they had ac-

quired, the unheard of privileges conceded to
them in every part of Christendom, woro
based on a delusion which they then saw scat-

tered into air. Still there was in thom tho
material for a desperate struggle, and for
this they prepared. "With a sort of instinct of
fear they signalised their return by some im-

mediate assertions of hitherto unquestioned
power. In this they were ill advised. Set-

ting aside the temptation to plunder in thoir
vast possessions, it was hardly to bo expected,
ibe crusades once ended, that any exhibition
rf such h power, with its energies disengaged
from immediate strife and ready for profits of
temporal ambition, should not arouse the in-

stant of tho princes of Europe.
And it fell upon them too suddenly, with an
aim too well directed and too terrible a con
centration of hostile forces, for the possibility
of effective resistance. The very nature and
position of their order had isolated them from
anything of public or popular sympathy the
Daly thing that could have saved them.

The ostensible charges were of two kinds;
moral depravity and religious heresy, but
the loathsome proceedings to support thom
proved little beyond the heroism and con-

stancy of the gallant and uufortuuat men.
The moral depravity may here have existed,
but was eertamiy not proved; therefore judg-
ment should pass by the rales of temple law
for the Templars. The religious heresy was
In some tort established, but by means
abofBiuable and by powers afterward declared
so heretic themselves that rational men have
been at so Jogs in thinking all punishment on
that score horribly disproportioned and iniqui-tiou- s.

HOW THEY rODGHT.
An eye witness of the conduct of the Tem-

plars in the field has left the record that they
were always foremost in the fight and the last
In retreat, that they proceeded to battle with
the greatest order, silence and circum-
spection and carefully attended to the com-
mands of their master. When the signal to
engage had been given by their chief, and
th trumpets of the ordor sounded to the
charge "inon," says he, "they humbly sang
the psalm or David, 'Son nobis; non nobis.
Doiuine sed nomini tus da gloriam,' ( Not unto
us. not unto us, O Lord but, unto thy name
give the praise! ) and placing their lances in
rest, they cither break the enemy's line or
die. If any one of them had by chance turned
back or bore himself less manfully than he
ought, the white mantle, the emblem of their
order was ignomini&usly stripped off his
sboulders, the cross worn by the fraternity
was taken away from him and ho
cast out from the fellowship of the brethren;
he was then compelled to eat on the ground
without a napkin or tablecloth for, the space
of obo year, and it was not permitted that
the dogs who gathered round him and tor-
mented him should be driven away. At tho
expiration of the year if the offender was
truel- - penitent the master and the brethren
restored to him the military girdle and his
pristine habit and cross and received him
again into the fellowship aud community of
the brethren. The Templars did indeed prac-
tice the observance of astern religion, living
in humble obedience to their master, without
property and sjtending nearly all the days of
their lives tinder tents in the open fields.

Shortly after his ascension to power William
de Kontsenat, preceptor of Antioeh, beine
"desirous of extending tho Christian territo-
ries, to the honor and glory of Jesus Christ,"
besieged a fortress of the infidels in the neigh-
borhood of Antioeh. He refused to retreat
before a superior force, and was surrounded
and overwhelmed. A hundred Knights of the
Temple and 900 were slain,
together with many secular warriors and a
large number of foot soldiars. The balcainfer,
or standard bearer, on this occasion was an
English Knight Templar named Beginald
d'Argentiu, who performed prodigies of valor.
He was disabled and covered with wounds,
yet lie unflinchingly boro tbo leauseant. or
war banner, aloft with his bleeding arms into
the thickest of the fight, until he at last fell
dead upon a heap of his slaughtered com-
rades. The preceptor of Antioeh, before ho
was slain, "sent sixteen infidels to helL''

AYEKOIXG COMRADES.

As soon as' the Knighte Templar n England
heard of the disaster they sent in conjunction
with tho Hospitallers instant succor to their
brethren. The Templars and tho Hospital-
lers eagerly prepared to avenge tho blood of
their brethren so gallantly poured forth in
the cause of Christ. Tho Hospitallers ap-

pointed Brother Theodore, their prior, a
most valiant soldler.to lead a band of knights
and stipendiary troops with an immense
treasHre.to the succor of the Holy Land. Hav-
ing made their arrangements, they all started
from the house of the Hospitallers at Clork-enwe- ll,

in London, and passed through tho
city witjfa spears held aloft, shields displayed,
and banners advanced. They marched in
splendid pomp to the bridge und sought a
blessing from all who crowded to see thom
pass. The brothers, indeed.uncovered, bowed
their heads from side to side, and recom-
mended themselves to the prayers of all.

The picture has a sad reverse. "Witness
this aoene from the records of their persecu-
tion.

3ays and weeks woro consumed in tho ex-
amination, and thirty-si-x Templars perished
in tlie hands of'their tormentors, maintaining
with unshaken constancy to the very last tho
oattre innocence of thoir order. Many of
them lost tho use of thoir feot from tbo appli-
cation of the torture of Are, which was

in the following manner: Their legs
were fastened in an iron framo and tho soles
of their feot were greased ovor with fat or
butter. They were then placed before the fire
and a scrocn was drawn backwards and for-
wards so as to modorato and regulate tho
heat. Sock wasthe agony produced by this
roasting operation that the victims often went
rating mad. Brother Bernardo de Tado, on
subsequently revoking a confession of guilt
wrung from him by this description of tor-mo-

said to the commissary of police before
whom he was brought to be examined: "They
hold me so lone boforo a fierce lire that the
flesh, wasburat off my heels. Two pieces of

bono camo awav, which I present to you."
Another Templar, on publicly rovokiug his
confession, declared that four of his teeth
were drawn out, and ho confessed himself
guilty to save the remainder. Others of tho
fratornity deposed to tho infliction on them
of tho most revolting and indecent torments,
and in addition to all this it appeared that
forged letters from the grand master were
shown to tho prisoners, exhorting them to
confess themselves. Many of tho Templars
were accordingly compelled to acknowledge
whatever was required of them and to plead
guilty to tho commission of crimes which in
tho previous interrogatorles.thoy had posi-
tively denied. .

SOME ISD1GNITIES SUTTERED.

Hero is another Instance of tho outrages to

which the Templars were subjected there
wero many others quite as ludicrous and hor-

rible: Many aged nnd illustrious warriors,
who merited a better fato, nppearod boforo
their judges pale and trembling. At first
thej revoked their confessions, declared their
innocence, and wero remanded to prison; and
then, panic-stricke- they demanded to bo led
back before the papal commissioner, when thoy
abandoned thoir rctractiona, persisted in their
previous avowals of ''guilty," humbly ex-

pressed theirsorrow and repentance, and wcro
then pardoned, absolved-an- reconciledtotho
church! Tho torture still continued to bo ap-

plied, and out of tho thirty-thre-o Templars
confined in tho Chateau d'Alix four died in pris-
on, and the remaining twenty-niu- o confessed,
among other things, tho following absurdities:
That in tho prominent chapter of tho order
held at Montpolier tho Templars set up a
head and worshiped it; that tho devil often
appeared there in tho shnpo of a cnt and con-

versed with tho assembled brethren, and
promised thom a good harvest with tho pos-
session of riches and all kinds of temporal
prosperity. Sorao asserted that tho head
worshiped by the fraternity possessed a long
beard, others that it was a woman's headland
one of tho prisoners doclared that as often as
this wonderful head was adorod a great num-
ber of devils made thoir appearance in tho
shapo of beautiful women.

These things happened In Franco. England
had equal tortures. This, for example, was
the fute of Brother nimbcrt Blanche, tho
grand proeeptor of Aurerquo: He appeared to
have been a'knight of high honor and of stern,
unbending pride. From first to last iie had
boldly protested against the violent i r ued-in-

of the inquisitors and had
maintained amid all trials his own itu jcencu
and that of his order. This illustrious Twnplnr
had fought under four successive grand mas-
ters in defense of the CristiHn faith in Pales-
tine, and after tho fall of Aero had lod in per-
son several daring expeditions against tho in-

fidels. For these meritorious services ho was
rewarded in the following manner: After hav-
ing been tortured nnd half starved in tho En-
glish prisons for live years, he was condemned,
as ho would make no confession of guilt, to bo
shut up in a loathsome dungeon, to be loaded
with double chains, and to bo occasionally
visited by tho agents of tho inquisition to seo
if ho would confets anvthing further. In this
miserable situation he remained until death
at last put an end to his sufferings.

The discipline of the Templars was strict
and austoro to an extreme. It is recorded
that disobedient brethren wero confined in
chains and dungeons for a longer or a shorter
period, or perpetually, according as it might
seem expedient, in ordor that their souls
might bo saved at last from tho eternal prison.
In addition to imprisonment tho Templars
were scourged on their bare backs bv tho hand
of tho master himself in tho Temple Hall, and
wore frequently whipped on Sundays in tho
church in tho presence of tho whole congre-
gation.

Brother Adam do Yalaincomb, n knight of a
noble family, quitted the order of tho Tornble.
but afterward roturuod smitten with remorse
for his disobedience, and sought to bo ad-

mitted to the society of his former brethren.
He was compelled by the master to eat for a
year on the ground with the dog, to fa-- t

four days in tho week on bread and water,
and every Sunday to present himself naked
in the church before tb high altar and re-

ceive tho discipline at tho hands of the off-
iciating driest in tho presence of tho whole
congregation.

Tho gallery will bo about fifty feet wide and
probably 125-fe- long, nnd will havo a much
greater target capacity than tho present ono.

Tho inner rooms in the armory will bo
lighted by a cyrtillo and tho outer rooms di-

As the nerve force is small, the svstem
needs nervo foods in the shape of light tonics
nnd a dietary that jlelds bufficient nourish-
ment without overheating the blood or over-
taxing tho stomach. A cool, clean atmos-
phere, with abundant fresh air, day and
night, to cleans and invigorate the lungs,
nnd water In quantitj', for internal and exter-n-al

use. to free the skin of its impurities, are
indispensable.

To stimulate tho intestines, which have so
much to do with tho blemishes of the skin,
somo natural aperients, like mineral" water,
grapes, grapo fruit, apples, etc., should be
taken, to the exclusion of more nourishing
foods. Besides head exercise a little alum,
alcohol, or benzoino used in tho water will
tend to tighten tho skin and sea salt or
Epsom salt will neutralize some of tho oil
below it.
