WOX BY WASHINGTON'.

Professional Football Introduced in This
City with Philadelphia's Defeat.

The professional footbill season opened at
National park yesterday with a game between
Washington nnd Philadelphia, which was
won by the homo team by a score of 2 to 1.
The game was played under the association
rules, and was entirely difforent from those
heretofore seen in this city. Tho piny was
so open that the spectators had no difficulty
whatever in following the game, although
most of them were uufumiliar with its points.
The Washington team played together in One
style, aad were always rushing tho game.
The PhiladelplUa team was the weaker of tho
two. and despite their superior kicking and
hunting, they were outclassed.

The moat novel feature of the game was tho
banting the ball with the head. The players
are not allowed to toueh the ball with tho
hauds while it is in play, so use their heads
to push it forward. The high jumps in con-

nection with the bunting formed n most inter-
esting combination. The Philadelphia boys
were very adept at this work. The backward
kick wab also used several times to great ad-
vantage.

The Wsishington tonm interfered far better
than the Phillies, and won tho game princi-
pally by this, as when their opponents had,
by hard work, forced the ball near their goal
the Washington men would buck them off
and get the ball back again. Tho superior
work of Lynch as goal-lend- for the homo
team was a tower of strength for them. Dev-
lin was excellent in kicking tho ball on tho
jump. Dean and Harvey played hard and
covered an immense amount of territory.
There were about 700 spectators, nnd several
drags were stationed in the oulHeld.
