Or "will ho outgrow It and leave it behind

as a dead superstition of the past? "Why in-

deed are so many of the thoughtful, scientific,
and the earnest worldngmen of our time in-

different to tho church, breaking loose from
It, not found in it y, as they ought to be,
and surely would be, if It were the practical
help they could not afford to do without?
Surely something is the matter with tho
church.

Three Institutions are universal, found in
all times and climes, permanent in essential
substance, though chancing in form to fit tho
growing needs of man. They are the home,
tho State, the church. The home enshrines
the family. The State organizes the social
polity. The church embodies man's spiritual
aspirations toward tho infinite. Tho home
shelters and feeds him. Tho State protects
and defends him. The church invites him
up and on to eternity. Founded In deep and
abiding instincts of human nature, never
was man without them; their origin is divine
and their necessity eternal. "The man with-

out a oountry,"" a homeless wanderer on
earth, touches the profound pity of all hearts.
"The man without a church," spiritually
bereft and homeless, might equally well fur-

nish fit theme for tho deepest pathos of some
gifted pen.

Our critical time challenges the church.
Prove your utility in this working-da- y world,

it cannot live by the sentimental forces of an-

cient reverenoe. It must meet the new de-

mands of the hour. It must come to men
here and now; find them whore they are and
help them in their life struggle. It must no
longer be a mere lifeboat to rescue them from
a shipwrecked world, or ferry them over tho
dark river of death, but a living force to create
better men and women to make this world a
better world to live in, to bring in and estab-

lish here and now tho kingdom of God.
Every true church crisis to get good, and to

do good. It is first to save the sinner, and
then to make him join hand and heart in all
good work to save tho other sinners. It is
not a private club whore the saints may go off

br themselves and have a good time. It is a
trumpet call to the saints to gird on their
armor and fight the Lord's battle for truth
and right.

The church, like many politicians, has been
too busy looking alter its fences. Many
churches seem more anxious about their
fences than about the flowers and fruit grown
Inside. It their anxiety to fence out heretics
and sinners, they have chiefly fenced in bigots
and pfiarlsees. Fences are well in their way,
but good fruit grown on open prairie is bet-

ter than thistles in tho most finely fenced-u- p

garden.
The bigotries, narrowness, and nnbrothorly

prejudices and divisions of tho church aro
tho weakness and disgaco of Christendom.
No wonder that Inrge-soule- d men prefer tho
company outside to that which too often they
find inside. Let the church leaders lay asido
their narrowness and timidity ana bravely
lay hola of tho great problems of our day,
and the workingmen and tho truth seekers
Will alike rejoice to join the great brother-
hood of seokers for the light, whose helpful
fellowship they cannot afford to ignore.

As the nation mourns tho loss of one of Its
rcost gifted preachers, the poet preacher of
Chicago, we may well take to heart tho word
of his dying message. In a sermon preached
in Chicago Muslo Hall, September 1C, on "The
lessons to be drawn from the great industrial
troubles of last July," Prof. Swing well
says: "Quito a number of clergymen havo
banded together to preach the Gospel
of personal righteousness; that Christianity
1b ChrLst In human life, Christ in
society, Christ in money, and Christ in work.
"We preachers must all come to that definition
of the church. It would seem that
all the Christian clergy, Catholic and Protes-

tant, and all tho ethical teachers should this
autumn enter into a new friendship to preach
the gospel of a high humanity. All the in-

tellectual and spiritual resources of the pul-
pit should be exhausted in tho effort to ad-

vance human character. In an ago
and in a republic markod by an amazing ef-

fort to turn all things, all days, and all lifo
into gold, our pulpits must make a new ef-

fort to reveal and create in man the spiritual
being; man temporatc. man studious, man a
lover of justice, man tho brother, man Christ-
like. To reach a result so new and so great,
tho pulpit must select new themes. It must
call them from tho field where tho mob raves,
from tho shop whe mon labor, from the
poverty in which many die, from th,o ofllco
whore wealth counts its millions. God did
not give man this globe that it might be made
a desert or a battle-flel- d. but that it might be
made tho great home of great men."

EAILEOAD PLATFORM OEATOEY.
Old "Tippecanoe" Harrison never knew the

beauties of the railroad campaign now being
conducted by his grandson and by other
prominent exponents of great political par-

ties. In those days the rural voter had to bo
lured by forced marches on foot or horseback,
and the successful candidate owed much of
his election to a strong physique or a good
picco of horseflesh.

But railroad platform oratory demands re-

quirements of another character. Thespeaker
must learn ovory morning something of tho
jr dividual character of ten or fifteen differ-
ent towns, and throw tho resultant local color-
ing into ten or fifteen different speeches.

If tho populace of a manufacturing hamlet
gathers at the depot to meet his train, he must
bo primed and roady to digress in brief but
pointed phrases npon tho benefit or Injury
done by the prevailing tariff rates to the
wooden nutmeg trade. If tho cor halts in

the midst of horny-hande- d sons of tho soil
the themo must turn on legislation in regard
to tho cinch bug.

In addition,tbe lachrymal ducts must be kept
well oiled for ready reference, nnd gestures
must to be truinod to abstain from collisions
With tho brakes and handle bars.

FREE LIBRARY IN PROSPECT

Mr. Spofford Looks for Its Establish-

ment in the Near Future.

CENTRAL LOCATION IS NEEDED

The New Post-offi- Structure Seems to Be

tho Most Available Building How the

Catalogue of "Works "Will Be Made Up

Private Snbscriptions Will Bo Needed.

Always interested in public affairs which
aro manifestly of great advantage to the peo-

ple of the District, The Times made inquiries
into the possibilities of tho early success of
tho proposed freo public library.

Librnrian Spofford, over alive to tho vast
benefit of tho contemplated measure, replied
most enthusiastically to tho reporter's ques-

tions on tho present prospects. To him it i3

a most burprising thing that tho city of Wash-

ington, now more than a century old, has yet
to experience tho benefits of a free public
library.

Said ho; "Whllo every city and nearly overy
considerable town in Now England has en-

joyed for years tho benefit of this great source
of intelligence, the Nation's Capital, with
nearly 800,000 inhabitants, has no circulating
library whatever.

"Even the old Washington Library, which
maintained n precarious existence from a
quarter to a half a century ago, ceased to ex-

ist during tho civil war, and its books havo
been scattered or absorbed into other collec-
tions. This, however, was in no sense a cir-

culating library of new literature even while
it oxistod, having no reliablo source of in-

come, nnd not being ablo to keep up with the
times, it naturnlly fell into that populnr neg-
lect wbich inevitably attends overy institution
which falls behind tho wants of tho people."

"Do you think that favorable legislation
can be expected during the next session of
Congress?''

"There seems now to bo for tho first timo,"
replied Mr. Spofford. hopefully, "a reasona-
bly assured prospect that the citizens of Wash-
ington will secure through tho legislation of
Congress u freo library worthy of tho name.
As no appropriation would bo asked from
that body, but only a local habitation for tho
books, tho project now beforo Congrc&3
should elicit no opposition, but overy possible
furtherance."

"Can an estimato bo mado of the number
of Volumes which would form tno nucleus of
the circulating library?"

"Tho nucleus of tho collection proposed In
tho bill reported favorably last summer by
the Committeo on tho District of Columbia
will consist of tho duplicates, to the number
of 10,000 to 15.000 volumes, which can bo
spared from the Congressional Library, to-

gether with such books from the department
and bureau libraries of tho government as aro
not required for reforonco and uso in tho cur-
rent work of tho government. Of course, no
very approximate estimate could bo mado of
tho aggregate number of volumes with which
tho proposed freo public library would start."

"How could that best bo ascertained?" I in-
terrupted.

"Only on report from custodians of each
collection referred to after due consultation
ns to the books that must bo retained in each
collection, and thoso which could bo sparod.
On this point, ns practical librarians will tell

.you, guesses aro of no value whatever. Rut
tno tacts would readily no ascertainon snouid
this library bill pass Congress, readering tho
proposed measure an actual fact."

"Is it your opinion that a library of such
books would meet tho popular domand of tho
readers of

"As to tho value of a collection of books
thus gathered , it may bo said that, while many
would bo duplicates or volumes whieh havo
almost ceased to be road, there would doubt-
less bo a sufficiency of solid rending in
standard literature, history, biography, trav-
els, fiction, etc., to form a most useful basis
for a library which would instruct the reader.
Its richos in works of fiction and the newer
literaturo could not be expected to come from
tho sources contemplated in the bill. This
class of tbo freshest books (which would, of
course, bo largely demanded by tho frequent-
ers of the library) would havo to come from
indirect or associate efforts in securing funds
for the purchase of desiderata, or to All gaps
In each departmont of science and litoraturo
With so many mon of wealth and public
spirit as Washington contains, handsomo con-
tributions for this great public object should
not bo wanting.

"Nevertheless." ho continued, "thero is
nothing succeeds in this country without zeal-
ous nnd organized effort. It is important
that thoso having most nt heart tho success of
the schemo for a free publio library ot circu-
lation should bo continually on tho alert to
forward the plan in every way, to enlist pub-
lio interest and sympathy through the press,
and to urge upon citizens having abundant
means tho importance of early contributions
toward making the collection reasonably
large and complete in tho best books."

"While there Is every reason for devoting to
use und circulation tho masses of books now
largely unused in tho various government de-

positories, no one of such collections, nor even
all combined, can bo expected to form a li-

brary of oven approximate fullness for tho
wants of the renaers of

"The fact that the citizens of hundreds and
oven thousands of American cities and towns
tax themselves for the purchase of new books
for general uso in circulation, should ixcllne
our citizens toward similar liberality, to tho
end that tho new city library may become
worthy ot the rank, of intolligonco which the
Rational Capital should assume."

"What do you coniider," I asked, "tho
proper location and fittest habitation for tho
projected library?"

"A central location," said ho, "i3 of tho
utmost consequence. And whatbetterorraoro
popular locality could possiblv be desired thnn
tho upper floors of tho new city post-ofli-

building, where amplo space would concur
With tho utmost accessibility. Nearly all peo-
ple visit tho city o at sometimo dur-
ing tho week, and many do so in person or by
messenger every day. That portion of Penn-
sylvania avenuo i3 perhaps as much traveled
as any part of Washington that could bo
named."

"In tho light of tho fact that work willsoon
begin on tho upper stories of tho post-ofSc- o

building this subject should meet with earn-
est consideration, so that the necessary legis-
lation can be secured from Conres early in
tho coming session in order that the plans of
tho upper stories can readily bo adapted to tho
uses of tho public library.

When questioned as to the possibility of any
opposition from tho department ofllcials to
tho chango contemplated, Mr. Spofford said:
