LET US HAVE CHEAPEE EBEAD.

In view of the fact that n long, gloomy
winter is before the poor of this city,
and that monoy saved is more bonoflcial than
money earned, some organized effort should
be made to bring about cheaper prices of
bread.

There Js justice In tbo claim that the bread
bakers of Washington can well afford to re-

duce the price of bread 1 cent per loaf. Dur-

ing the last five years tbo price of flour bos
failen about 40 per cent., and there has been
mo v --responding reduction in tho price of
bread. Wages are no higher, rents are prac-

tically the same, and it costs no xnqro to make
and sell breed than it did flvo years ago.

A reduction of 1 cont on tho prico of each
loaf of bread means a saving of at least 20

cents on every dollar's worth purchased by
the poor of this city. It Is a saving that would
go far toward keeping them warm this win-

ter, and also aid In reducing tho living ex-

penses of all bread consumers.
If labor organisations would pledgo their

patronage to any baker who would roduco
the price of bread and stamp bis loaves so
that they might be known, there would be no
difficulty in finding the baker to accept their
proposition, and other bakers would bo com-

pelled to follow his example or lose their
trade.

Unless some organized effort is roado on
the part of consumers no amount of news-

paper discussion will induce bakers to
cheapen the price of bread. Thoy caro noth-

ing for newspaper controversy and will not
act except in self protection to prevent loss of
trade. Break up the bread trust by pledging
a substantial increase of trade to any one
baker provided he reduces his prices, and
the crusade for cheaper bread will be won
against every other baker in Washington.

LIGHT ON A LIGHT SUBJECT.

Anything and anybody that can throw light
upon any subject of general interest is sure of
a cordial welcome in Washington. It is but
natural, therefore, that the convention of tho
American GasJjight Association, which is to
meet here will be regarded with
special consideration.

Gas of different degrees and denominations
is not an unfamiliar quantity to our people.
Three varieties are especially well known-se- wer

gas, Congressional gas and illumina-
ting gas. There is not mueh complaint as to
the first named, but as regards the othor two
much fault is found. Both are inordinately
expensive, and as a rule of inferior quality.
How to make them cost less and yet get a bet-

ter article is what bothers the community.
It is not to be expected, of course, that the

American Gas Light Association will take
much pains to attempt a reform of Congres-

sional gas, for that is a task which requires
more time, and presumably more patience,
too, than this body of gentlemen can com-

mand. We shall be quite well satisfied, there-

fore, if it will bend its energies to the work of
convincing, or, at least, trying to convince,
the officials of the Washington Gas Light
Company that they ought to give their pa-

trons a better article for less money.
At the same time we venture to suggest to

the convention that it ought to devete some
attention to the reformation of that most un-

scrupulous of all mundane devices, the gas
meter. Some means should be found, all will
aeree, to make it less avaricious, less men-

dacious. It should be taught the difference
Itetween mine and thine. The convention
should try to impress upon it no matter how
difficult the undertaking the utter wicked-
ness ol registering gas that has never been
consumed and running up tbo account in
favor of the gas company in an inverse ratio
to the quantity used by the consumer.

Perhaps there are other inherent vices of
the gas meter and other shortcomings of tho
Gas Light Company than those hereinbefore
named with which the convention might deal,
but if it wilt bring about an improvement in
those referred to everybody in Washington
will rise up and call the American Gas Light
Association blessed.
