Horrible Accident to a Swedish Derrick.
man on the New Post-offic- o

Building.
Peter Nelsen, a Swede, employed on tho

new was crushed to death at 1:18

p. m. yesterday. Kelsen was a derrickman
and was swinging a stono into position with
a ropo attached to tho huge arm of tho der-
rick, when there was a crash and tho three-to- n

mass of granite fell a distanco of ten or
twelve feot, severing his right hand from tho
body, which was crushed and broken in half
a dozen places.

At the Emergency Hospital it was found that
his left leg was badly crushed, his right leg
broken, and ho had other cuts and bruises.
Nelsen died just as he was laid on tho operating
table. Tho coroner arrived at tho hospital a
short time later and took tho names of wit-

nesses, but has not yet decided upon an in-

quest.
Tho pecident was due to tho 'breaking of a

rachct on the hoisfing engine. "When this
broke tho cable ran freo through tho blocks,
and tho stone carried tho boom with it on its
career of destruction. Tho derrick in ques-
tion has hoisted blocks twice as heavy as tho
one which fell, and that particular rachet has
carried them safely. Tho break in tho rachet
was perfectly clean and showed no traces of a
previous flaw in the iron.

Kelsen was single, about twenty-si- x years of
age, of stalwart build, and cane to Washing-
ton Jrom Chicago last weok to do tho very
work that yesterday resulted in his death.
He roomed at 427 Tenth street northwest and
lived at a restaurant. Tho company will tako
charge of the body after it is p.issed upon by
the coroner.

Clothing for the Illy-cla- d Poor.

"TIMES" SUGGESTION ADOPTED

Collection Suggested by a

Charitable Lady Several Nests of Desti-

tution Discovered in the Northwest Supt
Dunn's Latest Departure,

Tho good work is still going on. Thosa
citizens of "Washington who believe in tho
good and trite old saying that "Charity be-

gins at home," are following tho advice given
in tho columns of The Times, and cast-of- f

garments aro being sent to tho several
organizations for distribution among tho
city's poor. The receipts of clothing thus far
have not been very' heavy, but tho mill has
commenced to grind and good results aro
looked for before tho earth is whitened by tho
first fall of snow.

In tho storeroom of the Central Union
Mission last evening a Times reporter was
shown a largo pile of garments that had
been sent in from different sections of the
city. The lot embraced pretty skirts, petti-
coats, stockings and shoes for tiny tots, coats,
pants, overcoats, shirts, and underwear for
men, as well as dresses and bodices,
and gowns for women. The assortment
could be said to range in its age possibilities
from tho cradle to the grave.

"Tho cast-o- ff clothing question has been
brought prominently before tho charitabio
citizens of Washington by the recent articles
in The TiMES,"said Mrs. Clomonts. of
St. Mark's Charity League, last night. "Tho
Information that professional tramps wore
imposing upon our citizens and cleaning up
tho city of garments that should be given to
our own worthy poor, was timely, and has
set some of our people to thinking. I am in
favor of our charity organizations making a
house-to-hou- canvass for discarded cloth-
ing, and I bellevo by that means a large quan-
tity could be collected.

"Many persons hayo clothes, shoes, etc., in
their closets and storerooms that they would
gladly give to the collectors, who should
carry papers of authorization. Tho same
people, however, think it fs too much trouble
to pack theso articles and send vthem away
down town to the charity headquarters. By-a-ll

moans let us hold a conference and
arrange a plan of clothing collection."
