Their Leaves Bring Blessings, They Are
'Messengers of Good Tidings Sun-

day Papers Here to Stay.
Dr. Easton, of tho Eastern Presbyterian

American nowspaper" last ovening, selecting
as his text Zaclmriah v:2 "What seest thou?
And I answered a flying roll."

"The prophet," said Dr. Easton, "is shown
in vision a message from God. It contained
a revelation of divine anger against sin nnd
wrong-doin- g, and mado an expose of all that
related to human character. It was a mes-

sage of great breadth rn I oxtent. It was ex-

panded and of extraordinary size.
"Reckoning tho cubit at a foot and one-ha- lf

it was ten yards in length and llvo in
width. It wns flying, to denote Its universal
applicability, covering tho whole earth.

"I think it may bo fairly and usefully em-

ployed to exhibit tho American newspaper.
On this roll was a full catalogue of the poo- -

and most of them were put uuder two
eads. stealingland swearing, tho former to

include sins against God. It was ton yards
long, just about tho size of some enterprising
daily. It covered tho whole earth, and so tho
whole globe Is hid down at your feet in the
morning nowspaper. Its rapid flight sigm-llc- s

the swiftness with which Intelligence
from all parts of tho globe is communicnted.
Tho modorn nowspaper is tho flying roll of
Zachariah."

Dr. Euston's theme was "Tho Church In its
relations to secular powers," and in this lino
ho said: "The book of Revelation speaks of
a treo whoso leaves are for tho healing of the
nations, and also of an nngol flying through
tho heavens to preach the overlaying Gospel.

"While somo newspapers are bad, there are
others which mny'not inaptly bo

by this treo and this angel. Their
leaves bring blessings and their flight is that
of a messenger of good tidings to men."

"The Church must distinguish things that
differ must earnestly condemn tho bad and
with equal heartiness commend tho good. The
Church must rightly omphasizo tho Import-
ance of tho nowspaper in tho progress of tho
race and in tho triumph of tho Kingdom of
God."

Speaking of tho Sunday newspapers, he
said: "It is here; that you know. It has come
to stay; that you may not believe. But it has
come to stay unless nbolished by legislation.
I do not favor it because I believe it is unnec-
essary, but if you nsk mo if I take It, I answer
yes. The world would loso nothing if tho
Sunday paper wero abolished."

Ho spoko of the pains taken by tho secular
press to publish the proceedings of religious
bodies, and paid a comnliment upon tho ac-

curacy of tho reports; spoko of tho publica-
tion of tho weekly sermons, nnd beliovod it to
bo a power for great good, and expressed his
gratitude for tho aid it gave tho cause, saying
tho church should oven pray that tho press
might become a sanctified ngent for tho dis-

semination of divine truth.

HINDOO IDEAS OF IMORTALITY.
Dr. Ilcnsoldt's Lecture at the Academy of

Music Last Night.
Dr. Hensoldt delivered a decidedly inter-

esting lecture last night at tho Academy of
Music on "Immortality in tho light of Brah-
min philosophy." His discussion, while nomi-
nally nnd fully relating to tho theory of rein-
carnation, took a wide range.

A great part of tho lecturo was devoted to
drawing a contrast between tho Christian
schomo of creation and ideas of a Godhead
with the doctrinal tenets on tho samo sub-
jects of Hindoos. Ho explained that lifo to
tho Hindoo meant an everlasting present;
that tho idea to him of a time when he did
not exist was intolerable. That ho regarded
this life as a term of sorrow and suffering
and the lifo to cooio tho only life; tho only
true life. To the Hindoo mortality Is a reality

not a theory.
Perhaps the most interesting matter touched

upon by tho lecturer was his demonstration
that tho idea of immortality is not found in
tho Old Testament but appears in the Now
Testament; that tho theory of a Trinity is
only a modification of the Hindoo Trinity,
Brahma, Vishnu and Seeva; that tho birth of
a God from a Virgin Is Hindoo theology and
that, in flno, there is practicallyfcothing new
in tho Christian theology except what is
crronous.

Dr.Hensoldt explained that with tho Hindoos
mind is tho only reality; that matter is a
creation of tho mind. They novo no such
conception as a personal God, but a universal
consciousness; that each individual is a god,
the Pantheslic idea and tbo truo one.

After tho lecturo a great many of tho au-
dience remained to ask Dr. Hensoldt ques-
tions suggested by his discussion.

LONGFELLOW'S RELIGION.

Believed in tho Gospel of Good Will and
Set It to Music.

Tho Rev. Dr. Shippen instructed and enter-

tained his congregation last night at the
Church of All Souls with a discourse on the
religion of Longfellow. Tho subject matter
was introduced by a sketch of tho poet's lifo.

Dr. Shippen drew very largely upon the
memoirs of tho poet by Samuel Longfellow,
and on his letters and journals, in which tbe
speaker naturally sought Longfellow's
thoughts and private opinions. Ho com-

mented also on tho intimate social and lit-

erary relations between Longfellow and G.
W. Green, Charles Sumner, Agpssiz Whittier,
James Russell Lowell, and Holmes. As to tho
religious belief of Longfellow, Dr. Shippen
said:

"It was in tho doctrines of the early Unita-
rians that Henry Wadsworth Longfellow was
nurtured, nnd there is no reason to suppose
that he ever fonnd thorn insufficient or ever
departed from thorn. To this his writings
bear ample testimony. His naturo was de-

vout, his ideas of the future lifo cheerful.
He did not care to talk much on theological
points, but ho believed in tho supremacy of
God In tho world, in tho univprsev

"His yeligion is not to bo reported by spe-
cial quotations from his works as readily as It
can bo dono from tho works of Holmes. It is
rather from tho ntmosphcro of faith, hope,
and charity, which permeates his poetry, that
wo derive his religion. It has been said of
him that ho believed in the gospel of good
will and set it to music."

UNCLE SAJ-V- COAL BILLS.

What It Costs to Furnish Fuel for His Big
War Vessels.

According to Commodore Chadwick. chief
of the Bureau of Naval Equipment, tho coal
bills of the Navy aro steadily increasing owing
to tho greater consumption of coal by modorn
high powered vessels. Tho annual report of
tho bureau shews that there will bo a de-

ficiency of $30,000 in tho appropriation for
equipment owing to tho fact that $191,201
moro was expendod for coal in tho past year
than in tho year provious.

Tho report shows that during tbo ynar a
great Improvement has been mado in night
signals, a now boat compass has been adoptod,
and aluminum has been successfully sub-
stituted for bronzo in binnacle fittings.

Under tho head of tho Naval Observatory
attention is called to the fact that unless the
corps of professors of mathematics is reor-
ganized tho observatory will in tho near
futuro have but ono astronomer available for
duty.
