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While Gen. Crdway Is xcry bnsy theso days
and finds but little time to spend in Wash-

ington, lis still keeps Informed on everything
that is going on in the District Guard. Ho
knows what is happening, and has some ideas
or liis own on now matters should bo run. Ho
is watching with interest the efforts of the
battalion commanders to enforce better
attendance at drills, and expects to see theso
efforts bearing fruit before the winter Is over.
In speaking to a Times representative on this
subject, he said:

"Work on the new armory is being pushed as
rapidly as possible. Architect Somorville
was seen one day during the weak, just as he
was getting Into his buggy in front of his
office.

Eight and day, and rushing overythingas
much as it can bo rushed. I may surprise
the boys, but Tm making no promises."

"Will nay offort be mado to change the
guard laws this winter?" was asked. -

"The District Guard law is all right," re-

sponded the general, "wo don't want it
changed. Only one change could be made
of any importance, and that is to pay the
mon. But if we would go before Congress
and ask It to pay the guard, why well, I
ijuess it would disband us all immediately.
It is as much as we can do now to get Con-

gress to pay our armory rent As soon as
wegetinthe new armory things will be in
better shape. I think tho guard will have u
boom. We will have nothing to do then but
to prepare for brigade camp. I have not de-

cided upon the date yet, but it will be some
lime in June, and before the 11th. The
camp will be held at Foit Washington and
will be tho first brigade camp we have had in
tear years. I expect most gratifying re.
MlltS."

Cndonbtedly a battalion commander has
the right to arrest an absentee and hold him
until the drill is over, but he can punish him
no further except by discharging him. If the
members of the- - guard were paid the matter
would be different. Then such punishment
could be inflicted as was meted out in Ohio
some weeks ago. But here it is difforent, and
the only question is the most effective manner
of punishment. In the District a man takes
an oath to obey the laws, and I think it is
more binding here than anywhere else. Here
there is no question of a contract, as in the
States, and for this reason I hold that a man
is the more bound. If he can't or won't live
up to his oath the best thing to do is to kick
him out. To such a man a dishonorable dis-

charge means nothing, and boing arrested is
all a joke to him. I would rather have half
the number of men we now have, if each wbb
ready and anxious to do his duty, than to
have double the number, if each cared nothing
lor his obligations."

Among the officers of the District Guard no
Vwo gentlemen are better known than Capt.
Eugene C. Edwards, of Company A. Second
Battalion (Corcoran Cadets, and the first
lieutenant of that organization, Charles A.
Meyer. Pictures of these two officers appear
la this column this week. Capt. Edwards is J

a native of the District ana nis military train-
ing Was acquired In the Washington Zouaves
He assisted in organizing that company and
was elected second lieutenant. The company I

disbanded in 1892 and he, with a lew others,
organized the Corcoran Cadet Corps, of which
he was eleeted captain. Lieut. Meyer is a
Washlngtoniaa and entered the company ia
June, 1833, as a private. He has filled all the
grades up to his present rank. When first
sergeant he won the distinction of being the
best drilled man in tho District.

THE OOBOOEAN CADETS.

The Corcoran Cadet Corps was organised
February 22, 18S8, and wa3 named after Mr.
William W. Corcoran. Tho average age of
the members at the time of formation was 15

years, and the oorfs drilled with wooden
rifles until at a fair, held in the fall of 1853,

enough money was made to purchase some
condemned rifios. In 1S.84 enough money
was made at another fair to purchase uniform
coats. February 22, 1SS5, the company

in its first public parade at the dedi-
cation of the Washington Monument, and
Lad for its guests on that occasion the St.
John's College Cadets, of Alexandria, Ta.
The company assisted in the first lnaugora-- t
on of President Cleveland, and through the
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tssistance of Mr. Corcoran were able to re

modern rifles. It was inspected and
mustered November 15. 1886, by Major Farns-wort- h,

assistant inspector general, United
States Army. In hts report Gen. Farnsworth
Bald: "Their military bearing and drill was
gorgeous to behold, and would do credit to
any company in tho United States."

In 1887, It was the first company to ontor
the Rational Guard and was assigned as Com-
pany A, Fourth Battalion. In the reorgani-
zation it was assigned as Company A, Second
Battalion. The company won great praise In
Philadelphia at the constitutional celebration
in September, 1887. The first encampment
was hold at Atlantic City in August, 188fi,and
the company drilled each afternoon before a
large crowd. On its return it was met by all
the District companies and escorted to the
Armory. In April, 1889, tho company ap-
peared in the Washington Inaugural centen-
nial parade at New York, and as usual was
given an ovation. President Cleveland and
Gen. Sherman applauded the boys as they
marched past the reviewing stand. The first
duty of the company as a part of tho National
Guard was at tho camp at Fort Washington
In 1H89. In this year Bandmaster John Philip
Sousa wrote a march In their honor.

The company was part of the escort at tbn
inauguration of President Harrison and was
at the last camp of the District Guard in 1880.
Smce that time' the company has camped at
its own expense as follows: Ocean Tiow, Ya.,
Au crust 15-2- 1891; Tolehester Beach, Md.,
August 4, 1892: Virginia Beach, Ta.,
August 5. 1898. The com&anv's first ex- -
penonce in tho application of tactics was in i

the sham battle of Brentwood Road, October I

'J.l.lM. i8i, we company cele-
brated its eleventh anniversary with a'street
r arade and stag party.

The headquarters of the company In tho
Market Armory is one of tho most hand-
somely furnished rooms over need by a mili-
tary organization. Besides the regulation
t:mf"rm it has n beautiful independent suit
consisting of a whito cutaway coat trimmed
in blue and gold, light blue trousers with
Tvhito strip, and a blue helmet with white
plume. On its list of honoory members are
some of the mosl widely known and distin- -

guished men of Washington. Tho company
Is known as tho "pot company" of tho Dis-

trict and well deserves tho title.
ANUISTORIO FLAO.

Among the flags carrloa by tho companies
of the District none has such a history as that
of tho Engineer Corps. It can only bo car-

ried (and this is a pity) until tho regulation
flag, whioh is now being mado, is furnished.
The Aug is a rello of the Army of the Poto-
mac and it was tho Hag displayed at tho
headquarters of the chief of engineers of that
army. The nsoof an appropriate tlag for this
purpose originated with Gen. G. K. Warren,
and on once seeing it at headquarters he ex-

claimed: "Ah, you htill have iny flag. It was
used as early as the Gettysburg campaign at
least, and afterward until the close of the
active service of that historic army. A de-

tachment of veterans of the United States
Engineer Battalion carried it in the
parade of tho Grand Army of tho
Bepublio at St. Louis, and it has since be?n
carried in other noted parades. It is worn
and frayed with long service. It has waved
in the midst of historic events rnd groat bat-
tles of thr world, and has saluted Presidents
and ronownod genoral3.

It has a rod castic on a dark bluo ground,
while the regulation flag has aturreted castle
in silver and scarlet silk, which is doubled to
bear tho woight or tho required lettering and
embroider'. Whon the ambition of the corps
is gratified by the possession of such u Hug,
and of which" there is a promise of realization,
they will feel that they hao an acknowl-
edged olace in tho District uf Columbia Na-
tional Guard, and the position of honor as
the first engineer corps of ihe militia of the
United States, and they have worked hard to
bo worthy of it.

Tho Paqnln Is tho Newest Thing and Has a
"Wide Flaro Draping Built Over a Gored

lining How Extremes Aro Concocted to

Catch tho Dollars of Gulliblo Americana.

New Yore, Nov. 3, 1894. Tho Pnqufa
is the very latest model' for wido flaro In

skirts, and though it owes its title to tho
Parisian house of that namo, hero is tho truo
story of its origin.

At a shop lately oponod, tho wide jupe is
seen in its most ideal porfoction.

Indeed, n whole room in this splendid shop
is given up to tho Bhowlng off of skirts alone;
nnd as the gorgeous parade passes by, an ex-

tra dashing cut, nnd ultra severe finish at
once distinguished those of Paquin make.

Besides thisrf cut. whioh alter all is tho
thing, the only additional ornamentation al-

lowed a Paquin skirt Is a rich silk lining
tintod like a pallid cloud, or as gay us tho
gayest flower. It may be fushioned of volvet
moire, crepe moire which Is a nowstuff with
a mo9sy bengallno sort of surface silk or
cronpn, but if novor owns tho least trimming;
but If of cloth, tho seams are strapped, or the
three front gore3 perforated to Bhow a flower
tinted lining.

It begins with the lining, which is in eight
gores, and measures for tall, well-ma- fig-
ures seven yards nnd around. Eight-
een yards of silk aro required for this lining,
which is made up separately from tho outside,
and fitted us carefully over" tho nip as if it
wero a bodice. It in crinolined or hnir
clothed only to tho knoo in front, whore it is
finished with a 111 d' acler, a flat half-inc- h

wire braid, so floxifclo it bends in nny way
with the least movement. This wire also
holds it out at the hem, no trac of which Is
ever seen on the outsldo of tho skirt.

THE PAQUIN SKIRT.

All this completed the skirt proper either
eighteen yards of silk or five yards of Cl-

inch cloth, is likowiso made throughout and
carefully plastorcil over the lining, to whioh
only tho narrow turn-ov- hem is caught. In
some cases two or three small pleats aro ar-
ranged at the back, but in others the fullness
is formed entirely by the flare of the gore3,
which go up narrow and fint at tho walit.
Tim waist finishing is tho usual cord and
bias facing.

One of the most enchnnting of tho skirts
made nfter this model was a black crepon a
grander Tezues. Tho heavy silk lining, with
its narrow ruffle, was of daffodil yellow. A
skirt of pompadour brocade, a. rich white
silk strewn with hugo bouquets, havo a lin-
ing of plain white gros grain, and a full
flouncing balaieuse of misty French laco.

Two of cloth, respectively dark bluo and a
fawn skirt, had the bloom of a pink peach,
owned foundations that it soemed almost a
crime to hide. That of tho fawn that was
maize satin, sown with violet orchids, nnd
the two front nnd sidosoams of tho skirt itself
were strapped to tno width of eight inches
nnd ornamented with nine rows of stitching.
The bluo cloth was boldly dipped iu open
work, in narrow front and side panels, and
fell loosely over in second skirt of bright
cherry silk. The oternnl ill d'neior held this
smartly out at the bottom, and it was, besides,
strengthened with an outside decoration of
black tatin ribbon hoadod with n flat half-inc- h

gilt braid.

THE 8KIRT Or TEN GORES.

Extremes of fashions aro concocted simply
for foreign markets to catch the gulliblo
American dollar principally and though Pa-
risians may be wearing tho samo thing, they
hnvo tho good sense not to overdo it.

The cloth skirt that flits lightly down tho
boulevard or trips in peace up the Eue do la
Tarlx, measures no more than flvo yards at
tho bottom. If made of silk it m'ay cover a
circlo of flvo yards nnd a half, and it is hair
clothed instead of crinolined to make it lighter
still, and there is novcr so much as an inside
foot ruffle.

When made in this wny, a cloth skirt of
medium length will require four yards of
fifty-fou- inch material, and from' ten to
twelve yards of silk lining.

Of course there will be huge pieces of both
left over in tho cutting, much of which must
bo done on tho bins, but these enn always be
utilized in helping out the bodice.

Besides the Paquin model, thero nre Worth
skirts, Felix skirts, and Doucet skirts. A
Worth skirt of brown cloth was flnishod nt
tho bottom In huge scollops, that lay against
black and white check velvet, and were out-
lined with brown silk and edged with mink
tails.

A Felix symphony in brown and black silk,
half its full back curiously puffed into a little
tournuro and flattened at tho sides in bows
and steel buttons.

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RECIPES FOR THANKSGIVING

Rich aid Toothsome Dishes Suitable
for Festal Dinner Parties.

RECOMMENDATIONS OP CHEFS

Morsels Banging from the Simple and Cheap

to the Complex and Costly Stuffed Oysters

Are Excellent TestersThe
Thanksgiving Turkey Various Stuffings.

New York, Not. 3. Oyster crabs nre dis-

tinctly tha newest thing in the way of autumn
appetizers. Private families havo not pat-

ronized this dish extensively as yet, for this
especial variety of mollusk is not widely
known as a delicacy. Two years ago chefs
nnd epicures discovered tho little animal and
now that which was thrown away has be-

come the corner-ston- e in the building of a
dinner.

An oyster crnb is found clinging to the oys-

ter Inside the shell. Formerly oyster openers
threw the little red objects into boxes to be
carted away as refuse. The best variety now
come from Baltimore, but it takes not only an
appreciative palate but an appreciative purse
to enjoy them, coming 03 they do as high a3

SI for six dozen or 62.50 a quart And this
at the market. Consequently 92 is thought a
reasonable price for one small portion at the
restaurant where one is dining out.

A la Newberg is tho favorite way to prepare
them. The receipt for this dish given by ex-

cellent chefs is af'er this fashion:
Drop them into a hot saucepan with butter,

adding a glass of cream, stir for five minutes,
then remove at the first intimation of boiling.
Propare a liaison of tho yolk of two eggs with
a spoonful of raw cream. Just before serving
pour this into a saucepan, stirring over a
slow Are until it thickens; if it is allowed to
touoh the boiling point it will be like scram-
bled eggs. Season with salt, pepper and lit-

tle nutmeg.
These crabs also make a delightful lunch-

eon dish, stirred in a hot saucepan with a
little butter and cream and served on but-
tered toast.

They aro also made up into patties in the
samo manner, for entrees.

Chef Banhoper, of Delmonico's, tells me
that he usually pours a little Madeira wine
over his crabs a la Newberg and finds that it
materially benefits the flavor.

A LA SALAMANDER.

This same chef also ha3 a preparation of
these crabs ho terms a la Salamander. His
recipo Is to tnko some nicely washed, medium
sized and deep oyster shells, setting them on
a straight baking sheet. Drain the oyster
crabs, season them with salt, black and red
pepper, nnd All the largo shells. Strew over
them bread crumbs and grated cheese,
sprinkle with butter and krown in a quick
oven, serving the shells as soon as done. No
sauce is used on the crabs.

Some new ways of preparing oysters aro
always interesting and ono way that I learned
lately should be given the benefit of a trial.

The dish is called "'oysters a ia St. James."
Take some chive, shirvil, a little astragon
and a few capers, put into a mortar and thor-
oughly pestle. Add pound of
butter; press tho whole through a sieve and
mix with bread crumbs. Open tne shells,
leaving the oyster in a deep shell and mask
eaeh one with this preparation. Bake them
in a hot oven for flvo minutes and serve at
once.

The chef who originated this tasteful con-
coction also makes the best of stuffed oysters.
His method is to chop up some lobster, a lit-

tle onion, add cream sauce and stir until
thik. He puts this to coqI while he cuts the
hard bit out of the ovster and then Alls the
void with tho prepared stuffing. The oysters
are then breaded and fried a la Pompadour.
This, he considers an excellent "taster" to
precede a Thanksgiving dinner.

Delmoni o makes a skewer of oyster3 that
is line. The oysters are blanched and a
skewer run through each, pinning as it does
a thin slice of fat bacon, cut longer than the
oyster: some butter is sprinkled over and they
nre breilea over a quick Are and served on a
hot dish with melted butter poured over.

THE THANKSOIVTNG TCEKET.
And now for the pride of the Thanksgiving

dinner tho turkey. Of which one might use
the sentence given to wine 'that which ex-

cuses n poor dinner and glorifies a good one.'
Every cook, even a passable one, knows

how to cook a turkey, but some of the recipes i

for stulllng tbat 1 learned by a tour of chefs
yesterday are new and appetizing.

A noted and patriotic hotel chef intends to
fill bis Thanksgiving bird3 with stuffing a la
Americaine. This is composed of bread
crumbs, soaked for half an hour, squeezed
dry, nnd mixed with sliced raw apples, a lit-

tle parsley, thyme, and sage. L little chopped
sausage will be added.

One of the Yanderbilts will have their tur-
keys prepared after the fashion adopted in a
leading French restaurant.

The stuffing is made up of bread crumbs,
pnto de foie gras and truffles, highly sea-
soned. After the turkey has begun to roast,
a pint of dry champagne is poured very
slowly over it. It is a delicacy to be desired
only by those whose palates require rich food,
but there is no questioning it3 being delight-
ful, both in flavor and taste.

Chef Bnnhofer always wraps hi3 turkeys in
buttered brown paper and generally lines the
braziers in which it is cooked with slices of
fnt pork. He also garnishes many of his
turkers with black olives.

At this same restaurant will bo served an
epieuro's dish or turkey wings. These latter
are scalded, cleared of all pin feathers, the
fleshy part boned, then soaked. A saucepan
is lined with fat pork and the winss are
moistened with mirepoix stock. They are
cooked an hour, then drained and sot on a
dish. The stock is strained through a nap-
kin, and used to moisten a mixture of skinned
chestnuts and chopped celery, cooking over a
slow flro until both chestnuts and celery crush
under the least pressure. A little espagnol
sauco poured over adds to the flavor and the
whole Is poured over tne wings when ready.

Tho use of the French word has these,
among other, disadvantages that it ha3 al-
ways to be printed in italics, and that, when
spoken or written by the illiterate, as when
one reads, for instance, of "tho female em-

ployes of the firm," there Is offense in tho
ono case to the eye, in the other to tho ear.
