She Weighs Nearly n Pound for Every One

of llcr Fifty-si- x Weeks
of Arc

Just think of a baby n year old and weigh-

ing fifty-tw- o pounds a bright, plump liltlo
girl, who is the prido nud admiration of the
parents and all thoir friends.

Mrs. 11. H. Bailey, of No. 497 31 street south-

west, is tbe mother of the babe that has created
no end of sensation in the neighborhood since
its birth.

Young Miss Bailey slio can scarcely be
called little i3 moved about ia a specially
made carriage, as tho usual kind would be
crushed by her weight. The smallost baby
ever heard of weighed at birth niuo ounces,
and it is safe to sav that the child of Mrs.
Bailey is the biggest ever heard of at her age.

To be exact, this chubby Utile creature is a
year and four weeks old at this time. There
Is nothing extraordinary about tho sizo of the
parent, tho father weighing 1M) pounds.
This weight is mostly muscle and sinew,
however, as Mr. Bailey is quito tall.

The mother of the girl tips the beam at 1G1

pounds, and is proportioned to correspond,
without giving one the impression that she is
what is tnned n stout woman. Jliss Bailey
has a brother who is six years of age, but of
quite normal ize.

After her debut into this world tho esti-
mated weight of tho buby was about eleven
Kundg. Then began n steady ami rare ilesli-taki-

process. At lx' months the ehi.d's
weight was thirty-fiv- e pound. For the Ilrst
time the Angularly rapid development was
noticed. Yt hen sven inontli old live pounds
had been pained. At eigiit months she
weighed forty-thre- e and one-ha- lf poumR

In the ninth month tho little gi 1 cut four
teeth, and remained tationniy so far as bur
weight was concerned. Forty-liv- e pounds
was her record at ten mouths, at cloven
months forty-si- x and a half, and at twelve
months fifty.

Twelve teeth have lieen cut by tho child.
Sever during her Mfe has she leen fed on
pateut foods, hating been nourished natur-
ally. She has not yet been weaned. Tho fat
little creature, as 'roly-pol-y as a butter-bal- l,

moves about and plays with astonishing ease,
oousUeriug her size, and already can talk a
bit.

While her sisters of the same age all over
the city suffered from the ailments peculiar
to children duriag hot weather. Miss Bailey
enjoyed exceptional health. All doctors look
upou ber as a wonder, and her airings are
always a source of excitemot in tho neigh-
borhood.

CRIME IN MODERN CITIES.

Interesting Address bv Rev. Adolos Allen
at the First Presbyterian Church.

A goodly congregation attended tho even-

tide services at Dr. Sunderland's First Pres-

byterian Church last eveuing and enjoyed a
service of song by the male quartet choir, ns
well as a short sermon by liev. Adolos Alltn
on "The modern eity." Mr. Allen's text was
from Genesis xi:5: "And the Lord came
down to see the city aud the tower which the
ehldreu of men btiiided. 'I he speaker said
the center of the world's life and of the na-

tion's life is the city. It is the mightiest force
at work in our day in human society. It is
the bear: of the body iwlitic and out of it
mot emphatically are the issues of life. The
salvation of tbe city, therefore, is llrst In or-

der if the towns, villages, and hamlots are
ever to be redeemed.

"The first city on earth wa3 built by Cain,
the murderer. lie called it after his llrst
born son, Enoch, which means 'imitating,'
and from that time we date the beginning of
the centralization of human vice, misery, aud
ail wretchedness which has characterised
every city since the days of Cain, aud which
at this hour challenges the church of Je-u- s
Christ, and stirs the soul of every thinking
man to its depths.

If the Lord cams down to see the city
built in tne plain of Shinar, with its tower, I
am quite sure ne is not indifferent to the
modern city and the lofty towers of iniquity
built by men here in America, chiefly the one
called Sew York, the metropolis of the great-
est nation ou the ulobe, but a dark blot upon
our fair name and upon nineteenth century
civilization. The eyes of the world are ou
tbat city, aud men of pure thoughts aud high
ideais, everywhere, are standing on tiptoe of
expectation'waiting to know the issue of next
Tuesday's election.

"Ue hope for the redemption of that city by
tbe ballot from the control of thieves anil
moral !eers. If it is. the ellect will be felt
throughout the length ami breadth of the
laud, so important is the city in our national
life.

"An American city y is a collection of
indigested, unassimilated humanity. It is
too much the refuse which Europe has
thrown out of her kitchen and dumped at tho
front door of America, where it is piled up in
a Polish quarter, an Irish quarter, an Italian
quarter, to its work of destruction, and to
produce all the ills that arise from a bad case
of social indigestion.

"In Xew York, according to
Hewitt, b0 per ceut. are foreigners, represent-
ing thirty-seve- n nationalities and speauing
eighty different dialects. The recent dis-
closures in New York tell us how that city
has been and is in the clutches of those who
ought to be behind prison bars instead of in
official positions aud wearing the uniform of
the sworn guardians of tne people.

"Philadelphia, in some respoets a model
American city, is so in the lianas of tho
machine that only within the past few months,
after one of the fiercest conllicts ever waged
by pulpit. peopI. aud the newspapers, were
thousands of dollars saved from going into a
political job.

"The crowded tenement of tho modern city
is the hothouse of physical and moral dis-
ease, and yet 12 per cent, of all tho dwellings
in New York in 1S90 were tenements. Chil-
dren have no place to play but in the streets,
privacy is unknown, and the absence of light
and fresh air adds to the horror.''

The reverend gentleman closed his interest-
ing discourse with the hope that "righteous-
ness shall yet rule in all our cities."

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DRAMA OF ANOTHER SORT

Production of "Madame Sans Gene"

Hay Be Interfered With.

MR. F1T0U PLAYS PEACEMAKER

Called Upon to Sottlo an Old Controversy

Eetween Union Men and Manager Allon

Tho Formor Threaten a Boycott on

Theater Union lion May Qo Out

Whethor tho scenory of "Madame Sans
Gene" shall bo shifted by union ot n

men is n question which has been bothering

Mr. Augustus Pilou nnd Manager Allen, of
Albaugh's Opera House, somewhat for tho
past day or two.

This question was raised by tho executive
board of local union No. 92, of tho National
Alliance of Stage Employes. It has been
settled for the present adversely to tho local
union.

At the last meeting of tho Fodoration of
Labor, which was held October 23, a boycott
was placed upon Albaugh's Opera House.
Tho boycott was not put in force immediately.

It was held in aboyauco until final efforts for
a settlement of matters in controversy be-

tween tho union aud Manager Allen could bo

made.
No settlement has been effected. Manager

Allen has not como to terms with tho union
and tho boycott will bo declared in iorco at
once.

There is a long story back of tho action of
the Federation of Labor. Last Juno a local
branch of tho National Alliance of Stsgo Em-

ployes was formod here. Since that timo Mr.
Allen has steadily declined to comply with tho
demands of tho local Stage Employes Union.
Ho lias been approached irequently with tho
same invariable resuit.

When the produc-tio- at Albaugh's Theater
of "Madame Sans Geno" by ouo of Mr. Pitou's
companits was announced, tho oxecutivo
board of tho local union thought they saw an
excellent opportunity to bring some influence
to bear on Mr. Allen that might effectively
aid thoir cau-o- . Mr. Pitou is a friend of or-

ganized labor. Ho employs nono but union
stage bauds in his productions. It occurred
to tho local union men to ask Mr. l'ltou to ar-

gue their case with Mr. Aden.
To this end Mr. J. B. Feuton, president of

No. 22; P. A. Byan, chairman of the oxecu-
tivo board, nud" Adam Johnson, another
member of the bonrd, sought aud obtained
an interview with Mr. Pitou at tlio Itandali.
Mr. Pitou received these gentlemen with his
usunl courtesy. They presented to him tho
d'sirability of avoiding'a boycott by having
his production handled by union stage hands,
and suggested thnt his influence with Mr.
Allen bo used with tho view of having tho
threatened boycott lifted.

Mr. Pitou replied that under his contract
with Mr. Allen ho was compelled to produce
his piece, the only condition being that com-

petent stage hands should bo furnished by
Mr. Allen. If Mr. Allen's present force should
provo incompetent, Mr. Pitou explained, it
was within his power to insist thnt tho incom-jwten- ts

oo replaced by men able to do the
work required.

Tho local union is not quito through with
Messrs. Pitou and Allen. Mr. Pitou carries
with him four stage hands who aro union
men. During the pnst week Mr. Pitou has
received an intimation from Secretary Glou-ne- y,

of the National Alliance of Stage Em-

ployes, whoso headquarters are at Chicago,
that unless matters are satisfactorily arranged
here his four union stage hands may be called
out. The local union is in constant com-
munication with headquarters, and has as-

surance that any action recommended at this
end of the line will be nppoved and backed
bv the national organization. It is therefore
within the bounds of possibility that a labor
drama will bo enacted at Albaugh's
instead of a Napoleonic intrigue.

Manager Allen, however, laughs at this
sujestion.

"There isn't tho slightest troublo between
mo and tho union," ho said. "I simply will
not treat with them "

As a matter of fact, tho scenery of the first
production of "Madame Sans Geno" will have
one of the most expensive and elaborate stage
mountings ever seen in Washington. Mr.
Pitou has been working hard ou tho prepara-
tions and it is believed that ho will go to any
extreme rather than allow any delays in tho
seene shifting

PETITION OF INTERVENTION.

A Baltimore Bank Interested in the Suit
Against the Sanitary' Company.

Tho Equitable National Bank, of Baltimoro,
has filed its petition of intervention hero in
tho suit of Carter against tho National Sani-

tary Company, of Baltimore, which collects
garbago here.

It shows that tho bank has been a creditor
of the company from a timo previous to its
erection of buildings here, and has held in-

surance policies and trusts to cover tho debt.
It asks thnt the bank's claim may hold agains
K. F. Turner, A. L. Javeau, T. B. Ferguson,
C. S. Carter, G. It. Nutt. and J. M. Fox, who
are indorsers on tho company's notes to tho
bank.

It is asked that tho suits now pending
against tho company bo'consolidatcd. thnt tho
receivers, John L Middleton and Matthew
Adams, bo restrained from further using tho
money collected for insurance that thoy be
required to account for such money already
used, amounting now to more than $C,C0D.

and thnt the assets of tho company bo sold nnd
tho money equitably distributed.

It is statediu tho'bill that tho insurance, a3
adjusted by tho insurance companies,
amounted to .$29,027.63. Tho bank has re-
ceived 614,095.45 nnd claims a balanco of
6C.9S8 on its notes, beside 'cost of litigation.
