f4,We are growing so rapidly that we will
have to look up another good place for a
mission,'1 said Bev. Isaae W. Canter, pastor
of tho aiount Vernon Mace Methodist Episco-

pal Cburc i South, in a conversation with a
Txsies representative. "We already have
started two branches which are now flourish-

ing churches, Epworth m East Washington
and Marvin in South Washington. The third
branch is being started at Del Bay, the
suburban town between Washington and
Alexandria. A month ago we organteed a
Sunday-sebo- in the dining room of Isaae
D. Arnold, a member of Mount Vernon

Church, living there. We now have a school
of forty-fo- and a congregation that fills the
house. We have preaching every Sunday at
C.30 p. m. Brothers Stier, Brilla and Tflors-se- n

are assisting the pastor. The prospect
is that we will nave a church up by Christ-
mas. The bricks are being hauled now for
the foundation, and work will be commenced
at once.

"Oi course I will koap in the pastoral work,
but the ohureh will be put in charge of one of
the local preaoheis of whom I have quite a
number in Mount Vernon place congrega-
tion. Notwithstanding ali ibis we are
crowded and must have, as I said before, an
outlet for our energies. The Del Ray branch
will be off our hands before we know it and a
flourishing congregation of itself. We want
the fourth branch and we will have it. There
is nothing like mission work of this kind to
keep the interest in the church going."

It will bo seen that
the church is well supplied with societies, but
the pastor fels that there is still room for
more. He holds that organization is ood,
but that life and activity are better.

Baring toe past year the church raised $SO0
j for missionary work. It is their intention to

make this distinctively a missionary year, and
tbo eootrregation has set out to raise $1,000.
Missionary boxes stand in tho front vriniovrs
of the church, and each person is asked to
dion something in. They aro opened
each Sunday. The Sunday-scho- Christian
Endeavor Society, Young Men's Society, tho
Woman's Missionary Society, and tbo Juve-
niles are all at work.

The church issues a monthly paper called
the Mount Vernon Place Methodist. It is a
bright and newsy staoet and full of matters of
interest to the members.

The little briek ehurch whiah stands at No.
890 U street sonshwest was or-

ganised la 1853. It is the St. Johannis Gor-

man Evangelical Chnrch and all tho servicer
are held in German. Mone of tho charter
members are living, though some who con-

nected themselves with the organization in 1S55

and 185C are still active in the work. Among
them aro Mr. Conrad SebaeftVr, Mr. Henry
Kottman, and Mr. Henry Tripp. Tho church
is the same erected over forty years ago.
though some renovations have bean made
from time to time. The parsonage stands in
the rear of the church building and hero the
pastor, ltev. Claus M. H. Hamm. is to bo
found when his pastoral duties permit him to
be at home. He is always glad to see his
friends and is becoming vory fond of his
adopted country.

very good natured aUout it. and laughingly
brought out his German-Eugihf- h dictionary
when The Tikes called on
htm. Some of tuee days, though, he in-
tends to pnach in Engl.t.h, when it is neena-sar- y,

and says that day is not so verj far off.
The church has over 300 communicants and

is one of the strongest in the soutbweura
part of the city. Ybe governing board, called
kircbenratt or consistory, is eompowsd of
twelve members.

The manage-
ment of tne uhurcn and thecbnrrb property
which is valued al over 0,000, reflects gn-a- t

credit on the consistory, borne improve-
ments arc contemplated which will increase
considerably tbe vaiue of this projnrty.

Three spt- - of book are tistd, adopted to tbe
advaoct'iit-n- t f the scholar, 'j hey are all
printed in Uertnan, and are mate up of regu-
lar lessons in German and Biuie stories. In
this way tn common &cbool course is sup-
plemented and the pupil taught tho language
of his parents. After tno Sanday-feho-

,comos the only rel gtous service of tue day,
It consists of singing, prayor, reading the
Scriptures, and a termon. Ihe siuging is
congregational and of a fa gb order of n.erit.
The services last usually an hour and a half
and the congregations are aiwavs large. It
is one of tbe icatures or this church that all
the members are present at each feerie.

For missionary work $85 ha been raised
this year and &AJQ ior the pastor and the
regular church work. Beside, this the pas-
tor has perquisites which romo from bap-
tisms, marriage, and funerals. The church
has a ladies society of S2 nien'bere, each of
whom contribute 25 cents a month for church
work. Thesoeiety meots tbe first Wednes-
day in each month, aud is a ereat social fea-

ture. Mrs. Catnua Scbacifer is president;
Mrs. Louisa Thomas, secretary, and Mrs.
Sophie Hfxmann, treasurer.

The young people of tbe church also have
an association, church work being the cii!f
object. This association meets once a mouth
and is composed of the yrung ladies and
young gentlemen of the conrjrec-ation-

. Mr.
Caristiaa 'A muierntanu is preside-it- ; Miss
Mamie Tripp, treasurer, and Mr. Henry
Biaber, secretary.

Each summer the church gives an excur-
sion uoder the auspices of the conitory,
which is largely attended. Eaeh fall the ladies
of the chnrch give a suppor, and this vear it
wil! be held in Withorft Hall, November 27.
At eaeh of these the entirecongrcgalion, with
many of their friends outride the chnrch. is
always prosant. Mr. Hamm expwits that the
coning winter will be the most success! ul in
the histOiy of tho church.

AN EXILED KING'S DAILY LIFE.

Qualities in tho Comtc dc Paris that Would
Have Made Him n Popular Kulcr.

An intimate friend of tho Comto de Paris
has given tho following details about tho
pnneo's life in exile, say3 n Paris letter to tho
London Telegraph. Ho roso every morning
at 5 o'clock, went to his study after dressing,
and occupied himself until 11:39 with the

correspondence which reached him
from nearly eery quarter of tho glove. Ho
was assit-- d after U o'clock by his secretary,
M. Camille Dupuy, but he answered all his
important letters himself, a proceeding which
entailed an euoimous amount of labor. The
comte kept a resistor of his letters, and was
so careful in porting it up that on the first day
of his illness, when he had to leavo all work,
he asked tho Comtese do Paris to look after
this correspondence diary.

Tho prince's memory was prodigious from
youth, and whenever the conversation at
jjtowe house turned on classical matters he
was able to reite by heart whole puges from
the poets of Greeco and Borne. Breakfast
being over the t omte do Paris went out to
ride or hunt with the ol ler members of his
fa uily. Sometimrs ho fished in the ponds on
the property and at 7 o clock in the eenlng
dinner was served. The evening was usually
spent in playins chess or balma, and tho
members of tho family were rarely up after 10
o'clock.

The Comte do Paris, as is well known, was
deeply interested in political economy and
foreign trados. Many contributions to tho
leading French reviews on trade unionism
and kindred subjects wero from his pen, his
identity leiug usually eiied unde a pseudo-
nym. His description of h.s travels in the
East, a.so published anonymously, was noted
ior its poetry aud pieturasquencss, at the
same time that it revealed the serious, ic

side of the wnter's character. Bot-
any and chemistry likewise engaged bis at-
tention, and besides speaking Eugl.sh
fluently he was familiar with German, Span-
ish and Italian.

Every day he real tho leading
French and Englisn, ami was only really
bapny in his library amM a heap of 6ooks
and Ho aocordiugly led a rather
retired life in Eng and, returning a low visits
during the Loudon season, bat very rarely
accepting invitations. After nnnnna! trip
to,S'otIauiI for tlh" fishing or shooting, ho
w"' nt for tl'e winter to Acdaluia. where at
Vill imnnrique, nnar Seville, ho one
of the finest stales iu Europe, left to the

by the Due de Montpensier, father of
tlio Cdmtosse de Paris. The comte added to
this property a pie '0 of land fornerly used as
a banting ground by the tpauWi kings.

At Yillum.iunque the prince cbie.ly duvotcd
himself to forest sport or to the embellish-
ment of hi- - tnan HcMitVlon-c-nH- . He used to
say wh 'n nnyijf ly talked pnii'ics too much:
"Oh. let us keep that for discusion in Eng-
land. ' His stay in his Andalusiau home did
not. however, take away his interest in tho
Fren h newspapers. He sedulutfely read all
the articles ami comments on events from tho
pens of lending Paris journalists and was
daily kept interned by telegraph of important
occurrences in his native land.

They all kuew the
terrible danger he had been in, and hearing
one shot succeeded by absolute silence, had
jumped to tho conclusion that ho had met his
end.

They gath-
ered about hi:n. shaking his hand and feeling
bis arms aud legs to make Euro ho was un-
hurt; then, after dancing madly arouud him
in their glee, they fell with wild shouts upon
the buffalo and cut it up with their knives
and spears.

QUEER FESTIVAL OF THE GIGLIS.

When Italian Strong .Men Carry Huge Sky- -
scrnping Obelisks on their Shoulders.
Every year on October 1 there is celebrated

in the village of Nola, in Southern Italy, a
fete that Is remarkable in many of its features
and entirely uuliko any other that is known,
says the New York WorlJ. The fete in ques-

tion is dedicated to the patron of St. Paul,
who in a voyage to Constantinople was cap-

tured by corsairs when near Pompeii and was
treated as those gentlemen usually treated
their guests. Paul escaped, however, and
reached Nola, where he found food and
shelter.

On the day of the fete yearly the streets of
the little town ar crowded with peop e from
all over the surrounding country, who como
cspec ally to assist in the glorification of the
gigli, an it is ended. Ths gigli (lily) is a sort
of obelisk of papier-mach- e, mounted on a
framework of wood, decorated with angels in
gold, with mosaics, and surmounted with a
statue of the saint himself.

The obulisks are in the same form as thoso
of white marble which ornament the squares
of San Domiaico Mnggiore and Trin.ta Mag-gio- re

in Naples. They have four or five plat-
forms, on tho first of which a dozen musioians
ars placed with their instruments. Theso
towers or giglis aro ninety feet high and
weigh from -- )0 to 1,000 pounds.

Ihe originality of the spectacle eonsi-t- s in
tho fact that torfy men carry each of these
giglis around on their shoulders. Ten men
are cpj ortioned to eaoh side of tho base of
theoboli-- k, wh.ch is provided with poles for
the purpose, and tho men walk off with it,
dance with it and otherwise disport them-
selves to tho great amusement of the crowd.

'Ihero are generally eight of these tall gig-

lis, eaih devoted to a different trade bakers,
ca inetmakers, shoemakers, tailors, grocers,
workers in iron, butchers and builders. Each
trade constructs its own tower and tops it
with tho patron saint of its particular selec-
tion.

In the rear of the parade is a gigantic bark
carried in the same manner as the obelisks.
This bark is intended to show the sort ot
craft in which St. Paul was when the cor-
sairs took charge of him. To make the situ-
ation still more realistic there aro a dozen or
more men in the bark dressed as pirates.

Tho procession of towers meots in the
morning on the great square of the town re

tho cathedral. In tho midst of a tremen-
dous crowd tho band from the cavalry regi-
ment in garrison breaks forth with inspiring
music, the mob cheers and the rroeession
mates ready to start. And then there is an
uproar!

Tho bolls on nil the churche" ring, the whis-
tles blow, the throng throws bombs, tho car-
riers li t up their burdens oi;pa:ier-m.icn- e.

tho orohestras on the first stago of the towers
strike up the air cf a polka and thou the pro-
cession starts off. tno carriers kcepingtlme to
the polka in their steps.

At tho llrst stroke of noon tho doors of tho
cathedral are thrown open and a procession
of priests emerges bearing the relics of St.
Paul and followed by tho members of tbo con-
gregation. The procession then makes a tour
of the citv. At 12:.'?0 tho entire population
scats itself iu restaurant and cabaret to en oy
lunch. Tho festivities last through tho rest
of tho day and far iuto tbe nignt. This unique
fete is always celebrated on October 1.
