THE PRESS AUD TEE POOE.

The article in tbo nan's oolumos this Morn-
ing describing terrible cases of distress among
tbe poor proves that The Times began the
agitation none too soon. Stern want is
abroad in this city, and common humanity
calls for immediate methods of relief.

EXTENSION OF TEE SEWESAQE SYSTEM.

Cant Derby's annual report, just submitted,
deals with tbe three important subjects of
water supply, sewerage and street lighting.
The most important of these is the question
of sewerage, and CapL Derby presents the
necessity for systematic work la the field
most dearly and urgently. In bis estimates
the sum of $1,000,000 is asked for continuing
the system of sewerage disposal and protec-

tion against floods, and $1,000,000 for ex-

tending trunk sewers in the city and suburbs.
It is not possible, of course, as Capt. Derby

himself admits, that the funds required, to
carry out these recommendations can be
taken from the annual revenue of the Dis-

trict. At present Congress has made an ap-

propriation of $250,000. covering three years,
or a fraction of over 850,000 a year. At this
rate it would take fifty years to complete the
work, and probably longer, because with ap-

propriations split up like this, not nearly as
much can be accomplished as with a suffi-
ciently large appropriation. Capt. Derby
recommends the issue of bonds.

As regards the necessity for the work, no-

body, of course, doubts that. It affects the
health of the entire city and the convenience
of the entire lower section. The flooding of
streets and cellars and tbe disagreeable after-
math of such overflows are of such frequent
ooourrenco that an effective remedy is imper-
atively called for. That remedy is offered by
the plan of the sanitary engineers of 1890,
tinder which the work is at present proceed-
ing in a piecemeal sort of way. If the entire
amount required forit were available at once,
it could be completed in perhaps five years,
and one of the principal drawbacks of our
beautiful city would be overcome.

The same is to be said of the extension of
trunk sewers in the city and suburbs. The
city Is growing very rapidly, and tbe exten-
sion of the great sewers ought, as nearly as
possible, to keep pace, if not indeed precede,
such expansion. If Capt. Derby's recom-
mendations meet with the approval of the
Commissioners, it is to be hoped that Con-

gress can be made to see the desirability of
carrying them promptly into execution.

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DECLINING DAY IN STOCKS

Announcement of the Bond Issue Had

Been Discounted.

COVERING SHORT CONTRACTS

Expectation of a Good Demand for Stocks

Disappointed, Stoady Depreciation in

Values, tho Market Closing Weak Unfa-

vorable Statement Affects Manhattan.

New York, Nov. 14. With tho exception
of slight rallies between 11 nnd 12 o'clock,
and nbout 2 o'clock, tho stock market to-d-

was a declining one.
Tho good effect of tho proposed Govern-

ment loan had been discounted during tho
past two days, and when tho official an-

nouncement of tho Issue camo this morning
those who had bought stocks yesterday and
tho day beforo wero ready to disposo of them
to take tho accruing protlt. London was also
a seller, tho samo conditions as to tho bond
issuo.prevailing there as here.

It wns apparently expected that thoro
would bo a good outside demand for stocks
this morning, but the eommis-do- houses
wero practically without orders, and the room
traders werejnot purchasers. After an irregu-
lar opening, the market generally took a
downward- turn, led by Sugar, with tho
gi angers also prominent in th" decline, Bur-
lington being sold heavily on Boston orders
on rumors that tho dividend, which is ex-
pected to be declared next week, will bo
scnlcd down.

At the lower figures thoro was somo cover-
ing of short contracts which caused a brie!
rally, but reuowod selling of Sugar sent prlco3
down again. A small recovery took plnoo
shortly before noon but speculation quickly
relnpsed into depression nnd there wns a
steady depreciation in values until nround
2 o'clock, when the pressure to sell having
been removed again ranging up to 1 per cent
was made, but during tho last halt hour of
businefs an active selling movement was in
progress which resulted in tho establishment
of a lower range, tho market closing weak
and in tho great majority of instunees at or
near tho lowest point of tho day.
