RAFID TRANSIT RAILWAYS.

Progress of Construction on the Columbia
Cable-Contr- acts Let by the .Metro-

politan Company.
In day time long lines of workmen busy

with shovel, pick, and hammer, and at night
a succession o flaring lanterns mark the line
of ooftetruotion of the new cable road of the
Colombia Street Hallway.

There are 780 men on the pay rolls of
Edmund Barton, who has this work

in charge. His contract requires completion
of the too by January 1. and he expects to
live up to its terms. Delay ha3 been caused
oy inability to tret what are known m cable
construction as yokes, but this is made up by
working nigat gangs waeaever necessary.

Excavation has proceeded as far west as
Seventh street, tracic laying as far west as
Pifth street, and the paving is finished from
Fourteenth to Tenth streets northwest. A
temporary doable track has been laid the en-

tire length of the road along the line of con-
struction and the ordinary traffic ef the road
lias not been interferrcd with. As fast as the
cable road is nnieoed the horse cars will be
run over the new tracke.

It is hardly probable that the new cable
road wiU be in operation befere March 1, as it
will take until about that time to gat the
power-hoae- e and cable machinery in opera-
tion.

Contracts have been made by the Metro-polita- v

Street Hallway Company with the
Pennsylvania Street Company for rails, with
toe Brett Company for rolling srock. and
with the General Electric Company for the
electrical equipment to be used on the Ninth
street line.

It is not expected, however, that street con-

struction will begin before spring, as the
company has until August next to change its
motive power. President Philips says that
the cars and every portion of the new equip-
ment will bo of the very best character. There
will be seventy-fiv- e oars en the Ninth street
line. Trains will consist of a srip car and a
trailer, as on the cable road.

The motive power to be used will be a
modiSeation of the Budapest underground
electric system. This system will ultimately
replaee herses en all the Metropolitan com-
pany's Hoes, but thore will be no change next
year except on the Ninth street line.

Explanation of the Attack of TVaziris Upon
British Trcops.

BoxB4T, Nov. 18. There is reason to be-

lieve that the recent attack by Wazirl tribes-
men upon the escort of the commission de-

Poison was first administered to Totter at
supper, and this not having the desired effect,
Swearinger attacked him with a hammer
after he had retired to bed.

Totter struggled desperately and the men
fought through house and out onto the high-
way. When the body was recovered this
morning Tetter's skull was found to bo frac-
tured in two places, and the scalp torn in a
horrible manner.

BURROWS FOR WAYS AND MEANS AND PROMINENT BUSINESS MEN STRIVING FOR INDEPENDENCE

Hermann as Chairman of Hivors and Har-

bors Milliken in Charge of Public Buil-
dingsWalker, of Massachusetts, on Bank-

ing and Currency Other of the Chairmen.

The House committees which are expocted
to be of tho greatest importance in the next
Congress are those on Ways and Means, Ap-

propriations, Bules, Banking and Currency,
Biversand Harbors, and Publlo Buildings
and Grounds. Tho first three named always

head the list in order of importance. The
others are expected to assume impor-

tance in the next Congress, because of tho
special conditions which will prevail during
that Congress.

The Banking Committee will certainly be
one of the most important committees in tho
entire list if there should be an effort a3 is
hinted there may bo to revise the currency
laws and change tho present system. Such
legislation as this would lift tho committee
dealing with it from its' present piano of com-

parative insignificance and place it for tho
time alongside of the Ways and Means Com-

mittee. Tho probability of an effort to secure
silver legislation, and the possibility that the
Bepublican party when it comes into power
in the Houso will want to formulate a policy
on this question, will have the effect also of
advancing the Coinage Committee to a posi-
tion of first rank.

The Bivers and Harbors and Public Build-
ings Committees will have the delicate task
of providing for public improvements so far
as a committee of the House can accomplish
this work. With so many new men as thore
will be on tho Bepublican "side in the next
Congress, and all of them feeling that it will
be necessary for them to make a showing to
their constituents, thero will naturally bo a
pretty general clamor for appropriations for

e buildings, customs-house- s, and
river and harbor Improvements. While the
Bepublican party hus always shown a dispo-
sition towards liberality in publlo improve-
ment, there is a probability of an effort to
hold these miscellaneous appropriations as
low as possible. The low condition of tho
Treasury and the fact that a Presidential
election will be so near at hand will be strong
arguments in this direction, as will the possi-
bility of a Presidential veto.

The Bepublicans at present have six of the
seventeen members of the Committee on
Bivers and Harbors, and all their members
have been except Mr. Henderson,
of Illinois. With Henderson out of the way
Hermann, of Oregon, takes first place In tho
Republican membership of tho committee,
with Stephenson, of Michigan; Hooker, of
New York; Grosvernor. of Ohio, and Bey-bur- n,

of Pennsylvania, following in tho order
named. It cannot, of course, be known

(whether the next Spoaker will follow tho
seniority rule. If he should Jlr. Hermann
would become chairman.

Mr. Mil iken. of Maine, heads the Bepubli-
can membership of the Committee on Public
Buildings, and the chances nro that if Mr.
Reed becomes Speaker Mr. Milllken will bo
chairman of this committee. Mr. Morse, of
Massachusetts, is the only other Bepublican
member of the committee returned.

Only three of the old Republican members
of the Committee on Banking and Currency
are They are Messrs. Walker, of
Massachusetts; Russell, of Connecticut, and
Johnson, of Indiana. Mr. Walker is tho
senior Republican member. He has from the
beginning of his Congressional career taken
an active interest in finanoial questions, and
his chances of securing tho chairmanship
would' be the best.

Of the six present Republican members of
the Committee on Coinage, Weights, and
Measures five have been to the
Fifty-four- th Congress. They nre, iru the
order named: Stone of Pennsylvania, John-
son of North Dakota. Dinglev of Maine,
Hager of Iowa, and Aldrich of Illinois. Mr.
Stone would naturally become chairman of
the committee; but it is suggested that in
case of Mr. Beed's becoming Speaker he
might have a personal policy with reference
to silver which he would want to pursue,
and in that event want Mr. DIngley, of his
own State, as tho lender of this committee.

In the natural order of events Hon. J. C.
Burrows, of Michigan, will become chairman
of the Ways and Means Committee, with Mr.
Boed in the Speaker's chair, and there is lit-
tle doubt that ho will be given this impor-
tant post, which carries with it the Bepubli-
can leadership on tho lloor of the Houso, if
he fails iD his ambition to succeed Senator
Patron to his seat m- - tho Senate. With Mr.
Reed in the Speaker's chair and Mr. Burrows
in the Senate there would be only three Be-
publican members of the present committee
left to choose from, these being Messrs.
Payne, of New York. Dalzell, of Pennsylva-
nia, and Hopkins, of Illinois.

D. B. Henderson, of Iowa, is tho ranking
Bepublican member of the Appropriations
Committee, with Messrs. Cogswell, of Massa-
chusetts, Bingham, of Pennsylvania, Dingley.
of Maine, Grout, of Termont. and Cannon, of
Hlinois, coming in tho order named. Thero
is likely to bo a conflict between tho first and
last named of this list. While Henderson is
now tho ranking Bepublican member of this
committee, Cannon was chairman in tho
Fifty-tlr- st Congress, and will probably ask to
have his place back.

It is probable that neither Cannon nor Hen-
derson will get tho place, for in the event of
Burrows becoming chairman of the Ways and
Means Committee, tho probabilities are strong
that the East would demand tho chairman-
ship of the next most important committee,
which would be that of Appropriations. In
that contingency. Gen. Cogswell's chances
for being promoted to the head of tho com-
mittee would be excellent.

If Mr. Eeed becomes Speaker the Repub-
lican membership of the Committee on Rules
will Drobably bo composed of himself and the
chairmen of tho Appropriations and Ways
and Means Committees. lie pursued this
plan in tho Fifty-fir- st Congress, and there is
reason to believe that he would revivo it
rather than imitate Mr. Crisp by more gen-
erally distributing tho honors.

ALASKA'S PROGRESS.

Encouraging Facts Rclntcd in tho Report
of Gov. Shcalclev.

James Sheakloy, Governor of Alaska, has
submitted his annual roport to tho Secretary
of the Interior. Of the general conditions of
tho Territory he says:

"Notwithstanding the unfavorable climatic
conditions of the spring and early summer
months, many now enterprises were entered
upon, nnd old ones completed. Tho fisheries
have been successful: the mines have yielded
profltablo returns; the population has been
largely augmented by Immigration, and tho
people have enjoyed a season of unusual
progress and prosperity.

"The civil ofllcers have been vigilant and
faithful in the discharge of their duties, and
in view of the extent of tho territory over
which they exercise authority nnd tho ab-

sence of transpor ation and other facilities
indispensable for the execution of tho law
crime is less frequent nnd law and order are
quite as well enforced as in some of the more
densely populated and highly civilized com-
munities.

"The building of sawmills and the manu-
facturing of lumber in the Territory has revo-
lutionized and improved the manner of con-
structing habitations in all of the villages.

"Tho leading trait in the character of tho
Alaska native is iraitativeness. nnd being pos-
sessed of considerable mechanical skill and
willing to work they purchase lumber nnd
erect modern houses. Some of them are built
in an originnl stylo of architecture and
painted in colors of barbario taste, but aro
comfortable to live in and indicate tho prog-
ress made toward civilization. They have
also much improved in tho way of preparing
food and clothing. The impress of the mis-
sionary Is visible in all parts ot southeastern
Alaska, and thej' deserve the commendation
of all the good they have accomplished among
tbeso native people."

Lacking tho Promised Protection of tho Porto

They Have Started a Revolutionary Mov-

ementThis Furnishes the Protest for the

Outrages Practiced Upon Thorn by Turks.

Tho hideous massacro of Christians re-

ported from Armenia will have tho effect of
once more bringing tho whole Armenian
question prominently to the notice of tho civ-

ilized world. It is a question of old standing
and its history is ono long narrative of

oppression, cruelly and religious
fanaticism exercised upon tho helpless Chris-

tian subjects of Turkoy In Asia Minor.
The Bulgarian atrocities of eighteen years

ago raised a storm of indignation throughout
Christondom against tho "unspeakable Turk,"
but in Bulgaria's long oataiogue of horrors
there is no story to be found raoro revolting
than that of tho outrngo inflicted! upon men,
women, nud children by tho tiovornor of
BItlis' savago soldiory. It i3 suggested as It
used to bo suggested with unfuillng regularity
during the continuanoy of tho Bulgarian
rolgn of terror that the account of tho mas-
sacres is exaggerated.

It is to be hoped that this is indeed so thnt
tho tale of twenty-liv- e villages exterminated,
nnd 6,000 persons slain may be in some de-
gree inaceuiate. But tho report furnished by
tho British consul at Tan, and tho confirma-
tory report made by,Zeki Pasha, tho military
commander charged with the duty of making
an investigation on behalf of tho Porte, letivo
no doubt that, whatever inaccuracies of de-

tail may be discovered in tho narrative
printed Saturday, fearful atrocities on an ex-
tended scale huvo been committed upon the
unhappy Armenians.

Tho Armenians, though once a courageous
and warlike people, aro now distinguished by
their pacific and submissive temper, nnd they
have mado little or no resistance to the cruel-
ties practicod upon them by provincial Gov-
ernors end Kurdish brigands. But of lato
years, finding that tho protection so long
promised them by the Porte is not forthcom-
ing, and encouraged by tho sympathetic at-
titude of Russia and England, they havo
started a revolutionary movement, tho object
of which is to realize tho independence of their
country through tho intervention of tho pow-
ers. Thero was nn attempted rising In 1882,
which wns energetically put down, but tho
movement has continued, and thore aro now
Armenian national committees established in
various capitals, which aro striving to stimu-
late international opinion on their country's
wrongs and to create sympathy for its aspira-
tions after political freedom.

So far, the existence of this revolutionary
propaganda has only had tho effect of making
the case of the Armenian Christians worse
than before. Charges of sedition are made
whenever occasion arises to oxcuso lawless
raids or administrativo oppression. Tho Sul-

tan lives in dreaa of Mohammedan disaffec-
tion, nnd his favorite antodo to tho revolu-
tionary spirit which is spreading so fast
through Arabia. Syria, and Albania is to allow
turbulent Moslen3 of tho interior to sot tho
law at defiance, with the hope that they may
thus bo kept loyal and contented.

Kurdish robber and Araaut brigand are
sure of pardon, provided they leave foreign-
ers nnd children of Islam unmolested. Tho
Christian, on tho other hand, must enduro
in silence the oppression of tho government,
and, far wor.e, the tyranny of his Mussulman
neighbors. Should he in sheer despair smug-
gle arms to roplaco those of which he has
been deprived or dare hint at a limit to pa-
tience, local authorities raise the cry of revolt
and discover seditious placards posted up on
every wall. Then como the mob, rushing
about towns nnd villages, murdering peas-
ants, insulting priests, plundering houses,
violating girls, until the wretched rayah is
cowed into abject submission and wo hear
that order is restorod.

Armenia, llko Poland, is split into three
parts, andJn a greater or less degreo each
division of Armenia, which is essentially a
Christian country, partly of the Gregorian
rito nnd partly in communion with the
Church of Homo, is oppressed by the power
which rules it. Turkish Armenia is in tho
hands of Sunnito Mohammedans, Persian Ar-

menia is in tho hands ot Shiito Mohamme-
dans aud Russian Armenia is in the bauds of
orthodox Greek Christians. Tho Russian
Church is Intolerant; still more so is the
Shiito Mohnmmedan regime, but tho active
and persecuting intolerance of neithor ap-
proaches that of Sunnito Mohammedans.
Nevertheless, in spito of nil obstacles, Arme-
nian Christianity and Armenian progress
generally have managed to flourish astonish-
ingly. After tho Vatican council tho Arme-
nian United Church was threatened with dis-
ruption on tho hard question of papal infali-bilit- y.

but Mgr. Hassoun, who was regarded
for his exertions with a cardinal's hat, suc-
ceeded in healing the schism before it be-
came serious.

Armenian progress has, owing to the un-
happy condition of tho country, made itself
more folt nbroad than nt home. Ono might
draw up a very long catalogue of Armenians
who havo highly distinguished themselves In
various branches of the arts and science--!-,
Dut a few only need hero be mentioned.

Zurich chemist Abolianz, and bankers nnd
financiers in almost bvery country prove that
Armonia is much moro nearly abreast of tho
Western world than Is, perhaps, generally sus-
pected. The splendid Lazareff Institute, with
its twenty professors ot Orientnl languages,
at Moscow, is nn imperishable monument of
the enlightened generosity of an Armonian
millionaire of the last century.

As a race they aro certainly tho intellectual
equals of any nation, and the superiors of
most; and tho magnificent ruins of Anl, es-
pecially those of tho great cathedral and of
tho fortifications, attest how advanced wero
thoy in the arts, even as long ago as tho
eleventh century. Yet, far removod from
tho immodiate view of tho best modern civili-
zation, tho Armenians aro now obliged to suf-
fer without much hope of liberation from
their afflictions. England, who is bound by
treaty lo look after their interests, pay little
heed to the stories of their wrongs; and It
will not bo surprising if, in despair of gain-
ing tho ear of Western Europe, they cast
themselves blindly into the arms of Russia.

DEFEATED BUT UHDAUITED

Democratic Politicians Look the Fu-

ture in the Face.

LESSON OP THE LATE ELECTION

Bailoy and McMillin Review the Past and

Future of tho Party Effect of the
Toto No Tim3 for Funeral Or-

ationsSenator Pe2er Defends Populist3.

Senators nnd Representatives are arriving
in town slowly and may not be expected hero
numerously until after tho legislative dis-

patch of the Thanksgiving turkey. Not more
than a half dozen of them had located hero up
to yesterday, and several of these aro now out
of town again for a short time.

Naturally the Democratic members of
either branch of Congress aro averse to en-

tering into a post mortem examination of tho
late unpleasantness, but some of them wero
induced yesterday by a Times reporter to as-

sist at an autopsy, tho result of which i3

given below. '

Among tho talkers were Mr. Bailey, of
Texas.

"I believe." ho said, "that our overwhelm-

ing defeat is mainly due to an almost uni-
versal dissatisfaction among tho Democratic
masses with tho manner in which we have
dealt with finances and tho tariff. For twenty
years the Democratic leaders declaimed
against tho great crime of 1873, and it is not
surprising that Democratic voters werf dis-

appointed when tho very first act by which
our party signalized its Jroturn to power was
to assign silver to precisely tho same position
it occupied under the act of 1873.

"Our tariff bill, while not all it might bo,
was much better indeed than tho people havo
been led to suppose. But when Democratic
Breakers attempted to defend it they were
confronted with the criticism of our friends
against it. Mr. Cleveland had denounced it
as a pieco of party perfidy and party dis-

honor, nnd this denunciation was conveyed
to the country by Mr. Wilson.

"No argument, therefore, could reconcile
men to a measure which the Democratic
chairman of the Ways nnd Means Committee
had repudiated aud which a Democratic
President had refused to sign. This being so,
wo could not have expected anything but
Democratic apathy.

"The dissatisfaction in our own party is
proved by the fact that our opponents havo
not, as a rule, increased their vote, but that
many of our people have everywhere refused
to go to the polls.

"In the present Congress, nnd for the flrst
time In its history, a majority of tho Demo-
cratic party voted against the free and un-

limited coinage of silver, and never before in
its history has it encountered such a disaster.
If thpre wero at any tlmo any serious danger
of a silver basis every man "of sense knows
that this could uot possibly happen during Mr.
Cleveland's term of office. Therefore it ap-

pears to mo that if the voters of this country
really feared the Democratic party because it
favors freo silver they would, all the more,
bo ready to indorso it while it opposed that
policy, for they would hopo in this way to
encourage It and persovere in that cause."

Mr. McMIlHn, of Tennessee, also expressed
himself on the past and future of the party.

"I think I might suggest," he said, "to those
people who are getting out their black gar-
ments to attend tho funeral of the Democratic
party thnt they are, to say the least, some-
what previous.

"Thero will bo no funeral and perhaps it Is
best to wait awhilo before ordering tho
hearse. As to the causes I am sure that more
voters stayed at homo than would hao
turned two elections, but there need be no
fear of the result when the voters feel that
an emergency requires their presence at the
polls.

"I have no fear for the Democratlo party so
long as it is guided by a desire to advance
the host Interests of the ooole. to UDhold the
Constitution, and to maintain a government
or, for, and by the people, ana l snail discuss
the causes ol "defeat when the remedies for
them come up in the most important way
that is legislative remedies."

Senator Mitcholl, of Wisconsin, would not
bo interviewed.

Senator Sherman was in his character-
istically suave and affablo mood. Ho would
with pleasure, ho said, talk in The Times, but
ho really had nothing now to say, and the
goncral subject of the recent election had
been fully discussed by the politicians on both
sides.

Senator Peffer was seen at tho Oxford. Ho
disclaimed tho statement alleged to have
been made by him, that the Populists were
Inclined to align themselves or coalesce with
either of the other two parties. On the con-

trary, the Populists would maintain thoir
party integrity and would vote on all ques-
tions, whether suggested by Republicans or
Democrats, which commended themselves as
good per so to tho Populist mind.

Rev. Alexander Kent Discusses the Motion
of Equality of Opportunity.

"Unselfish activity, harmony, joy this fa

heaven; and selfish activity, strife, discord,
misery that's all there is of helL" So spoka
Rev. Alexander Kent at thePeopIe'3 Church,
yesterday morning.

His sermon was devoted to a discussion Jof.
the notion of equality of opportunity which,
forms tho central thought of Kidd's "Social
Evolution." He pointed out that such equal-
ity is a practical impossibility, and if it wero
possible is not the Christian way. While Mr.
Kidd says the religious impulsejis the controll-
ing force which is to lead men to equal ma-
terial opoortunity, for all he really misses the
chief teaching of Christ, which Is "professedly
tha mainspring ot Western religion. Thia
teaching is that tho best and happie3t Ufe is
one of brotherly service, that the only boaia
for a Christian community is a sincere pur-
pose of mutual helDfulness and love.

"The Master's concern wa3 not for tha few
that Ha could gather about Him; it was for
the great multitude that were deaf to the
harmonies His ea- s could hear and blind to
the beauties His eyes could see. He wished
to open the eyes of all to the grand possibili-
ties of human life when lived in the spirit ot
sonship and brotherhdod. He wanted to
break down all those barriers o! pride and
selfishness, of envT and sverice that kept
men from each other, and rob them of truo
fellowship. He desired to make them one as
He and the Father are one one in purpose,
one in spirit, one in the bonda ot a common
nature, a common inheritance, and a common
destiny.

"I protest," said Dr. Kent, "against any
Hesitation of social development. IbeUeTe in
equality of opportunity, but I beUeve far
more in the power of brotherly helpfulnesi.
I want to see the life of the true family shap
ing and moulding the life of the state. I
don't want the weaker members ot tha family
to have to fight the stronger for their share
of what all equally need, nor do I wi3h then.
to be limited in their supply by their cauaclty
or ability to earn.

"Neither must the lack be made up by
charity. There Is no charity in the home that
is ruled by love. The surplus that i3 earned
by the strong is there equally tha property ol
the weak."
