Mr. Howard then proeeoded to road and
explain bis essay, which was listened to with
much interest. The lateness ot the hour ami
the fact that n largo amouut of important
business had still to be transacted, compelled
the suggestion to bo wade that Mr, Howard
finish hit address at some futuro time. A
number of tbe essays wore then distributed
among the delegates.
. Te those who enjoyed the treat last Tues-

day night, it will Le interesting news to learn
that Mr. Howard has notified the seoratary by
postal that he will be ou hand ut tho next
meeting.

Provident Spohn then announced that Dr.
Itobert Ko burn was in attendance and de-

sired to bring up n matter connected with
the movement for buflrago for tho District.
Despite tho fuot that important business was"
pending tho delegates cheorfully and unani-
mously gave a hearing to tho doctor. On
being introduced the doctor was well received
ami his remarks punctuated with frequent
applause

The speaker favored the formation of suf-
frage clubp in every section of tho District.
He believed that a largo majority of the resi-
dent wanted suffrage except, perhaps, tnoso
ia favored portions of the Northwest, who
got everything they wanted under tho present
form of government. This class, continued
the doetor, were, however, men of influonce.
and would, no doubt, light tho movement to
tbe finish, l&e press at present, with ono
exeeptieu, was also ngain&t us, Lut the pres-
sure of public sentiment would ultimately
eotniel them to come over to our caute. Tho"
doctor then presented a number or petitions
which be desired tbe delegates to have filled
with signatures. These petition would then
he presented to Congress demanding franchise
rights as Amencau citizens.

Akecattder Kent would deliver a sermon Sun-
day morning, November 'J5, at 11 o'clock, at
U People's Church, and take for his test,
"The Knights of Labor."

It wa iurthor announced that on the even-
ing of tbe same day, at 7:30 o'clock.

Paul T. Bowen would deliver an address in
the Tvposraphical Templn on "What labor
organization has accomplished for the benefit
of humanity."

Tbe secretary was instructed to forward
letter to the chairman of the
on District appropriations indorsing the esti-
mates asked for iu the Commissioners' report
for the use of public schools, and requesting
that no reductions be made, especially as to
the Business High hchool.

The delegator from L. A. 2872 announced
that ut their last meeting it had been unani-
mously resolved tbat the nsembly would
attend the lecture of Mr. l'aul T. Boweu Sun-
day evening in a body, and tbat tho memhets
would meet in their ball at 7 o'clock for that
parpose, aad desired a full attendanee. Other
business had to be postponed for noxt meet-
ing.

DISTRICT ASSEMBLY.

Worthy Foreman Cuff still holds tho fort at
the District Assembly meetings, and will con-

tinue to do so until the return of Master
Workman Simmons from the general assem-
bly.

The attendance at the regular meeting
Thursday night was good. Roll-ca- ll of dele-
gates showed tbat overy local assembly in
this jurisdiction was represented.

No official news from the general assembly
has yet been received. The informal news of
the of the general officers gives
general satisfaction, and is given aa a proof
of the explicit confidence tbat the members
have in those that have the management of
the affairs of the order.

The appointment of Mr. John D. Brady to
the posit on of building inspector for the Dis-

trict was favorably commented upon.
Credentials of a delegate from the Musical

Assembly were received aud accepted.
Delegates reported that men employed by

Cranford A, Co., the street contractors, were
working mote than eight hours per day on
District work. The matter was referred to
the committee ou eight-ho- violations for
investigation.

Delegates from tbe Painters' Assembly com-
plained of the action of the District Commis-
sioners in advertising for painters to paint
lamp posts at $2 per day, which was consid-
erable less than tho schedule rate of wages
paid in this city on private work. The action
of the Commissioners was severely com-
mented upon as a movo to et the precedent
lo lower the rale of wages. The question was
referred to the legislative committee, with in-

structions to see the Commissioners m regard
to the matter. The delegates also expressed
a confidential hope that tho people's paper,
Tut WA8iaron Timk., would take up this
matter and ventilate it so that justice might
be done.

Delegates from the Excelsior Assembly re- -l

orted that one of their members, Brother
Blake, nad met with a serious accident while
traveling on a Southern railroad. The dele-
gates also stated tbat a committee from tbo
Caqieuters Couneil had waited on them at
their last meeting asking their moral support
to bring to terms a clothing Ynerchant on
Seventh street, and thoy had been assured of
support.

Luder report from the Carriago Makers
Acting Master Workman Cuff stated that tbo
carriage makers bad met last Monday evening
in the Typographical Temple, and the pros-
pects of building up the assembly wore very
bright. The hall at the temj ie was not suited
for the meetings, aud a better one would bo
secured for the next meeting.

Plate Printers' delegates reported initi-
ations at thoir last meeting, also tbat severnl
applications for momuorsbip were ponding.
and other applications bad been received
since their meeting.

Barbers' delegates roquosted the delegates
to watch e'oscly the barber shops that they
patronized and fee that tbe blue triangular
union card was displayed.

Delegates from the Musical Assembly made
a very flattering report as to the condition of
their assembly. Tbo members of the Marine
Band were getting a move on them in tho
right direction, and by the next mesting
every one would be m good standing.

They also reported that tbo music for tbo
Food Exposition up to this time has boeu fur-
nished by union musicians, but there seemed
to be a dispo-itio- n on the part of tbo mana-
gers to employ a n band for tbo com-
ing week. The executive committee of tbo
District Assembly will uadoavor to convince
them tbat it will bo lo their interest to con-
tinue to employ union inuaic.

TbeEecsutrle Engineers gave tbe history
of a former member of their assembly who
had, through the indorsement of the assem-
bly, been able to secure a good position, but
had shown, bis ingratitude by leaving the as-
sembly. Ho bad aiterwards, having lost that
position, been readmitted aud was bofrioadod
again, and again left the organization and
baa been out for some years.

This sam9 man was" now filling a position
on a building where the specifications call for
strictly union men. and an ngreoment has been
made by tho builders and organieed labor to
that effect. This caso will bo looked after by
the proper committee having tho mattor In
charge.

The committee oa the anniversary of the
order, which takes place on Sunday, tho 25th,
reported that everything had been arranged,
Tlie programme lor the evening would be
musical selections by the Musicians' Assem-
bly, recitation by Miss Annabel Walport, n
history of tho Knights of Labor in the District
hy S. H. Bel!, and the address by Paul T.
Bowen on "The national achievements of tho
Knights of Labor."' Tho committee stated
that the Invitation to attend was opealo
everybody, and the ladies especially.

Tho delegates from tbo Tinners Assembly
renorted the Belvedere job all straight so far
as their ora't was concerned.

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and it remained to lo seen whether ho
fair l.ibor ou tbe Polvo lore or not.

A number of MiiTrago iietitlons woro dis-

tributed among tbo delegates to be takeu to
ihe.r lespectivo locals, which reads as fol-

lows. "Folftton o tho honorablo Senate nnl
Houj-- of ltopretontatives of Hie Unitol
States: "Wo. the undersigned citluens aud
nprraauont residents of tho pistnet of Co-

lumbia, beliovo tbo present form of govern-
ment existing in tho District (by Commis-
sioners) to bo in direct violation of all tho
principle on which this republic vvas fouudod.

"Moreover, wo also bo'iovo that a largo ma-

jority or tbe citizous and permanent residents
of tho District of Columbia, are in favor of a
change iu this District from tho present form
to duo iu harmony with tho principles of free
government.

"We respectfully urge and request, there-
fore, tbat a law bo passed directing that a
special election bo held (as soon us practi-
cable; by tho citizens of tho District of Colum-
bia, to decide tho question whether the citi-

zens of this District desiro ta maintain the
present form of government, by commissioners,
or to roturu to a representative form of gov-
ernment."

Resolutions instructing tbe secretary to
forward to tbe Committee on Appropriations
in Congress a request tbat tho lull estimates
for school purposes for tho District of Colum-
bia as made by tbo Commissioners be al-

lowed, was ordered to bo sent. Dobato fol-

low ed on tbe subject of night schools. It was
stated that there was a scarcity of froo text
books for tbo scbi ola and it was tho general
opluiou that if such was the case that imme-
diate steps should be taken to bring tbe mnt.
ter bofoio tbo proper committees in Congrass-Beforre- d

to tho legislative committee.

Made In the private houses, some of them are
garnished with sheer book muslin needle-
work. One made by Leyvostre, of black and
white check, has a front set In of needlework
some four or rive inches wide. The needle-
work is made with a stitched box plait aud a
duster of fine tucks and narrowVnleneiennes
each side. The velvet is turned under each
side or cut out. and the muslin lies over a
blue lining. Turquoise studs are down tbe
front. Over tho velvet neckband is turned
down a collar of the needlework, and the
sleeve has the top fullneis plaited ia at the
elbow, and thenco dowu the back is set in a
Strip of needlework over blue to the wrist. A
showy blouse for an afternoon at home is of
Nile green velvet, with pompadour flowers,
with a whito lace front over ro3e.

These blouses are easily made b7 the ama-
teurs. The back fits in plaits to the lining,
and the front, also in plaits, is bouffant. The
neckband and belt are generally of velvet,
wrinkled and drawn round to hook behind
with little gathered flanges. It maybe useful
to say that thee have the best effect made in
this way; Finish tbe blouso with a plain band
eewed o'n: then cut a bias piece of velvet six
inches wide and long enough to go around
the neck, which finish by hemming on the
Sido and gathering at each end with the
flangos. It is not lined. Catch the middle of
one side to the lower edge of tho stationary
bund, and when the bouse is put on it is
turned ud and hooked round. Thus It always
looks fresh. The belt is done in the same
way and without lining, but a whalebone may
be caught in down tho front.

A skirt of black velvet is useful and In good
taste for nearly all occasions. It need have
no bodice, as iilk blouses are so much worn.
Make it with plain side gores, and put a sable

of Ceres: place long cornstalks at the corners
aud fasten sprays of smaller grain3 in grace-
ful masses in different places to partly cover
the lattice wor-w- : bang full ears of red and
yellow corn along the top as pendants.
Delicate festoons of dried autumn leaves and
clusters of grapes, nuts and bright berries all
add to tho general effect.
