A DEFENSE OF DESPOTISM.

Somo Russians Think Their Government
Quite Endurable.

Somcwhnt chagrined that the censor cut
out of my telegram yesterday certain woraa,
amounting to ovor a fourth of the whole mes-

sage, I went to call on n friend, and in his ho-

tel 1 saw at luncheon n Russlnn officer whom
I first met just outside Constnntinoplo in
oompany with Gen. SkoboleU, says n writer
in the London Chronicle. After greetings,
my friend who speaks English as well as
Skoboloff himself presently adjourned to ray
rooms, and wo had a chat about old times
nud old friends never again to bo seen in the
flesh. I learned that he is en retraito that
is to say, retired from the service.

In due cojrso, I opened my little grievance
about the cousor, and found my friend, an es-

sentially broad-minde- d man, prepared to hold
that In tho present stato of society a censor-
ship is absolutely necessary to prevent worse
consequences a censorship both outward and
inward. "Why," said he. "had we a press as

as yours, or thatin America "
Hero I interposed a deprecating observation
that we in England uro not yet quite so free
(and easy) as Cousin Jonnthan. "I say, had
wo a press as as yours, wo
should in a year havo a revolution, which
would bo crushed, and in flvo jears more
anothor, which would bo in this sense success-
ful, that it would load to carnage and anarchy,
and than "

"Bed ruin and the breaking up of laws," I
quoted.

"Then somo strong mnn would rise, llko
SkobelolT, perhaps a leader of tho revolt, who
would found another aristocracy, not so
benevolent as ours often is. I enn assure you
that many of our princes only wish they could
see their way to a constitution in your sense;
but see how the lute emperor (and hero my
friend crossed himself in the Creek fashion-t- hat

is, from right to loft) was rewarded for
his liberality by a lot of young fellows who
Wanted to go fast."

And then ho went on about tho advantages
of protection till u State bad succeeded In
building up industries; tho advantages of
compulsory service as training for their own
benefit the manhood of a nation, and other
views, with which the British public has been
made familiar through tho magazines for
some years. And then no burst out with an
indictment of Jree countries in general and
England in particular.

"I was in England but two years ago," he
went on, "the year of my retirement. What
did I see.- The extremes of luxury and pov-

erty. In no part of Russia can you show mo
greater extravagance and greater misery.
Your people I am told, get moat oftener than
ours. Are they better for it, do they look bet-

ter, are they more mBnly, are they more will-

ing to fulfill and take thTeir share In the desti-
nies of their country? Our peasants work
hard and taxes are high; but except in the
bie towns there is alwnys onough to "eat. and
for necessary clothing, and we are doing
more than you give us credit for In educating
the coming generation."

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RIDING DOWN THE OUTLAWS

A Hot Chase After the Indian Terri-

tory Bandits.

WHERE LIVES ARE HELD CHEAP

"Tho Times" Correspondent Joins a Posseof
Thief-chase- rs and Has Some Exciting Ex-

periencesThroe Bandits Killed and loft
to the Buzzards, and Stolen Horses Pound.

Spoclal Correspondence to The Times.

Taiilequah, I. T.. Nov. 29, 1891. Your cor-

respondent has just returned from an oxcit-in- g

chaso after tho bandits who havo been
terrorizing this country for several months
past

Through the courtesy of local government
officials I obtained leave to join a posse about
to set out in search of a band of outlaws which
had just succeeded in running off n big batch
of horses belonging to the Polecat Indians.
Eight of us mounted good horses, armed our-
selves with a and Wincho3ter
each, and set out on the trail.

As usual, tho thioves mudo straight for tho
rough forest and thicket-covere- d hills nnd
gorges of tho Si avion nnd the broken country
through to tho Greenloat Mountains,, north-
east of Fort Gibson.

Wo trailed them over this rough country
ovor the rugged Spavina hills nnd ridges,
through doop, dark forests and across beauti-
ful flats, plateaus, and grassy glades, halting
now and then to examine the trail. The
bandits seemed to choose the roughest, rock-
iest, and wildest .country to travel through.
Our horses slipped and plunged on tho steep,
rocky hillsides, and leaped ovor logs, ditches,
and crevasses, while we dodged branches and
vines as we clattered on, enger for tho out-
come of the chase.

The camp that night was pitched by Spring
Creek, miles west of Olm. We ate our supper
and fed our horses at a Cherokoo Indian's
houso, after which a council was held to de-

termine our course of action for the morrow.
We thon took a smoke and lay down to sleep.

Early in the morning &ix Chorokeea joined
the party. We now numbered fourteen, all
armed to tho teeth. Wo took tho trail at onco,
and soon learned that the outlaws had
camped on Fourteen-iull- e Creek the previous
day. Their deserted camp was reached about
9 in the morning. It was in a natural rock
fort on a hill top. Tho fires wore still burn-
ing. Evidently a scout had warned them of
our approach and our numbers.

Tho chase now became exciting, for tho
trail was fresh and we feared an ambush, in
which case we realized how serious it might
prove for us, as the Winchesters of tho out-
laws could kill at 2,000 yards. Hence wo kept
a sharp lookout, sweeping the surrounding
country frequently with a Hold glass. Pre-
cautions wero also taken to ride in three
squads; five in the front, about 200 yarda
back rode five more, and tho same diBtunco
baak of these again came the remaining four.
In this manner wo crossed Pecan Creek and
struck the rough hills northeast of Port Gib-

son.
Tho outlaws wore evidently In groat haste,

for we picked up a fine cowboy hat and a
belt of cartridges which they had overlooked
at their lato camp; and hero, by tho side of a
clear spring, lay an overcoat and a Winches-
ter rifle with tbe stock broken.

Wo were now gettiug into very rough,
broken country, coverod with thick, heavy
timbor. The trail led toward a high ridge.
Up tbe 6ide of this wo clambered ivith diffi-

culty, and wero riding along tho plateau
through tho timber toward a backbone of
rocks running at right angles across tho ridge
and about a quarter of a mile in our front,
while at the samo distance further on rose a
high, bald knob.

Ail at once thesharp report of aWinchester
rang out ovor the echoing hills.Tarrd'tmo of
our young Cherokees was wounded in tho
face."

We instantly dismounted and took to trees,
sending our "horses back out of dauger.
Several long range shots wer.o exchanged.

Tho horses galloped past and wero stopped
with our horses.

Five of us now went to tho west, nnd pick-
ing our way over rocks and through the dense
thickets on the face of tho mountain, we
gained the bald knob in their rear.

We opened flro at long
range with our Winchesters, and soon the
mountains were echoing to tho noise of our
little battlo.

Wo did not attempt to follow them, but
gathering up the horses, went back a few
milc3 and camped.
