He Was the Usual "Trusted Cashier" and
Did the Usual Dabbling in the

Stock Market.

Bielby admitted that he had taken noouc
372,000, and says that be speculated in stocks,
was caught in a downward market and took
tho bank funds to recover himself. Most or
these funds were also lost,

President Albert V. Orton, of tho ba"nk,
who was in New York at the time or tho dis-

co vory, was telegraphed for and arrhc.l home
this morning, when for tho ilrat timo he
learned of the defalcation.

Samuel Gilletr. tho teller of tho bank, who
is also tho mayor of Koine, disappeared Mon-

day evening Find his whereabouts aro un-

known by his wife.

Tho busi-
ness of tho Oneidn County Savings Bank is

bank.

Tho depositor's books will bo called in and
compared with tho ledger accounts.

ATTEMPTED TO TAKE HIS LIPE.

In a Tit of Despondency Over His Son's
Death, Patrick Farrcll Tries to

Jump Overboard.
A determined attempt at suicide was mado

by Patrick Farrell, forty years of age, of Pirst
and X streets southwest, about 9 o'clock last
night. The desperate man. walked midway
out upon tho X street bridge, which spans tho
old canal at First street, and attempted to
throw himself into the deep channel of water
and slime beneath.

He had clambered upon tho railing when
two colored men seiecd him, and although ho
strugglod violently, held him until their cries
attracted Policeman Purks, of tbo Fourth pre-
cinct, who took Farrell to his room, where ho
was undressed and locked in his room.

Farrell's son William, a bright-fapc- d lad of
nine years, was killed about a month ago by
being thrown from a runaway team and
crushed beneath tho wheels. Tho lad was his
father's idol and, being Industrious and

was generally liked. Ever sineo tho
boy's denth the father has been despondent,
and baa frequently threatened to end his
days by suicide. The police believe he will
vol carry out his purpose unless ho is closely
watched.

KILLED THE DETECTIVE.

ALSO EXACTED TRIBUTE

Dragged Into the Mire of Corruption

By the Lex u Committee.

V00RHIS WANTS VINDICATION

Important Testimony of a Sergeant
of the Steamboat Sqii.id.

Exsosnres Caused Surprise, but Mr. Goff

Was Not Able to Pierce the Armor of
Those Higher Up A Stream of Policemen
Testified to the Blackmail of Corporations

by the Police Rumor3 of Indictments.

New York, Dec. 18. Police Sergeant John
J. Taylor, of tho steamboat sfjuad, tcstillod
before tho Lexow commitloj that

nenry V. Steers had systematically
exacted money from policemeu who were
paid for extra work bystcarashir and railioad
compaules.

Other witnesses s'woro that Capts. Max F.
Schraittborger, Anthony Allniro, and Georgo
Gastlin had been guilty of similnr oflensos.
A futile effort was mado by Counsel Goff to
elicit from John V. lleppcnhagen additional
facts of importance concerning tho payment
by Capt. Crccden of $15,000 for his captaincy.

Tho day's developments before tho Senate
investigation committee entangled police
headquarters in a lot of official 'corruption.

j Despite this fact, however, public sentiment is
far from n turbulent as it wiw Fri
day when Captain Cresden's confession bet
the city agog with excitement.

The meeting of the inquisitorial senators
had been fraught with great possibili-

ties and hence tho iutenso anxiety which
moved tho largo throng in attendance on tho
session. It was expected that Mr. Golf's
ordinanco of exposure would bo directed to-
ward breastworks that havo hitherto with-
stood all assaults and that the startling sensa-
tion of Friday would bo rendered trivial

to dny's events, and though tho testi-

HAS NOT BEES AITEASED.
Still, in official circles, tiio news of

exposures ha3 brought a sentiment un-

bounded. Supt. Byrnes, when told of Sergt.
Taylor's testimony ngahist
Steerts, manifested great astonishment.

"I am amazed, astounded," was his only
comment, and no argument could induce him
to pronounco an opinion. Inspector "Yil- -j

liams and Conlin evinced similar feelings.
bergt. Jonn Harley, who was formerly de-

tailed to do duty in Inspector Steers' office,
said. "I havo always and do now consider
Inspector Steers a man of unblemished char-
acter, and l cannot beliovo that ho-- owr ac-
cepted any bribo moneys." And so mauy
other officials of tho police department

themsehes.
Steers was for manyyears captain of the

city hall squad. He was mado Inspector
when Supt. Murray took charge of the de-
partment, and retired two years ago. At that
time ho was chief inspector, in command of
tho detective ofllce. His pension of $2,500
per annum goes with tho now defunct rank
of chief inspector. Ho was n conspicuous
nnd popular member of tho Washington
Hoignts Methodist Church.

Tho sensational ovidenco against Steers
was not brought forward until lato in tho
afternoon, Counsel Goff baviug paved tho
way with a number of witnesses who sworo
thnt steamship and railroad companies had
paid tribute to the police for guarding their
property. One after another a stream of po-
licemen swore to this fact, and thon tho big
sensation of the session was sprung as a fit-
ting climax to the day's proceedings.

Police Justice Yoorhis appeared in tho
chamber and announced his desire for vindication

in connection of tho Creedon af-
fair. Inspector McAvoy. who succeeded
Steers as inspector, was also implicated by
Taylor s testimony that the money was sent
to headquarters after Stcors' retirement.

Inspector McLaughlin was not inculpated
because ho succeeded Steers only as chief of
the detective bureau, and consequently did
not handle the collections from tho steamboat
squad.

Many rumors concerning nlleccd indict-
ments against police officers accused beforo
tho Ecxow committeo are current throughout
tho city, but beyond Sergt. Taylor's testimony
tho developments in connection with police
cases y havo been of no importance.

OFTEN FALLS AMONG THIEVES

Negro Who Attempted to; Assault a Young
bite Girl l.ynchej by "1 00 of .Mc

.Jacksonville, Fla., Doc, all tho

gro called at Mr. L. W. F. Sanderson's homo,
about thrco miles south 6f this place, last
Saturday morning, and asked for somo
matches. Seoing that there wa3 no one at
tho hoiibo but Mr. Sauderaon's daughter, a
young lady sixteen years old, tho negro
made an indecent proposal, i

Ho then attempted to U30 force and said to
her with an oath that when he roturneu ho
would bring a crowd with him and they
would hold her nnd if sho gave the alarm
they would kill her. She began to scream,
lho negro hocame frightened and ran.

Miss Sanderson then ran to a neighbor's
house and gavo tho alarm. Ina short timo
a crowd was scouring the woods, their num-
bers being increased every minute. About
5 o'clock Saturday aftornobn tbo negro was
found, taken bo'ore tho girl nnd fully iden-tille- d.

He acknowledged his guilt, no was
then brought to this placo for preliminary
hearing beforo Justice Wilson and was com-
mitted to jail.

These reports of tho Jnpnneso atrocities at
Port Arthur were, on the day following, cd

from various sources; but it is stated
that thoy were provoked by tho persistent
atrocities of tho Chinese.
