Penobscot tho workmen came to a meddle-
some snag in tho person of E(na bog. Tney
decided to build its quaggy morass,
and accordingly 1Kb farmers commenced to
haul in,longJog9 for piling.--.

'Etna bog has the name of being bottom-
less. Jiut down at the distance of forty or fifty
feet appears to be a sort of crust tbree feet
thick or so. Below that seems to bo water or
very thin mud. The pilincs were let down on
to that crust, which npeared sufficiently
strong to support them. But one extra long
log, a sixty-foote- r, was brought in from the
woods. Tho huge timber was set on end and
the struck it twice. At the second
blow tho log went down like a flash clean out
of sight and would have been goinc now, s,

if it hadn't lieen for the chains. It was
hauled back and a length was spliced on. Then
the pilo was let down again, but tho top ond
of tho new piece went under the mud nud
still no bottom.

'Tho crow decided to see if it was possible
to find n resting place for piling beneath that
crust, so thoy kept on splicing. They got
down 450 feet and then gavo it up as a bad
job. Life was too short and timber too

to keep on. They built on the crust
and let it go at that." Lewistou Journal.

Remarkable Tre-nor-

Two very remarkable occurrences aro con-

nected with the oarthepuako that destroyed a
largo part of Thebes, in Greece, on tho night
of April 27 last.

At Birmingham, England, a dolicato pendu-
lum, suspended for tne purpose of recording
earth tremors, exhibited matked disturbance
about fourteen iainute3 after the principal
shock occurred at Toebes. Observers at
Birmingham attributed tho disturbance of
their pendulum to tho transfcronco of tho
shock across Europo from Greoco to Eng-
land, the rate at which it traveled being
about 110 miies a minute.

On tbo samo night Dr. Gill, tho English as-
tronomer at the Capo ol Good Hope, observed
extraordinary undulations of tho shrfaco of
the mercury which he was using to detect er-

rors of level, and which continued during
hull an hour.

Dr. Gill thinks that these, like the tremors
noticed at Birmingham, may have originated
In the pame disturbance or tho earth s crust
that produced tho disaster at Thebes. Ap-
parently, however, If the undulations wero
convoyed all the way from ureece to tho south-
ern end of Africa, they came from a different
shock from that which manifested its effects
at Birmingham, for tho undulations were no-

ticed by Dr. Gill before that particular shock
bad been felt at Thebes.

These are by no means the first instances
in which perceptible effeits from earthquakes
have been noticed hundreds and oven thous-
ands of miles from tho focus of tho shocks.

"WEALTHY DOCTORS IN ENGLAND

Slxty-flv- e in Five Years Left Property
Yalucd at JC3. 500,000.

Some idea of how much money a successful
doctor in England may accumulate in tho
course of a long life is shown by tho sworn
statements mado to the probato office of the
personal property they leave.

In the last flvo years six tv-fi- doctors have
left i3,6CO,O0O, an average of 50,000, or
$250,000 each. This is in part duo to careful
investments by Sir William Gull, who was
physician in ordinary to the Queen and Prince
of Wnlcs, aud when ho died, nt the age of
seventy-fou- r, left a fortune of 1,720,000. Ho
once spoke of making over $65,000 in asinglo
year.

Seventy-fiv- e thousand dollars is probably
as much as any doctor or lawyer can possibly
make in England, and not more than half a
dozen men probably in each profession aver-
age more than 650,000 a year. Of thirty-tw- o

"doctors In tho list whoso ages were given
one was ninety-thre- e, eight more were
eighty or over, and eleven were between
seventy-fiv- e and eighty. Sir Andrew Clark,
president of the College of Physicians, left
over a million: Sir Oscar Clayton, $750,000;
Dr. Armilage. a blind man. over u million.
Dr. Morell Mackenzie, who was fifty-fiv- e
when ho died, left only 110.000. Seven
estates only out of sixty-liv- e exceeded 8500,-00- 0.

ing corn in a rock mortar enabled tho bravo
old fighter. Col, Benjamin Church, to securo
tho person of Annnwan, the right-hnn- d man
of King Philip in IG76. Thero is hardly a
town included in tho Nipmuc (Mass.) country
but has ono or more of these crude mills of
the red men. Grafton or Haranamisco holds
an immense ono on tho borders of Kihillo,
not far from tho last settlement of that Iribo
nnd near tho battle-fiel- d of Keith mil, whero
Phillip's men came to grief. There wero cer-tn- in

places resorted to by tho Indians for
growing their corn, nnd as far as my knowl-
edge extends thoj wero usually on tho hill-
sides.

Somo of tho small mortars have no doubt
been removed from their original places, but
others remain whero thoy wero used, fixed as
the enduring hills. Tho soapstono es3els
used by tho Nipmucs aro of various sizes uud
have been numerously found JU MHlbury and
Sutton. Along tho streams, in clefts of rocks,
anil on the highest noints of land thov have
been unearthed, many broken and others in
perfect condition. I have in mind one which
lies in tho western part of Millbury. weighing
perhaps seventy-fiv- e pounds and within fifty
rods of Rnmsborn stream. All that is known
of its history is that the occupants of tho farm
had for generations used it as a watering
trough for hens.
