AN ENTIRELY NEW MEASURE

Framed to Meet the Objections of the

Dissatisfied.

Finding It Evident That tho Original Meas-

ure Could Not Pas3 the Committee Brings

in a Hew One Does Not Compel National

Banks to Adopt tho E'er? Eystem Unless

Ihoy Dosire Many Other Changes.

Tho predictions in yestordny's Times that
tho currency bill was to be much modified
were quickly verified. Early yesterday morn-

ing many members of Iho Committoe on
Banking and Currency liui agreed that tho

A conference was held
with Secretary Carlish and a conclusion
reached that tho easiest way would bo to
abandon tho old bill and bring in an entirely
new one, which, while it would carry much of
tho genornl plan of tho old ono, differs ma-

terially, and is intended to meet many of tho
objections urged against tho one under did

cussion.
Frobably the most important change is

that which will permit tho national banking
system to run along without an arbitrary pro-

visions that banks must organize under tho
new system. Tho original Carlisle bill con-

templated that all national banks mu3t reori
guur.e under tho now plan

INTO THE SArETr FUND.

An entire new provision is added as to
Stato bunks as follows:

"Whenever tho Secretary of the Treasury
and tho Comptroller of the Currency shall bo
satisfied that any banking corporation duly
organizeu under the laws ot auy State, and
which transacts no other than a banking
business, as provided in this section, has been
incornorated under the laws of tho State
in which it is located, which laws
requiro that the stockholders shall be
individually liable for the redemption of its
circulating notes to tho full extent of their
ownership of stock, and that such laws re--!
quire that the circulating notes thereof shall
constitute a ttrst lien upon all the assets of tho
bank and a'so that su'jh laws require such'
bank to keen on deposit nt all times with an !

official of the State authorised by law to re-
ceive and hold the same a guarantee fund as
required in tho rourth paragraph of this sec- -
tion, thoyshall issue to said bank acertih'cato j

to that effect. Thereupon said bank may
issue it notes as provided in thi3 act. and t

thereafter tho tax of 10 per cent, heretofore '

imposed by law upon the circulation of the
notes of fctate banks shall not be assessed or
collected upon tho notes of such banks."

Tho bill wns presented in tbo House just
before adjournment yesterday, with an under-
standing that it would bo considered as a sub-
stitute and discussed as such.

WALKER IX TIIE WAY

He Will Oppose the Substitution of the
New Bill.

Representative Walker, of Massachusetts,
who has led tre opposition to tho Cariislo
banking bill in the Houso or Representatives,
predicts that parliamentary difficulties will
confront Representative Springer when ho at-

tempts to substitute tho remodeled bill for
the original. Mr. Walker said:

"When I proposed to move the substitu-
tion of my bill' for Mr. Springer's, Speaker
Crisp said that my bill could not be substi-
tuted for a pending bill when tho Houso was
iu Committee of the Whole on a motion; that
such a substitute could only bo effected by
unauimous consent. y, moreoer, the
Speaker ruled that after a bill had been re-

ported to the House from the Committee of
the Whole, anothor bill could not be substi-
tuted for it even by consent.

"I made a proposition that if I could bo al-

lowed to first offer my bill as a substitute, and
in that way get it before the House, and get a
vote on it in committee, I would not object to
the substitution next of Mr. Springer's new
bill for his first one. They would not agree
to this, and. of course, I will not consent to
tho substitution of the new bill. If Mr. Crisp
stands by his rulings the changes mus be
moved separately and the bill will have to be
remodeled section by section, and a separate
vote taken on every change."

M. Goldsmith)oyyTHE SUGAR DIFFERENTIAL.

Little Prospect o' Change, Although De-

sired by the Adrr inistration.
It is now well understood by the statesmen

at tho Capitol that tho administration really
desire j the repeal of tho differential portion

f the sugar tariff, oven if none of tho "pop-

gun" bills of last session beeomo laws. This
has beep brought about largely by ihe atti-

tude of Germany in assuming that this feature
of tho now tariff law is a violation of the
treaty between" the United States and that
nation.

It now develops that Secretary Gresham
having rnade a careful examination of tho
treaty with Germany at the request of tho
President, has decided that the now law is
doubtless a violation of the treaty and has so
reported to the President.

In view of tho desire of the administration
for action on the subject, Chairman Wilon,
of the Ways and Means Committee, yesterday
introduced in the House a bill repea ing that
portion of the new tariff act which imposes a
differential duty of of 1 cent per pound on
sugars imported from countries paying a
bounty on sugar exports. The repeal of this
duty was urged by President Cleveland in his
last annual message.

The introduction of tho bill by Mr. Wilson
is looked upon r.s an evidence that the ad-

ministration will press for action upon it. in
the hope of straisntenins out the tangle into
which tho loosely drawn sugar features of the j

present tana law have plunged thi3 country.
Not only has Germany closed her ports
against our meat products by reason of this,
but her action has been followed by similar
action on the part of other countries.

It is not believed, however, that any
mensure affecting tariff in any way can be
passed through the Senate. The moment it
makes its appearance thero it will be loaded
down with amendments aud talked to death.
