human nature. For, whether Jesus Christ
be regarded as part and parcel or the Deity,
or only as the greatest of humanitarians and
reforme s the world has ever known, the in-

terest and attractiveness of His personality
arc supreme, in that His work was finished
at a period of life when that of other reform-

ers generally begins.
With all th.s vast interest surrounding it,

howeer, Christmas ismoro prominent in its
relation to th social than to the religious
life. By almost univorsal consent it has come
to be ac. nowlcdgod as a season for social
amenities, when all occupations, all business
of whatever nature, are to be subordinated to
the best and kindliest instinct of the heart-t- hat

of giving and making life pleasant for
others. Ibis characteristic of Christmas
reaches leyond tho limits of sect or creed, for
Jew as woll as Gentile conforms to the usages
it has brought into existent e.

The peculiarity of Christmas is that the
generous impulses it awakens are not con-

fined to the narrow circle of the family, nor
yetmeroiy mbrace personal friends. Few
people but feel the desire at this season to
contribute something to the happiness of
others. The spirit of giving gifts is in the
air. Whether it is because we are "animals of
haliit." or that something that lies dormant
in us all the year round awakens at this
tme and transforms us, tho fact remains
that almost everybody wants to give some1'
thing to somebody else. From this feeling
have sprung the sweetest charities, and be-

cause of it tho lives of the poor and un'ortu-na- t
are made to take on a brief radiance

of happiness.
In the practico of this kind-

liness lies tho most perfect enjoyment or tho
season, and in the fullest possible exercise of
it rests the safest assurance of A Merry Christ-
mas.

THE SOTJTEEEN EACE WAE.

It is doubtful if ever the white people of
tho South can be reconciled tjo negro buffrage.
2vor io it likely that the deejseated prejudice
oi the colored race will permit of reconcilia-
tion, were such a thing possible. Either one
or the other must rule, aud if it be the white
race their supremacy must be absolute or
there can never bo peace and quiet.

Generally speaking, Southern whites are
impulsive, quick to resent, and prone to uae
weapons when aroused to anger. Naturally
brave aud impetuous, they fight rather than
attempt to conciliate. For alhtime they have
looked upon the negro as an inferior being,
aud neither law nor argument can alter or
chance their opinion. To them the negrc
will always bo an animal, and with them bis
life is of but little more value.

On the other band the negro is prejudiced
against the whites. Years of slavery and
countiess experi-uce- 3 or ill treatment baxe
filled him with a hatred that needs but oppor-

tunity to make itself felt. The drink habi
and in many instances a gross ignorance ex-

aggerates this feeling, and oftentimes develop-abus-

that might otherwise have been un
known. Added to this we find that a certain
clai-- s of wnites. tale advantage of the negro ?

Ignorance to use him as a political catspaw.
which, or course, gives greater cause for
widening the breach between the races.

Time iray colvo the negro problem of th
South, but at present it Is foliy.to talk of ne
fcro equality with the white. Southern chh
airy forbids such a compromise and socie:
has placed its ban on the recognition of tl
negro in any capac ty except as a servant, a.
inferior. So long as this condition exists n

effort on the part of negro sympathizers wii

be of s rWce in giving him full and
suffrage. It is better, then, to fa

fac s and try to change conditions by nature
methods than to keep up this race war
force of arm and deeds of violence.

Every friend of the Southern negro s.ho

idvise a rise in the scale of humanity

means of a development of tho intellect.
This can ouly bo done by a liberal education.
Already tho negro race has accomplished won-

ders within the fow short years that mark its
liberation, but thcro is still chance for im-

provement, especially in the South. Drop
tho bottlo and take up tho spelling book, lay
aside tho revolver aud use tho arithmetic, let
politics go and tako care of the schoolhouso,
should be tho injunction of nil persons who
feel a genuine Interest in tho negro's welfare.

For until the nogro proves his title to
equality with tho white by force of intolloct
ho must remain in a subordinate position,
and must also renounce his right to hold re-

sponsible office and become a factor in South-
ern politics.

HELP IS NEEDED.
Word comes that there is much suffering

among tho poor of tho city. At the rs

of all those organizations that make
it their business to relievo the ne essitios of
tho poor, iho demands made upon their re-

sources are far in excess of tho moans they
Jiavo to satisfy them. Many of tho cases
brought to their notico aro of persons too
proud to make known their condition, and
whose needs aro revealed only through some
neighbor's kindness nnd forethought.

Two things must bo done, and, by tho way,
this is just the season to do them. Money,
food, clothing, bedding, aud everything eise
that goes to mako tho inner and tho outer
man comfortable should Jjo sent without do-l-

to whatever charitable organization tho
donors may prefer. Next, everybody ought
to mako it his business to look up thoso that
aro iu need, but too sensitive to mako their
wants known, and bring tho cases of such to
tho attention of thoso who will take pleasuro
in furnishing tho relief that is most needed.
In that way a great doal of suffering can bo

alleviated.
It is this personal service after all that

counts most in tho rendering of practical
charity. Of course it involves trouble and
inconvenience; it is not nearly as easy as just
drawing a check aud letting somebody else do
tho rest, but it Is the best and truest of char-

ity. It mnkes the poor, the worthy poor, feel

that they aro not looked upon as a burden to
be shaken off iu tho quickest and easiest man-

ner pos iblo, but that thoy are regarded with
sympathy aud with that appreciation of their
situation which arises from a conviction that
their condition is owing to no fault of their
own.

Phillips was soon by a Times reporter, to
whom ho said that, while thero had been a
couferenco for tho purpose stated, tho con-

ferees had not reached a conclusion, or, as
Mr. Phillips put it, tho arrangou ent was not
ytt a llnalitv. Thero was no disagreement,
aud it is quite likely that further negotiations
will end to the advantage of both companies
and to the public. Manager Schoepf is of the
opinion that tho act which authorizes the
Metropolitan Company to change its motive
powor contains also tho legal obligation to
provide for transfers for tho accommodation
of the public at a3 early a date as possible.

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WAS THE ACT OF A BRUTE.

.Murder of .Mrs. Leahj by Joseph Ream
Described Before the Coroner's Jury.
Tho story of the cruel murder of Anna

Lola Leahy by her brutal r, Joseph
A. Beam, wa3 told in all Its g

particulars yesterday, by be-

fore tho coroner's jury. At the conclusion of
the hearing, the unanimous opinion of all
present was that the dead woman had been
tho victim of heartless revenge. The mur-
derer was unmoved by the testimony, but
eyed each witness like a cat watching a
mouse.

Dr. J. J. Kinyoun was tho first witness.
He saw Mrs. Leahy when she rushed into the
yard iu her desi erato efforts to escade from
the bulleta of tho assassin. She raised her
arms appealingly towards him, then with a
shriek ot despair fell to the ground face down-
ward. The doctor started towards the pros-
trate woman, but retreated when Beam cov-

ered him with both pistols aud shouted that
he would kill any who entered
the yard.

At this juncturo Mrs. Josephine Beam, wife
of tho murderer, testified tc hearing a noise
down stairs, and afterwards finding tho deal
body of her daughter stretched out in the
yard. She did not believe her husband was
sane. H s mind bad been affected for sev-
eral years owing to the excessive use of strong
drink.

Lizzie Goetz, sifter of the murdered woman,
said she did not believe Beam was insane, in
either a greater or less degree. He drank a
good deal at tiires, but she thought the deed
was inspired through motives of evenge, be-
cause th family would not support Beam in
his idleness and drunk-nnes- s. He had not
done anything towards tho support of his
family for over five years.

Dr. Kinyoun resumed anfi told how tho
prisoner had flourished his revolver on the
streets and threatened to kill anyone who in-
terfered with him. On the way to the station
houso ho tried to jnstify the foul act by say-
ing he had killed a brute

Congressman George D. Meiklejohn, of
Nebraska, said he was on his way home from
the Capitol, and when near the parking at
Third street and Mary and avenue northeast
he heard some one ask excitedly : "Are you a
Mason?" Turning he sa the "excited "mur-
derer at his elbow. Ho held a revolver in
each band, one of which was leveled at tho
Representative The latter quickly pinioned
Beam's arras from behin I and the man said :
"I havo kill d a woman across tho street. I

know shfi's dead because I kicked her." The
Congressman disarmed Beam and held him
until assistance arrived.

Dr. D. Olm Leech testified to seeing the
murderer reloading bis empty pis'ols and
threa ening to kill any ono who molested
him.

Policeman Charles J. Wagner, of tho Nine-
teenth precinct, described the death scene.
He saw Mrs. I eahy totter and '"all with the
words "Oh, my God." on her lips. Ho then
saw Beam rush up to her prostrate form and
kick her about tho head and face with the
exclamation: "Now you're dead."

Charles A. Darling gave corroborati 0 evi-
dence and Deputy Coroner Glazebrook de-
scribed the autopsy. Five of tho murderer's
bul'ets had takr n effect, any on? of which
would have proven fatal. The jurv rendered
a verdict fixing iho killing on Beam, and ho
was committed to jail.
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"RUNNING IN" STREET BEGGARS.

Police Arc'Aftcr the Rold ''Hobos" Who
Hold Up Pedc-trlan- s.

The police are hot after the street beggars
who importune pedestrians at all hours of
tbo day and night. Many complaints havo
been received of tho daring and insulting
mnnner in which some of these fellows "hold
up" passers-by- , and in some instances com-
mit a mild degree of highway robbery.

In the police court yesterday three'of these
worthies wero sent to tho chain gang and
several others were released on their personal
bonds to leae the District.

Andrew Smith was captured by Policeman
McGrath while importuning Chr stmas pur-
chasers in tho vicinity of the National Thea-
ter. Thirty days was the dose given him by
Judge Kimball. A similar sentence was im-
posed on Lewis Hickman, found beggiug in
Georcetown. and Georg" Reynolds, who was
captured on Pensylvania avenue by Police-
man Newkirk.

TRIED TO SCALP THYSON.

Thyson
was engaged in a wordy war with Arthur
Jackson, another young negro, at tho corner
of Thirteen-nnd-a-ha- and D streets, when
Jackson suddenly whipped out a knife and
lunged viciously at Thyson's head. One of
the thrusts cut a deep gash on his forehead
beneath the scalp lock, while unother gave
him a bad slash on the sido of the head near
tho ear.
