Jiift why men of wraith sbculd object so
oblinately to the income tax is a question
not easy to answer. Not ono of them would
fcl its burden, nor would be bo tho less
thrifty because of its imposition. It is a lax
on prosperity aud is intended to reach our
tnouoy-Hjaker- s, and were thero a possibility
of permanent injury to those who guide the
Tvhvols of industry, the levying of tho income
tax would be wild and teckiess legislation.
But both condition and ccavenien e caused
it to ba levied. Justice and right made it a
necessity, aad whn once it beconi-- s estab-

lished as a means of collecting revenue, none
but selfish bond clippers will demand its re-

peal.
The fight to fix the income tax in our stat-

ute books may b long and expensive. The
men who have begun the contest against the
tax are not easily dis ouraged. They have
friends in Qongress, in the courts, and in all
circles where laws ar made, e .oeuted and ju-

dicially considered. But they are opposed by
the masses of tho people, and it Is to their de-

cision that the cause must be finally ap;iealed.

The great trouble with our monetary sys-

tem is the ease with which gold speculators
can i luader our Treasury. The 5,000.000 of
legal tender and Treasury notes, which the ad-

ministration toliovoa neuOssary to redeem in
gold, offered excellent opportunities for a con-

tinuous drain ujkju our gold reserve, for no
oonor are thesi notes once redeoaied than

they are aain paid out and made tho means
of other and repeated raids upon our Ticas-Tir- y.

If a way could bo found to cancel these
notes and withdraw them trom circulation
without actually dim.nishing the volume of
enrrency. the problem would bo solved. It
lias been suggested that a small tax might bo

placed on gold exports, and in this way pro-

tect our cold resorve with ut tho n cessity of
cliang ng tho polipy of redeeming tho notes
on de.unud. Jtedection will sjow that such
a method of trying to stop the evil would re-

sult in much greater har.n. It would seri-

ously interfere with foreign imports, all of
which must be paid for in gold, and would
practically forenrn investment, because
the export tax would n the rate of Inter-

est so that foreign capitalists would not Qnd

It profitable to send money here for invest-

ment.
Unless tboro is great change in the volume

Of our exports wo shall have to continue the
sale of bonds for s mo time to come. Mr.
Carlisle's bill would not alter tho situation
for at least five years, according to his own
statement, and if confidence is to be restored
fo as to relieve tho present depressed condi-

tion, a way must be found at oaco to with-

draw the currency that is a constant menace
to our prosperity.

This could be successfully accomplished by
the ibsuo of short time, low interest-bearin- g

bonds in tmad denominations, for tho re-

demption of tbe trouulesorae currency and
for no other purpose. Tue isbub of these
bondR wouM call out such of tho legal tender
and Treasury notes as aro now on deposit, and
would also take up those o: them used for spo
Iction, because more profit could be had In
holding the bonds than in us ng the currency
for redemption in gold. To K3".e extent this
plan oi ro.loj.niu-- c and canceling tbe objec-

tionable notes would lessen tbe volume of
currency m nominal circulation, but it should
be remem ercd that tho small denomination
OondB would pass current at any time, and
could ue used as currency should tho neces-

sity of tho holder demand.

EXILED WITH KOSSUTH.

Death of Gen. Henry K. Knlusowski, n
Prominent Polish Patriot.

Gen. nrnry Korwln Kalusowski, aged 88

years, who died last Sunday t tho homo of
his son, Dr. H. 12. Knlu30Wskl, No. '.Ml L
street northwest, "was ono of tho most promf-ne- nt

leaders of tbe Polish rebellion of 1830

and the Austrian, insurrection of 1K48. It was
during the laUf r outbreak that hi was, with
Louis Kossuth, exiled by the Austrian gov-
ernment lor his athies with the Insur-
rectionists. Ho fjias been a resident of this
country for about fifty years, wjis twice mar-
ried, and a married daughter and son survivo
him. :

Gen. Kalusowski was born in tho Grand
Duehy of Lithuania, in Poland, in lfrOG.

When the To. ish revolution bron out in 1S;0.
Mr. Kalusowski resigned his position under
the BubSiaugovorument to take an active part
in tliti insurrection. So bravely did this pa-

triot fight for tho liberty of his couutrymen
that ho was soon commi'-sione- a general.

When the Poiish troops were defeated Gen.
Kalusowski went to Prussia, but returned a
few years later and was ma'e minister of
finance of Poland. He lOitinued to dis-
charge tbe duties- of this ofllee until tho fall
of Warsaw. Thea be went into Austr.a and
with several other Polish leaders attempted
to Mart an n in that country. This
resulted in failurp.

In l."3S Gen. Ka usowski camo to the United
States. Ten years later, in 1M8. ho returned
to Europe nnd quite an aetivo part in
tho Austrian revolution, especially in tho
Grand Duchy of Posen. In company with
Louis Kossuth he was expelled by tbo Aus-

trian gov rumont. Ho soon returned to tho
United States.

After serving tho Union bravelv in tho civil
war Mr. Kalusowski was employed by tho
S.tato uepartmont to translate tho Rusiau
documents in connection with the purchase
of Alaska. Later he was appointed clerk in
tho Trensury Dcpnrtmi nt. which position he
resigned in 1882. being then seventy-si- x years
ol I. Since that time he has been living with
his only son. Dr. H. E. Kalusowski.

LOOKS LIKE A flURDER,

Walter Johnson Is in n riticnl Condition
at the Emergency Hospital.

It wasiound necessary yesterday to per-
form a delicate surgical operation on Walter
Johnson, tho youDg colored man, who was
almost disombowclod sho.-tl- after midnight
Christmas morning during an altercation at
Twenty-secon- d and L streets northwest, as
Etated in yesterday s Tints.

Tho oi erat.on was accordingly performed
nt the Emergency Hospital by Dr. Parker
nnd tho hospital s'alT. Johnson's wound
consisted of a deep cut fully three inchos in
length in tho abdomen, aud tho operation of
coeliotomy was necessary to prevent tho in-
testines from protruding.

Tho patient's condition is critical, and
thero mny be a turn for tbe worse, followed

Sho Sid Not Condone Her Husband's Al-

leged Infidelity.
Attorneys-- Bhollobnrgor nnd Wl'son, repre-

senting Mrs. Maud Wholess in her suit for ab-

solute divorco from her husband, Malone
Whelesa, nnd possession of tholr only ohild,
will immediately file on answer to tho demur-
rer of Mr. Whelesa, entcrod by his lawyers J.
Coleman and E. B. Hay, who propose to
make an argument upon the point that Mrs.
Whelees does not assert in her petition that

her husband's infidelity with Mrs. Hay, wife
of Dr. Hay, of the Weather Bureau, was with-
out the consout and condonation of the
wronged wife.

"How could the infidelity of my husband
with Mrs. Hay been with my consent and con-
donation, whon it wa-- carried on for a long
while without my immediate knowledge?"
asked Mrs. Whelesa when seon yesterday in
regard to that feature of Mr. Wheless' de-
murrer.

She bad but shortly beforo returned from
services at St. Paul's Episoopal Church, of
which parish she Is a regular attendant, nnd
spoke with much emotion She had i roken
down and wept, she said during tho services
as they recalled to her mind many circum-
stances in connection with bur spiritual rela-
tions with tbo church.

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PRETTY FAST TRAVELING.

Elevated Elccfrlc Road to New York Prora.
iscs Two .Miles a Minute-Tw- o

miles a minute Is pretty fast traveling,
but that is vhattho projectors of the elevatod
electric road promiso betweon Washington
and New York, according to their bill now
boforo Congress.

And when such men as Hamilton Disston,
Snmuol M. Brynn.Noab L. Jeffries, Benjamin
Butterworth, William L. Brown, and Lewis
A. Grant, tako hold of an enterprise of this
sort and ask Congress to charter a road,
which thoy agree shall run its trains nt not
less than 120 miles per hour, it seems as
though they roally believed two miles u minute
speed not only possible but practicable. So
it may bo that tho residents of New York who
want to look in on Congress for an hour or
two, the pooplo or Washington who want to
go shopping in New York, will find the round
trip and tho day's outing easily accomplished
within buelness hours, or between breakfast
and dinner.

The proposed road Is to bo. according to
tbo bill Introduced, an elevated track, suffi-

ciently high that it may not interfere with
tratllc on tbe surface, may pass towns and
cilies cither overhead or underground at tho
proposed lightning sped and make tbe entire
trip at the rato of not less than 120 mites per
hour.

The bill incorporating tbo National Rapid
Transit bail wny Company was introduced by
Mr. Catchiugs, of Mississippi. Mr. ditchings
knows a good thing when ho sees it, and is
not given to advocating (rank schemes. It
may therefore be accepted that tbe bill is
drawn In good faun and wl h the belief on
tho part of tint persons urging it that its
propositions can be carried out.

Tno preamble which accompanies the bill
is interesting in its argument in favor or the
plan, aud reasons why n can and should be
carried out. It begins hy tho assertion that
it is evident that the steam locomotive has
rea hed its limit of speed and has not made
an average of ono niiie per minute, yet that
at its resent spee 1 the carrying of pas-sen- t,

ers on the samo road 'with freight is tho
cause of much loss of Hie. In view ot this
assertion, the whorea proceeds to ro ate that
coram persons propose to coustruct an el-

evated road to connect tho capital of the na-

tion with its commercial metropolis at a run-
ning rato or 120 miles per hour or more.

The bill authorizes the company to organ-
ize with 15,000.000 worth of stock, to bu in-

creased to 3i5,(iOJ.000 if desired. Tue com-
pany is to lay out, build aad e U.p the road
from Washington 1 1 a point on the Hudson
River, opposite New York, with one or more
tracks; to build it upon what is known as the
Brott plan. The road, according to tho pro-
visions ot tho bill, is to be elevated above tho
gronn I and prov ded with ono or moro side
rail.ssoasto prevent doradmeut.When it p.nsses
a city or village itshall le sufficiently eleva-
ted to perm t tho passage of teams and traffic
beneath it, or else shall run underthp ground
so as not to interfere with tratllc. The con-
duit for the e!o trie wires is to bo so arrangod
as to Insure :h? safety of persons coming iu
contact therewith. Tho road is to carry

and mails, and may also carry ireight
if tho pro c ors and managers desire.
