Xew Youk, Dec. 3L Rev. Dr. Charles H.
rarkburst gave out the subpoenaed
btatemeut after it had teen road before the
executive committed of the Society for tho
Prevention of Crime and officially indorsed
by that body. It is a very exhaustive re-

sume.
"In stating my position touching certain

questions now lying before the public mind,

I cannot express myself too appreciatively of
tho splendid work that has been done by tho
senate committee and its talented counsel.
There has boen created through their in-

strumentality an epoch in the history of our
city, nud there has boon secured at tho polls
n municipal revolution that would havo boen
impossible except through their agency or
agency of a similar laud.

"It may furthermore be promised that any
strictures that we may feel it necessary to
pass are prompted by no spirit of animosity
toward any man or any association or men.
The personal element does not enter into the j

question with us. There is a particular lino !

which oar society has laid down for itself
and particularly ends which wo havo been for
a considerable time prosecuting, and in all
our efforts of personalities it is merely an
incident.

"If the readers of the statoment will put
themselves to the pain of recalling what
transpired last spring, thsy will remember
that at the time tne writer of this statement
and a few associated with him wore tho only
ones who believed in the honesty of pu rpose
of the senate committoe. Tho newspapers
were almost a unit in their conviction that to i

rely upon Mr. Lexow and his colleagues for
our municipal deliverance was to lean upon a
broken reed. I remember very well saying to
Mr. Lexow at Albany, in the presence of all
hia associates, that I had just como from New
York, where the entire atmosphere was per-
vaded with utter disgust of him, and all the
membors of his committee.

"I became convinced, however, by my per-
sonal association with Mr. Saxton, Mr. Brad-
ley, and two or tbiee of their colleagues that
the committee could be counted upon to do
honest and faithful work

CLEAK UP TO THE END.

"I gave to them my entire confidence; I
nsed my best efforts to break down the spirit
of distrust which prevailed, and In conjunc-

tion with tho other members of tho
executive oommitteo of tho Society for
tho Prevention of Crime, put at the
servico of tho Senators tho entire
resources of our office. And they have been
availing themselves of those resources up to
Saturday night last. We havo watched the
actions of the committee with keenest inter-
est and unqualified assurance. Thoy havo
bored into the rotten tissue of tho police de-

partment with utter indifference as to tho
character, political or otherwise, of what
they struck.

'Knowing that tneir report would nave to
bo rendered tho first of the new year wo did,
to be sure, become a littlo solicitous lest they .

were not allowing sufficient time lor examin
ing the bigl-o- r officials, but I supposed they
knew what they were about and they would

not do anything that would even look hko
stopping their work without finishing it. j

"Matters had boen for so long a time con-

CONSTITUTE ITS EXECUTIVE HEADSHIP.

"In view of all this we aro justified in say-

ing that wuilptbo committee stood up to the
rack magnificently through all tho earlier
portions of tho investigation, they flinched nt
the crisis. As long ago as when Mr. 3ross
undertook to adduce evidence against
Mr. Byrnes In direct mnnner, tho investigat-
ing committee sprang to Byrnes' assistance.
N w, this is not a thine to bo debated. Their
attitude was instantly rocognized by those in
attendance and distinctlv slated In tho jour-
nals of the next morning. Tho pursuit of
lines that might possibly huvo conducted to
the real inwardness of Byrnes' conduct and
character was discouraged discouraged as it
li is been discouraged in the case of no other
man.

"Now tbe presumption is on tho side of tho
superintendent's being as criminal as any
other member of the force; so mat tho hesi-
tancy to handle him as Williams was handled
could not proceed from any prior conviction
of his Innocence. Wherever thoy havo
struck in their fork thoy havo found
rot; and whether Byrnes bo rotten
or not he has bean in rot lor thirty-on- e years

After complaining of the disinclination of
tho Lexow committee to consult with their
committee tho statement continues: "Wo, of
the executive committee, feel that our fight
during the past three years has been perma-
nently a content with Mr. Byrnes. lie has
known perfectly well that our" only intention
has been to socuro tho enforcement of law in
this city, and yet ho hns dogged our 6teps
from first to lat and has omitted no efforts
to discredit us in the estimation of tho com-
munity.

"If the executive element of tho police de-

partment had been able to accomplish its
purpose it would have crushed tho Society
for tho Prevention of Crime; there would
have been no Lcxow committee, and Grant
would have been mayor y instead of
Strong.

"When our agents were making it uncom-
fortable for their associates Mr. Byrnes rep-
resented to the police justices, so tne pross in-

forms us. that tho Issuing of warrants to ir-

responsible purties ought to bo stopped. Wo
raised no question as to the wisdom of tho
ralo proposed by SupL Byrnes in this partic-
ular; wo axe only calling attention to the fact
that it was he who ruled in the matter and
that tho immediato effects of tho rulo so
adopted wauld be to retard tho operations of
our dctoctlvos. Wo understood, and tho

um.r3tood, that that was tho object
which Mr. Byrnes in iow."

After reciting at somo length the alleged
hostilo attitude and acts of Supt. Byrnes
against the Society for tho Pretention of
Crime, the committer goes on:

"Now tbnt is Byrnes. Ho is tho mnn that
we bavo had steadily in our oyo for three
vears and he has had us just ns steadily in
Lis eye. Tho community knows our work
has meant nothing but the overthrow of mis-

rule in this city. Byrnes has known that as

"Now, why has not the senatorinl commit-
tee, through its counsel, made themselves fa-

miliar with these matters? Wo have urged
that Mr. Byrnes should bo asked whether
prior to tho senatorial investigation ho was
knowing of the rottenness of the police force.
He either was or he was not. If he was, and

mitteo insist that Mr. Goff. in his characteris-
tic manner sbpuld broil Mr. Byrnes on that
bifurcato dilemma?

"I am nothing but a minister, but if I
been a lawyer of Mr. Goffs ubility I would
have put Mr. Byrnes on that toasting iron
and I would have guaranteed to broil out of
him all of his official reputability insido of
one day's session, provided, of course, the
committee would havo allowed mo to do so.

"Lot mo complete, in conclusion, that I
have no interest in this matter save a pro-
found and passionate dosiro to see work that
is thorough. If Mr. Byrnes, with character-
istic disposition to get" his own neck out of
tho yoke, says that ho has been so handi
capped as to bo practically powerless, l want
to say that all such oxcuse is

EVASIVE AND COWARDLY.

If he had wanted to turn tho polico depart-
ment upside dowu nnd exhibit it in tho char-

acter that ho certainly knew belonged to It,
he could havo dono it done it easily, and
the public would havo stood by him, no
body of men more resolutely or more hardy
than the Society for tho Prevention of Crime.

"If I may bo permitted to refer to myself I
have been "able to do something in that lino
the past throe years notwithstanding I was
outside of the department nothing but a
minister, nnd I do declare that if Byrnes
had wanted to do anything ho could
havo done it and ho could have ac- -
compusnea more in me snnpo oi enrtuqunK-in- g

result in three months than I have been
able to do in twelve times threo months. Men
with as much influence as Mr. Bvrnes who
have been in tho midst of iniquity clear up to
their esrs for thirty years can light iniquity
if they want to, and if they are clean they will
want io.

"I am awaro thnt many who aro our
friends will take exception to this statement.
Somo will sny that it is inexpedient. That is
not a consideration i hat weighs with us. Wo
are here for a principle and we aro hero to
stay. Compromises, evasions, shifts nud .
deils we believe to bo inimical to everything
in the shape of true progress and perma- -
nent effects. o are not prowling lor
promotion nor burning for popularit y, but tho

Sharp Criticism of the Reformer by the

Stales Senator Thomas C. Piatt, of New York,

Cincinnati,, Dec. 31. Judge Buckwalter
tc-d- refused to surrender Rov. A. H. Hamp-
ton, alius Alexander Jackson, a colored min-
ister, to Deputy Sheriff W. W. Perrln, of
Lebanon, Ky., until ho had assurance of
Gov. Brown and of tho sheriff of Green
ccuuty, Ky., that tho man would be pro-
tected from any mob.

Rov. Hampton was formerly a teacher at
Wiiitewood, Ky., aud had somo words with
J. G. Durham, a farmer, In June, 1893, be-
cause tho pupils wero stealing the latter'a
fruit. Rev. Hampton shot Durunm, but not
fatally, and fled.

Deputy Sheriff Perrin, a relative of Dur-
ham, last night arrestod Hampton white
preaching at Avondale. After an exciting
timo he was y brought beforo Judge
Buchwalter on extradition papers. Unmpton
said ho was indicted and Durham recovered;
bo had been willing to no back if assured a
fair trial. He had received letters from prom-
inent peoplo thero warning him bis life was
not safe. A colored man nud a colored boy
had boen I vnched there, one for murder and
the other for criminal assault, and ha would
Lc strung up bv a mob if taken back by Dep-
uty Sheriff Perrin.

"I have sent twocolorcd men back lately."
said Judge Buchwalter. " Ono to Georgia
and one to Kentucky, although the offense of
tho latter, an Italian peddler, was only shoot-
ing at somebody. He was taken by a mob
out of the Burlington mil and hung to a tree.
I determined then I would never send another
prisoner South unless I had assurance he
would be protected from a mob and given a
fair trial. I must ha.e a letter from Gover-
nor Brown and the Sheriff of your county to
that effect."
