An Archbishop's Robe. 1205.
In our own time, when, from antiquarian

curiosity or some other roason, ancient tombs
have been opened, we have come iaceto face
with the long buried specimens of olden nee-

dlework. An instance occurred notlong since
in Canterbury Cuthedial. when tho tomb of
Hnb-- rt Walter was opened. This ecclesiastic
was archbishop of Canterbury when he died,
m 1205. Only his bones remainod wnen the
investigation in question took place, but these
lay in the vestments in which the body was
interred nearly 700 years ago, and onthese
robes nro vnrious embroideries in siik and
gold.

The linen was found to be considerably de-
cayed, but the ainlier-eolore- d siik on wh.ch
the embroidery is worked is in fair preserva-
tion. This work consists of angels, the evan-
gelists nnd other sacred figures urrnnged
chiefly in roundlets. In the same cathedral
may also bo seen another spec men of even
greater interest; thi3 is the velvet jupon (a
surcoat worn over armor) of tue black prince,
which is supondi-- over his tomb. It is em-
broidered with his arms in gold. The robes of
tho Snxon bishop, St. Cutbbert. in the library
of Durham Cathedral, are also enriched with
needlework. Chambers' Journal.
